COOL WEATHER IDEAS

NOW that chill winds blow and 
children's parties must be 

given, especially on birthdays, a 
candy pull will be a delightful 
thing to give If there Is enough 
room for the children to move 
about and enjoy it. Here Is one of 
the good candies that may be 
pulled :

Velvet Molasses Candy.
Put one cupful of molasses, three 

cupfuls of sugar, one cupful of boll 
Ing water and three tablespoonfuls 
of vinegar In a saucepan over the 
heat. As soon as the boiling point 
Is reached, add one-half teaspoonful 
of creatn of tartar. Boll until when 
tried In cold water the mixture will 
become brittle. Stir constantly dur 
ing the last of the cooking. When 
nearly done, add one-half cupful ol 
melted butter and one-fou&h tea 
spoonful of soda, pour out. aud 
when cold, pull. Flavor to taste.

Party Cheese Salad.
Take two packages of cream 

cheese, roll into small balls, making 
twelve. Toast—or tint any color 
desired. Arrange in nests of lettuce 
and serve with mayonnaise dress 
ing.

Apple Sauce Pudding.
Season one cupful of apple sauce 

with cinnamon or nutmeg, divide It 
among six dessert glasses. Prepare 
a junket tablet with a pint of luke 
warm milk, three tablespoonfuls ot 
sugar (dissolve the tablet In a table 
spoonful of wafer), flavoring thr 
junket mixture with a few drops ot 
almond. Pour over the apple sauce 
and let stand to become firm In e 
warm room. Chill and serve.

Buttercups.
Those of us who have crunchen 

the creamy buttercup will never 
forget their deliciousness. Shall 
we make a few at home?

Boll two cupfuls of molasses with 
one cupful of sugar and one-hall 
cupful of boiling water, two table 
spoonfuls of butter, one-third of a 
teaspoonful of cream of tartar, noi 
stirring until the last few minutes 
of the cooking. When a firm ball 
is made when a drop Is placed In 
cold water pour out. cool and pull 
Make a long roll of fondant, covet 
with buttercup' mixture, pull In a 
long strip ami cut into small pieces 
with shears.

This was inserted, the council 
stated, as a means of keeping 
children off the streets, particu­
larly small girls. The council al­
so hopes to check the practice of 

I permitting children solicitors 
making a house to house canvass. 

I The ordinance also provides for 
i a license fee of $5.00 per year or 
50 cents weekly and leaves the 

i matter of issuing th<= licenses tn 
Clerk Myron A. Stevens and 

I James E. Gre.ene. corporation 
j counsel. It also provides that the 
] name of the printer and firm 
I doing the advertising be printed 
I on the bill or whatever is being 
1 circulated. If a permit is refused 
•and the party seeking permission 
feels himself aggrieved he has 

I the privilege of being heard by 
the council.

I Violation of the ordinance car­
ries a maximum penalty of $500 

(fine or 90 days in jail, depend­
ing upon the discretion of the 
I court. The council pointed out 
that the ordinance in no way 
prohibits merchants from adver­

tising legitimate products through 
the medium of circulars and 
other printed matter but is di­
rected against distributors of 
matter containing scandalous 
or libelous statements, or im.- 
moral and indecent literature.

The ordinance takes effect im­
mediately. — Dearborn Press.

Another Gift 
For Motorists

Michigan motorists today re­
ceived a belated Christmas gift in 
the joint statement issued by 
Secretary of State Clarke W. 
Brown and Orville E. Atwood, 
secretary of state-elect.

The announcement was to the 
effect that 1934 license plates will 
be legal until February 1, 1935
on all motor vehicles except trail­
ers of more than 3,000 pounds.

Under the trailer-brake law 
adopted by the 1933 legislature, 
all trailers of more than 3,000 
pounds gross weight must be 
equipped with brakes that can 
be operated by the driver of the 
truck. Because of this law. 1934 
trailer license plates cannot be 
used legally after December 31, 
1934 on trailers weight more than 
3.000 pounds.

