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School Bonds
And Interest Is 
Paid Up To Date

Over $21,000 Have Been 
Remitted On Debt Says 
Treasurer Hamill

Another $20,00 Must Be 
Paid Before Present 
Year Is Overpayment 
Depends On Taxes

Plymouth taxpayers will be in­
terested in knowing that the pub­
lic school bonds of this district 
are now paid up to date. Not only 
have the bonds been paid that 
are due. but the interest is also 
paid stated Herald F. Hamill, 
treasurertof the school board yes­
terday.

Last fall when local taxpayers 
began to pay their taxes, they 
discovered that their school taxes 
seemed to be somewhat high, this 
being due to the “debt service."

Now this debt service has been 
paid up to date entirely. The 
total was $21,902.50, states Mr.

. Hamill. But there is due another 
.$20,380 in bonds and.interest W1 
fore the present year is over, 
and the payment of 'this will de­
pend to a very great extent, upon 
the settlement of delinquent tax­
es. states Mr. Hamill.

The bonds that are due and 
have been paid are for construc­
tion work at the Starkweather 
school, the Central grade school 
and the Central high school.

Bonds that were due or will be 
due iri October and April as 
shown in the following table are 
on the Starkweather school. 
Bonds that were due or will be 
due in September and March are 
on the - Central grade school. 
Bonds that were due or will be 
due in January and July are on 
the Central high school.

To date, between fifty-five and 

sixty per cent, of the taxes have 
been collected, which is approxi­
mately the same as the collections 
last year at this time. Whether 
the board of education will be 
able to meet the bond and inter­
est payments as they come due. 
on time, will depend upon the 
payment of school 'taxes and the 
amount received in debt service 
from the county treasurer which 
he collects from the delinquent 
1933 tax.

The amount assessed each year 
for debt service can be used for 
nothing but retirement of bonds 
and interest, and after a few 
years the collection of delinquent 
debt service will offset the 
amount which is not colected in 
each current year, and then there 
will be no time during the year 
when the Plymouth district bonds 
will not be paid to date.

Sewer Survey 
Started By City 
To Take Months

Officials Hope To Bring 
About Improvement 

Next Year
The long needed sewer survey 

for the city of Plymouth has 
been started and when it is com­
pleted probably sometime next 
summer, the city, will know where 
all of the sewers empty. They will 
know that sanitary sewers empty 
into storm sewers and Tonquish 
creek. They will know, as far as 
possible, where every sewer in 
Plymouth is located, and when it 
is all over there will be a perma­
nent record of them at the city 
hall.

It is generally believed that 
there are many sanitary sewers 
that empty into storm sewers 
which were not constructed or 
planned for that service. The 
city hopes to remedy this situa­
tion In time.

At present CERA workers are 
collecting such data as can be 
secured at the city hall. Later 
they will make a field survey of 
conditions, securing such informa­
tion as not revealed by the city 
records. The hope of city officials 
is that when this information has 
been completed, they can use 
some of the funds they hope to 
secure from the federal govern­
ment to remedy some of the de­
fects that exist and greatly im­
prove the sewer system of the 
city, especially eliminating the 
foul-smelling Tonquish creek open 
sewer.

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It Is The Right Thing To Do?
There is one part of Governor Fitzgerald’s econ­

omy plan that we are not at all enthusiastic 
about. In fact we cannot see wherein there will 
be the slightest economy in what he proposes to 
do, and the danger of it is that the successful 
culmination of his idea would probably add con­
siderable to the expense oi government. We have 
reference to the proposed closing of two or three 
of the state normal schools. The Governor believes 
he can save many hundreds of thousands of dol­
lars each year by closing the Western State Nor­
mal school at Kalamazoo and the Michigan State 
Normal at Ypsilanti or possibly the Central Nor- 
may at Mt. Pleasant. We agree with the governor 
that he may save some money that is now spent 
for education in Michigan.

