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Paving Tax Suit 
Filed Against 
City Officials

Mill Street Property
Owners Ask Refund 

Of Part Paid
The long expected suit against 

the city by property holders along 
Mil] street for the re-imburse- 
ment of alleged over-assessment 
of the paving tax levied in 1928 
has been started in circuit court 
by Attorneys John L. Crandall 
and Paul W. Voorhies in behalf 
of the 47 Mill street taxpayers 
between North Main street and 
Starkweather avenue.

The bill of complaint filed in 
circuit court sets forth the fact 
that the village charter of Plym­
outh which was in effect at the 
time the street was paved clearly 
stated no property could be as­
sessed for more than 25 per cent 
of its assessed valuation for spe­
cial assessments.

The suit asks that the differ­
ence between the legal assessment 
of 25 per cent of the assessed 
valuation of the property and the 
difference between what has been 
paid in full or in part be return­
ed to each property holder.

It is also pointed out in the bill 
of complaint that these alleged 
claims were filed with the city 
commission at its meeting on 
June 1. 1935 but that the city 
commission at that time refused 
to consider Them. The commis­
sion by resolution “declined to 
consider the merits of any such 
petition not executed by the 
claimant, personally, or by some 
one in his behalf thereunto 
authorized in writing, filed with 
such petition.” reads the record.

Attorneys for the property 
holders contend in their suit that 
the legal assessment per foot for 
the paving that could be levied 
under the charter was about $1.04 
but that the assessment as made 
amounted to $7.89 per foot. They 
are asking that the city pay bacr 
to the property holders the dif­
ference between the legal assess­
ment and the amount which was

Collection Of
City Taxes Runs 
Way Ahead of‘34

Better Conditions Here 
Are Reflected By 

Payments
The city tax collections from

July 1 to July 15 inclusive con­
tinue to be in excess of the 
amount collected during the same 
period in 1934. This year a total 
of $8,394.00 has been received in 
this period; whereas, last year 
only $6,036.00 was received.

The percentage collected to date 
this year is 14.3 per cent while 
during the same period last year 
10.3 per cent of the taxes were 
received.

The plan for collecting delin­
quent taxes by the city treasurer 
is meeting with considerable re­
sponse and local persons owing 
delinquent taxes are very well 
satisfied with this plan because it 
is not necessary for them to make 
a trip to Detroit to pay these 
taxes. As has been previously stat­
ed. all 1932 and prior years taxes 
are under the Moratorium plan 
and can be paid in ten annual 
instalments. According to the city 
treasurer, quite a number of peo­
ple are paying the entire mora­
torium tax in a lump sum rather 
than to bother about the instal­
ments. This is true where the 
moratorium taxes are not large 
enough to warrant the spreading 
over a ten year period. This is the 
case with many vacant lots where 
the annual instalments would be 
less than one dollar. According 
to the treasurer's records, there 
are moratorium taxes against 
property in the city where the 
annual payment will be as low as 
25 cents per year. Naturally, per­
sons desiring to pay their taxes 
will make an attempt to pay the 
entire amount rather than to 
bother with such a small payment 
each year.

During the past week, one per­
son owing delinquent taxes for a 
period of five years came in and 
paid more than $300.00 which en­
tirely cleared all of the taxes un­
der the moratorium plan. He 
stated that he would be in with­
in two weeks and pay up the bal­
ance which includes the 1933-34 
delinquent taxes.

There is every reason to believe 
that the tax collections will great- 

! ly exceed the amount collected in 
! 1934. The reason for making this 
' assumption is that a considerably 
larger number of people are em- 

I ployed this year than any year 
during the past four or five.

The tax penalty on the 1935 
city taxes in the amount of two 
percent attaches on August 10. 
There will be no extension of this 
penalty as such extensions are not 
possible under the city charter. It 
is suggested that as many persons 
as possible pay their taxes before 
August 10 in order to avoid the 
rush which usually occurs the 
last few days of the tax collection 
period.

The following compilation 
shows the name of each plaintiff, 
the claimed legal assessment un­
der the charter and the amount 
of special paving assessment. It is 
the difference between these rt 
sums that the city is asked to 
pay back to each property holder 
along the street:

At 110 Feet—Busy 
Setting Machines

Well drillers engaged to put 
down a new well at the Ford 
Newburg plant at 110 feet struck 
one of the finest flows of water 
in this entire locality. Over 588 
gallons of clear, cold sparkling 
water can be pumped every 48 
seconds from the new well. This 
assures to the Newburg plant an 
ideal water system with all the 
water that can possibly be need­
ed at the place.

