With the approach of the holi-
day season, Nat Sibbold, Secret-
ary of the Chamber of Com-
merce, has issued a warning to
remind both merchants and con-
sumers against the schemesters
who exploit the Spirit of Christ-
mas.

Sibbold warned that the bene- L

volence of the public at Chrisc-
mastime invariably gives rise to
seasonal rackets and, in coopera-
tion with the National Better
Business Bureau, he warned
particularly against a nationwide
hoax whereby thousands of early
Christmas shoppers already have
been persuaded that they were
buying high-priced perfumes at
bargain prices.

“The first step in the carefully
planned schemes,” Sibbold stat-
ed, “is the insertion in a promin-
ent national magazine of a digni-
fied advertisement which will in-
clude the statement that the per-
fume is available ‘at better stores
everywhere’ at a price approxi-
mately $20.00 per ounce or half-

ounce. Actually the perfume may |
have little, if any, estublished re- |

tail - distribution nationally at
this price or any other. The next
step is to induce two or three
well-known stores in a given
community to accept a few bot-
tles of the perfume on consign-
ment, an arrangement whereby
the merchant does not have to

The State Police monthly sta-
tistical report shows 184 persons
killed during the month, an in-
crease of 22 per cent over 151 in
October last year.

This was a
gain of 13 per cent In accidents
and 19 per cent in injuries over
the same menth a year ago.

All of the increase in fatalities
occurred in rural areas. Most of
Lit was in one-car accidents in
which the vehicle either over-
turned or ran off the roadway.

During the first 10 months of
this year, the latest estimate
available, totaled 19.7 billion, up

You will need an additional al-
lowance of 9 inches in length for
the hem and for turning over at
top to give sufficient body for
holding the pleats. Consider, too,
the amount of extra yvardage re-
quired for matching the pattern
so it will be in alignment around
the room.

Draperies are 1lined before
pleating. A piece of buckram, or
stiffening, is stitched along the
top of the curtain panel between
lining and fabric. This will keep
the pleats upright and  stiff
enough to lie in tailored folds.
The top hem is then turned over
the stiffening twice. The bottom
edge is lefl free, so that rings or
pins can be sewn into the loose
hem after pleats are set in.

Casual living has developed a
demand for the room designed
for complete living sleeping,
eating and entertaining. To meet
the need for one-room homes,
decorators have worked out
successful plans, combining at-
tractiveness, comfort and conven-
ience.

The first rule is to group furni-
ture so as to create an area for
each activily, often with the help
of a room divider. Using light
colors is aiso important to give a
sense of spaciousness. For walls,
decorators recommend . white,
gray, beige or any light shade.
The rug can be in a deeper tone
or in a neutral gray or beige.
The background of the drapery
and furniture fabrics should be
the color of the walls, with the
design colors used as accents.

The walls are pale pink and
the rug is rose. Pink is also the
backgrouna color of the cotton-
and-rayon antique satin print in
the Decley “Forsythe” design of
blue and white flower clusters
and green leaves. The print is
used for window draperies, as
well as for slipecovers on the
loveseat and headboard of the
bed. The easy chair wears a slip-
cover in the leaf green, and seat
pads of the occasional chairs are
in flower blue.

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Prdper Care Keeps Xmas Tree Looking Green

It is easy to have a green
Chrigtmas—at least where trees
are concerned and provided that
these forest products get proper
treatment-—according to two Uni-
versity of Michigan faculty mem-
bers.

Almost any Christmas tree will
stay green and fresh throughout
the holiday season if the base is
kept in watér, says Professor
Kenneth P. Davis, chairman of
the U-M forestry department.

Shave a little off the bottom of
the tree to expose a fresh surface
states Frank Murray, U-M forest
manager. This' will remove dried
resins which may form over the
base and prevent water absorp-
tion.

With proper care, even the
lowly spruce can be kept green;
in fact, it can actually be made
to sprout buds. Though oftén
blacklisted for early shedding of
its needles as it dries, the tree
can compete with all others if it
has been cut recently and is not
allowed to dry out.

According to Murray, the
“Austrian pine is the prettiest
tree localiy produced, although
it is hard to tell from the Scotch
pine, which grows faster and is
more open in foliage' ’

Scotch pines are being very
widely planted in Michigan for
use as Christmas trees. They are
the most popular trees for this
purpose.,

The Douglas fir and balsam
also are good selections, the for-
mer keeping “its needles 'til next
spring.”

Of trees shipped into market,

Professor Davis explains that
their longevity depends upon
where they have heen stored.

Even if cut in October, as most
are, a cool and moist storage
place will enable them to keep

large-scale reduction was out-
lined at the December conserva-
tion commission meeting, and a
public hearing on the proposals
was slated January 22.

The {ive-point program was

| designed 1o 'kick off public and

conservation department discus-
sions on trout fishing regulations,
with actual changes not in pros-
pect before 1955.

Pointing to other areas where
wide-open fishing ' tactics have
caused virtual destruction of
trout populations, fish committee | @&
chairman Donald B. McLouth,
Detroit, said: “We shouldn't wait
until our trout streams have been
fished dry to change regulations.
The time for change is now,
while we still have adequate
trout populations.”

Hé read the proposed program
to members of the press, and
called for discussion and partici-
pation by the public at the Janu-
ary hearing.

The five proposed changes are
to: - B

1. Consider restricting lures
used for fishing on trout streams
to a single barbed hook with na-
tural bait or artificial flies and
small spinners in the range of a
single or tandem blade and with
a single hook of a- size to be
desigpated. This ‘will hold except
on some rainbow streams now
open to late fall fishing.

2. Possible reduction of creel
limits on brook, brown and rain-
bow trout in any combination to
not more than eight fish in all
streams.

3. Prohibit fishing on trout
streams between the hours of
midnight and 6 a.m.

4. Restrict fishing on trout wa-
ters to a single rod and line,

5. Establish minimum size
limits of 8-10 inches on 10
streams for experimenfal pur-

poses, the size limit to depend on
the stream involved.

Other meetings of conserva-
tion commissioners and fish
division specialists have been
slated to discuss possible amend-
ments or changes in the list of
proposals. At the January public
hearing, the list will then be used
to open pro and con discussion of
the issues involved.

Fifteen proposed changes in
laws governing conservation
work in Michigan will be for-
warded to the Legislature as a
result of conservation commis-
sion action in December, the con-
servation department reports,

The commission is annually
asked to submit its list of pro-
posed changes for legislative con-
sideration.

Included in this year's list is a
request that resident fishing
licenses be required of all who
angle in Great Lakes waters and
that the nonresident license be
rewritten to cover all fishing, in-
cluding angling for carp, suckers,
perch and other non-game types.

A comprehensive program for
parks improvement is included
with several plans suggested to

provide necessary funds for the-

lagging state park program.
Five proposed changes are list-
ed under the sports fishing pro-

gram, including rewording of
some laws and suggesting eli-
mination of the spring closed

season on bluegills and sunfish.
