lopments. After the law goes into
effect 30 days from now. Super-
visor Roy Lindsay points out
that there will constantly bi· ie-
guests for changes in the map.

This is one girl's name which

we exactly know when and
where it originated. The first
girl named Shirley was a fic-
fional character, Shirley Keeldar, :
the heroine of a novel by Char-
lotte Bronte, one of the famous ·
writing Bronte sisters. The title
of the novel was Shirley, and it
appeared in 1849 under the pen-
name Currer Bell.

Before thal date, Shirley was
only a family name. and it is
still a frequent last name to-
day. As many such names. it
developed from a place name.
There i, a town called Shirley
in Hampshire. England. about
two miles northwest of South-
hampton.

Charlotte Bronte had no ink-
ling that she created a given
name, a very popular one at that
when she Picked Shirley for her
heroine. On the contrary. She
was convinced she had to explain
her unusual selection. In her
novel she wrote, "She had no
Christian name but Shirley; her
parents who had wished to have
a son, finding that Providence
had granted them ordy a daugh-
ter, bestowed on her the same
masculine family eongnomen

they would have bestgwed on a
boy." Seems · she considered
Shirley a name suited for a boy
rather than a girl.

The author patterned her

Shirley after her own sister
Emily, fitting her out also with
Emily's courage. There is an
incident told in the book that
shows her fortitude. Shirley,
bitten by a dog she believed to
be mad, burns out her wound,
just as Emily had, in real life.

The most powerful incentive
for the use of ihe first name
Shirley came from a girl whose
description would sound more
feminine. She is Shirley
Temple. When this Shirley
made her first screen appear-
ance in Stand Up And Cheer,
and Little Miss Marker. She
delight and enthusiasm that
swept motion picture audien-
ces off their feet here and
abroad resulted in many new
girl babies being given the
name Shirley. And when Miss
Temple, in half a year or so,
will come oul of retirement lo
host and narrate fairy tales on
T. V.. Shirley is likely to have
an upsurge of ev•n greater
popularity

Nutrition Section of the Mich-

igan Department of Health, su,-
gests that summer menus be
planned around meat, eggs, fresh
fruit and vegetables, topped off
with plenty of milk and other
liquids.

She explained that a person's
need for essential foods is higher
during the summer than at any
other time of year because of the
seasonal increase in physical ac-
tivities and the added stress of

adjusting to summer heat.

"Persons who don't receive an
adequate diet in the summer
often experience fatigue and ex-
haustion," Mrs. Smith said. "And
so if you feel tired in the sum-
mer, make sure your diet is
adequate."

To be adequate, the summer-
time diet should consist mainly
of proteins and carbohydrates,
Mrs. Smith' said. Fewer fatty
foods such as gravies, pastries,
or tried foods in general should
be included.

A good daily start toward an
adequate diot cin bi mad• by
oating a breakiul of cltrus
fruit juice or irish fruits. whole
grain or Inriched corial. toast.
milk. and an egg. The day's
other two meals should include
at least on* hot dish to slimu-
lale appelit".

Appetites also will be pepped
up if food is served in an att'ae-
tive manner, Mrs. Smith said.
Fresh fruits and vegetables will
look their best and be most ap-
petizing if prepared immediately
Defore they are served.

For summertime drinking, Mrs.
Smith suggests chilled milk and
either fresh or canned fruit
juices. She noted that juices will
quench thirsts West if served
semi-sweet.

Serve those fresh green vege-
tables promptly upon cooking.
Flavor will suffer when they are
allowed to stand.

000 new cases of hay fever will
occur in the United States. Al-
though the disturbance has been
the butt of jokes ever since it
was named "hay fever" more

than a century ago, it isn't a
laughing matter. He who laughs
at it may live to try to sneeze it
off

Here are some good rules for
those who do not have hay fever.
These suggestions have been com-
piled by researchers for the

7. Be sure to say. in very
severe cases of hay fever-
especially in new cases-"You
must go and •ee your doctor."
The doctor can not only pres-
cribi something for relief but
in many cases can effect a cure
over a period 01 lime.
For hay fever sufferers: Where

do you live7 Researchers report
that many studies indicate the
great Midwest produces the

largest crop of ragweed, the most
common source of the pollen that
causes hay fever. Although rag-
weed occurs from lower New
England through much of the
South and spreads west to the
Rockies, the great ragweed-grow-
inq area is the Midwest.

if you want to leave town for
three or four weeks during the
worst of the season, the best
spots for relief are Northern
Maine, Michigan's upper penin-
sula-especially near Sault Ste.
Marie and on the Keweenaw
peninsula-upper Minnesota, up-
per Wisconsin, Florida and the
}tockies westward. Much of

Nearly 25 percrnt of the sweet
orn prown in Michi¢'an comes
,ut of Wayne and Wa<htenaw
·ountit,9. This reprevnt, more
han 3,000 acres of sweet corn and

i yi,·ld of nearly 22 million
iounds :innuilly.

Planting sweet corn as early
as the latter part of April and
harvesting in mid.July is con-
sidered something of a pheno-
menon However. growing
swed corn has its problems.
Growers find themselves at the

mercy of the weather from
around breaking to harvest.

The state requires public sup-
plies of water to be tested and C
treated. A community's new wa- 2
ter source, treatment plant, or C
water line must be located and  t
constructed in accordance with 8
the approved methods of the
State Department of Health.

The slate law requires thal 1
our water supply be chlorinal- 1
ed. Every few days wi send to 1
the state laboralories a sample
of the water which may be
taken from your house or per. 1
haps your neighbor's. togeiher c
with samptings of water taken
at the well fields.

Usually, we have no bad re- r
ports, but occasionally we get a 1
report of contamination of the
Beck Road hallow well. This
well i., only about 20 feet deep B
and collects water through use  ;of 18 inch perforated pipe, called
galleries, radiating underground '
200 feet from the will. It is
therefore necessary that we , I
chlorinate thi· Water. Such treat- 1 1
ment is done at t he well firld by 1 E
use of chlorine gas, released into
thi· water according to usage. The
bacteria die on the way to the j
city. We arrang,· to put onlf- I
enough chlorine· into the water, L
so that we are sure that all bae-
teria is drad })*·fore the water
arrives in the city and that the 3
chlorine has been dissipate·d to ; A
the extrnt that it will not produce It
a bad tasting water.

While some communities may
be fortunate in having h large j
water supply from the Great 1
Lakes, the disadvantage is that a
great deal of mud, debris and
rubbish must be removed from
the water and during storm '
periods. If you happen to be in 1
a city supplied with such water, 1
you will notice a high chlorine
content in thr water. The stand- 1
ing joke at such Great Lakes sta- ,
tions is that "if we put enough i
chlorine into the water, the peo-
pIe won't drink it and can't gc t f
sick.

We send our water samples 1
in bottles supplied by the <
state. If you have a private wa-
ter supply. water sample bot.
tles may be obtained from our
water department. free of

charge. The Slate Health De-
pariment makes a report to you
as to whether the water is safe
or unsafe to drink. If unsafe.
you are advised as to steps 10
be taken to make ihe water
supply safe to drink.
There is a very clos,· relation-

ship kept bi·twri n the State De-
partment of Health, the County
Department of Health and the
city adminiNtrators on matters of
water supply. If tiw· state suspects
that a water supply may be con-
taminated, the local officials ate
contacted by both state and
county health authorities and
constant chuck is macie until the
threat of contamination is clear-
ed up.
