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Some think that they can be Christians without be-
longing to Christ's church but this is impossible. A per-
son cannot be a Mason without belonging to the Masonic
Lodge. He could be just as good morally as a Mason,
but if he doesn't go into the Lodge and comply with cer-
tain requirements of that Lodge, he certainly is not a
Mason. Likewise one cannot be a Christian if he has not
obeyed the rules laid down by Christ. A Christian is one
who has been born again of the water and the Spirit. All
Christians are members of Christ's church. When one
becomes a church member, he at the same time becomes
a Christian. There are no Christians outside of the
church, One has to get into the Church_to be a Christian
just the same as one has to get into the Masonic Lodge
to be a Mason.

When we speak of the church of Christ we mean the
church that Christ established on the first Pentecost after
He arose from the dead, A,D. 33. This church was es-
tablished in Jerusalem, by the authority of Christ,
through the agency of the Apostles, who were guided by
the Holy Spirit. The word church comes from the Greek
word, "Ekklesia." Christ and the Apostles did not coin
this word, but it was in general use by the Greek-
speaking people of that day. Among these people this
word never had any religious significance. The word
'Ekklesia" which is translated church, literally means
"the called out," and was applied to any body of people
that were "called out" and gathered together for any
purpose, whether it was for good or bad. In this sense
the word "Ekklesia" is used a few times in the New
Testament. For we find that in Ephesus the silversmiths
stirred up a mob against Paul. Of this mob it is said:
"some therefore cried one thing, and some another: for j4the assembly was in con fusion." Acts 19:32. The word
here translated "assembly" is the same word translated
elsewhere "church." Therefore you can see from this
that the word "Ekklesia" was applied to any group of
people "called out" for any purpose. This is one reason
that Christ applied the word ''Ekklesia" to His people in
the New Testament, because it accurately describes
Christians. For all Christians have been called out of the
devil's kingdom into Christ's Kingdom or out of a life of
sin into a life of righteousness.

We have already stated that Christ's church was es-
established A.D. 33, or the first Pentecost after Christ
arose from the dead, but some say that tile church was
established when God gave the law to Moses, others say
that it was established when John the Baptist came
preacMing that the people must repent. In order to dis-
prove these ideas we turn to Matthew 16: 18: "And upon
this rock I will build my church" - Christ is doing the
speakink and notice, He is using future tense - "I will"
- therefore the Church was yet future at this time. The
church that Christ established could not have been be-
fore this time. The law of Moses was given about 1500
years before the time that Christ said, "I will build my
church." So you s,fe, that Moses did not establish Christ's
church. Again, Johri the Baptist did not establish Christ's
church, because in the 14th chapter of Matthew and the
lath verse we reacf of the execution of John the Baptist:
'*And he (Herod) sent and beheaded John in the prison."
Bear in mind that John was dead when Christ said in
Matthew 16: 18 "I will build my church." Anyone can see
that John the Baptist did not establish Christ's church,

In acts 2: 47 we find that the Lord's chureh has already
been established, because the Lord added those baptized
believers to the church. "Praising God, and having fa-
vour with all the people. And the Lord added to the
church daily such as should be saved." We have the
church spoken of many times in the book of Acts. There-
fore, we can see that the church was not est®lis}ted be-
fore Matthew 16: 18 and that it was in existe!0e after the
day of Pentecost A.D. 33.

If your qhurch, the church you are a member of, was
established before A.D. 33 or after A.D. 33 then it is not
the Lord's church. Remember that Christ said, "every
plant which my heavenly Father planted not, shall be
rooted up." Matthew 15: 13. The church of Christ was
founded by Christ and the gates of hell shall not prevail
against it; but other plants will be rooted up. The warn-
ing is too plain and the penalty is too severe for anyone
to be a member of a church not planted by God .

We all know that there are many churches in the

"Our plea" is not a reformation of some religious
body, but to re::t<ire the Apostolie church which needs no
refi,im:ition.·Nor does it mean to establish another
church, bee·ause there are too many man-made churches
already. In fact the relip,intis world is so burdened with
denominational c}mrches imtil people do not know which
way to turn. lieligious divisions are exceedingly sinful
and are poritively forbidden by our Lord, Hence to start
another relinious body would be only adding evil to an
existing evil.

