Vilican, whose firm-is one of the top Urban Renewal
consultants in the nation. They had been hired by the

\city last summer to make the survey.

Vilican highlighted a report that he had made to
the commission a month ago which pointed out five

g the west side of Mill|areas in the city his firm believes eligible either for

“redevelopment’” or ‘“‘conservation.” Redevelop-
ment is used when areas become so badly deterior-
ated that only clearance of all, or nearly all, ¢f the
area would remedy the situation. !

Conservation is applied to areas that are s=ub-
stantially sound in structure condition and environ-
ment, but which-are slowly reaching a deteriorated
state. Repairs are then made. Redevelopment, then,
eliminates blight — conservation prevents it.

His report recommended that the South Mill St.
area be undertaken first. This area includes 21
homes and other buildings from (not including) the
Bathey plant to Fair St. (south of the railroad). It
would also jump acposs the railroad to include the
vacated Daisy :

Vili imates that the total project cost
would be 51,045,000. He believes that once cleared,
the land could be re-sold for $400,000. This wo uld
leave a net cost of $645,000,

Of this $645,000, the federal government would
make an outright grant of two thirds, or $430,000.
This would leave a city obligation of $215,000,

The city can borrow tiis $215,000 from the féd-
eral government and two-thirds of the interest on
this loan will also be paid by the government,

Vilican estimates that once the land is re-devel-
oped, it will yield property taxes of $54,000 annual-
ly (this includes taxes to the school district

and| |

county, as well as to the city. Vilican says the es- |

timate is ‘‘most conservative'’ and does not include
personal property taxes.)

This $54,000 tax return compares with the $15,480
return under present gonditions.

In fighting poverty, dis-
ease, hunger and homeless-
ness at the individual level,
these programs of our reli-
gious faiths make a vital and
unique coniribution to peace,
strengthening the bonds of
spiritual brotherhood between
Amesaricans and their neigh-
bors abroad.

From these speciﬁfz@ﬁgrts
for which support isd4sked
and through other of their
programs, our religious over-
seas relief agencies minister

to many millions of victims
of war, famine, disaster and

aggression, distributing hun-
dreds of millions of pounds of
food, clothing and medicine
to needy and hungry people
in virtually every free coun-
try of the world, supporting
orphanages, clinics, hospitals
and many programs for re-
habilitation.

Operated to a great extent
abroad through dedicated
voluntary assistance, the re-
lief programs of our religious
faiths actually account for

more than 80 per cent of all
of America's voluntary over-
seas relief efforts and are
carried on at lowest possible
cost.

In their 1958 free distribu-
tions of U.S. surplus foods,

In line with this policy, the

Hungary have come o cer-
tain agreements with Roman
Catholic leaders, granting
them a small measure of re-
ligious freedom in return for
political support.

The Communists have no
intention of granting the
Church full freedom. In Po-
land, Stefan Cardinal Wy-
szynski is hard put to pre-
serve those few concessions
he has managed to wring
from the Gomulka regime.

Artist’s Corner: Prof. C. Dodglas Huebler — bet-
ter known as Doug to his former Plymouth friends
— is using his paint brusk to fashion an exciting ca-
reer in the East,

The handsome, 33-year-old chairman of the art
department at Bradford Junior College in Haver-
hill, Mass., has been busy of late working in the ex-
perimental field of mixing oil paint with cement in
attempts to break ‘“‘the integrity of the two-dimen-
sional canvas.”

A three-column picture of Doug with one of his
recent oil and cement paintings and a story about
him appeared in the November 4 issue of the Hav-
erhill (Mass.) Journal.

In the story Doug was quoted as defining this
new media of oil and cement by saying: “It's not
painted sculpture since the two media are mixed to-
sether violating that integrity by coming forward
into a third dimension.”

Doug has entered this type of art in national
shows ‘“‘to test reactions of the selecting juries.”’- Re-
sult: Three were accepted for competitions and one
awarded a prize!

He points out that a few others have worked
with this combination but *“‘mostly for texture.”

Doug was a free-lance illustrator and commer-
cial artist in New York City after his stint with the
Marines in the South Pacific during World War II.
He has a degree in design from the University of
Michigan, Ann Arbor, and also has studied at Aca-
demie Julien, Paris. Before joining the Bradford
faculty, he was a teacher of architecture and art at
Miami University in Oxford, O.

