The granite Lady’s task was to re-
vive memories of those who served

War—especially those

from Plymouth.
It was on a cloudy afternoon of

that a large erowd gath-

ered in Kellogg Park to see the Lady
unveiled. Two American flags draped

the eight-foot four-inch high monu-

ment.

The monument was donated by
Harry E. Bradner, a product of
Plymouth who later became a Lan-
sing businessman. Born in Plymouth
at the close of the Civil War, Brad-
ner made occasional visits back to
the city and on one visit decided that
the park lacked a monument to those
who fell on the Southern battlefields.

Mrs. Bradner unveiled the monu-
ment after a presentation address by
her husband. The acceptance was
performed by the village president,
Harry C. Robinson.

Since this was 1917, there were
still plenty of Civil War veterans
around to take part in the ceremony.
Members of the Grand Army of th,g
Republic, 50 strong, assembled at the
Village Hall and marched down Main
St. behind the band. Oliver P. Show-
ers was commander of the Eddy
Post of the G.A.R. at that time.

Inside the monument was placed

a copper box containing a list of the
soldiers who enlisted in the Civil
War from Plymouth, a copy of Presi-
dent Woodrow #Wilson’s declaration
of World War I and a copy of the
Aug. 24, 1917 Plymouth Mail.

Delivering the main address that
day was George W. Stone of Lansing,
past department commander of the
Michigan G.A.R. who spoke on “The
Civil War Veteran.”

Plymouth was proud of the role it
played in the Civil War. During the
war from 1861 to 1865, there were 318
men who enlisted here. Not all were
from Plymouth proper, but most
were from this vicinity.

This list of 318, their ages and
their outfits is still preserved. It was
compiled from records of the adju-
tant general of Michigan.

Of the 318 listed, 87 were killed in
action, were missing, died in prison
camps or of disease. There were 65
others listed as wounded during the

‘war.

Only 50 feet away from the Sold-

“‘war meetmg was held on Aug. 5,
1862, during which an entire company
of Pl) mouth boys was enlisted with-
in two hours amid wild enthusiasm.
The triangular grove of maples wit-
nessed one of the largest out-pour-
ings ever held in the County at that
period. The excitement was intense,
accordihg to reports of the day, and
“many affecting scenes occurred to
thrill the heart as the enlistments
were announced.”

Michigan® was outstanding for its

contribution-to the North’s manpow- °

er effort and Plymouth had a “Boy
in Blue” in nearly every Michigan or-
ganization. '

Early in April 1861, 50 young men
enlisted from here in Company H.
Second Michigan Infantry. Later in
the same year, according to records,
nearly a whole company was raised
for the Fourth Michigan Cavalry and
another company for the Sixteenth
Michigan Infantry.

On the famous Aug. 5, 1862 meet-
ing in the park, a whole company
was raised for the Twenty-fourth

Michigan| Infantry. Of the 113 who
were members of the Twenty-fourth's
Company' C from Plymouth, 73 were
killed or wounded, most of them at
Gettysburg. There were many others
captured and some died of disease.
Several were listed ‘‘died at Ander-
sonville,"; the ill-famed Southern pris-
on. k

At the| close of the monument un-
veiling ceremony, a quartet san g,
composed of Mrs. R. E. Cooper,
Mrs. William Bake, C. H. Rauch and
Calvin Whipple. Then came the sing-
ing of “America’’ and the playing of
taps.

There were 50 Plymouth veterans
of the Civil War watching as the Lady
of white granite was dedicated 43
years ago. This year—1960—saw the
very last of all veterans of the War
Between the States,

So without a mortal remaining
from that conflict, the Lady who was
appointed to help future generations
remember Plymouth’'s “Boys in
Blue’ now has a lonely job ahead.
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Plymouth’s recognition | of those who have
served in America’s wars will take place Monday
raorning with a parade down Main St. startmg at
10:30 and cderemonies in Kellogg Park.

In an earlier article, we
menticned that we were
making a survey of moon-
lighting by municipal em-
ployees in Michigan, so that
we could better decide what
course of action we in Plym-
outh might take.

