A meeting of the Char-
ter Commission of the
proposed : City of Plym-
outh Heights has” been
called for this week to dis-
cuss the next move fol-
lowing announcement last
week that the charter
election scheduled for
Nov. 8 must be postponed.
The State attorney gen-
eral’s office and the State
Election Commission re-
commended last week
that the election be called
off and rescheduled for
some time in January.

Township Clerk Fred L.
Miller explained yester-
day that the reason for
postponing the election
was due to the lack of
state statute specifically
covering such elections.
The area of controversy
centers about whether the
election is a primary
election or not.

Scheduled for Nov. 8—
the same date as the pres-
idential balloting — was
an election to decide on
the charter for the pro-
posed new city and a-vote
on the candidates who
would run the new city
should the charter be ap-
proved. The election pro-
cedure is set up in the
proposed charter.

The Charter Commis-
sion intended to have the
primary election elimin-
ated — just for this ini-
tial election. Those re-
ceiving the most votes
Nov. 8 would be elected,
no matter how many were
seeing each office.

This election procedure,
and the filing deadline of
Sept. 12, were all approv-
ed by the State when the
governor returned it with
his signature.

But State election offi-
cials and the attorney
general’'s office told
Township Clerk Miller
last week that the candi-
dates should have filed
before last June 14, the
deadline date for other
candidates entering the
August primary. This was
impossible, however, be-
cause the Plymouth
Heights charter was net
returned with the gover-
nor’'s approval until after
August.

Miller said that there
appears to be no statute

A BISMARCK, N.D. (UPI) —

practices by some over-zeal-
ous and sometimes irrespon-
sible building material suppli-
ers and home improvement
companies.

dly enough, impetus for
this reform movement came
from the very people who
make the finishes that, are
applied by the aluminum sid-
ing producers. The Board of
Directors of the National
Paint, Varnish and Lacquer
Association passed a resolu-
tion as going on ‘‘record in
opposition to exaggerated
claims for the life of finishes
on products such as alumi-
num siding.”

In its application to the
Federal Trade Commission
for the conference, thé Alu-
minum Siding Association
stated that it is aware that
“there have been complaints
made by members of the pub- |,
lic with respect to wvarious
sales promotional practices
and advertising representa-
tions made concerning alum-
inum siding, in¢luding among
others its durability and the
insulation from heat and
cold” that aluminum siding
allegedly provides.

Typical of the exaggerated
statements objected to by the
paint industry are these:

‘“A terrific finish - baked
enamel (not paint). Yes, 3
coats of Urea-Alkyd- Mela-

“Fully guaranteed in black
and white for twenty years
a gainst peeling, chipping,
blistering and crazing.”

' Prudent readers of such ad-
vertising which claims ‘‘eter-
nal life"’ for the finish, would
not believe it because they
know that no such claims are
made for the equally tough,
long-lasting, colorful finishes
used for automobiles, Cars do
not take the abuse that house
siding is subjected to because
most people keep their autos
in garages where they are not
subject to the incessant rav-
aging attacks of the weather,
the way a house is.

In a letter to the Aluminum
Siding Association, General
Joseph F. Battley, President
of the National Paint, Varnish
and Lacquer Association, as-
serted that his members
“strive at all times to main-
tain the highest quality for
aluminum siding finishes as
well as for all industrial pro-
duct finishes” or chemical
coatings as the paint industry
refers to them.

“There is, however, a limit
to the life of all matter, or-

ﬁc or inorganic, as there is
Wlt

paints and chemical
coatings,”” General Battley
continued. “Even aluminum,

durable as it is, will not last
forever. Therefore, while we
strive to produce the highest
quality and longest finishes,
we are concerned when distri-
butors of products finished
with our coatings make un-
justified and overly enthusi-
astic claims for them.”

In this connection, the Alu-
minum Association has writ-
ten General Battley admitting
that ‘‘claims by irresponsible
companies and salesmen are
being brought to our attention

constantly . To date our
efforts in stooping such ad-
ivertisement claims have not
been successful.”

