Literature
Group Receives
National Mention

The Plymouth type of vol-
untary effort to encourage
dece nt literature received
some international recogni-
tion recently at the first in-
ternational conference of the
Ccuncil for Periodical Dis-
tributors.

Held in New York City,
the conference made note of
the Plymouth tyne of volun-
tary effort and the Michigan
state law that enables locali-
ties to enforce bans on inde-
cent literature. Two separate
sections of the conference,
headed by Michigan maga-
zine distributor Ivan Luding-
ton, were devoted to this sub-
ject.

Speakers representing all
religious faiths, together
with publishers, distributors
and educators reviewed the
problems arising from indis-
criminate sale of ubscene lit-
erature and lauded results
obtained by voluntary
groups, such as Plymouth's
Citizens Committee for De-
cent Literature.

Under the local system, the
group of representative citi-
zens reviews magazines and
bocks and recommends that
local druggists remove from
their open shelves those
lications which are felt to
have an undesirable effect on

the community’s juvenile
population,

OKs Date

Plymouth Town-
ship electors living with-
in the proposed City of
Plymouth Heights will go
to the polls on Tuesday,
Jan. 17 to decide if they
want to approve the char-
ter for the new city.

The governor's office
this week re-returned the
proposed charter that
had to be returned
to Lansing last m o nth
after technicalities post-
poned the election by two
months.

According to the origi-
nal charter approved by
Governor Williams and
the attorney general’s of-
fice last summer, the
election was scheduled to
be held Nov. 8, the same
date as the nation-wide
election.

Nominating petitions for
those seeking‘an office in
the Plymouth Heights
government were taken
out. But then came a con-
flict of opinion concern-
ing the date that the-peti-
tions had to be filed.
State eleetion officials
and the attorney gener-
al's office said that the
candidates should have
filed before last June 14,
the same as those filing
for the August primary.
But the charter had not
yet received the approval
of the governor at that
time.

Township Clerk Fred
L. Miller said that it ap-
peared that there was no
specific statute covering
the matter, so it was rec-
ommended that the elec-
tion bhe postponed and
that the filing procedure
be started all over.

Nominating petitions
will be made available
after the Nov. 8 election,
Miller said this week.

The nominating petiti-
tions must be filed by
Dec. 28.

This will also be the
same period of filing for
those seeking Township
offices. It is assumed
that there will be some
people filing for both
Plymouth Heights and
Plymouth Township of-
fices.

Widely-known is the name of John B. Swainson
who is the Democratic party’s youthful candidate.

Pursell was selected to
head the ticket as candi-
date for governor because

To Your Good Health . . ..
Doctors Treat Nearly 300 Million Colds,
Other Respiratory llinesses Each Year

Every year Americans battle nearly 300 million common
colds and other respiratory illnesses serious enough fo war-
rant calling the family doctor.

During the “colds and flu season” ahead, these annoying
afflictions can be expected to take their usual toll. This means
an anuual $3 billion medical bill and time lost from work,
which costs industry $2 billion.

The bald fact is that there is still no known cure for the
common cold, and the same can be said for influenza and
other cold-weather ailments.

The best advice experts have to offer is: Observe good

health rules and try to keep out of range of the variety of -

viruses which may be gneezed your way.

According to Carl Peterson of the Peterson Drug, a few
simple precautions—deweloped by U.S. Government health
specialists—can increas@ t h e chances of escaping serious
respiratory ailments thi§ fall a nd winter. Here's what he
suggests: oy

—Keep your diﬁﬁ.\ce when cold ‘sUfferers cough or
sneeze; avoid crowds during epidemics of colds or flu.

—Wash hands often, especially before eating or after
touching a person with-a cold. Never use a drinking glass or
a towel which has been in contact with a person who seems
to have a respiratory illness.

—Try to keep your general health on a high level. Avajd .

chilling, wet feet and fatigue. Get plenty of rest and sleep.

—Eat three well-balanced meals a day. Many nutrition-
ists recommend use of a multiple vitamin supplement every
day just as insurance against any possibility of a deficiency
in the diet.

—Mr. Peterson points out that a vitamin supplement is
not intended to “cure” anything. But, he says, carefully manu-
factured vitamins such as the well-known Unicap, are an im-
portant aid in preventive medicine. The.main idea behind
their use is the “health insurance” concept: keeping the body
always in a healthy state.

—If colds or flu strike despite all precautions, the best
bet is to go to bed as soon as symptoms start. This accom-
plishes two things: You get well sooner, and the infection is
less likely to spread to others.

