In the summer of 1959, there were
only two American-made compacts,
Rambler and Lark, sold by 5,000 deal-
ers; now there are ten, sold by 31,000
dealers. Who buys the compacts? All
groups, apparently - single and mar-
ried, large families and small, people
in every income bracket. One
psychological effect has been to bring
car buyers to talk openly of economy.

Last year 10 percent of the new
cars bought in America were com-
pacts. This year the figure jumped to
25 percent. Next year even the most
conservative automobile executives

expect it to rise to 33 percent-and
George Romney, the head •of Ameri-
can Motors (Rambler), who has
preached the comRact car with mis-
sionary-like zeal, pr*dicts it will be
50 percent.

"The whole profile of the automo.
bile industry," concludes Whartop
"has been profoundly changed." Ev-
ery highway is likely soon to confirm
this.
