Down in Dearborn last week they held the City
Election on a Saturday, rather than on traditional Monday
or Tuesday.

In review, the Dearborn experts insist that 10 per-
cent more voters appeared than would have been ex-
pected for a normal week-day primary election.

Along with thousands of local citizens throughout
suburbia, Facts and Opinions for months has contended
that the tiny voter turnout on occasion has amounted
to a scandalous blight on the democratic process. It
also has been here suggested that a change or two in
the historic way of thinking would provide better
results.

Saturday voting has much to commend it in Sub-
burbia. It is a traditional day-off for the old man; the car
is home and there is someone to watch the kids without
calling a baby sitter; there is avoided the pressure of
trying to squeeze the trip to the polls between either
the fore-or-aft hours of the office or factory.

Barring a complete change to Saturday (in some
foreign countries SUNDAY is voting day), a suggestion
is to close the polls in our area at 9 p.m., rather than
8 p.m.

The reasons: exactly the same ones as are considered
by major retailers when they keep their store doors
·unlocked until 9 p.m....a lot of business is done during

-that last hour. Approximately 60 percent of all sales in a
modern shopping center are rung-up after six in the
evening, by the way.

Yes, it is understood that the results would be
delayed an hour later if the polls close 60 minutes beyond
the present terminal. But the object of the day is to get
people out to render an authentic democratic decision,
not to get the poll workers home early. Voting machines
have cut hours and hours from the counting time, com-
pared to earlier times when everything was done piece-
by-piece, paper ballot by paper ballot, by hand.

4, Sick of
'Little League OK'
Editor:
As a volunteer worker of

some years in Little League
baseball I wish to take issue
with George Maskin on state
ments and opinions made in his
column in the "Observer" on
Sept. 2 and 9.

In the column dated Sept. 2
he stated that youngsters in

,, the 12 and under age bracket
shouldn't be competing on an
organized level. and that local
official. should do something
about correcting-or ending-
organized Little League play. In
his column of Sept 9 he stated
that while some 135 Little
League teams existed in Li-
vonia this summer, only three
or four took care of boys who
had reached their 17th birth-
day.

We have news for Mr. Mas-

kin - there are NO Little
Ikague teams in Livonia. The
title "little League," or any
combination of the two words
in the title of any organization,
is protected by copyright, and
may be used only by organiza-

" tions chartered by "Little
League. Inc.," Williamsport. Pa,
This copyright has been upheld
in past court actions. and will
continue to be protected against
violation by any other than
regularly chartered Little
Leagues.

Now that this year. 1964.
President Johnson has signed

the law (passed overwhelming-
ly by the U. S. House and Sen-
ate) granting a Federal Charter
to Little League Baseball. it is
necessary more than ever to
defend its name and its prin-
ciples.

We agree with Mr. Elaskin

6 #hat more should be done for
the boys in older age groups.
but we must point out that Lit-
tie League encompasses a defi-
nite age grouping. We seek not
to quarrel with any other youth
athletic program. We do feel.
however. that it is our right and
our privile:e to conduct our
program without outside inter.
ference or unwarranted eriti-
C i SIn,

We exercise the rights of
parents, and of free men. to
supplement the education of
our children by state and
church. This we feel is a God-
given right. not to be taken
lightly by those who use it or
those who would criticize the
users. We ask not "what our

community can do for us. but
what we can do for our com-
munity."

Tbe three chartered Little

, Leames in North Redford
Township have enjoyed the
most amicable and cooperative
relationship with the officers
of the township. the Redford
Union Board of Education and

the Parks and Recreation De-

partment. We have not request-
ed. nor needed, subsidization by
the Recreation Department. nor
have we asked for additional

taxation to support our pro- '
gram.We are justifiably proud that 
we have enough papents (some
of whom do not have children

participating in Ehe program)
who are willing to work and to
raise the necessary money, not
for perional glory or aggran-
disement. but for the good of
their community and its chil-
dren.

Mr. Maskin is worried, not
about the physical harm done
to the boys, but insinuates that
competition at this age level
may disurb them mentally..
Maybe he never experienced
the mental competition of kin- '
deriarten and grade school! We
wonder what the strain of a
spelling-bee. a soap-box derby,
or even a game of tiddleywinks
must do to the uncompetitive
minds of our youngsters.

Let's face the facts. Mr. M*

kin, from the moment we take 
our first breath of polluted i
earthly oxygen we are in com-
petition. At the first slap on
our pink little bonoms we hol-
ler our defiance and would slap
baek if we had the strength
and coordination to do it.

The first day of life. the first
day of kindergarten. the first
day of any important event in
this life of ours starts with a
challenge. and continues all our
days as competition. Boys espe-
cially thrive on competition -
in our opinion it is far better
to find that competition within
rules made for their safety and
under the supervision of inter-
ested adults.

Better than leaving them in
a vacant lot, spotted with bro-
ken bottles and empty beer
cans, arguing most of the tune
about whose turn it is to bat,
and ending with a fight or
Johnny going home with the
only baseball at hand.

Little Leazue teaches boys to
play to win within the frame-
work of set rules - it uses the
medium of our national pastime
to teach the principles of sports-
manship, fair play and toler-
ance. It teaches them that to
lose with dignity is honorable,
to win with graciousness is true
buinility.

Our managers and coaches
are thought of as frustrated.
second-rate amateur athletes or
would-be Casey Stengels or Leo
Durochers. Take a closer look
at the rosters of our high school
and college teams. and see how

 many ex-Little Leaguers head
the lists. Take a look at the
new names appearing on the
rolls of the Major League farm
teams.

i We do not claim the credit

coordination earlier than nor-

mally would be expected.
But surely we can take a lit-

tle pride in bringing to these
boys an awareness of their abil-
ities and capabilities, an inter-
est in clean and fair competi-
tion, a respect for rules and for
the authority of those whose
job it is · to enforce the rules.

An amateur is not necessarily
any less equipped to handle'
boys and teach them the funda-
mentals of baseball than a pro-
fessional. The best performer
may actually be the worst
teacher.

As for the conduct of parent.
spectators at Little League
games - why single them out?
Has Mr. Maskin attended school
football or basketball games, or
does he wait for the phone to
give him the vital statistics ?
Has he sat in the bleachers at
Tiger Stadium, or does he sit
at home and watch the games
on television?

Grow up, Mr. Maskin! It is
the most natural thing in the
world for a parent to think his
or her own child is the greatest
gift ever given to a high school
coach or a Little League man-
ager.

Once in a while this enthusi-
esm goes beyond the realm of
normalcy - this is the occasion
that is reported at length. The
fact that over one million boys,
in more than 5,000 league,
with over 200.000 volunteer
adults, participated in approxi-
mately ten weeks of organized
baseball games. five nights a
week. resulted in only one serb
ous injury, is ignored.

You are entitled to your per-
sonal opinion, Mr. Maskin. as
are the gruests on television pro
grams. but perhaps you should
ask the people who are more
directly involved,

Jim Aitchison. District Ad-
ministrator for the Michigan
5th District. Little Lague Base-
ball, has all kinds of statistics
concerning the program. A sur-
vey of medic•I doctors and psy-
chologists on the physical and
mental effects of the Little
League programs on youngsters
of the age group involved is
very interesting,

Let's report the facts, Mr.
