The Livonia City Council con-

A three-level intercjiange Is
proposed at this location. Inter-
state 96 'freeway will be de-
pressed under the existing Tele-
graph roadways. Freeway type
through traffic lanes, for Tele-
graph Road, will be elevated
over the proposed at-grade serv-
ice roads along the Schoolcraft
Hoad alignment. This recom-
mended treatment is similar to
the Woodward-Ei*t Mile inter-
change, with ramps from 1-96 to
the service road on each side of
Telegraph Road, forming a dia-
mond t:” interchange.
Frontage Roads, Grade Separa-

tloos and RMd Cloaaret

Frontage roads are proposed
along 1-96 where they are neces-
sary to maintain local traffic
patterns and prevent landlock-
Ing properties.

To maintain the existing traf-
fic capacity of Schoolcraft
Road and to provide for local
traffic circulation, one-way
frontage or service roads are
proposed on each side of the
proposed freeway over the en-
tire length of this east-west
urban-type section.

A 350-foot width it rec-
ommended for this urban-tsrpe
section, except betweenMiddle
Belt and Inkster Roads phere a
concrete retaining walPsectioo

IS proposed to minimize damage
in that area. Tlie retaining wall
section will require a 229-foot
to a 381'foot wide right-of-way.
It is recommended that addi-
tional width in excess of 350
feet be provided at the inter-
changes.

After a complete study of
estimated costs, and considering
good planning principles, it is
recommended t~t the right-of-
way needs for this project along
Schoolcraft Road be obtained
from the south side, between
Newburgh and Middle Belt
Roads. Through this area it is
felt that the right-of-way take,
as recommended, will help to
clear the industrial-zoned areas
on the south of nonconforming
residential uses, while maintain-
ing the good residential areas
on the north. Plana for pro-
posed sanitary sewer construc-
tion in the area have been cor-
related with the recommended
right-of-way take for the Free-*
way.

Changes in the PUt Ordin-
ance were introduced for the
first reading at the Council
session, but immediately drew
the objection of I>r. Daniel C.
Allen, one of three members
of the Councils Plat Commit-
tee. who demanded the riiRit to
file a "miiiority report* The
other two members—John Doo.
ley and James MoCenn—sup-
ported the amendments, whid®
Allen claimed would "weaken
the Planning Commilssioa and
put more authority tako the
Council’s  hands** A former
Planning Commlaslon member,
Allen said the chknges would
upset the city's "“checks and
balances.**

Designed to cover Council
approval of. plats and building
issues, the amendments to the
Ordinance drew Uila comment
from Allen: "It is evident that
what was orginaliy placiiM”®
when the Planning CommiatioQ
was set up is deliberately being
circumvented. Planning Com-
miesioners are appointed by the
Mayor and approved by the
Council. They are dellb™ately
staggered or overlapped in dif-
ferent sdmintatratlons. All of
this is to make sure political
preesures on Commissiooera
cannot be applied for granting
favors. Planning was deliberate-
ly taken out of politics ... as
this plat act is new being re-
written it is changed from
apeciflcs where everything it
tied down to generalities, with
more area for maneuvering and
chicanery and for this reason
1 cannot recommend it."

Allen’s remsidts brought re-
Joinert from Cetihcilmen Pete
Ventura and John Daughertf/
before the Council voted, 6-1.
to accept the first reading halt-
ed ita discuaeloo and accepted
first resding of the ordinance.

"l object to this political
speech.** said Ventura.

Good housekeeping equals
good home safety, because go”
housekeeping gets rid of tra”
and rubbiah, breeding iHace for
the 50,000 fires which damage
and destroy homes in this
country annually, according to
the National Fire Protection
Assn.

Here are five steps the home-
owner can take to help prevent
a fire from starting in and
around the house:

1 Dispose of trash and rub-
bish regularly. Dont let it ac-
cumulate around the house.
Store in fire-safe galvanized
steel conUiners until It is picked
up by refuse collectors.

2. Keep attic, basement and
closets free of old clothing, cur-
tains. drapes, lamp shades, mat-
tresses. newspapers and old
' magazines.

I 3. Don't empty ashtrays until
Ithe contents are completely
cold. Use ashtrays which are
large and deep enough to keep
burning cigareLs from falling
out onto the floor.

I 4. Have your heating and
icooking equipment checked
"periodically. Chimmeys also
should be checked to be sure
Ithey are not clogged.

5. Store all paints, thinners

Loamy soil with clay. silt.
land sand mixture is ideal for
most plants.

- Mt later in the compost pile.

Start with six to eight inches
of leaves or other vegetation
and put on a thin layer of soil.
Then spread a few handfuls of
10-10-10. 10-6-4 or any balanced
lawn fertilizer. If manure is
available, spread a layer of sev-
eral inches over this and wet
it down. A handful of lime
should be used after each set
of layers. Repeat this process
again, making layer after layer.

Make the top of the pile dish
shape to hold water. Try to
locate it behind screening shrub-
bery since it is not the most
attractive thing to decorate
ones garden. Locate it well
away frogi the house because
of this and odors which may
occur.

Grass clippings and other
garden refuse may be used in
the pile. But don't use diseased
plant materia] as this will favor
the spread of disease when us-
ing the compost in the garden.
Texnato and bean plants are
particularly bad in this respect.
They are particularly suscept-
ible to wilt and virus diseases.
The best place for tomato and
bean planta is the bonfire or
trash barrel.

