E. Keith Owens, Charles
Bruce and Robert Safford,

respectively of Alexander

Hamilton,
Owens issued a statement

saying “we specifically deny the
allegations.”

He said, “the charges are not
based on fact but on assump-
tions regarding prior relation-
ships that existed before the
insurance company was formed.
We will use the hearing to
prove all of these charges
totally unfounded. We expect
to be fully vindicated.”

He also stressed that the
SEC specifically stated that the
“operations and the conduct
of Alexander Hamilton Life In-

ings against the brokerage firm.

“We feel it unfair that the
shareholder interest should
suffer in any way inasmuch as
the soundness of the company
is in no way imvolved.”

The SEC etaff charges al-
leged that from April to Au-
gust, 1964, Armstrong-Jones
sold shares of Alexander Hamil-
ton at “purported market prices
without disclosing to investors
that the market for Alexander

Hamilton Life stock was domi-
nated, controlled and mani-
pulated” by the brokerage
company and certain of its
principals.

pany stock were made between
November, 1963, and August,

1964, -“without disclosing that

the registrant (Armst¢rong-
Jones) and Alexander Hamilton
Life were under common con-
ml."

Another charge by the SEC
staff was that whereas Mich-
igan authorities authorized sale
of 1.5 million shares of Alex-
ander Hamilton, the actual
number sold was 682,000 shares
more than that.

Still another charge was that
the public was misinformed
about “the present and prospec-
tive price” of Hamilton Life

“We believe that no willful
violations of the security acts,
as alleged, have ever taken
place, nor do we .ourselves nor
with others feel we have ever
acted in such a way as to mis-
represent any material facts or
to willfully violate or aid and
abet others in willfully violat-
ing the security acts, or to
engage in any transactions
which constitute fraud or
deceit.

“We intend to defend these
charges with vigor and are

no violations as charged will
be found.”

Itin explained the sale of the
extra 682,000 shares of Hamil-
ton Life by saying these shares
“were authorized by the state
as an over-subscription,” be-
cause of the great number of in-
vestors wishing to buy the
stock. He said all persons who
bought the original 1.5 million
shares were given a chance to
get a 100 percent refund of
their money if they objected to
the issuance of the additional
682,000 shares.

FROM THE VICE-PRESIDENT:

A Plea for Peace

A strong plea for world brotherhood and
peace was voiced by U. S. Vice-President
Hubert H. Humphrey when he appeared Friday

. in Livonia to kick off United Nations Week and
to dedicate the new Adlai Stevenson High
School.

Despite its length, The Observer prints here-
with the entire text of that address, often punc-

" tuated by ad lib remarks, because of its im-
portance as a statement of American foreign
policy. It is especially fitting as the world
continues its observance this week of the 20th
anniversary of the founding of the United Na-
tions. ‘

I must apologize for my tardiness. The
weather is something, of course, that even the

. vice-president has no control over. Thank you
for your graciousness in waiting.

It is, for me, a source of particular satis-
faction—and humility—that you have seen fit
to invite me here today. 5

I wish especially today to pay tribute to the
foreign exchange students who are guests here.
I want to say how happy we are to have our
American communities enriched by these fine
young people who come here to share their
experiences and backgrounds with us. There
is no better way to build peace and under-
standing than through an exchange of people.

The dedication of this high school in the name
of Adlai Stevenson—the first so-named in our
country—takes its deepest significance not as a
monument to his memory, but as a first mile-
stone in the bright new world he foresaw for
all men.

Today would have been a day of tremendous
satisfaction for him-—because no man in our
time was so dedicated to the idea that the only
lasting mark a man can leave is a beacon by
which the future generations can guide them-
selves.

In man’s physical world, the trail blaze of
vesterday is the highway of today. You need
merely look about you to see its proof. Only
two centuries ago, the French voyagers, push-
ing westward through the Lakes, paddled
their birchbark canoes through the blue waters
of the wilderness peninsula of Michigan.

Not one of them could possibly have dream-
ed of the highway he was blazing or the breadth
and power of the mew civilization which would
use it.

It is my firm conviction that today we
embark upon another such adventure, for
‘there are future highways of the mind as well
as of the wilderness. :

Only 400 short years ago, man believed he
was the center of the universe, that the planets
themselves revolved around him and had been
doing so for only 5,000 years.

Then Copernicus saw with his mind’'s eye
that the earth- itself was in motion, that it was
pot the center of the universe, but part of a
larger and more majestic movement.

Man today stands on the threshold of such
discovery about himself.

As man once believed the earth was the
center of the Heavens, each nation believed
it was the center of this earth—and spent its
blood and treasure trying to make other na-
tions revolve around it.

This concept compelled other nations, in turn,
to preserve at similar cost the independence of
their culture and peoplt.

Hundreds of millions of innocent people died,
cities were destroyed, libraries of priceless
knowledge were obliterated because of this
ghastly concept.

