While seat belts. for example,
have to meet established stan-
dards. Lundstrom explained,
these standards generally are
based on static tests. "By :imu-
lating accidents our sled tests
prove out dynamically the effee-
tiveness of our seat belts. Many
improvements in our belts and
in other safety equipment have
come about as a direct result
of our sled tests." he said.

The General Motors' impact
sled. the first and only full
scale machine in the industry
and the most extensive such
facility in the world. was com-
pleted in October, 1962.

It enables GM's Safety Test
Engineering Laboratory engin-
eers to "fire" payloa(is up to
5.000 pounds by' compressed air
along a pair of 100-foot rails on
a sled-like structure. The firing
is done by a thrust column ex-
tending from a thrust piston
embedded in a 91-ton concrete
block. A laundhing thrust can
range as high as 300,000 pounds

An interesting feature of
the sled is that it "crashes"
with a tremendous weelen-

tion pulse. For example, to
limulate a head-on uash.
the car body is "fired- back-

wards from a standing pod-
tion.

The advantages of impact sled
testing indoors over earlier
techniques of ramming cars
into concrete barriers or stop-

best and weather conditions
could easily cancel out a test-
ing program.

"We' can mount test equip-
ment ranging from a seat belt
anchorage to a complete car
body. With complete car bodies,
the sled can produce 40G ac-
celentions. This is equivalent
to a head-on impact involving
two cars, each traveling at 40
miles per hour. Components can
be crashed at speeds up to 74
mil- per hour, and car bodies
anM components can be mounted
to stage crashes with impacts
from the front. rear, side and

Michigan?s ..numerous lakes
and streams are among its most
Valuable assets. Because of the

Lgreat use made of our lakes
3qd streams by the public,
knowledge of the laws govern-

i ing their use has become very
important.

In Michigan the bottom lands
of streams and inland lakes are

owned by persorws whose proper-
ty touches them. Such owner-
ship does not, however, give
the adjoining property owner
exclusive rights to the use of
the water on navigable streams
and lakes.

An adjoining property owner
may use the entire stream or
lake for boating, fishing, swim-
ming and other recreational use
but the public also is entitled
to use the water from a point
of public access.

Public access is available

through township, village, city
and county parks, or other
lands under their control and
Department of Conservation
fishing sites which number
some 600, state parks, recrea.
tional, hunting and forest
lands.

The public's right to use
Michigan's inland lakes and
streams does not mean they
can anchor a boat indefinitely
in front of somebody's cottage,
picnic on his beach or other-
wise disturb his ownership.

The public can, however,
travel by boat over the entire
surface of the water, and fish
and swim in such water. They
cannot, however, trespass on
the property adjoining the

To,thaw your fears still fur-
ther, orthopedic surgeons at
The University of Michigan
Medical Center report "ski in-
juries may be temporarily in-
capacitating. but seldom perm-
anently damaging."

Rev. Donald Williams, min-

ister of Plymouth's First Bap-
tist Church is considered one
of Plymouth's outstanding min-
isters.
