Japanese Teacher Finds

Students Same All Over

Tamoyoshi Genkawa, a Ful- |
bright Scholar from Japan, who
is currently touring the United ‘
States as part of his six-months |
course, is much intrigued with |
the Plymouth School system.

Tamoyoshi, who ends a 10-i
day stay in the community Sat- .
urday, has been the guest of |
various teachers from -the Ply- |
mouth High faculty with the'
aim of getting some ideas of |
how teachers, students and peo- |
ple react in a typical small |
city. |

Thus far he has discovered |
the students are just about the |
same all over the world. . L

“They are just as hard or '
as easy to handle in the Unit-
ed States as in Japan,” he
said in an interview, “The
only difference is that in
Japan we have an average
classroom load of 58 students
where teachers here handle
only 30 or 32 at one time.

“However, we teach only
three classes a day where the
instructors in Plymouth have
five classes. In the overall pict-
ure, the classroom load for a
day is about the same, in the
neighborhood of 150 pupils.”

Tamoyoshi, who has been tak-
ing courses at San Francisco
State College, finds the high
school youngsters are just about
the same.

“It doesn’t make any differ-
ence where you go,” he said,
“The students have the same
manner of dress, their dances,
if one wants to call them that,
are about the same. A lot of
arm waving, body wiggling
and the loudest music anyone
could imagine.”

But he is quick to point out
that there is quite a difference
in the pay scale in the United
States compared to Japan where
he received $180 per month
for 12 months.

Tamoyoshi teaches in a small
private school at a city of 100,- |
000 near the large industrial
center of Osaka in southern
Japan. He has been an instruc- L
tor for four and a half years.

His description of the school |
system there fits in well with |
the plans in the United States. |
The high school is a six-year |
course—three years junior high
and three in senior high—fol- |
lowed by four years in college,
if one can afford it.

| ed, “We have stadiums with
capacities of 60,000 to 70,000
and they are filled for most
cvvery game. We have a com-
bination of some players from

| the United States built around

some excellent Japanese
players.

“We have an all-Japan high
school basketball tournament
that stars with more than 20,-
| 000 teams and ends with a
' champion. The schools have
their cheerleaders, bands and
everything just like here.”

The teaching system is a bit
different from that here. The
classes, because of their size,
| are largely lecture courses with

the teachers doing the talking
and the students the listening.
And as in the United States,
there is a decided shortage of
}sc:ence and math teachers.

| As Tamoyoshi explains it,
‘“Who wants to teach at the low
annual pay when he can get a
job in industry that pays much
more. Business' and industry
grabs off all the math and sci-
ence just as soon as they are
graduated.”

- "Surrender Planning Rights”
llryes Area Expansion Director

A plea for the various gov-
ernmental units to surrender
their planning rights and form
an area planning commission

with authority to do exactly
that for the entire community

was made by Harold Fischer,
director of the Plymouth Com-
munity Area Planning Author-
ity, in a talk before the Busi-
nessmen’s Forum in the May-
flower Meeting House.

The program attracted more
than 60 and was one of the best
attended in the more than a
year of Forum meetings.

“We are in a dit of a bind in
this matter of expanding the
commercial and industrial tax

base of the community to build
up school taxes,” said Fischer.

“We can’t control where
: water mains and sewer lines
| go. We don’t have enough
| sites that meet the require-
ments of water, sewer and
class A roads. That's why 1
| firmly believe the govern-
| mental units should surrend-
er the planning to an area
board.”

Fischer pointed to the 99
acre site, acquired by Loren
| Gould of Plymouth, located on
| Ann Arbor Road near the inter-
section of Lilley Road as the
best suited in the area for in-
dustrial and commercial expan-
sion.

Fischer told the Forum that
there are 1,485 new homes on
the planning board at the mo-
ment for the area. It estimated
that it costs the ‘community
$427 per home to send children
to the schopls. -~ «- ‘

He figured that the school
district would need an addition-
al five and a half mills to ralse
the needed amount of $632,610
to cover the costs of students
from the new homes,

“This means that the Plan-
ning Authority is faced with
the prospect of adding $23 mil-
lions of assessed valuation in
industrial and commercial ex-
pansion,” he pointed out.

He quoted figures from the
school administration that

projects an additional 1,798
students in the next five years
and added that the valuation
behind each child has dropped
from $21,300 in 1961 to $17,-
188 in 1966.