Michigan Is Indian 
Word For Land Of Lakes

In the belief of some authori­
ties the name “Michigan” is de­
rived from “mich-sang-ye-gan’’ 
of the Ojibway language, accord­
ing to the Department of Con­
servation. “Michsang-ye-gan" 
means Lands of Lakes. There are 
more than five thousand inland 
lakes in the state and the waters 
of four inland seas wash its 
shorelines.

The recent joint order of the Federal Reserve Board 
and the Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation, requir­
ing all member banks throughout the country tempor­
arily to reduce the rate of interest paid on savings de­
posits, is a part of the new safe banking policies now 
being insisted upon.

Under present conditions banks cannot earn 3% on sav­
ings deposits; therefore, banks cannot afford to con­
tinue to pay 3%, or any rate that is not actually earned.

To the average depq^itor the difference between 3/& 
and 2c/< amounts to only a few cents in six months, but 
it is a small price to pay for absolute safety for his de­
posits.

mayor continued, "on the fact 
that Plymouth's property valua­
tion. and consequently the indi­
vidual tax bills, have been de­
creasing for the past five years, 
and at the present time I can see 
no reason for a sudden increase. 
The additions and improvements 
which are being undertaken as a 
result of the Better Housing Pro- 

- gram are. on the whole, of a min­
or character, and as such should 
not normally cause a rise in valua­
tion."

"There are several things.” he 
declared, "which prevent me from 
making an official and binding 
statement to the citizens of 
Plymouth that their tax bills will 
not increase. As affairs stand 
now. and with the personnel of 
the commission remaining as it is.

it would be possible to do this; 
but because of a new state ad­
ministration soon to take com­
mand. and a coming change in 
the city commission members at 
election time, I cannot go on rec­
ord as making any promises.

"Plymouth's property valua­
tion.” explained Robinson, de­
pends upon the county assess­
ment. which in turn depends up­
on the State. A change of at­
titude of either of these groups 
in regards to expenditures and 
the public debt might therefore 
easily necessitate a raise in the 
valuation of the property of the 
city of Plymouth, regardless of 
the will of the local commission, 
but an increase in taxes caused in 
this manner could not be laid, of 
course, to activities of the Fed­
eral Housing Administration."

"Therefore.” stated Mayor 
Robinson. “I can see no reason 
why people should hesitate to 
participate in property improve­
ment in connection with the FHA 
because of a fear that their indi­
vidual assessments will be in­
creased.”

While Mayor Robinson made 
no official promises, his explana­
tion of the tax question is expect­
ed to be a stimulus to the Better

Housing Program which to date 
has been relatively sluggish In 
Plymouth. Since no local chair­
man has as yet been selected to 
head the work.

of Commerce secretary.

' The Better Housing Program is 
a nation-wide undertaking of the 
Federal Housing Administration, 
which body was created by an 
act of Congress passed last sum­
mer. enabling home owners to 
improve their property at a time 
when the entire building industry 
and its subsidiaries would be ma­
terially benefitted. Under the pro­
visions of the Act. no Federal 
funds are used, but instead, pri­
vate funds are made available to 
borrowers, since the Federal gov­
ernment guarantees to the finan­
cial institutions which make the 
loans that they will lose nothing 
as a result of the notes which 
they accept from individuals.

Home owners can borrow 
amounts ranging from $100 to 
$2,000 by giving their personal 
note, which bears a low rate of 
interest. The notes may run from 
one to three years, and require 
only the signature of the maker.

The program in Plymouth dates 
only from November 19. at which 
time Mayor Robinson issued an 
official proclamation which in­

i' augurated the project in this city. 
When a more permanent organi­
zation can be drafted to push the 

' work, the economic and social 
' benefits which have been receiv- 
i ed in other communities will un- 
j doubtedly revert to the mer­
chants. labororers and citizens of j 
Plymouth. '