But if he closes the normal schools, what is he 
going to do to care for the several thousands of 
young people who become Normal students during 
the four or five years of their lives after they leave 
the high school of the state?

Is he not going to simply transfer the education­
al burden to the welfare and unemployment costs 
of the taxpayers? That is the only point worth 
considering. ■>

The Governor knows and every one else knows 
that it is practically an impossibility for a young 
man or woman to walk out of the high school 
class room into a job these days. It is useless to 
dispute the fact that hundreds, yes thousands of 
young people are carrying on their educational 
work at the normals and colleges as a way to oc­
cupy their time, and hoping that through better 
educational equipment they will be able to secure a 
job that has become almost a priceless prize these 
days. All of the young people attending normal 
schools are not preparing themselves to become 
teachers, so they are not being trained for a field 
that the Governor claims is overcrowded.

The only reason that all of our educational in­
stitutions have more students now than ever be­
fore is because the great army of young people who 
have completed their high school work cannot 
secure employment and they know it is better for 
them as well as their country to be in school than 
to join the great army of unsuccessful job hunters.

We would like to ask the Governor, whose sin­
cerity about state economy is not questioned, how 
he proposes to support these young people he would 
throw out of the state normal schools—how he 
proposes to provide jobs for the hundreds, of nor­
mal instructors who will be without employment 
if his plan to close J:he normals should be approv­
ed.

They cannot secure woix as everyone knows, and 
the. street comers and beer gardens would neces­
sarily become their new halls of learning.

It is not our intention to create the impression 
that all of the students and all of the teachers 
of the normal schools would go on the welfare if 
these schools closed. But certainly the govern­
ment or business would have to provide some place 
for them in our rapidly changing social system.

Michigan’s compensation of its normal instruc­
tors has always been miserly. The chief executives 
of the normals receive less pay than do hundreds 
of shiftless and needless political job holders.

Suppose we keep the normal schools open simply 
as one of the- ways of keeping some four or five 
thousands of people out of idleness. Would not the 
state spend less for the maintenance of these in­
stitutions than it would pay for the support of four 
or five thousand inactive people?

They might say that most of the funds for the 
support of the unemployed comes from Washing­
ton, so why should Michigan worry.

You can mark it down now that Michigan PAYS 
into Washington millions of dollars more for wel­
fare than it gets back and if the support of some 
thousands of young people who are now finding 
a way to go to school is thrown upon the state, the 
taxpayers of Michigan WILL pay the entire cost. 
There is no way to dodge it.

The government is constantly searching for 
vays to keep its millions of idle people busy. What 
setter way to keep four or five thousand young 
people and teachers busy than by keeping them in 
the school room, where they at least learn some­
thing of decency and something of value that 
might be of aid in getting employment.

Michigan’s normal schools have long been re­
garded as the poor man’s school—where the sons 
and daughters of the man without wealth could 
attend and Secure such educational advantages as 
the state nqrmals offer. If the normals are closed, 
the door to greater opportunities is also closed to 
a very great many deserving and worthy young 
people.

ir this proposal should be approved we will have 
a situation of where only the sons and daughters 
of the rich can go on to the universities—and most 
of the sons and daughters of the fanner and work­
ingman and the small business man will be given 
only such education as offered by the grade 
schools. Then when their school days pre over all 
they can look forward to is a job where only 
muscle and endurance is required, providing they 
can find such a job.

No. we cannot at all agree with the proposal to 
close the normals because right now there seem to 
be more teachers than there are jobs. It will be 
economy for Michigan to keep them open, even

though it may not believe in more education for 
its young people.

One may laugh at the suggestion that these 
students and normal teachers might possibly be­
come a welfare problem. But why laugh? Can you 
tell of one single job open today that one of the 
students or one of the teachers of these schools 
might secure?

The whole question resolves itself down to just 
one issue, would it be better for Michigan to keep 
its normal teachers employed and the normal stud­
ents in the school rooms, or would it be more econ­
omical and better for the state to throw these 
thousands of worthy people into idleness and upon 
public support with no job to be had and the fu­
ture one of abject hopelessness?