Four machines have already 
been set. but the hope of having 
the plant in operation within a 
week or so apparently is not go­
ing to be realized. Present indica­
tions are that it will be nearer 
the middle of August before ac­
tual production is started at the 
plant. The new power plant has 
not yet been tested but it is be­
lieved that it will be tried out 
within the next few days. Vaca­
tion times for most of the Ford 
factories in this locality will pro­
bably come before operation is 
started at Newburg, and that will 
mean production along about 
August 15.

New Stock Room 
For The Tube Co.

Excellent progress is being 
made on the new addition being 
erected at the plant of the Plym­
outh Tube company, and officials 
of the concern hope to have it 
ready for use within another two 
or three weeks.

The addition. 30x72 feet, will 
connect the two buildings and 
provide 2160 feet of additional 
storage space that the company 
has badly needed.

To High School 
State Will Pay

Board Announces Change 
That Will Be Of 

Real Benefit
Announcement has been made 

by the Plymouth school district 
board of education that the tui­
tion for high school pupils has 
been reduced from $75 to $65 per 
pupil for the 1935-36 school year 
term.

This reduction will be a real 
help to those who are planning 
to attend high school, because the 
question of tuition for the com­
ing year will be of no concern 
whatever to the local district of 
to the pupil for the tuition is paid 
by the state and the amount paid 
each high school is $65 per tui­
tion pupil, based upon the number 
of tuition students in attendance 
during the year 1934-35.

The reduction of $10 per pupil 
will not place an added burden 
upon the local taxpayers, because 
in determining state aid, the tui­
tion received is one of the items 
deducted in determining the 
amount of money to apportion by 
the state to the several school 
districts.

The paying of tuition by the 
state directly to the high school 
receiving tuition pupils will be 
the means of insuring all boys and 
girls the privilege of high school 
training by removing the neces­
sary burden which the payment 
of high school tuition has involv­
ed.

This payment by the state in 
no way lessens the amount which 
school districts will receive in 
Primary Fund or state aid under 
the Thatcher-Saur Act, but is 
paid from the general fund of 
the state from monies received 
from the state sources of tax­
ation.

Big Northville
Ford Factory To 
Be Started Soon

Workers Remove Sod
Where Building is Go­

ing To Be Located
With the usual Ford care, 

economy and precision, workmen 
Wednesday morning started the 
removal of several thousands of 
square feet of sod from the big 
lawn east of the present North­
ville Ford plant preparatory to 
the erection of the new valve 
factory that Mr. Ford has an­
nounced he will build in North­
ville during the present year.

Numerous trees will be remov­
ed and a big steam shovel from 
the Rouge plant has already been 
moved to Northville ready to do 
what excavation is necessary for 
the ^foundation and in leveling 
tiro ground for the plant.

The sod is being carefully mov­
ed to Dearborn where it is being 
used on some of Mr. Ford’s pro­
perties.

By the end of another week, it 
is probable that the concrete 
foundations will be underway. 
The new Northville plant will be 
one of Mr. Ford’s finest of small 
factories, equalling in many re­
spects his new plant at Newburg, 
east of Plymouth. However the 
Northville plant will be. much 
larger and when completed will 
provide employment for some­
thing like a thousand men or 
more.

It is not expected that it will be 
finished before the spring of 1936,1 
but the construction of the build-1 
ing will keep a large number of I 
men employed during the entire ’ 
fall and winter. The present valve I 
plant will be kept in constant, 
operation during the construction 
work. There are now about 300 
men at work in the Northville i 
valve factory.

Berg Moore Ends 
Life Because Of 
Ill Health Fear

Plymouth Friends Sur­
prised Over Act - Here 

For Five Years
Depressed and alarmed over 

constantly recurring brief periods 
of illness, Berg D. Moore, for five 
years secretary of the Plymouth 
Chamber of Commerce, last Fri­
day afternoon ended his own life 
while sitting in his parked auto­
mobile in Detroit.
. Mr. and Mrs. Moore had left 
Plymouth for Detroit • about 9 
o’clock in the morning. After 
reaching the city they parked their 
car in a lot at the corner of Cass 
and Bagley avenues. Both had 
numerous errands to do and as 
they left the car Mr. Moore ad­
vised his wife that he would 
meet her at the Statler hotel at 
12 o’clock and that they would 
go to lunch before returning 
home. He then left apparently to 
see an optician for some repair 
work on his glasses.