Again, "our plea" is not to establish another creed.
All human creeds are sinful, breause they set aside the
Word of God and divide Christ's church. Every human
creed is a reflection upon the wisdom of God. Remember,
creeds cati*sip divisions, and the devil's most effective
weapon is 1}ie fact that religious peoples are divided into
many<man-made chunch.

In other
words, jt me:ths taking up Christianity as the Apostles
left it. It means the.rejecting of all man-made churches.
It means that fill must lay down any idea which is foreign
to the Bible, and that all must unite upon the New Testa-
ment.

Many will ask, "Is the restoration of the Apostolic
church possible today?" I believe that it is. I am sure
that the Apostolic church exists today. The church of
Christ is the New Testament church restored to the world
as it was in the days of the Apostles. It is made lip of
people who have believed, repented, confessed Christ and
been buried iii baptism, into the name of the Father and
of the Son and of the Holy Spirit. Hence, I believe that it
is possible to be a member of the New Testament church
today, just as it wus in the days of the Apostles.The
church was established by the preaching of the Word of
God. On the duy of Pentecost, the Gospel was preached,
the people heard that preaching, and they believed it
with al] of their hearts. They asked what to do. They were
told to repent, and then what? Peter commanded them
to be baptized. About three thousand of them did that
very thing, :ind the Lord added them to the church. That
was the ber:jiming of tht· New Testament church. I be-
Iieve that we can do the same thing today.

Since the Word of God
produced Christions in the beginning, if we still have the
same Word, it will still produce Christians. Now, there
are two princil,des upon which this can be accomplished.
If we still have the sume seed thal the Apr™tles used on
Pentecop-t, which Christ said was the Word of God, and
if we still have the mirne soil, which Jesus suid was the
hearts of inen, we cnin still have the Apostolic· church. We
still have the s:une Gospel thut produced Christians in
the beginning. 7'his Gospel Was given for all time to
come, neo,rding to Jude, verse 3, "Beloved, while I was
giving all dili,Hence to write unto you of our common sal-
vation, I was constrained to write unto you exhorting you
to contend earne:<tly for the faith which was ONCE FOR
ALL DELIVERED UNTO THE SAINTS."

To say that we do not have the original Word of God
is to classify the objector as gn unbeliever. Many agree
that we have the same Gospel, but say the Word of God
has lost the power to produce Christians as it did in the
centuries past. They suggest that seeds sometimes lose
their power of p,ermination, after several years. That is
true with some seeds, bill it is, not so in the case of the
Word of God. It does not make.any difference whether or
not a single crop of Christians has been produced or an
Apostolic church established during the past centuries.
1st Peter, chapter 1, verse 23, says: "Having been begot-
ten again, not of corruptible seed, but of INCORRUPTI-
BLE, through the word of God, which LIVETH AND
ABIDETII." Since the Word of God is "incorruptible"
and abideth forever, IT CANNOT lose the life element.
Hence, the Word of God will never lose the germinating

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Are We Too Lenient

With Teen-Agers?
By ELMER E. WHITE

DELINQUENCY among the teen-agerh of* the
new rock and roll generation is creating new 1,*ples
of alarm among the men who make the laws of
Michigan.

Muggings, sluggings, robberies, car theft, van-
dalism - and a chuckle at the rules society lives
by: all are too common. for comfort.

The problem arose in other generations. Though
the case now may have different roots, the problem
remains. A special legislative committee headed by
Rep. Harry DeMaso, of Battle Creek, i, studying
blunt testimony from shocked adults in an effort to
develop new controls over the young.

Probate Judge Lee Mallison of Battle Creek sug-
gests a form of "communal living" for teen-agers in
trouble. It would be established in their hometowns
but out of their former environment.

Mallison, who agrees that not all officials who
work with youths share his views, said part of the
blame is the attitude of leniency toward youngsters
nowadays.

"A social worker, a veteran in the field, told me
a boy shouldn't be treated harshly because he only
stole a car," he said. -This worries me and I believe

it would worry the state."

Dr. James J. Brennan, of the Michigan State
University Police Administration department and a
foriner New York City police veteran, has views
similar to Judge Mallison's.

Another judge, Vallie W. Dussia of Monroe, pro-
posed a system of camps, similar to the depression-
era Civilian Conservation Corps (CCC) program.

This would be aimed at separating youngsters in
trouble from their environment and the influences

that created their problems; give them constructive
work to do.