On his last trip to Europe, he met his ‘“Mrs."”

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The next development in stereophonic sound
probably will be a true three-channel system.

It is a little hard to see how three channels can
be put into a single groove on a record, so the three-

channel system probably will use tape.

As an interim stereo improvement, Paul W,
Klipsch, the audio engineer and speaker manufac-
turer, has worked out a system of taking a third
chanunel from two-channel stereo.

Klipsch explains it this way:
“The

simple

principle of operation depends upon the
fact that if two microphones are properly
d relative to each other and to the plane of the
sound source, their combined output will be that of
a single microphone midway between them. Indi-
genous to two-channel stereo is a middle channel re-
coverable by combination.

Recovery and reproduction of this center chan-
nel offers accurate focusing of center stage events;
ability to localize individual sounds becomes sub-
stantially the same as when listening to the original.

“Accurate focusing of a soloist is an outstand-
ing feature. Though popularly called ‘filling the hole
in the middle,” this is only a small part of the
function.

“The end result is accurate rendering of the
geometry as well as the tonality of the original
sound.

In application, his “phantom’ system amounts
to using the eight or 16-ohm taps on two power amp-
lifiers to connect speakers to ‘the true channels and
attaching wires to a four-ohm tap on both the amp-
lifiers to get part of the signal from both channels
to a third speaker.

The third speaker, of course, is positioned mid-
way between the two main speakers. Klipsch points
out that the importance of compatibility of the
speakers cannot be over-emphasized.

Klipsch is another of the audio engineers who
hopes that the promotion of record stereo and the
attempts of the tape manufacturers to meet the
competition with half-speed, half-width tracks does
not result in an overall decline in fidelity.

Durfng the approaching holiday season, a fire

about it—even though central heating removes the
need for it.

To feed the fire evening after evening, a stock
of newspaper, kindling and logs is needed in a con-
venient place.

Most homeowners buy their winter’'s supply of
logs already cut and split, but the loss of a tree or
the need to prune shade and fruit trees may bring
out the seldom-used axe and saw. Apple wood makes
an aromatic fire; hard woods sych as maple, beech,
oak and birch burn splendidly. No matter what kind
it is or where it came from, seasoned wood ready
for burning should be kept under cover and dry.

For a quicker and hotter fire, logs may be split
up small. The large ones then are put on to burn
more slowly over a longer period.

No matter how selective or expert the family
fire-builder is, one safeguard is essential. That is a
screen to prevent sparks or coals from popping out
onto the rug. Minimum tools for the fire on the
hearth include tongs, preferably two sizes for hand-
ling large and small logs, and a poker.

Busy Thanksgiving Kitchen
Often Has Safety Hazards

There is nothing more enticing than the fragrant and
enveloping warmth of a busy kitchen on Thanksgiving Day.

But a busy kitchen is often a hazardous one, warn ex-
tension specialists in home economics at Michigan State
University.

They point out that haste makes waste, and hurried

mothers in the kitchen are headed down the road of care-
less and costly accidents.

Here are some things to watch for on the big day:

Falls are one of the major hazards for adults. Special-
ists say to protect yourself and others by cleaning up slip-
péry substances at once — spilled water, ase, or foods.
Have a safe step stool handy:; don't cli chairs, boxes,
and other makeshifts when reaching for high shelves.

Take care with sharp knives. Store them separately,
wash them individually, and never leave knives in the dish-
washer. Put them away immediately after washing. How-
ever, home economists Point out that when properly used,
sharp knives are actually safer than dull ones.

Burns are another cause of serious injuries. Keep pot.
holders near the range, and insist on their use. Tongs are
also handy and safe for handling hot foods.

Especially imortant — watch small children in the
kitchen. Warn them of the dangers of the hot stove and ex-
plain why they must not touch hot things. Take time to be
careful beforehand.

Then — try to keep traffic in the kitchen to a minimum.

Plan your schedule early, and you will enjoy the turkey to
the fullest.

To Last Called
Waste of Time

THE HAGUE, Holland —
(UPI) — An American pro-
iessor started a lively argu-
ment at the First Interna-
tional Seminar on Urban Re-
newal by going on record in
favor of ‘‘disposable cities"'—
made of structures built for
short-term use.