The results of this survey

are completed, and Jack
Deppen, my administrative
assistant, has made a recom-
mendation for our considera-
tion. Our next step now is to
raise this question again at
the next meeting of depart-
ment heads. We will discuss
the recommendation at that
time and decide what should
be done.
The results of the survey
indicate that moonlighting is
not peculiar to our city. In-
deed, the practice occurs in
many other communities, not
only in Michigan, but across
the country. It should also be
noted that multiple job hold-
ing occurs in many other
fields aside from municipal
employment. Among munici-
pal gmployces, the groups
that most often hold more
than one job are firemen and
policemen, with public works
employees running a close
third.

Municipal office workers
also hold an additional job,
but not very often. When they
dp, the practice occurs
mostly around Christmas
time when stores are rushed
with seasonal shopping.

In addition to the inci-
dence of moonlighting, the
survey gave us some idea of
the various methods some
communities use to regulated
moonlighting. T here were
seme communities that did
not attempt to regulate the
practice at all, but, they
were in the minority. Most
cities have some tvpe of
moonlighting regulation.
The types of regulation fall
into two major groups, infor-
mal and formal. In the first
category, the regulation
merely an understanding
which permits moonlighting,
so long as the.extra work
ha'; no effect on the employ-
ees’ efficiency whilg working
for the city. In these cases,
nothing is written down in a
rule, but by practice, em-
ployees are aware of what
they can and cannot do as
fur as outside employment
goes. w

In the second category,
that is, formal regulation, the
cities in Michigan have per.
sonnel rules, council resolu-
tions, and in one city an or-
dinance was passed setting
the conditions under which
an employee can-hold an ad-

ditional job.

Although there were as
many different forms of reg-
ulation as there were cities
answering the survey, the
general idea behind every
regulation is that an eny
ploye¢ could hold another job

is| -

with the city, if it. does not
affect his efficiency on the
city job, if there is no con
fiict of interest between the
city job and the other job,
if the employee can be avail-
able for city work in the
event of an emergency, and
if the employee first receives
permission to hold -the addi-
tional job from his depart-
ment head and the city man-
aBer.

Finally, we have found that
the Attorney Ueneral has
ruled that a city may adopt
a regulation prohibiting out-
side employment by munici-
pal workers, if lha' regula-
tion is a reasonable one.
With this information as a
background, w= have drafted
a proposed personnel regula
tion which, we feel, is rea-
sonable and which regulates
outside employment of our
employees in the best inter-
ests of the city, realizing that
an employee may still be
able to hold -another job
which will' not, affec: his per-
formance for the city.

But a k that will play
prerecorded tapes through a
high fidelity system costs
about as much as a good
turntable, pickup arm and
cartridge.

Tapes have these advan-
tages: extremely wide fre-
guency response, great dy-
namic range, extremely long
life, wide channel separation,
absence of scratch and ex-
traordinarily life-like sound.
Tapes will cost $2 or $3
more apiece for the same
amount of music as long
playing stereo records. At

is mot nearly as wide on
tapes as it is on discs.

Ampex, a leading
producer of tape equipment,
organized United Stereo
Tapes after the big noise
that surrounded the advent
of stereo records almost
ruined tape sales.

Furthermore, these equip-
ment owners can borrow
records and record them on
tape with no more expense
than thg cost of the raw tape
and thé electricity it takes,
When they get tired of what
they have recorded, they can
erase it and record some-
thing else.

Pre-recorded tapes cost as
much as they do because
music cannot be pressed info
them, as it is into vinyl fo
make records. Every pre-re-
corded tape has to be made
on a slave recorder from im-
pulses supplied from the
master tape.

This recording is done a
good deal faster than the
tape is played back, but it
still is slower and much more
expensive than pressing rec-
ords.

44,000 in State Work Directly for Uncle Sam

The next time you feel an
urge to complain about the
federal bureaucracy — go a
little easy. It is hardly likely
that you and the other 8,000,-
000 Michigan residents are
not- dependent upon federal
employees for many services
that are easily taken for
granted—like your mailman
and the man at the weather
bureau.

United States District At-
torney Fred W. Kaess of De-
troit has just completed a
survey aimed at assessing
the contributicn federal ‘agen-
cies make to Michigan’s eco-
nomic and social progress.