Hence, the Federal Trade
Commission fair practices
conference which will have
the standing of law in regard|—
to such unrealistic, if not false
claims.

Here are
some of his personal impres-
sions a.nd interpretations of

I was wvery fortunate to
have had the opportunity to
spend, seven weeks in Berlin.
In this article, I would like to
pass on.som e impressions
and ideas which occurred to
me in that short stay.

First, T must explain my
own situation during my stay

rthere. I was an exchange stu-

dent with the Michigan Coun-
cil of Churches exchange pro-
gram. This enabled me to
live-with a family for the
summer. I was very lucky.
My family could-all speak
English and they were very
anxious to- make the REAL
situation known  to me. They
introduced me to many peo-
ple in West Berlin a also
in East Berlin with whom 1
could talk. It is one thing to
see a city and quite another
thing to know a city. I feel 1
was in an ideal situation to
acquire a 'little knowledge of
Berlin and it§ uniqueness.

Berlin is the largest city of
Germany and is located near
the center of Communist-con-
trolled East ‘Germany about
100 miles from the western
border. Having 3% million
inhabitants, the city is divid-
ed into two main sections —
West Berlin, which is a free
state where one can pass
freely to and from a Com-

tion I had before leaving and
probably the question which
most of us have is “What is
the difference between East
and West Berlin?' When :you
compare the two, there are
probably many phases you
should cover to do it justice.
I think, however, that these
lcan be narrowed down o two
general areas — that which
you can see and that which
you can feel.

Both are not hard to rea-
lize because there is such a
great contrast. East Berlin is
a city of many ruins and few
modern buildings, while West
Berlin iz the exact opposite.
It is a great example of a
mcdern metropolis having
comparatively few traces of
the war which -was-just fif-
teen years ago. There ate
only a few cars on the streets
of East Berlin and those that
you do see are mostly pre-
war. The most modern build-
ings of East Berlin are found
on Stalin Allee, the- main
street. These buildings which
look exactly alike are copied
from the Russian architec-
ture that you find on Red
Square in Moscow.

Different from the cold
Stalin Allee is the Kupfur-
stendamm of W e st Berlin.
Here there is a group of
modern department stores,
theaters, cafes and shops. At
night, the “Kudamm! is
something like Times Square
in New York. There is atre-
mendcus display of neon
lights which really opens the
eves of those East Germans
who come to the West.

The economy of West Ber-
lin and West Germany is a
sound one and is amazing
when you consider how  re-
cent the war was. The prices
of most articles compare with
the salaries and wages of the
people in approximately  the
same ratio as they do in the
United States. Of course,
those things which are im-
ported from America seem
expensive to the people be-
cause the amount earned is
less than in the U.S. where
the standard of living is so
high. However, such is not
the case in East Germany.
Where a factory worker, in
West Germany makes rough-
ly 35 dollars a week, a man
having a similar job in East
Germany would make five
dollars a week. Look at how
much they must pay for a
typical article. For example,
the West German can buy a
beautiful leather pocketbook
of excellent quality for six
dollars or about 15 per cent of
his weekly wage. The East
German canpot even buy
such a good purse. He must
pay two dollars for a cheap
plastic one, or about 40 per-
cent of his weekly wage. The
East Germans must pa.y a
high price for anything luxu-
rious and the only ones who
can afford it are the party-
men or factory supervisors
who make much more than
the average workman.

More important, I believe,
than these - physical differ-
ences is the spirit of the peo-
ple and how they feel. The
West Berliner is very intelli-
ent — he must be. Not only

he realize know the

situation, he appreciates his
freedom. America is another

i which is close 0o his
heart. The main reason is not
that we are the main hope for
his future and that we have
such a strong protective force
there, but that he feels he is
living today because of Amer-
ica.

The “Air Lift”” and Care
packages which were spon-
sored mainly by the Ameri-
cans will never be forgotten.
A lot of Americans had and
still have the idea that those
Care packages ‘‘never got
there.” Well, they did get|
there and those peolple appre-
ciate it. Whenever 1 went out
to eat with a German family,
they did not always make a
tcast ‘to Jerry Fischer’ or ‘to
Jerry Fischer's future,” but
more often ‘to America’ and
‘to the future of the Free
World.” Believe you me, it
was from the heart, too.