—Keep warm, aveid drafts, and use a snug robe and
slippers if you must get out of bed. If you have fever, Mr.
Peterson suggests calling a doctor at once. The physician’s
role is to make the patient more comfortable and to take pre-
cautions agaigsi possible serious complications.

—With adequate precautions, you may get through the
winter unscathed; but if illness strikes, the word is: Be pre-
pared to “take it lying down.”

THE MAIL ATTITUDE

BY PAUL CHANDLER

Let's be like the downtown papers and devote
prime news space today to the earth-shattering sub-
ject of Detroit Tiger baseball.

It is our mission to come to the defense of Gen-
eral Manager Bill DeWitt, who has been taking a
pitiless pasting from the metropolitan pundits of
press and radio.

DeWitt is a businessman and an organized
thinker. His critics are sentimentalists who spend
their days in biographing ‘“‘good guys” as compared
to what they regard as ‘‘bad guys.”

A sports writer is one who defends underdog
and sympathetic individuals, pokes/needles into
strong men, and who cries bitterly when teams lose.

DeWitt’s only major mistake this season, to our
eyes, was that he stuck too long with Jimmy Dykes
as manager. By the time the change had been made
(in the Cleveland exchange for Joe Gordon) the
cause already had been lost and there was ab-
solutely nothing to do but loock to next year.

It was a unique case of DeWitt being too senti-
merrtal himself. Dykes is a fine fellow, one of the
“good guys’’ of the business, but he was about as
poor a leader as possible for a conceited, dumb
baseball team which, along with a shortage of abil-
ity, had lost its competitive zest.

I don't believe the current attacks on DeWitt
will impress even a casual fan.

Because the man in the bleachers knows what’s
wrong with the Tigers. It is a general attitude which
has become the tradition and fabric. The easiest
way a general attitude can be corrected is by a
total agonizing upheaval, starting at the top, and

We impatiently await the day when there isn’t
a familiar, old *“‘good guy’’ loitering on the diamond,
and in their stead, scared new guys trying to hang
on to a job.

Educators Again
Favor Homework

Required homework, which
in recent years has been out
of favor among some educa-
tional groups, is back in fa-
vor, according to Changing
Times, the Kiplinger Maga-
zine.

An item in the Schools and
Colleges column reports a
shift of opinion among edu-
cators, who recently have as-
serted that homework c o n-
little to academic
achievement, especially for
children in the elementary
grades. Now, according to
the column, an exhaustive re-
view reports these findings:

—Experiments show that
assigned h om e-
work does favor higher aca-
demic achievement. And
homework in elementary
grades affects high school
performance, for study tech-
nigques and attitudes are set
very early in a child’s school
career.

—Arguments that hom e-
work may have bad psycho-
logical effects are not sup-
ported by research. In fact,
children ‘‘may feel more se-
cure and better oriented in
the classroom when they are
doing “regular homework."

—Research indicates that
required homework should be
reinstated in the elementary
schools and should be
smoothly graduated from a

Salyers outlined a few
items on how to become a
successful high school st u-
dent. Trv them. The results
may even surprise you!

—Budget your after-school
hours. Make a chart, leaving
a space for each free hour.
Then schedule your time
between study, sports, hob-
bies, outside reading and so-
cial activities. Don't allow
interruptions during study
periods.

—Train yoQrself to be a
gcod listener. When your
mind starts to wander in
class, try listening for infor-
mation you can use from
what is being said — facts
that will help you understand
information that is not in
your textbooks.

—Make use of all of your
time. Study on the bus and
keep flash cards in your poc-
ket - for studying French
verbs, chemical formulas or
history dates while you stand
in line or eat-lunch.

—Study in an organized
way. Don’t just plunge in and
wade through the heavy ma-
terial in your textbook. First
read the summary of the
chapter’s contents. Then read
headings and subheadings
throughout the chapter. If
you know where the .chapter
is going, your concentrated
study will roll along more
smoothly. :

—Do something above and
beyond the call of duty. Read
a short story in a foreign
language you're learning.
Like math? Try a paperback
of mathematics puzzlers and
problems. Read outside arti-
cles about your favorite sub-
ject — whether it’s biology or
history.

—Tough assignment? Give
yourself a reward for doing
it.

Listening to baby gurgle,
seeing the miracle of that
first smile, observing baby's
response to the marvels of a
strange new world — all of
these can be sources of won-
der and excitement for the
young mother,

Too often, however, the
new mother in an unfamil-
iar role, finds she has a fus-
sing baby on her hands. The
unnecessary fears and ten-
sions that result are enough
to speoil any enjoyment she
might otherwise get from
her offspring.