Franklin hauled in the league
crown last Saturday in a ehew-
down of ahowdowne against
North Franklin.

Both teama took the gridiron
at North Farmington with iden-
tical 6-0 records.

At the conclusion, there could
be no doubt as to which team
was superior. The final 20-0
score in Franklin's favor told
the story—and the true story.

Cogch Bob Bentley of Frank-
lin. who took over the reins of
the team this fall for the flret
time, naturally rates a few
thousand bouquets.

Victim s o f

S uffocation

When for any reason a per-
son fails to get air into his
lungs, be is suffocating. This
form of accident ocmra quite
commonly tn a variety of ways,
and anyone who wants to know
the eaaential things about first
aid should know how to treat
suffocation.

Work fast. TTie body baa no
reserve supply of oxygen and
when breathing stops for any
reason there is usually enough
oxygen in the lungs and Mood
to sustain life for only three to
five minutes. If the heart and
brain are deprived of oxygen
for much longer than that, they
may be injured beyond repair.
SAME TREATMENT

Whatever the cause of the
suffocation — electric shock,
choking on a foreign object,
near drowning. InhaJatioo of
poison gasses, or others—tiie
treatment ia the same. It ia to
get air into the lungs and re-
store normal breathing.

If there ia a foreign body
like a large chunk of meat
stuck in the back of the throat,
this, of course, must first be
removed either with the finger
or by putting the head down
and striking the patient on the
back.

The means of restoring
breathing ia mouth-to-mouth
respiration. This is done by
breathing directly from your
lungs into the lungs of the vic®
tim, making sure that the pas-
sage from his mouth to his
lungs is kept open. You can
see bis chest rise and fall if
he is getting the air from your
lungs. The method is almost

These fall-time foods are ad-
ditions to the other good Vita-
min A foods we’re to eat-
ing almost any time of year-
eggs, whole milk, cheese, but-
ter. liver, carrots and greens.

So you've really no excuse for
not getting enough of Vitamin
A have you? Do you know what
this remarkable little vitamin
can do? .

Aou’re right! It really does
help your eyes to adapt from
bught to dim light. Roberta
Hershey, Michigan State Uni-
\ar$ity nutritionist, says it has
been proven by experiment that
Vitamin A is necessary for good
eyesight.

What else?

"Your children need H to
grow well and to develop good
teeth and bones,” the specialist
continues. "And you need it to
keep your hair and skin in good
condition.”

Some people say Vitamin A
prevents colds. Miss Hershey ex-
plains that this is not really
true, but that a severe lack of
this vitamin can result in in-
jury to the mucous membranes
in any pert of the body. And
unhealthy membranes can ceuse
trouble in the reepiratory, diges-
tive and excretory syst”s.

But dont worry so much
about not getting enough Vita-
min A that you start to "dote"
yourself with unnecessary vit-
amin pills.

Listen H ere:
Y our E ars
N eed Check

Have you noticed lately that
people just aren't talking loud
enough much of the time? It
could be that your family and
friends have all started mumb-
ling. But it’s much more likely
that your own hearing is begin-
ning to fade.

Has someone in your family,
or a close friend, recently be-
gun to ask you to repeat words,
phrases and sentences frequent-
ly? — even when you’re reason-
ably certain you ke loudly
and clearly? Ihis friend or rela-
tive may have suffered a hear-
ing loss.

To find out whether hearing
is fading, the first person to
consult is the family physlcisn.
says a pamphlet of the Ameri-
can Medical Association.

He may find that the hearing
loss is due to Impacted wax in
the ear canal or some other ob-
struction. Or there may be tn
infection that can block the
transmission of vibrations in-
side the ear or affect the nerves
of hearing. Certain drugs and
industrial chemicals can affect
hearing, and mumps and scarlet
fever, a cold or acute sinusitis
frequently cause swelling of the
mucous mernbranM associated
with the ear. A very loud noise
or a sharp blow may damage
the eardrum.

The physician can determine
by a variety of testa whether
loss of hearing is due to nerve
damage or to an interference
with the transmitaion of sound
waves. If there la obstmetioo.
he can tell whether it is due to
infection or snotber cause. He
will determine whether treat-
ment will help or correct the
hearing problem. Several surgi-
cal procedures are uaed to help
the deaf to hear, and there also
are medical treatment!.

In many cases, however, treat-
ment cannot restore hearing,
and then a hearing aid may be
prescribed.

There are many types of hear-
ing aids on the maritet. Your
physician will guide you in find-
ing the aid that gives best re-
sults for you.

In cates of severe bearing
loss, it Is frequently necessary
to complement a bearing aid
with lip reading to secure maxi-
mum communication. Moat larg-
er communities and many small
ones today have theraplits quid-
'ified to give inatructioo in Up
reading. Your physidan can
help you find one. Many hard-
of-hearing people find tiurt they
already are lip reading to some
extent without reallzinf it.

Ignoring a hearing lota will
never make it disappear. As
soon as the hearing 1 " Is rec-
ognized. seek medical help. Oft-
en there is much that can be
done to help the hard of hear-
ing continue to fill a normal
place in society.