Baut it is no more ordained that the peoples
of this world shall revolve around any one
nation than that the planmets and stars of the
Heavens shall revolve around this earth.

That was the great idea of Adlai Stevenson.
It is man’s latter-day discovery. It is the con-
cept underlying the United Nations.

Today our poets and philosophers—yes, and
our forward-looking political leaders,—already
sense that humanity is on the brink of devel-
opment of a society which may unloose man’s
spirit and human potential—a society where,

as President Johnson has said, men strive not
for themselves alone but for all men.

The United Nations represents the triumph
of the concept that no nation is the center of
this earth any more than man is an island to
himself.

Adlai Stevenson, a Copernicus of public life,
gave strength and insight to this concept and he
marshalled the giants of the ages to the cause
of the United Nations,

“Know Thyself,” said Socrates.

Adlai Stevenson added to this the Copernican
view: That the key to a2 man’s understanding of
himself and of his country will be found in all
other men and nations.

In a physical world of clashing arms and
nuclear weapons, Adlai Stevenson took the noble
path of Athens.

It was the knowledge that the only victory
is in civilized persuasion . . . that that army

never existed, nor that weapon ever invented
or devised, by which hostile forces can enter
into the realm of men’s minds or hearts.

He knew that no nation and no man could
ever extinguish the light God gave to men of
every race, color and creed; the light of man’s
free spirit.

There have beem many attempts to extin-
guish this light—dictators throughout the ages
have existed, but all of them have been extin-
guished. Man's desire to be free is a light that
no one can extinguish. Freedom cannot live in
isolation. Today we do much at home to help
the helpless and because of this, we resist
aggression abroad, while ever willing to pursue
the noble objectives of peace. We seek to build
a world of interdependence. There are no
militarists in this government. No political party
has a monopoly on the virtue of peace.

No physical force ever existed which can
turn back the force of the evolution of man's
soul.

Consider the preponderant force of the pagan
emperors of Ancient Rome.

Their legions were pitted against a forlorn
group of men and women who insisted unto
death that all men are brothers.

Which has lived through the centuries—the
physical force, or the noble idea?

Where are the Caesars, where are the Leg-
ions now? '

And where is the noble idea?

The idea governs the consciences of bil-
lions of people of all religions—and may it soon
govern the conduct of nations.

Like the early idea among men, two thous-
and years ago, the early idea—as among nations
—faces a heavily armed world.

The United Nations today may appear weak
in the physical world. But that nation does
not exist which is powerful enough to kill it.
For the idea moves forward.

And among its allies is the United States
of America.

The most wealthy and powerful nation on
earth, we have made our commitment to the
idea and the precepts which underly the Unit-
ed Nations.

For, in this nucular age, we have reached
the maturity to know that the strongest and
weakest in mankind are equally vulnerable to
mankind’s dangerous inventions.

We have come to realize that, faced with a
world two-thirds hungry, sick and ignorant, no
one nation, acting alone, can hope to carry the
burden of remedying those conditions.

We have come to know that both man’s surv-
ival and his progress depend on his devising
common and peaceful solutions to disputes and
disagreements which, in previous history, were
settled by force. .

What we seek to do in faraway places, like
Vietnam, is to demonstrate that force, brute
force, shall not destroy freedom.

We have come to see that the evolution of
man’s technology has indeed forced evolution
in man’s organization and behavior.

Adlai Stevenson placed his faith and hope in
the United Nations—even in times when it was
mocked, belittled and disregarded as an interna-
tional instrument.

For his greatness was in his ability to look
beyond the limited horizons of the mockers and
belittlers.

Today Adlai Stevenson is not with us. But
his aspirations, his breadth of vision, his
commitments to the United States as an insti-
tution . . . to the interdependence of man as a
reality of life are shared by.this nation.

People like Eleanor Roosevelt, Dag Hamar-
skjold, John F. Kennedy, Pope John XXIII and
Stevenson gave their lives for principles like
this. Everyone, a soldier of peace—peace is
man’s noblest pursuit. Peace requires far more
courage than war, it requires a sense of dedica-
tion.

Could the French couriers viewing these
wilderness shores have imagined modern De-
troit?

Could Columbus, tracing his lonely line
across the Atlantic, have dreamed he was blaz-
ing trail for ocean liners and jets?

Could Galileo, training his telescope on dis-
tant sky, have dreamed that man would one
day leave this planet?

These are miracles we today accept.

Adlai Stevenson accepted them and their ex-
panding truths as the challenge of the future.

He believed—and the coming generations
will prove—that the upward striving of man
will bring revelations by which he may cure
the ills of his body politic as he now cures
the ills of his physical body.

You stand on the threshold of these great
new perceptions.

_ This fact was emphasized so clearly by the terse,
articulate (he calls himself obnoxious) speaker at Town
Hall in Livonia last week, Dr. Albert Burke.