“Of the 1,485 new homes
planned for the area, we figure
each will add 1.85 children to
the school system,” he stated,
“It costs $527 annually to edu-
cate one child, of this $323
comes from the state and $225
from local taxes. However, there
is a cost of $974 per home and
we are collecting only $548. Itis
that deficit of $426 per home
that we have to make up in
some way.

thority. As you can readily see,
that is quite a chore and we
need all the assistance we can
get from the various govern-
mental units.”

He told of the recent acqui-

‘He mentioned the expansion
of Evans Products which has
added almost $6.5 million in
additional facilities in the past
three years as another example
of what is going on in the com-
munity.

We believe
we will be able to work befter
with prospects if we know ex-
actly what we can promise,” he
said.

“The simple matter is that we

Fischer indicated that under
the provisions of Public Act 281
the governmental units could
surrender all areas of planning
to a planning authority and he
recommends it.

One area of special interest to the Second District of Michi-
gan is the construction of a new, powerful proton accelerator,
for high energy. research, by the Atomic Energy Commission.
The schedule for design and construction of this facility has been
somewhat delayed.

This is due to a decision to make much more extensive
studies of possible locations for the accelerator than had previ-
ously been anticipated. No matter where the accelerator is finally
located, I believe that these studies are well-justified.

The risk of facing heavy over-runs on consiruction costs
can best be reduced by a relatively small expenditure of funds,
and a small additional amount of time being consumed, to gain
solid knowledge of the geological characteristics of the several
sites finally recommended to the Atomic Energy Commission.

I remain convinced that the Northfield site, in Washtenaw
County, stands extremely high on the list of potential sites. It is
very likely that extensive geologica] test-borings of several sites
will be undertaken by the Atomic Energy Commission in the
months following receipt of recommendations from the site evalu-
ation committee. :

I believe that the Northfield site will be one of a very small
number of sites actually on the recommendation list. And I
feel certain that, as indicated by the Joint Congressional Com-
mittee on Atomic Energy, funds will be provided for design and
engineering studies, once the accelerator site has been selected.

The President has requested reimposition of the 10 per cent
excise tax on telephone service. He has also requested the Con-
gress to reimpose an additional one per cent of the excise tax on
automobiles.

I oppose both of these taxes, and believe that first attention
should be given to reimposing luxury taxes on goods such as
jewelry and furs. If further tax receipts are then necessary. 1
would support an increase in personal income taxes, with at-
tention being given to finding ways to prevent these additional
taxes from falling on families with incomes of less than $4,000.

Much has been made of the size of the federal debt — the
amount which the public as a whole has borrowed from individual
and corporate investors in this country. It is expected that this
debt will rise by about $2 billion. What is often overlooked, how-
ever, is that this federal debt, when expressed as a percentage
of the total of all goods and services produced each year—our
'Gross National Product—has declined continuously since the end
of the Second World War, and that this percentage will drop
again in the coming year.

The number of federal government employees will rise
slightly in the coming year. But, again, as for the past 20 years,
this growth will be far less than the growth in the number of
state and local public employees. For the past three years,
less than one-fourth of all public employees have been on fed.
eral payrolls, the balance being found in state and local govern-
ment. It is interesting to note that 20 years ago this figure was
55 per cent. :

The terrible cost, in human and material resources, which
we pay for war and war preparations is brought home strongly
in this year’s proposed budget, with 53 cents out of every tax
dollar being earmarked for defense.

At a time when hundreds of millions bo to bed hungry every
night, when there is desperate need for education, health care,
population control measures, industrial development and resource
conservation, the necessity of increasing expenditures for war, for
death and destruction, is truly distressing.

In the 20 years since the United Nations was first created,
as the world’s best hope for peace, our Nation has spent far less
on contributions to that organization than it will spend, this year,
in inereasing its appropriations for war and its preparations.

Surely we must find, in the years ahead, those steps and
those roads which will ultimately lead us away from the threat
of war and mass killing, and toward the hope of human dignity
and human welfare.

Some of the fondest memories
of my childhood are those oc-
casions when I sat in the kitchen
of our little home in Pennsyl-
vaina and watched my Mother
bake a cake.