That' is the issue—NOT ECONOMY, and we ur­
gently recommend to the Governor consideration 
of this phase of the question.

What Will We Do?
Will Plymouth, one of Michigan’s cities rich in 

historical and pioneer lore, take any definite part 
in the centennial celebration that has been sug­
gested in connection with Michigan’s one hundred 
year’s of statehood? George N. Fuller, state his­
torian. in a letter to Michigan newspapers, declares 
that the Michigan Historial Commission and the 
Michigan State Historical Society, will be glad to 
offer any assistance that may be desired by any 
community or organization that cares to stage 
any kind of a celebration or pageant during 1935 
or 1936.

Secretary Berg Moore of the Plymouth Chamber 
of Commerce has expressed a willingness to aid in 
any such affair, if the community should decide on 
some event in celebration of Michigan’s one 
hundredth birthday.

Mr. Fuller states that it is important that dates 
and places for these localized Celebrations be se­
lected at the earliest date possible to coordinate 
them with the entire state program covering a pe­
riod of two years. Advantages to be gained by this 
definite coordination of celebrations are obvious. 
Their continuity will insure "something doing" in 
all parts of the State during the two year period 
of 1935 and 1936, enable neighborly communities 
to visit each other’s celebrations and become bet­
ter acquainted, and provide ideal itineraries for 
tourists desiring to see Michigan at its best, in all 
its historic splendor, with interesting entertain­
ment that invites a more prolonged stay than 
usual.

Types of .celebrations will include: Pageants, pa­
rades and floats depicting local and State develop­
ment, the community resources, culture and wealth; 
historical and patriotic events; public assemblages 
and picnics with appropriate programs and festi­
vities; programs in schools, churches, community 
halls, club houses; fraternal organization dinners 
and programs; marking local historical spots: va­
rious forms of commemorating the lives of those 
who have built local communities and the com­
monwealth; signs and emblems to focus public 
attention upon local and State history; measures 
that will bring all classes of people and sections of 
Michigan into closer acquaintance and knowledge 
of each other; features that will impress thou­
sands of visitors with the attractiveness of your 
own community and the State of Michigan, and 
their advantages for recreation, business or resi­
dence.

These are merely fundamental features for cele­
brations. subject to elaboration or subordination to 
fit the particular type of program best suited to 
your local interests.

"It is the coordinated activities of every com­
munity in the S.tate that will make the Michigan 
Centennial so big that it will command national 
attention and enable our own citizenry to become 
better acquainted with our own Michigan. It is our 
opportunity to tell the world about Michigan, 
bring hundreds of thousands of visitors into our 
midst, greet them with true Michigan cordiality 
and hospitality, and build more extensively and 
profitably upon the solid foundation laid by our 
fathers 100 years ago. While we are celebrating 
the works of our fathers, we are building for the 
future.” says Mr. Fuller.

All The Bunk
How under the sun we ever got the impression 

we do not know, but we had always thought, that 
the hundreds of thousands of young men we sent 
across the Atlantic during the World war. won 
that war. But from a statement made in the Unit­
ed States senate the other day. our impression is 
entirely wrong. Senator Nye told the senate that 
the DuPonts declare that they won the war and 
the soldiers and sailors who gave up their lives had 
nothing to do with it. Isn’t that interesting news!

It Didn’t Happen, But.
There was some talk a while back that Editor

DeFoe of Charlotte Republican-Tribune might be 
the new warden at Jackson prison. He was not a 
candidate for the appointment and was probab­
ly as surprised as some of his friends were when 
he saw his name mentioned as a possible selection 
ior this important post. This probably all came 
about because it is generally known that Editor 
DeFoe and the new Governor have long been per­
sonal friends. Anyway Editor DeFoe was not nam­
ed to the place, but as to his qualifications for the 
jcb there is not the slightest question. He has made 
a success all of his life of the thing he haa been 
at. He knows human nature. He is prompt and he 
is intensely interested in just the sort of problems 
that make necessary our prisons. He would have 
been one of Michigan's outstanding wardens if 
he had been named to the post.