Parking lot attendants stated 
that it was half an hour later 
when he returned, to the lot and 
said he was not feeling well and 
that he would sit in his car un­
til Mrs. Moore returned. It was a 
hot day and they were somewhat 
surprised to see him closing the 
windows of the car after he had 
entered it.

Sometime later one of the at 
tendants on the lot noticed that 
Mr. Moore had slumped over in 
the rear seat of the machine and 
called the attention of his asso­
ciate worker to the fact. It was 
to this worker that Mr. Moore 
had stated that he was not feel­
ing well and the attendant re­
called this remark. He comment­
ed that the occupant of the car 
had said he might lie down be­
cause of illness and the two park­
ing lot workers paid no more at­
tention to Mr. Moore as they 
thought possibly he had fallen 
asleep in the machine.

When twelve o’clock arrived 
Mr. Moore did not meet his wife 
at the hotel. She waited until 
nearly 1:30. thinking that pos­
sibly he had been delayed in 
some way, but as time went on 
she became alarmed at his long 
absence and returned to the car 
to see if he had been back where 
he had left the machine.

It was then that she discov­
ered her husband dead in the 
back seat of the machine, with 
a bullet hole in his right temple. 
No one had heard the shot..

She fell fainting to the ground. 
Police were called and she was 
rushed to Receiving hospital, 
where she was given temporary 
assistance. Friends in Plymouth 
were immediately advised, and 

to it that Mrs. Moore was 
given every aid possible. .

Chief Vaughn Smith, when ad­
vised of the affair in Detroit, im­
mediately took charge of such 
details as necessary, and did all 
that was possible to assist.

The body was returned to the 
Schrader Bros, funeral home in , 
Plymouth. Friends and associ­
ates Sunday afternoon paid final 
tribute to Mr. Moore at the serv­
ices conducted just before his 
body was returned to Indianapo­
lis the old home of both Mr. and 
Mrs. Moore, for burial.

Mr. Moore came to Plymouth a 
little over five years ago. assum­
ing charge of the affairs of the 
Chamber of Commerce at that 
time. He had previously been 
associated with Chamber of Com­
merce work in Indianapolis.

During his administration of 
the work in Plymouth he built up 
the organization to a point where 
it was of real va|ue and service 
to the community.

He was intensely interested in 
all community affairs and prob-, 
lems. When the federal housing 
act was passed, he believed that 
much good could come to Plym­
outh out of it. and for over six 
months he conducted one of the 
most energetic campaigns of iny! 
city in Michigan for repairing, 
improving and building. There 
is no question but what much of 
the work being done around 
Plymouth today is the direct re­
sult of his efforts along this line.

He was also a member of the 
American Legion and also did 
much to boost the organization.

His interest in this work did 
not slacken until two or three 
weeks ago when‘he went to Ann 
Arbor for medical treatment at 
the University of Michigan hos­
pital. It was immediately after 
his visits to the hospital that his 
friends noticed that he appeared 
greatly worried and depressed, 
the condition finally resulting in 
the unfortunate end of a most 
promising career.

The host of friends of Mrs. 
Moore will regret to learn of her 
intention to remain in Indianap­
olis. During her few years in 
Plymouth she too had built up a 
large circle of close associates 
who extend her their sincerest 
sympathy.

WHY PUBLIC TRUST SECRECY?
Commenting on the fact that Governor Frank Fitzgerald has 

made it known that the report of Attorney General Toy. following 
the latter’s investigation of the Public Trust Commission, occasioned 
by a series of newspaper charges, is to be kept completely apart from 
public records, the Grand Rapids Press very aptly refers to the fact 
that the Trust Commission is a state agency and that the investiga­
tion was an incident of public expense.

If there is .something in the affair which the governor prefers to 
have forgotten as quickly as possible, as is further indicated by the 
Grand Rapids paper, he has made use of his assumed authority in a 
way that will finally result quite contrary to his anxiety. However, 
that fact should not prove surprising to either Governor Fitzgerald or 
the people of the state as almost every purpose he has had in mind 
has been so mismanaged and befuddled as to argue for the absence 
of any sort of mind.