Dr. J. Marshall Miller of
Columbia University | told
town planning experts from
22 countries:

“Too many people fry fo
build buildings for all etern-
ity. We should design siruct-
ures, perhaps whole cities, 1o
be writien off more quickly.

“Since peoples’ needs for
housing change from genera-
tion to generation, we ought
to plan a disposable city rath-
er than attempt to make our
cities into monuments.".

Dr. Miller urged the build-
ing of schools of a simple
and temporary structure.
“I am appalled,” he  said,
““at the monument-building
going on in new schools, when
we know that school needs
will change within a
generation.”

But many of Prof. Miller's
fellow planners objected
vigorously.

Gabriel Andrade, City Plan-
ning Director of Bogota, Col-
ombia, said studies made in
his country had shown that
housing built to last only 10
years cosi three.quarters as
much as a house built to last
50 years.

Claude H. Boistiere, In-
spector of Planning and Hous-
ing for The French Ministry
of Reconstruction and Hous-
ing, declared thaf so-called
temporary housing too often
turns into -permanent hous-
ing, as has been the case
with temporary housing built
in France after World War 1
in war-damaged areas and
still in use today.

Another opposing opinion
came from Richard L. Stein-
er, U.S. Urban Renewal Com-

missioner, - who said that
there is in fact ‘“not much
difference in cost between

temporary housing designed
to last only 25 to 40 years
and the house with a life of
150 years.”

The real problem in most
cities is to have housing and
schools in the right place to
accommodate new population
groups and needs, Steiner

asserted.

Before laying out your pat-
tern, you may' need to
straighten uneven ends by
drawing a crosswise thread
and cutting along that line.
If a garment is to hang well,
it must be cut on the grain
of the fabric. This means that
the grainline on the pattern
pieces must follow the length-
wise—or crosswise if speci-
fied—threads or yarns of the
fabric.

If the fabric is napped or
has an “up and down' pat-
tern, all pattern pieces should
face the same way, advises
Miss Kahabka,

Crosswise stripes of plaids
should be matched at the
notches on the main seam-
lines. Use the center of a
square or an important stripe
at the center front and cen-
ter back consistently through-
out the garment. When you
have laid your pattern on the
fabric, make sure all points
on the pattern piece measure
the same distance from the
selvage or the side edge.

After you have smoothed
out the pattern pieces, place
pins at right angles to the
edges of the pattern. If you
wish, you can place pins at
each notch on the pattern
edge as a reminder to cut out
notches. Cut out your gar-
ment with a plain shears us-
ing long, even strokes, Cut
from the wide to the narrow
part of each piece whenever
you

Carbon monoxide gas can-
not be detected either by
taste or smell and it can be
fatal even though it is not de-
tected, It is caused by tbe in-
complete burning of coal,
heating gas, fuel oil or gaso-
line. It may cause death if
the person who breathes it is
in a tightly closed room or
automobile.

If your furnace or stove
smokes, it is because it is not
burning properly. If you see
or smell some in your living
guarters, it may be a danger
signal that carbon monoxide
gas is escaping into your
room along with the smoke.
Houses today are more near
ly airtight and storm win-
dows help to make them so,
but both increase the likeli-
hood that carbon monoxide
poisoning may occur in case
the furnace is not properly
adjusted. These improve-
ments in houses increase the
need for intelligent wunder-
standing of the way to fire a
furnace properly.

school would be reconverted to a senior high
school?

4. Should a junior high school site and another
elementary school site be purchased in Northeast
Plymouth Township?

This is the final installment
of my talk at the City Man-
agers' Conference at Dallas,

“One example, that we
like to cite, deals with Ply-
mouth's refuse disposal site.
The property on which the
site 18 located is in Salem
Township. When the city be-
came interested in this plot
of land, the use we had in
mind was- not permitted un-
der the township zoning. The
township wanted to rid itself

its open dump. The city
then met with the township
board to discuss what might
be done. The result was that
Salem Township rezoned the
sile te accommodate a re-
fuse disposal site. The City of
Plvimouth agreed to purchase
and operate, and to allow the
township to issue a permit

to each township family for
dumping fifty bushels of re-
fuse a year, without charge

by the city., There were 400
families. Beyvond this number,
the township was to pay its
pro - rata share of the cost
of the site and operation,
Furthermore, the City of Ply-
mouth agreed to maintain the
sitec in a fashion acceptable
to ‘health authorities as a
sanitary land fill,

A “Mast of the country is
fomiliar with the mutual aid
fire fighting agreements,
whitch have been a great ben-
efit to suburban communities.