Some 57 federal units
of government operating in
Michigan h a v ¢ reSponded.
The results to” be found in
Kaess' tabulation stagger the
imagination.

During the course of the
year just past, some 4-1 000

part time and full time fed-
eral employvees including the
Post Office and the Depart-
ment of Defense and their
families, pumped the lion’'s
share of their nearly $150,-
000,000 combined wage and
salaries into Michigan's
growing economy. Figures
on the annual expenditures
for other employee expenses
such as transportation, meals
and overnight accommoda-
tions while traveling on gov-
ernment business are not
readily available. But suffice
it to say they total in the mil-
hons. This harvest of dollars
may be compared to the cash
benefits our State reaps from
the $134,000,000 payroll of a
corporation like Michigan
Bell Telephcne Co.

But the boost given Michi-
gan's economy by the fed-
eral payroll is small com-
pared to the glg.mtlc: pus] h

stemming from federal de-
fense procurement, construc-
tion, grants in aid, subsidies
and programs of assistance
to the individual citizens. Es-
timates are that Michigan
benefits to the tune of almost
$1,500,000,000 annually from
these and other such activi-
ties of the federal govern-
ment.

Total annual federal expen-
ditures in Michigan approxi-
mates nnsonuooo Only
eight percent of this vast ex-
penditure is for wages and
salaries. Defense spending|$30
accounts for almost two-
thirds of the remaining $1.-
465.000,000. In 1939, our fed-
eral “'industry’” spent more
money in Michiqln than six
companies the size of Michi-
gan Bell Telephone, the
state’s fourth largest em-
ployer,

Berlin was our capital, and
| would say, still is our cap-
tal (at least in, our hearts,
not as a political fact any-
more). Although isolated in
ommunist territory, it still
emains the center of Ger-
an culture and life; Every
erman family listens to the
adio, when the ‘“‘Insulaner™
ave their special program.
“Insulaner’” means sland-
'r (that is how the Berliners
11 themselves) and this ra-
i0 program, usually once a
month, tells about the reac-
ion1s of the “‘islanders’ in re-
ard to political and cuiltural
vents. They do it in their
wn way, full of irony and
umor. Their motto is, in
pite of the insecurity and
orryipg they live in “Ver-
ier die Ruhe nicht!” (Take
t easy).

Right now Berlin is again
a hot spot. I would like %o
turn the radio on as I used
to do at home and listen fo
what the “islanders’’ have to
say: Take it easy?? I am
not quite sure about that. I
wanied to tell you more
about Berlin, about it sireets
and houses and iis people
and how we all love our
“dear old”’ Berlin, how it is
often called. I just happened
o find some interesti
about Berlin its people.
It is\written by a Berliner
himself, who is now living in
New York. Hans Wallen-
berg. A pomai.t of the two
Berlins in part:

In Berlin, the chief reality
of life today remains the
barrier which splits the city
in two. To be sure, much
has been accomplished in
the Western sector in the ten
years since the war. West
Berlin is once again a bright,
gay metropolis, colorful and
clean, a city like the won-
derful Berlin of other years
that captured the heart of
the world. It's a miracle, in
a way.

how gone to seed. The peo-
clothes are shabby; even
the well-dressed ones wear
ill-fitting, cheap coats and
suits. The buildings have a
lcok of gloom dbout them—
no - decorations, no orna-
ments. Much of the war dam-
age remains, huge scars
ripped through the city's fab-
ric; becoming now worn and
accustomed like a habitual
grimace. The fact is East
Berlin has changed its -face
only slightly since the end of
the war.

True, there has been a lit-
tle rebuilding and some re-
placement of the enormous
industrial stock which was
sent to the Soviet Union as
reparations. And, as East
Berlin officials tirelessly
point out, there is Stalin Al-
lee, the somberly pémpous
housing project which was
erected six years ago to re-
place the ruins of the old
Frankfurter Allee. But Stalin
Allee is only a facade; a
block behind it is desolation.

The visitor's impression is
one of unrelieved drabness;
even where the city is clean
it looks dirty. A hard back-
ground for human life, and
the great numbers who have
fled to West Berlin must
have thought so too. The city
l‘as witnessed the arrival of
more than a million refugees
from the Eastern zone of
Germany, a steady siream of
victims of tragedy. many of
whom had suffered beyond
endurance.