In East Berlin I sensed a
feeling of depression among
the older citizens. They knew
freedom once and are being
forced to live under Commu-
nism which demands so
much of their money and
mind. In the younger genera-
tion, however, there is a spir-
it for Socialism and Com-
munism_ which is terrifying.

had only propaganda and
fhore propaganda, day in and
day out, for the last ten years
and they think they are free.
They see signs on buildings
which read “Work to make
West Berlin free under So-
cialism.” The people of the
East think that we are
“slaves of Capitalism."

| We cannot just push the

Berlin situation aside. We
must stand strong for West
Berlin. Here is a place where
the higher standard of living
of the West can be seen by
the people of the East. Here
is a place where hundreds of
people leave their homes and
families every day to come
as refugees to the West sec-
tor and start a new life, I will
give to you the same thing
that my German brother said
to me before I left: “Don’t
forget Berlin, the outpost of
the Western world, an island
in the Eastern Zone.”

The photographer who op-
erates a camera with cut in-
stead of roll film. will want,
sooner or later, to process his
own negatives. Thus he may
be able to avoid overdevelop-
ing, underdevelaping or badly
spotted negatives that may
spoil a picture of otherwise
real merit.

Cut film probably is dever
oped most efficiently by the
tray method. A newcomel
might start by doing two
films at a time and, as he
becomes more skilled, in-
crease the number to as
many as fifteen. G

Before I begin, I mix short-
stop—chrome alum and wa-

after carefully rinsing out
the trays, I measure out the
developer and put an equal
amount in two trays placed
one in front of the other. The
developer must be at 70 de-
grees. Alongside the develop-
ing trays, place the water
tray, also at T0 degrees.

After completing these
preparations and setting the
timer, place the negatives in
a neat pile on top of a piece
of the black paper that comes
between all films. Place the
films emulsion side "~ down.
Then gently lift the top film
off the pack and place it in
the water tray. Then bang
the film against the side of
the tray. and place it in the
developer. The water bath
prevents the films from stick-

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films are in the second tray.
Then start the timer.

After the indicated period,
take the last film placed in
the second tray and put it
back in the first tray. Con-
tinue this procedure until all
films have been transferred
from the back to the fromnt
tray and again from the front
to the back tray. If films are
stacked in a neat pile .at all
times, chemical fog doesn’t
develop.

When the timer sounds,
take the films one at a time
and place them in the short-
stop. After a few seconds, re-
move and place in the hypo.
Pile them up and work them
thrcugh the hypo one at a
time with the first negative
placed on top of the pile
until the complete set has
been run through and the
negatives are firmly fixed.

To check the condition of
the negatives, it's a good
idea to have a 7% watt light
painted green and to turn this
light on for a flash to see if
the white is all gone from the
film. If it is, it is safe to
turn on light. These films
should be washed for at least
30 minutes and with a mini-
mum of agitation.

After washing, negatives
should be swabbed off with a
piece of cotton and hung up
to dry. The cleaner the place

Minor Parties On Ballot

LANSING — Minor parties in
Michigan politics can't win. They
oty lose. But they continue to play
the game.

Only one independent — that is, a
man who was neither a Democrat nor
a Republican has been elected to the
Legislature since the two parties be-
came dominant forces in polifics, but
the minor parties continue to nomi-
nate and vote for candidates.

This year, at least five of the mi-
nority groups are expected to have
slates before the people.

Two of them have never been on
the ballot before. Another, the Pro-
hibition party, has been a relatively
powerful minority group for many
years.

Two Socialist factions, the Social-
ist Workers party and the Socialist
Labor party, are continuing cam-
paign efforts,

The new groups on the ballot are
the Independent American party and
the Tax Cut party.

In past years, at least 20 minori-
ty parties have appeared on the bal-
lot at one time or another. The Pro-
hibitionists have consistently polled
the most votes, hitting a high of 14,249
votes for govermor in 1948 when
Democrat G. Mennen Williams first
tpok office.