Experienced mothers know
that a baby who is physi-
cally comfortable and re-
ceives a full measure of love
and tenderness, will be a
happy baby. By observing a
few simple rules designed to
promote baby's physical
comfort and provide the
sense of security baby needs,
the new and inexperienced
mother can spare herself
many hours of anxiety.

1. Sleep is important to the
new infant. The mattress
should be firm, bedding
smooth and well tucked in,
coverings light and loose to
allow free movement.

2. Before baby can move
about in his bed by himself,
change his position fre-
quently.

3. Keep the temperature in
baby’'s room as even as pos-
sible, between 70 and 75 de-

e

grees.

4. Baby'’s room should be
well ventilated but never
drafty.

5. Diapers should be soft,
absorbent and non-irritating.
Even carefully laundered di-
apers may irritate baby's
delicate skin unless all soap
has been removed by re-
peated rinsings. Diaper serv-
ices guard against this by an»
laborate rinsing process and
by impregnating the diaper
with special antiseptics to
help lessen the chances of di-
aper rash.

6. Make sure baby is al-
ways in a clean dry diaper.
Cleanse the skin carefully
with each change.

7. Don't overdress baby,
indoors or out.

8. Try not to take baby
sutdoors when the weather is
windy or damp. In winter,
dress baby warmly, covering
Wis hands and ears but not
his face.

9. Let your baby feel that
>verything you do for him is
1 bpleasure to vou — never
an unpleasant chore.

10. Play with baby when
he's fully awake, after his
1ap or before his bath. Talk
to him, fondle him, rock him
n.your arms. During the
irst few weeks, you can't
spoil him with too much-love.

Remember that vyour
mocds, whether gay, tense or

depressed, affect your baby’s
moods.

Are You a Pusher-Upper?

What is your “‘glasses type?’’ If you are one of
the three out of four women. in America who wear
glasses chances are you have one or more of these
well known mannerisms.

The “hinge-fiddler”” (adjusts glasses by pushing
up at hinge point), ‘‘fold-and-hold’’ (uses glasses to
make conversational points), ‘“‘twirler” (swings
glasses round and round makes others feel
jumpy), “nibbler’” (chews daintily on frames to
denote deep thought), “flirty’" (pushes glasses up,
glances sideways often at gentleman friend),
“slant-eyed” (pulls up corner of lid the better
to see you), “‘nose-pusher’ (adjusts sliding glasses
by pushing up nose piece), ‘“Miss Squint’’ (tries to
cope without her glasses ... peers helplessly from
under lids), ‘“‘pusher-upper” (shoves glasses up
when not in use ... great if hairdo cooperates).

The idea is not to break yourself of all glasses
mannerisms, but to use only those that are fetch-
ing. Nibbling, for instance, has got to go. Ditto
glasses-twirling, and pulling at the corners of the
eye to improve vision. Pushing up glasses that keep
sliding down the nose can look cute—but it makes
more sense to have the glasses properly fitted. The
on-again off-again approach can be effective but the
effect is strong, masculine. Watch it. Cricket for
girls: peeping over the rims; pushing glasses up on
top of head ... as long as hair behaves.

According to the American Optical Co., one of
the nation’s oldest manufacturers of optical wear,
about 42,001,919 American women now wear glas-
ses. So if you wear glasses you're hardly alone.
Wearing glasses no longer labels you a prim, stud-
ious type. 1960 approach: any girl who needs glas-

vision they eliminate such problems as tired-looking
eyes, tense face and squint lines.

Often the difference between being attractive or
plain in glasses is merely the difference in frames.
When selecting frames remember ‘‘Flattery will
get you somewhere!”” Never buy frames simply be-
cause you think they are attractive—the important
thing is that they be attractive on you. There is a
right shape to enhance every face type. Study

ing.
Rimless glasses can age you ten years in two
$Seconds. Glasses without frames seem like magni-

fying glasses placed over every eye-wrinkle, puff
or dark circle.

For the same reason be sure your eyelashes are
mascaraed cleanly and evenly and your eye shadow
blended to a soft smoothness. Don’t let your lens
magnify a streaky, careless application.

Consider your glasses as an acgessory ... plan
jewelry' around them. Don’t load en- dangle ear-
rings, tricky barrettes and elaborate chokers, too.

Watch out for too fluffy hair styles. Lots of fussy
curls close to your face can look “too busy.” Ditto,
bangs that hang down close to frames.

But be equally careful about hair yanked
straight back in a pony-tail, French twist, or coro-
net braids. They can all look old-maidish with glas-
ses. (With dark glasses—at the beach—ah, that’s
another story.)