He is dedicated to making men and women think
through his books and his television show “Probe—with '
Dr. Albert Burke.” It isn't so much the man that is im-
portant, although he is a scientist, an economist and ex-
pert on world affairs, has been a professor at Yale “until
CBS made it easier to pay his bills.”—What is important,
however, is he is still producing “Probe” and he isn’t
afraid to speak out!

In Detroit we aren’t getting the program. It used to
be on Channel 4 (WWJ-TV) at 5:30 on Sunday afternoons.
It was quietly and quickly removed from the air when
he offended “big business.” As he said, if he were a talk-
ing horse instead of a talking man he might have still
been on the air. I wish this weren’t true.

WWJ-TV assured this reporter if enough people
wrote or called them they would themselves sponsor Dr.
Burke and put him back on the air. '

He emphasized some points to heed.

He made the point of how important it was, in this
day, to get along smoothly with one’s fellow man —
conforming as opposed to individuality. Tight ship.
Don’t rock the boat.

Not only are men of ideas becoming more rare —
but when they do appear on the scene they are considered
a sore spot, are “suspected rather than respected.”

And a new idea does nothing but make people
uncomfortable. The game, says Dr. Burke, is to criticize
the critic rather than the idea. Discredit in order to kill
the idea.

He applied this particularly to the “idea” teachers
—-and how liftle encouragement they are given.

_In Russia he pointed out, the most respected, highest
paid profession is the-teacher — here of course it is the
“P-R. man-” -

Everytime I hear a young man about to graduate
from college make the statement he has decided not to
teach or go into law, but rather go into a corporation
in the public relations department, I feel a sense of
loss for him, for me and for us. :

He pointed-out the freedom we have can be our
downfall if the noise is continued to be made by the
minority and great waves of apathy come from the
majority. Because we are free — free to be ignorant, or
irresponsible.

__We are free to be knowledgeable and assume respon-
sibility too, but as long as we fail to learn and teach the
generation coming along a sense of duty, love and trad?-
tion — we will have no leadership.

Many current facts point this up — the draft-card
burning, the lack of respect by young people. Dr. Burke
said many of these college students realize what they
are learning is obsolete going in — he thought all college
professors should be required one year in the classroom
and the next in the field just catching up with the events
of their field.

He said there were 48 per cent less patents being
approved today than there were in 1917 — and it isn’t
because there isn’t something new under the sun. It’s
just that we are forming a society that does not want
to be out of step — one with the other. Inventiveness
is a rarity, conformity accepted.

The cry babies and hand wringers and breast beaters
betteér take heed. Either they put the time and energy
Into improving their own product (whatever it is) or
they will find themselves an island unto themselves.

Take a minute to write a word to WWJ-TV — this

nzanuwill make you tingle with ideas — not a bad state
at all.

Autumn Rains

With the coming of autumn,
the fall rainms, the warm soil
and the cooling atmosphere
combine to make ideal bulb
planting conditions over most
of the United States.

Good root formation is en-
couraged while the tops are giv-
en little or no incentive to start
growth,

Tulips are the notable ex-
ception. They should be plant-
ed in October say the garden-
ing experts at Union Fork and
Hoe Company of Columbus,
Ohio.

This means that daffodils, hy-
acinths, crocus, scillas, snow-
drops, snowflakes, grape hya-
cinths, puschkinias and a host
of lesser known bulbs among
the spring bloomers can be set
out now.

And, if you haven't already
done so, you can still plant col-
chicums, fall crocuses and
sternbergias — if you live in a
mild climate, like the North.-
west, the hardy cyclamen, too.

The first two, especially, can
be counted upon to bloom this
fall provided you get them in
early.

“This is the one tool that
has everyone's approval, and
we must use it to the fullest
extent if a successful control
program is to be achieved,”
said Dean F. Lovitt, assistant
chief of MDA’s Plant Industry
Division.

But in emphasizing the need
for sanitation, he also charg-
eq that this practice is not
being conducted as diligent.
ly in many areas as it once
was.

Lovitt said one of the rea-
sons for the lack of attention
to sanitation is because the
size of the job has grown con-
siderably; more diseased and
dead trees take longer to re-
move.

“The capacity of the Plant
Industry Division to enforce
removals on private property
was badly hurt by austerity,”
he reminded, “and we have
not yet recovered.

“Along with the decline in
enforcement activity, there
has been a decline in leader-
ship, which we in Plant In-
dustry like to think has
played no small part in
whatever success the pro-
gram has achieved.”

A decline in enthusiasm for
the program, brought on part-
ly by the failure to come up
with new control techniques:
such problems as the diseased
and dead tree situation outside
| control areas, and the lack of
financing to keep pace with
the problem in some commun-
ities are other contributing
factors, Lovitt said.

If controls are to be effec-
tive against the disease, he
concluded, sanitation must be
combined with spraying and
other measures in all affected
communities and as part of a
continual program.