She was from what is com-
monly known as “Pennsylvania
Dutch” stock that is notorious
for its cooking and baking abil-
ity. And she was an artist when
it came to what she called
“whipping up a cake.”

She would have all of the in-
gredients on the table—Ilined in
dows—and then start the art of
mixing them,

(This was long before anyone
ever heard of Betty Crocker and
her cake mix which requires the
addition of only a bit of water
or milk to assure success.)

My Mother would add a bit
of one ingredient and then an-
other and then taste it. As the
memories come tumbling down
through the years I can see her
now, smacking her lips a bit and

I got to thinking about her
plying her culinary art during
the past few days and couldn’t
help feeling that there was
little difference between
building a community and the
old style way of baking a
cake . . . you have to have a
proper mixture of ingredients
or you're in trouble.

Take many of our suburbs,’
for example. There is an influx
of population attracted to the
area becasue it offers “good,
fresh air, a place for the chil-
dren to play, and low taxes.” So
the rush is on and before you
know it there is the disillusion-
ment that all is not as fine as
it seemed.

The fresh air is there and
the place for the children to
play, but— The taxes are forced
higher and higher for the simple
reason that there is little indus-
try, if any, to broaden the tax
base and help pay the bills.

Who is to blame when this
happens?

Surely, not the city officials
or the members of the various
Boards of Education who, by
force of circmustances, repeat-
edly ask for a raise in taxes or
the approval of a bond issue.

The real blame is on the folks
who c¢ame running and who
didn’t look before they leaped.

Few, if any of them, looked

beyond the particular area in
which they were purchasing
their home: It is doubtful if
any of them asked about such
things as the tax base —the
amount of industry that was
available — transportation =
shopping facilities — or the
amount of commercial activity
that is needed to give a com-
munity real balance.

Yet, they came. And their
coming innocently has brought
many complex problems.

After their arrival many com-
plain about facilities. They re-
quest paved streets, sidewalks,
sewers, and all the things that
go to increase the tax bill
These are all things they didn't
notice — or paid little heed —
when they decided to locate in
the area. And when these facili-
ties are not forthcoming a howl
of protest goes up against the
city officials.

There is a ‘“rule of thumb”

that business and industry
should furnish at least 70 per

-cent of the tax base. This would

leave ‘only 30 percent for resi-
dential property.

It is claimed by folks who
make a study of such things
that this ratio—if obtained —
would enable a community to
have a good school system, all
grounds, and the other com-
ponents that go to provide a
well balanced city.

If that is so—and there is no
reason to doubt it—it isn’t dif-
ficult to learn where much of
our troubles lie today.

Livonia is a good example of
what happens when there is an
inbalance.

I recall, as a member of the
first City Council, one of the
first great shocks we received.
After incorporation, one of our
first acts was to enter into a
contractural agreement for wa-
ter. We did. We contracted for
an amount that we deemed, at
that time, would be sufficient to
supply. our needs for at least
12 years.

What happened?

So great was the influx of
new families that after only two
yvears we had to re-adjust the
contract.

This was the first sign that
we could be getting into trou-
ble.

Because of the race track and
our several large industries we
were able to keep a balance.
But the day came when the rush
of families disrupted this bal-
ance and residential property
had to carry the heaviest part
of the tax load. That is always
a dangerous position—and it'is
the dangerous position most of
the suburbs are in today.

At the moment, Decause of
the recent industrial develop-
ment, industry and residential
are about equal in the tax base.
That is, they each supply about
50 pertent. But each time a new
family moves in the balance
goes out of whack again.

That's why there is a crying
need for industry, not only in
Livonia, but in all suburbs,
There is a desperate need for a
broader tax base. Fortunately,
some areas are prepared to lure
industry. Livonia is one of them.

But, until recently industry
of the type needed hesitated
about locating here.

“Why?” I asked a man whose
business it is to locate plant
sites.

“Your tax base is not stable
enough,” he answered. “You
folks are always asking for some
kind of bond issue and our
company just wouldn’t know
how! to plan for such conditions.
When you become more stable
we may consider Livonia.”

At last, it seems, that time is
approaching.

But all the while I keep think-
ing of my Mother working in
ber little kitchen in Pennsyl-
vania who, when asked for a
recipe, explained—

“You add a pinch of this and
a pinch of that and then mix it
until it feels right"”

Most youth groups suffer due
to lack of parental help.