Now that President Roosevelt is about to turn 
over to the people of the country some four bil­
lion. eight hundred thousand dollars in cash, it 
is up to Plymouth to get just as much of that 
money as can be secured. We should lose no time 
in setting up the necessary projects and then 
after all we can get. for the good of the city and 
the good of our working people.

Ice Fishermen!
Get A License

Do you have your 1935 fishing 
license? Unless you do. you can­
not legally fish through the ice 
on inland waters, says the Fish­
eries Division, Department of 
Conservation.

Many fishermen evidently have 
been slow to understand provi­
sions of the general fishing license 
law. now in its second year of en­
forcement. The belief persists in 
some quarters tha- a license is 
not necessary for ice fishing on 
inland waters. This is erroneous, 
the Fisheries Division points out. 
All residents over 18 years of 
age are required by law to have 
a general fishing license so as to 
fish in any manner on the inland 
waters of the state.

Fishing licenses are not good for [ 
a year following date of purchase I

as some believe, the Fisheries 
Division states. All resident and 
non resident fishing licenses, ex­
cept the special non-resident li­
cense, which is good for only ten 
days from date of issue, auto­
matically expire December 31 of 
the year for which issued.

Trout fishermen are now count­
ing the-, days until the opening 
of trout-fishing season, May 1. 
Only 91 days remain, says the 
Fisheries Division. <

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Senate Not To
Jump At Crack 

Of TheGovernor
Group Formed To Have 
Some Say About State 
' Patronage

The week has seen the appoint­
ment of an auditor general to 
fill the vacancy caused by the un­
timely death of John K. Stack. Jr., 
and with it the first sign of re­
volt against Gov. Fitzgerald’s se­
lections for major public offices. 
In the republican controlled sen­
ate. Senator Don VanderWerp 
<R) of Fremont conducted a one- 
man insurrection protesting the 
confirmation • of Mrs’. Frederick 
M. Alger’s appointment to the li­
quor control commission. All 
other appointments submitted to 
the upper house for confirmation 
this week were approved without 
question, including John J. 
O’Hara, prominent Menominee at­
torney. for auditor general: John 
S. McDonald of Grand Rapids, 
former member of the state su­
preme court to the liquor com­
mission: and Harold T. Ellerby. 
Birmingham, to the public trust 
commission.

Senator VanderWerp. who is 
one of the better known newspa­
per publishers of the state, an 
attorney and a first term mem­
ber of the senate, although he 
has previously served as a mem­
ber of the house, based his ob­
jections to Mrs. Alger’s appoint­
ment on the personal belief that 
her presence on the liquor com­
mission would make of that body 
a two-man affair: meaning that 
she would become a silent partner 
and that the policies and future 
action of the commission would 
be determined entirely by her two 
male associates.

The fact that Mrs. Alger hap­
pens to be one of Detroit's social 
elite caused Senator Vander 
Werp to feel that her presence on 
the commission would place the 
drinking problem in this state in 
the so-called "silk stocking” class, 
elevating and dignifying the hab­
it to the point of being fashion­
able for the women of younger 
generations to indulge in the use 
of hard liquors.

The senator was not alone in 
this belief inasmuch as the senti­
ment in a hastily called caucus 
prior to submitting the confirm­
ation proved to agree with his 
position in the matter. However, 
when the question reached the 
floor. Senator Vander Werp was 
the only one apparently possess­
ing the fortitude to oppose such 
a formidable name as Alger and

the roll call showed a lone dis­
senting vote.