Governor Fitzgerald has done far more to create a state wide in­
terest in the attorney general's report through his attempt to suppress 
it than if he had permitted its contents to be shouted from the house­
tops. But the subject of the Grand Rapids Press protest is only one 
of more than a few disappointing experiences that Governor Fitzger­
ald has thus far experienced and is yet to meet.

When the Public Trust Commission was formed both its sponsor. 
Senator Felyx H. H. Flynn, and the governor seemed zealous to have 
good men named on; that body but in the face of very strong endorse­
ments for men of integrity and high state standing the governor was 
inclined for unknown reasons to name men of his own choosing. But 
what choosing! Two have already resigned! Can the governor ex­
plain such appointments as these and others in the lightr-pf recent 
developments when he is again a candidate for the state’s highest 
office?—T. O. Huckle in The Cadillac Evening News.

OPEN-AIR meals are In order 
now until the snow flies. These 

picnic meals may be of the simplest, 
but be sure that there Is plenty of 
whatever it Is, for there Is nothing 
that encourages appetite like a good 
long walk and a ride in the fresh 
air.

The perfect picnic always sup­
poses a fire, where things can be 
heated or cooked, and there are few 
Scouts or Campfire Girls who can­
not prepare one In a short time. 
The building of a fireplace to roast j 
the potatoes or corn and boll the 
water for the frankfurters is an ac­
complishment that most of the 
youth of today take as a matter of 
course.

If the fire is to be made on the 
beach, a trench is dug to make a 
fire-box. Then the true sportsman 
will see that every bit of debris and 
all embers are burned and burled 
before tearing the campfire.

One may cook bacon on sticks, 
threading the slices on green twigs, 
or cook steak in a camp frying pan 
or on a piece of sheet iron, a few 
trips will give one a good idea of 
the things needed and the collec­
tion will last for a long time, with 
care.

One may eat and digest very 
hearty foods when out of doors, 
fried potatoes, boiled welnerwurst 
or frankfurters cooked In boiling wa­
ter are so good In bread and but­
ter sandwiches with a slice of mild 
onion. Eggs scrambled make a 
nice dish. To roast sweet potatoes 
one must use the following direc­
tions carefully: Wash the potatoes 
carefully and wrap them In green 
leaves or wet brown paper, then 
bury them In hot ashes and cover 
with coals and burning wood. In 
40 minutes try them with a sharp 
stick. As soon as they are soft 
remove from the wrapping and eat 
with plenty of butter while piping 
hot This same method Is used for 
Irish potatoes.

Sometime ago I wrote to you 
describing the Island of Oahu to I 
you.

On the island of Hawaii is lo- 1 
cated two of the largest volca-1 
noes in the world.

Glenn Smith Will 
Get Tax Refund

| Happy days are here again!
That is they are here again for 

, one individual in Plymouth—and 
that certain gent is none other 

j than .Glenn Smith, former BIG 
•chain’business man who has the

■ to pay a chain store tax as re­
quired by the state law two years 

. ago.
It seems that in addition to 

[running a lunch stand up town 
i Mr. Smith during the summer 
j time has a couple of pop corn 
and hot dog stands out in the 

| parks.
The state “cracked down" _

him and ruled that he was in the 
chain store business and he paid 
the state the big chain store tax.

Now comes the interesting part 
to, Mr. Smith—it has been ruled 
by Secretary of State Orville At­
wood that operators of chain 
stores who were not party to 
the recent litigation which ended 
when the state accepted a com­
promise payment for the chain 
store tax for 1933, will shortly re-' 
ceive a gift of some $34,000 from 
the state government. Mr. Smith 
was not a party to any litigation.

The 26 litigants offered the 
state a sum which was exactly 
62.19 per c£nt of the total tax the 
state had sought to collect. The 
litigants thus saved about 38 
per cent of the 1933 tax. When 
the state administrative board ac­
cepted this settlement, it was the 
feeling of its members that those 
who had already paid their 1933 
tax should be entitled to the same 
consideration.

Consequently, to the operator 
of every chain store system for 
which the 1933 chain store tax 
has been paid, a check for nearly 
38 percent of the tax paid, will 
shortly be sent. As the state col­
lected about $90,000 by this tax 
in 1933. the total of the refunds 
will be slightly more than £34.- 
(009.