I need not elaborate on this
matter. “One of the other ar-
rangements between local
communities, the sheriff's de-
partment and the Seeretary of

State is the installation of an
inter community teletype
system, which is used primar-
ilyv for reporting missing per-
sons, stolen cars and driver
license information. Wayne
Counly instituted this with
Oakland and other counties
now following and tying in.
The ultimate aim is to tie in
the Toledo Mefropolitan Area.

“Another agreement  in-
yolves the cities in Wayne
ounty supplying a building
for library facilities, while
the County Library Board
staffs and services the local

library. If the community is
able, financially, there exists
a formula, based on ageessed
valuation, under whiclrthe lo-
cal community must pay a
part of the operating costs.

“The City of Plymouth has
agreements, not only with
goygrnmental jurisdictions,
but the Plymouth School Dis-
triet as wgll. One such agree-
ment permits the Plymouth
School District to use the ci-

ty voling machines for
school board elections or
other  school issues. . The
school reciprocates by sup-

plying space for cily voting
precincts in the schools,

‘Another informal agree-
ment between the city and
the school district concerns
the regulation of student
driving. Plvmouth started the
program three vyears ago.
Under this cooperative ven-
ture, the school board acted

upon the recommendation of
the city police chief and the
munieipal judge. The actual
administration is carried out
through the school. This ac-
tion has helped reduce the
number of cars in the cent-
ral business district during
noon time, and has likewise
cut the number of students
@utting classzes or skipping
school altogether.

“For the small city and the
other outlying areas of large
metropolitan centers, the use

. of informal cooperative agree-

ment is a great help. Even
the best city charters lack in
some respects, Even if this
wasn't the case, most cities
would till suffer from finan-
cial distress. Between these
two factors, it is often diffi-
cult to provide those services
which the city. should have.

“In Plymouth, and many of
the surrounding communities,
we have worked together and

come up with the informal
agrcements I have mention-
ed, plus others which may

wl be as significant, but are
%-r-n-;-t‘w!(-ss helpful, such as
in service ftraining from
police rookies to department
heads and city managers,
and the use of a Metropoli-
tan Arca Planning Commis-
sion. which, while it lacks en-
forcement powers, is a pow-
erful instrument by which a-
rea planning co-ordinated
and communities are advised
of good planning practices
which will integrate with the
Metropolitan Area. Even co-
‘operative dog warden ser-
vices have been tried.

‘As I see it, the resulting
benfits of informal arrange-
ments are threefold.

LANSING — Republicans will
start the 1959 legislative session strip-
ped of all but a token of the power
they held in the state government a
decade ago.

They still control the Senate, 22 to
12, but the House is evenly-divided at
55-55 and all the other state offices
are held by Democrats.

The lack of a majority by either
party means there is a question about
which party will supply the presiding
officer and which party shall be
represented as chairman of House
committees. There are a number of
proposed solutions for the problem,
but a satisfactory answer has yet to
be decided upon.

Both parties shudder at the
thought of the 1959 legislative session
and the struggle for answers to accu-
mulated fiscal and social problems.

As one observer stated it, the an-
cient rule of government by compro-
mise will get a lot of practice.

The full impact of the House split
is not yet known. It could mean new
faces among legislative employes and
vastly changed policies. It will cer-
tainly mean a hardier ' Democratic
voice in committees and on the floor
of the House.

Republican caucuses will not
necessarily arrive at the final answer
on major issues now, even if party
leaders can hold their votes on the
same side.

Democrats, who for years have
come up with their own decisions
knowing they would be defeated on a
final vote, now can produce a voting
majority, so they anxiously shoulder
some of the burden of the peolicies of
the House.

Strategists await Gov. Williams’
message 1o the Legislature this Janu-
ary with great anticipation. Republi-
cans privately wonder whether his

ands will change their tenor now
that there is a chance the Legislature

In the past, Republicans say the
strategy worked this way:

Williams would make demands
that he and other Democrats kne w
the state could not afford without im-
posing burdensome new taxes, or re-
versing policies that existed for de-
cades.

When Republicans controlling the
legislature balked, he would take to
the campaign trails charging they
were hurting the cause of mental
health, public health, and other vital
state services.