Only in the cultural field
does East Berlin offer some
relief from the daily tedium.
The Communists have em-
phasized theater and opera,
and within the rather narrow
limits enforced by their doe-
trinal view of the arts, they
have done; a good ‘job. The
municipal 'subway and rail-
road system—one system for
both sectors—stands as a
kind of symbol. It is under
Soviet direction because the
main technical installations
happen to be in the E ast.
But trains pass uninterrupt-
edly across the line and' thus
serve as the symbolic arter-
ies which circulate through

However, these trains cffer
a danger too: a West Berlin-
er who falls asleep on a train
is likely to wake up in an
East Berlin police station.
Consequently, West and East
Berliners alike have taken to
waking up sleepers, especi-
ally those who lock fairly
well fed and well clothed, be-
fore their train reaches the
berder; this gives the West-
erners time to get off in
safety. This basic unity has
been demonstrated in many
other, more dramatic ways.
But let me go back in time
for a moment ...

The airlift was, of course,
the central experience of life
in modern Berlin. In retro-
spect, it has lost none of its
drama. The Western sectors,
comprising 2,250,000 people
in all, were compiletely cut
cff from all the necessities.
Supplying them solely by air
would have been considered
utterly out of the question
only a few years earlier, and
even in 1948 there were many
who doubted that it could be
done.

At the peak of the -airlift,
planes were arriving dnd de-
parting in Berlin at intervals
of thirty seconds. General
Clay, who commanded the
American forces in Berlin,
has described it: ‘‘My home
in Berlin was directly under
the approach to Tempelhof
(the airport in Berlin), and
I learned to sleep well under
the steady drone overhead,
waking only when there were
no planes in the air to won-
der at the cause.”

Millions of Berliners
shared his experience and
were grateful for the noisy
sky. When the blockade was
lifted, the planes had brought
in nearly one and a half mil-
lion metric tons of food, coal,
and cther supplies. This was
life itself to the citizens of
Berlin.

What the Berliners them-
selves contributed was the
maintenance of a spirit of

the -face of grave ' dangers.
Those were the days when
Berliners and Americans dis-
covered a great mutual re-
spect and even affection; the
airlift was its most eloquent
expression. Friendships be-
came real, close, and cordial.
The situation itself appeal-
ed to the Berliners, though it
frightened them, foo, and it
appealed even more 1o the
Americans. Here was a cri-
sis which called for the ui-
most ingenuity and courage.
It was tremendously atirac-
tive to the American charac-
ter, which, at least as
the Europeans understand it,
loves to improvise, to
act dangerously, forthrightly,
and above all quickly.

War in 1840

“In Flanders Fields the
poppies blow''—and so the
flower that precipitated one
war became the symbol of an-
other and, with Memorial,
Day, of all those who have
died in war.

The poppy was first associ-
ated with war in 1840—in the
form of opium. World Book
Encyclopedia explains that
the fireworks started when the
Chinese clamped down on
Great Britain's smuggling of

Jopium to China.

. Britain took the opium issue
as an excuse for declaring
war. But-when the Opium War
ended in 1842, the issue was
left unsettled while Britain
concentrated on exacting
trading privileges—and eco-
nomic power—irom the Chi-
nese.

Three-quarters of a century
later, t he poppy became a
symbol of World War L.

In 1918, when a YMCA staff
worker named Moina Michael
read the poem about Flanders
Field, a U.S. military ceme-
tery in Eurcpe, she conceived
the idea of wearing a poppy
in memory of those soldiers
}vho had died in World War

Miss Michael persuaded the
American Legion to adopt the
poppy as its Memorial Flower,
and the national convention
approved the resolution in
1920.

The Veterans of Foreign
Wars adopted the -poppy—and
condiicted the first nationwide
poppy sale for the benefit of
war veterans—in 1922,

Local communities now
choocse one day from the week
before Memorial Day as Pop-
py Day, when volunteers sell
the artificial flowers in order
to provide medical and edu-
cational services for disabled
and needy veterans of both
World Wars and the Korean
War.