First minority party to get on the
Michigan ballot was the Liberty par-
ty, which made the grade in 1841.

While it is easy — and not uncom-
mon — to brand the minority parties
as ‘‘crackpots,” ‘‘radicals” or with
some other derogatory term, the
groups are not necessarily anything
But good Americans with particularly
strong ideas on certain issues.

Leaving Baby Alone —
Your baby must not be left
alone in the bath at any time
or for any reason, even while
you reach for a tawel Have
all your materials at hand,
so you won't have to leave
baby for even a split second.’
Once out of the bath, never
leave your baby alone on
anything from which he
might fall. Be especially
aware of this when diapering
your baby on a bathinette er
on a dressing table. You nev-
er know when baby will roll
over, even if he has never
turned over before. When he
is in his crib, be sure the
sides are, up.

Diaperihg — Keep all pms

out of reach and closed. Keep
a few diapers folded and
ready for use on baby’s bath-
inette or dressing table. Your
diaper service container for
used diapers should also be
nearby. When pinning the
digper, place your hand be-
tween the diaper and the
baby's skin and slide the pin
through the cloth slowly and
carefully. Check the pins to
make sure the safety is real-
ly fastened.
Avoid Smothering — Pil-
lows, harnesses and zipper
blanket bags are not safe.
Use a firm mattress and
loose, light covering.

Rattles and Toys — Rattles
should be sturdy and non-
breakable. Beads should be
strung on a strong- rope-
string and should be too large
for baby’ to -swallow. Avoid
all small rattles and toys
which baby can put into his
mouth. A non-lead paint
should be used on toys and
furniture.

The regular ground beef is
made from neck, plate, shank
or trimmings, and it often
has a higher percentage of
fat than the ground-to-order
beef—though it is less expen
sive. Of course, our Mic hi-
gan law is one of the most
strict in the codntry. Ground
beef for fresh sale cannot
contain over 30 percent fat,
land most of it is 20-25 per-
cent fat. In addition, it may
contam no organ meat, cer-
eal bread, dried milk sohds
artificial colormg or chemi-
cal preservatives. If the
ground beef is too fat, it will
spatter during cooking, have

a lot of fat-loss and shrink-

age—the size of the cooked
patty will be considerably
smaller than the original
size. «

Ground - to - order chuck

which have less fat than or-
dinary ground beef—it falls
midway between hamburger
or regular ground beef and
ground round. It also is mid-
way in price—and actually,
it 1s my favorite.

Ground round costs almaost
twice as much asregular
ground beef, it shrinks little
during cooking because it of-
fers a high proportion of lean
meat, and it appeals to cal-
orie watchers. A cooked 3-
cunce patty made from lean
ground round has about 185
calories compared with about
245 calories in the same size

A patty made
ground chuck falls
between round and
beef in calorie count.

However, ,some taste ex-
perts feel that ground mound
is really too lean and dry to
make the bgst hamburgers.
You see, if meat is too lean,
the resulting patties are dry,
tasteless and crumbly.

Also remember that more
grinding makes ground- beef
more compact—so, for pat-
ties and casseroles you may
prefer to have the beef put
through the grinder only

Sideboards

By DOROTHY H. JENKINS

Sideboards, as we know
this piece of furniture, were
not made before the days of
Hepplewhite and Sheraton,
two of the great English furn-
iture designers. Their span
of influence extended from
1780 to about 1815,

Dressers, chests, cabinets
and tables had been common
but side tables and cabinets
were used for serving. The
sideboard, new in the 1780's,
proved convenient because it
provided a flat surface, draw-
ers and cupboards in one
piece of furniture.

The first sideboards in
America were-imported.
However, -it probahly was
only a matter of ‘months be-
fore local cabinetmakers and
carpenters were copying|-
these sideboards that Hepple-
white and Sheraton were
popularizing in England.

The sideboard in the ac-
companying photo is a New
England piece. The two deep
drawers open by means of
wooden knobs. The only hard-
ware is the brass keyholes
and a catch that secures the
lefthand cupboard door.

The simplicity of this side-
board implies that it was
made by a local carpenter in