A coalition of 11 members, 
composed of some democrats who 
have joined their republican col­
leagues has been formed in the 
upper house with the objective of 
forcing the administration's hand 
on certain patronage matters. 
This group, constituting a block 
of imposing proportions, must be 
reckoned with by Gov. Fitzgerald 
and the departmental heads in 
many matters before the end of 
the session if the administration 
hopes to fulfill the ambitious pro­
gram which it has promulgated. 
These senate allies are not dedi­
cated to any plan of embarrassing 
the executive and his agenda, but 
is formed for the sole purpose of 
checkmating such attempts as 
likely will be made to force down 
the throats of the senators certain 
legislative demands aversion to 
having both the senate and the 
house jump at the crack of the 
whip by certain "ftput office” 
spokesmen.

If present indications are cor­
rect, there will be little of this 
well known blind following of ad­
ministration mouthpieces in eith­
er the house or the senate, al­
though there is no conspiracy 
afoot to thwart the well intention- 
ed program of the new governor.

A deliberate and somewhat 
naive effort to embarrass the gov­
ernor occurred in the house this 
week but was quickly and very 
effectively squelched by George 
Schroeder, democratic speaker, 
who so far has evinced a sincere 
desire to cooperate with the new 
administration and expedite the 
work of the present session.

Rep. Harry Glass (D) of Grand 
Rapids, who two years ago suc­
ceeded the veteran Ate Dykstra, 
had prepared a house resolution 
calling for an audit and investi­
gation of the books of the secre­
tary of state for the past two 
years, the time during which the 
present governor held that office. 
Admittedly a move to place Gov. 
Fitzgerald in an unfavorable light, 
the • resolution had gained con­
siderable support from the demo­
cratic members of the house when 
Speaker Schroeder stepped into 
the picture and with the declara­
tion: “We shall have no such 
things as that coming before this 
house,” the resolution was 
promptly relegated to the land of 
forlorn hopes.

The senate, in fact the entire 
state, is awaiting anxiously the 
report of the special committee 
charged with determining wheth­
er or not fraud was perpetuated 
in the Detroit recount of votes 
for secretary of state. Two ar­
rests on the technical charge of 
perjury have been made to date 
and following the formal report 
of the investigating committee, it 
is expected further fireworks will 
be touched off by Attorney Gen­
eral Harry S. Toy.

lative delegation. On his return 
it is expected the report will be 
submitted probably Monday night 
or Tuesday afternoon at the lat­
est.

On reasonable authority, your 
correspondent is informed that 
the report on the first count, viz: 
“Whether or not fraud occurred 
in the conduct of the recount” 
will be unanimous in agreement 
that such did exist: all nine 
members of the committee are ex­
pected to concur on this score, in­
cluding the three democratic 
members of that body.

There seems to be. however, 
some doubt as to whether or not 
the committee can agree on the 
guilt of Senator Anthony J- Wil- 
kowski. It is likely a majority 
and a minority report will be of­
fered covering this particular 
point. A sentiment prevails 
against any senate action seeking 
to unseat the senator for his part 
in the fiasco: first, because 
trial of the senator before the 
senate bar would consume unlim­
ited time and delay the legisla­
tive deliberations of that chamber 
for many weeks: and second, be­
cause by any attempt to deprive 
him of his seat would place the 
halo of martyrdom around his 
head and practically assure his re- 
election by the constituency he 
represents.

This much is certain — the 
whole affair will be aired in a 
court of competent jurisdiction. 
Attorney General Toy. while 
clinging to the.idea of a grand 
jury investigation, may reverse 
himself and decide on some other 
course. nevertheless. official 
Lansing appears pretty well sa­
tisfied that the last of the re­
count has not been heard and 
that before fini has been written 
the public will have adequate op­
portunity to know and judge for 
itself what really took place.

Regardless of what a grand 
jury may do or the outcome of 
any subsequent indictments, the 
one fact remains that the results 
of the last November election will 
not now be upset. It is simply a 
case of bringing to public atten­
tion the true facts of the matter.