An additional refund on taxes 
paid in 1933. 1934 and 1935. by 
operators of chain counter sys­
tems, has also been approved by 
the board. The 1935 legislature 
provided for lower rates of taxa­
tion for chain counters than for 
chain stores: prior to this, no dis­
tinction had been made between 
the two kinds of chain organiza­
tions. Thus. to chain counter 
operators who have paid their 
taxes for the three years the act 
has been effective, at the chain 
store tax rates, refunds of the 
difference between these rates 
will be made by the Secretary of 
State, official collector of the 
tax. These latter refunds, how­
ever. will be made only on appli­
cation. and then after an inves­
tigation of individual claims for 
the refund. Application blanks 
will be mailed shortly to everyone 
who has paid a chain store tax, as 
shown by records in the office of 
Orville E. Atwood.

Making Old Roads 
Safe For Speed

When the automobile manu­
facturers stepped up the speed 
of their cars a few years ago 
many curves on the Wayne 
county roads became obsolete and 
dangerous, stated Edward N. 
Hines, veteran road commissioner 
of Wayne County.

We were faced with the prob­
lem of rebuilding these curves at 
a large expense to the taxpayers 
due to the fact that in previous 
years they had been superelevat­
ed or tipped to accommodate a 
top speed of 35 miles per hour.

To remedy the now obsolete de­
sign. the whole slab on sharp 
curves is "mud-jacked” to con­
form to the modem high speed 
without the excessive cost of re­
moval and replacement of any 
pavement.

The equipment used consists of 
one compressor, one mixer, two 
air drills, and a mud chamber. 
Holes aie drilled in the slab at 
proper locations and a mixture 
of 20 parts of sandy loam to 1 
part of Portland cement is then 
placed in the mud chamber. Air 
pressure of 85 pounds is then 
turned on which forces the mix­
ture by means of a 3-inch hose 
through the previously drilled 
holes, hereby tilting the pavement 
to its desired position.

The crew handling this work 
consists of six men who are able 
to re-adjust 100 square yards or 
more of pavement per day. de­
pending upon the amount of tilt­
ing necessary.

In addition to the saving in­
volved, which is approximately 
70 per cent of the cost of new 
construction, all of this work is : 
done at no inconvenience to the 
traveling public, states Mr. Hines, 
and speeds are safely stepped up 
to 55 miles per hour.

Rain Proves Big 
Help ToCemetery
The appearance of the grounds 

of Riverside cemetery is the best 
for this time of the year than in 
recent years. The large amount 
of rainfall which we have had 
during the past few months has 
made it possible to keep the grass 
green and growing; whereas, in 
most years the lack of rainfall 
has caused the grass to be very 
badly burned by the middle of 
July.

This is an indication that if 
water for sprinkling were avail­
able the ground could be kept in 
fairly good condition. It is sug­
gested that those interested in 
the cemetery, who have not re­
cently seen it, drive through the 
grounds and see what can be done 
when the proper amount of wa­
ter is available.

The city commission and ceme­
tery board have considered for 
the past several years the matter 
of installing a sprinkling system 
in the cemetery grounds, but as 
yet finances of the cemetery will 
not permit such installations. 
There is only about 25 per cent 
of the old cemetery property un­
der perpetual care, which is not 
a suffiicent amount to give an 
income large enough to finance 
a sprinkling system. The cost of 
obtaining perpetual care is thei 
lowest in the history of the ceme­
tery. Perpetual care can be ob­
tained on any lot by the payment 
of thirty cents per square foot. 
Funds received from this source 
are placed in a trust fund with 
the Detroit Trust Co. and the 
earnings from such funds are 
used annually for the care of lots. 
Many people subscribe to annual 
care which costs a minimum of 
$5.00 per year; whereas, if a lump 
sum payment were made and in­
vested in the trust fund, it would 
not take very many years to off­
set this $5.00 annual charge.

During the past few months, 
several persons have transferred 
their lots over to the perpetual 
care plan, but there are still sev­
eral hundred lots which are not 
under this plan, and are either 
not cared for at all or are being

cared for by the local owners. If 
all of these lots were under the 
Perpetual Care plan and a 
sprinkling system were installed, 
then it would be possible for the 
City to do a much better job in 
maintaining the cemetery.

As one drives through the 
cemetery, lots will be seen which 
have had absolutely no care dur­
ing the past season. These lots 
are the ones which are not cared 
for by the owners and on which 
annual care of perpetual care 
charges have not been made.