Legislators, seeing merit in some
of Williams’ ideas, sometimes would
go part of the way.

The Democratic charge thenH
would be that it was too little or it
came too late, or that even if the leg-
islature did put a program into ac-
tion, it was a Democratic idea.

SPECULATION IS RIFE, asthe
political writers say, about Williams’
future after defeating Republican
Candidate Paul D. Bagwell by 143,000
votes Nov. 4 and running fifth on his
own ticket.

Some are writing Williams off the
Democratic slate in 1960 when dele-
gates gather to pick a national ticket.

Williams defeated the late Albert
E. Cobo two years ago by 290,000
votes and Democrats were predicting
gains up to 450,000 by this year.

They reason that had he won by
an overwhelming vote, national party
leaders couldn’'t ignore him despite
their apprehension about his labor or-
ganization ties.

Now, some observers are predict-
ing the governor will try for U.S. Sen-
ator Patrick V. McNamara’s seat in
1960.

This would complete the cycle
started four years ago when Demo-
cratic strategists were forced to ac-
cept McNamara when their No. 1
comeback candidate was former Sen-

Sharp told the Ciity of De-
troit's Coordinating Council
on Human relations that two
out of three white residents
approve what the goveérn-
ment is now doing to enforce
school integration, or feel its
efforts should be increased.
Slightly less than a third felt
the government was doing
too much.

Negroes were even mor e
emphatic in their views: sev-
en out of ten feel the govern-
ment should do more in this
area, while less than five per
cent said it is already going
too far.

‘*At lesast so far as Detroit
is concerned, we find no sup-
port whatsoever for the claim
that Negroes as a group, de-
sire separate school facili-
ties,’”” Sharp said. About four
out of five Detroit Negroes
were born in the South, he
noted.

Sharp based his findings on
interviews with a representa-
tive sample of 600 families in
Wayne County during 1957.

When asked which political
party most closely reflected
their views on school integra-
tion, a convincing majority of
both whites and Negroes did
not know which party was
closest or coyld see no differ-
ence between Republicans
and Democrats on this issue.

Among those whites who
expressed a preference, both
major parties claimed about
the same number of adher-
ents. But among Negroes, the
Republicans attracted almost

:|half again as many adherents

on this issue as did the Demo-
crats.

In a 1958 study of Wayne,
Macomb and Oakland Coun-
ties, the DAS analyzed atti-
tudes toward residential inte-
gration. Sharp said these
showed that most white De-
troiters who oppode move-
ment of Negroes into their
neighborhood cite two main
arguments for their beliefs:
1) fear of loss of social pres-
tigue and 2) conviction that
property values would de-
cline, %

leave the impression th at
they personally see nothing
wrong with residential inte-
gration, but are afraid they
will be looked down upon by
other whites if they have
Negroes as neighbors,” Sharp
Commented.
“Acquaintance with the
fact that a reduction in pro-
perty, values is not a neces-
sary consequence of residen-
tial integration could econ-
ceivably change the opinion
of many white Detroiters on
this matter.”
When attitudes toward
school  integration are com-
pared by place of residence

Sharp reported, substantial
majorities of the white popu-
lation in the inner city, near-
by areas, and outlying sub-
urbs all favored integration.
“Because of the generally
low educational level of inner
city residents and the very
high proportion of southern
wljitets w lit\lr‘ga . thg:tee one
might expect white resi-
dents of the inner city would
be much more firmly pro-
segregation than other De-
troiters,”” Sharp said. “But
there is absolutely no evi-
dence this is the case.
“Social psychologists have

ontrary to popular belief,
seldom does a rung snap or a
step break causing injury to
the ladder user, Preston re-
veals. It's the rails that cause
all the trouble and if the pur-
chaser knows what to search
for, he may help eliminate
dangers cgused by wood fail-
ure-

Rails are designed to bend
under weight of the user. At
each point as a person climbs
up and down, the ladder
“‘gives’” under the impact.
Faulty rails, then, are the
cause of most structural fail-
ure in ladders.

Abuse by the user after the
ladder has been purchased is
the chief reason for rail fail-
ure, says Professor Preston.
Ladder manufacturing com-
panies fry to eliminate de-
fects, but sometimes they
escape detection. A careful
inspection by the purchaser
may furn up defecis and save
him a few broken bones.