Less than 100 bills have been 
introduced in the house of rep­
resentatives during the four weeks 
that the legislature has been in 
session and no more than one- 
half dozen of that number have 
been sent on their way to the 
upper house. In the senate, the 
number of measures introduced 
amounts to about half that num­
ber. The affect of the recount in­
vestigation is plainly discernable 
in the senate’s work to date.

In the house there exists a 
strong sentiment favoring the

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Fisher Bill To 
Help The Worker

Dr. Edward Fisher, state rep­
resentative from the Plymouth 
district, has introduced into the 
lower house of the state legisla­
ture an important amendment to 
the state garnishment law.

If it is passed, it will assist 
thousands of workingmen in the 
state in their credit tangles, was 
introduced by Dr. E. F. Fisher of 
the Fifth District in the House 
last Thursday. It has been refer­
red to a committee for a report 
on the floor of the House as soon 
as possible.

Dr. Fisher, in explaining the 
amendments, stated that his aim 
was to prevent workers from los­
ing their jobs through garnish­
ment proceedings. He said that it 
would provide that before the ac­
tual writ of garnishment was is­
sued by the court that the defend- 
enf would be notified and given 
an opportunity to go into person­
al receivership with the court act­
ing in the latter capacity.

‘■This would bring about two 
results.” Dr. Fisher said. •'First, 
one creditor could not step in and 
get a large percentage of the 
workingman's wages but an equit­
able amount would be reached 
and distributed to all creditors. 
Second, the defendant would 
know exactly when garnishment 
action was to be taken and his 
employer would not be served 
with a writ without previous 
knowledge of the acting being 
had by the employee, thus pre­
venting immediate dismissal.”

Dr. Fisher stated further that: 
"The creditor and debtor must 
begin to realize that only through 
mutual understanding will ac­
crued debts of the depression be 
settled to the advantage of both. 
There is no reason why present 
conditions should exist and both 
parties must surely be aware by 
this time that only through some 
agreement can they both get by 
"Without losing everything.”

Tells Of Change
In Corn-Hog Plan
Plans for handling the 1935 

Michigan Com Hog contracts 
were anounced by John B. Wilson 
AAA. Washington, D.C., at meet­
ings for county agents and local 
allotment committees held at 
Flint, Kalamazoo, and East Lan­
sing, states Ralph Carr, Wayne 
County farm agent.

The major phases of the 1935 
contract are similar to those of 
the 1934 contract which was ap­
proved by a majority vote of 
Michigan hog and corn produc­
ers. The government agrees to 

_make certain payments to com 
and to hog producers who regu­
late their production in accord­
ance with the demand for these 
commodities.

Contract signers are asked to 
reduce their com acreage at least 
10 and not more than 30 per 
cent of their base acreage for 
1932 and 1933. This is the same 
base period as was used for the 
1934 contract, the reduction ask­
ed for com this year is less 
than that required in 1934.

For the reduction in corn made 
by Michigan contract signers, 
benefit payments of 35 cents per 
bushel wil be made upon the es­
timated yield of the land retired 
from production. The growers 
pro-rata share of the administra­
tive expenses will be deducted 
from the benefit payments.

Signers of hog contracts are 
asked to reduce hog numbers by 
not less than 10 percent of their 
base production. Benefit pay­
ments for 15 dollars per head on 
the 10 percent reduction will be 
made by the agricultural adjust­
ment administration. The base 
period for the 1935 contract is the 
same as for last year's contract. 
Pro rata shares of administrative 
expenses are deducted from • the 
benefit payments.

Signing contracts is entirely 
voluntary; local meetings will be 
held in each producing section to 
discuss the contract requirements 
and each grower will determine 
for himself if he wishes to co­
operate with the controlled pro­
duction plan. Local conduct of the 
plan will be in the hands of lo­
cal men known to the producers.