Here's what Preston sug-
gests you look for when buy-
ing a ladder or before using
the paint-spattered one on
hand:

1. Cross-grain: This defect
is characterized by grain
running across rather than
parallel to the rail and it seri-
ously reduces bending
strength of a ladder. Gross-
grain is sometimes difficult
to detect, but notable, how-
ever, is the fact that in many
cases chipped grain on the
rail may %e linked to the de-
fect, says Preston.

2. Compression failure:
Tell-tale lines of buckling fi-
bers running perpendicular to
the rail, which loock some-
thing like a scratch, warn the
user, and show that wood has
been compressed to the
breaking point.

The ubiguitous credit card is
fast replacing money as a
direct medium of exchange
in American society.

It is no longer necessary to
carry cash in your pocket.
Now the tiny card is all you
need for a meal, a, tankful

: &
of gasoline, a rented*car, a
hotel room, secretarial help
or a European vacation.

The magic words
“charge itl”” have taken on
new significance as credit
cards add a new twist to in-
stallment plan living.

A member of the Diners’
Ciub, the biggest in the field
with more than one million
members, recently charged a
$60,000 African safari through
the club. Company parties
charged in this same fashion
have run as high as $25,000.

There are an estimated 30
million credit cards in use to-
day,gissued by oil companies,
airlines, railroads, hotels, res-
taurants, telephone compan-
ies, car rental firms and
others.

American Telephone & Tel-
egraph Co. alone has some
1,500,000 cards outstanding.
Americans last year charged
some 80 million dollats worth
of phone calls..

The big factor in the tre-
mendous popularity - of the
credit card is the convenience
of not having to carry large
sums of money in your wal-
let. The credit card takes the
place of money, at least un-
til the bills come in.

All tabs run up during the
Thonth are itemized by the
organization issuing the card
and bills are sent out month-
ly. The itemized bill is a per-
fect way to squelch the
Doubting Thomases in the In.
ternal Revenue Service, who
now are demanding proof of
re:mbursed expenses.

Business firms also like cre-
dit cards because they elim.
inate the need for giving tra-
velling representatives a poc-
ket full of cash and make
padding of expense accounts
exiremely difficult,

However, whiler conven-
ience is the big factor behind
the growth of credit cards,
some industry sources say the
“wery multiplicity of credit
cards has become an incon-
venience in itself."”

This has spurred a drive to
develop a truly universal cre-
dit card, one which would be
good for everything from buy-
ing flowers and throwing par-
ties to hiring part - time sec-
retarial help and taking
vacations.

the credit card field at pre-
sent is the Diners’ Club,which
has 20,000 facilities in more
than 76 countries. It is being
challenged by American Ex-

press Co., 108 - year - old
banking and travel firm
which entered the field

recently.

American Express has an
estimated 14,000 facilities in
more than 80 countries and
possessions. However, it re-
fuses to disclose how many
members it has, except to
say ‘several hundred
thousand.”

In recent weeks, Diners’

been out - doing each other
buying up or making deals
with other credit card issu.
ers. Diners’, for example,
has made a deal to acquire
Sheraton Corp. of America's
850,000 card holders,

American Express has sign-
ed an agreement with Gen-
eral Motors, Ford and Chrys-
ler giving . it permission to
solicit their dealers in a pro-
gram which would enable a
card holder to charge his au-
to repairs.

With the American Ex-
press card, a vacationer
could go all the way to Mos-
eow on his credit card. How-
ever, once he got there he
would have to use cold, hard
rubles. It seems the Russians
haven't gotten around to in.
venting the credit card as yet,

If the credit cards have any
opponents today, they are the
restaurants, hotels and other
establishments which have to
pay a commission to the cre-
dit card issuing firm. In res-
taurants, this runs as high as
seven per cent of the bill.

Proponents of the credit
card say this commission is
offset by increased volume re-

cards.

Unlike oil companies which'
give their credit cards to
customers for nothing, Din-
ers’ Club, American Express
and others charge a small
annual membership fee, us-
ually about $5.

Dr. Jules 1. Bogen, Profes-
sor of Finance at New York
University, says the credit
card evolved from the long
established department store

ing for years.

The oil companies issued
the first credit cards as we

know them today in the
1920's. As commercial and
tourist travel expanded, so

did the use of credit cards for

other services.