Benefits on the com contracts 
will be made in two payments, the 
first 15 cents a bushel after sign­
ing the contract, and the sec­
ond 20 cents per bushel on proof 
of compliance with the contract. 
The payments on hogs are made 
in two installments of $7.50 per 
head on the 10 percent reduc­
tion.

Restrictions on planting crops 
on contract acreages will be 
somewhat less stringent than in 
1934. Each contract signer should 
talk with his local committee or 
with the county 'agricultural 

i agent about the planting restric­
tions The restrictions are subject 
to change by the secretary of ag­
riculture in case of any necessity 
such as last year’s drought.

Any bona fide producer is eli­
gible to sign a contract. Owners 
of farm land who have ceased 
the production of hogs or com 
cannot sign contracts nor obtain 
benefit payments. Producers who 
did not sign contracts last year 
can do so this year if they wish.

State Neglects 
Local Hunting

Russell Powell, one of the most 
enthusiastic sportsmen about here, 
believes that much can be done 
to improve the pheasant and bird 
hunting about here if a group of 
Plymouth nimrods will join to­
gether in an effort to Induce the 
state to plant more pheasants in 
this locality.

"Why should not we have more 
birds planted here than any 
other part of the state? Doesn’t 
Wayne county pay into the state 
more money in hunting and fish­
ing licenses than any other coun­
ty—and still less fish and fewer 
pheasants are planted in this part 
of the state than in any other 
part of Michigan," he states. “We 
should get them to plant some 
partridge about here, where they 
will thrive better than in any 
other part of Michigan."

There has been some talk 
about a concerted effort to induce 
the state to plant more pheasants 
and some partridge in this locali­
ty. where they seem to thrive es­
pecially well, but so far nothing 
has come from the suggestion. 
No birds have been planted about 
here by the state in some time.

Right along this line it if in­
teresting to note that a bulletin 
just issued by the University of 
Michigan School of Forestry and 
Conservation says the Hungarian 
partridge, experimentally intn> 
duced into several Michigan 
areas, has proved to be better 
adapted to living and increasing 
in heavily farmed regions than 
either the native game birds or 
the pheasant.

All that the partridge requires 
to live and multiply is a reason­
able food supply and wide fence 
rows or grassy ditch banks and 
roadsides for nesting cover. Ap­
parently it does not compete with 
native game birds and is not se­
riously endangered by predatory 
animals, states Ralph A. Yeatter. 
now game specialist for the Illi­
nois Natural History Survey, who 
wrote the bulletin while serving 
as research worker for the School 
of Forestry and Conservation.

The farmer who wishes to en­
courage the increase of the Hun­
garian partridge can do so to his 
own benefit by establishing hedge 
rows. A hedge row 20 or more 
feet wide, allowed to grow up na­
turally. will furnish ideal shelter 
protection and nesting sites for 
the birds. In addition, such rows 
may be made to protect farm 
building and crops to some ex­
tent from hot summer winds and 
the cold winds and snow of win­
ter. In general, any wide hedge 
or fence row ditch, roadside or 
brush patch is' acceptable as a I 
nesting site. i

In feeding, the partridge will 
take almost anything. Mr. Yeat­
ter found. Summer food includes 
weed seeds and waste grain, 
leaves of grass and hay crops and 
insects. In winter the birds feed 
in small grain stubble and in 
corn fields when other food is 
buried in snow. Ragweed and pig­
weed are also favored. A few 
strips or uncut grain or corn 
serve as valuable emergency ra­
tions.

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Unfairness In 
Phone Rate Case

Charging unfairness on the 
part of the Michigan Public Uti­
lities Commission in its considera­
tion of and decision in the tele­
phone rate case, the Michigan 
Bell Telephone Company Tuesday 
filed with the Commission a pe­
tition for a rehearing and rear­
gument in its 1925 application for 
rate relief. This action resulted 
from the order and opinion of 
denial of such rate relief, which 
was signed by three of the five 
members of the Commission Jan­
uary 10 and was issued January 
14. The Company’s petition 
points out eleven errors in law 
and of fact in support of its con­
tention.

The Company maintains in its 
petition that the Commission did 
not fully consider the brief the 
Company filed ^following the 
hearings; that the order and 
opinion did not follow the evi­
dence in the case, and that it did 
not follow the law. The Com­
pany's brief was filed January 7 
and the order was signed three 
days later, two members of the 
Commission dissenting and refus­
ing to sign on the grounds that 
they had not had time to study 
the opinion. The petition raises 
the question as to whether the 
Commission’s opinion, which was 
145 pages in length, could have 
been written in the brief inter­
val. particularly as the Commis­
sion was busy with other rate 
hearings during the period.

I The Commission’s allowance of 
1 a low rate of return now. with the 
i promise of possibly a higher rate 
of return in the future, was criti- 

, cized by the Company as pure 
| conjecture • and in conflict with 
court decision. The petition quot- 

‘ ed a recent U. S. Supreme court 
decision written by Justice Cor- 
dozo. that “present confiscation 
is not atoned for merely by hold­
ing out hope of a better life to 
come.” It also is asserted by the 
Company that proper allowance 
was not made in its order by the 
Commission for amortization of 
the costs of this and previous 
rate cases and the preliminary 
audits and appraisals. These 
costs have amounted to an enor­
mous total, which must be con­
sidered in fixing rates to be paid 
by telephone users, as such rates 
are the Company’s only source of 
income. It is alleged further that 
the Commission failed to grant 
sufficient allowance for property 
taxes imposed upon the Company 
by the state.

i Replying to the Commission's 
claim that the Company did not 
produce adequate testimony as to 
the various items of cost, the 
Company states that it is ready 
and has been ready at all times, 
to furnish any information 
quested, and asks only that the 
Commission indicate the nature 
of the testimony it considers ne­
cessary and adequate.

It is further charged in the peti­
tion that the Commission’s theory 
of depreciation is erroneous in 
matter of law, and. finally, that 
the methods employed in arriving 
at the order and opinion are not 
in keeping with constitutional 
principles of public utility regula­
tion.

An order granted Monday in 
Ingham County Circuit court re­
straining the Commission from 
instituting further rate action 
against the Michigan Bell Com­
pany until the present case is dis­
posed of in Federal Court, is re­
turnable Saturday, when the 
Commission will be given oppor­
tunity to show why a temporary 
injunction should not be issued. 
The Company asked for the in­
junction on the grounds that all 
of the questions with reference to 
rates Are contained in the Feder­
al court case and that any fur­
ther action before it is settled 
may occasion needless expense.

Old Cemetery, Now A City Park,
Has Most Interesting History

That the Presbyterians of 
Plymouth formerly owned a cem­
etery at the rear of their church 
is a well known fact, but when 
one attempts to uncover historical 
details regarding this ancient bu­
rial ground, fact is replaced by 
fancy, and individual recollections 
prove far too inadequate to be re­
lied upon as authentic.

Recent inquiries were made 
among the older inhabitants of 
the city in an effort to organize 
a chronological history of the 
cemetery, but not until copies of 

i the actual land deeds had been 
i found could an accurate story of 
1 this Presbyterian property be 
; pieced together.
' Although the church location 
! has always been the same, it 
j has changed considerably in re- 
i lation to the rest of the town. In 
i 1835 when the land for the cem­
etery was received, the church 
was located several rods north­
west of Plymouth Comers, as the 
village was then known; while 
today it is actually in the center 
of the city. That portion of Plym­
outh which is today called “low­
er town” was at that time known 
as Plymouth village, while the 
intersection of Main Street and 
North Territorial Road was desig- 

. nated as Plymouth Comers.
With the church, in 1835. in its 

1 present-day location, but out of 
the village limits, its members de­
cided that a cemetery of their 
own would be most useful, since 
the village had none. It was sub­
sequently acquired in that same 
year when one Edward Brooks
