There were no carpets on the noon, no curtains at
the windows. The silence was broken only by the muffled
sound of bells, but everywhere there was the feeling of
a pulsing, secret life.

My chair was seated facing the wall. A wrought iron
grille centered the wall. Beyond that there was space,
then another wrought iron grille, behind that a curtain.
In a few moments it would part, and I would find myself
facing a woman who had entered these walls when she
was 22. Now in her late thirties, she had never left these
walls.

What would she be like? How had she found life?
For this was the heart of the cloister world. I was in
the Monastery of the Blessed Sacrament, the Cloister of
the Dominican Nuns. Founded by St. Dominic in 1206,
they came to America in 1906. Now they are building a
new home at Thirteen Mile Rd. and Middlebelt in Farm-
ington. I had read a copy of their magazine "Echoes"
and found such warmth and humor that I was determined
to meet the person who could write like that from a
cloister.

Vivian proposed this course
as an alternate to investigation
by. a Congressional committee.

mittee, on which Vivian also
serves.

"There are several reasons

why the panel of scientists
could carry out this investiga-
tion better than a Congessional

committee." Vivian, the only

Vivian, the only Ph.D. scien-

tist ever to serve in the United
States Congress, explained the
operatjon of a proton accelera-
tor, and its importance in gain-
ing insights into the nature of
matter.

"Basically, the accelerator is
simply a three-mile long vac.
uum tube. bent around into a
circle a mile in diameter. We
can think of it as a perfectly
circular 'atomic race track'
with the ability to speed up
atomic particles injected into
it.

"The particles, guided by
huge magnets located around
the circle, are gradually acceI-
erated by powerful radio waves
to speed very nearlythe speed
of light. Then. they are direct-
ed against small samples of
target materials, and the "nu-
clear debris" from the impact
of these high-speed particles
with the target is then observed
and recorded by complex in-
struments," Vivian explained.

"There is virtually no distant
external radiation associated
with the accelerator, and what
little there is is screened from
the working staff by 0 a 25-foot
layer of earth above the entire
accelerator ring."

"The economic gain to the
area fortunate enough to be
selected as the final location
of the accelerator lab will be
tremendous," Vivian said.
"The annual payroll for the
laboratory is estimated at $60
million. Such a payroll op-
erates additional local ec-
onomic activity. which is esti-
mated to reach almost half a
billion dollars annually.
"In addition. such facilities

tand to generate greatly ex-
panded research activity in
their vicinity, as personnel
from the lab 'spin-off' to set up
their own enterprises, and new
firms and personnel are at-
tracted into the area.

The brightest spot in the columns of voting

figures which came tumbling off the machines
Monday in Livonia was tinged with the color of
green. Green for money - some $4.4 million-
and green for the parks and recreation land
which the money wil buy throughout Livonia.

As they had two times previously, a majority
of Livonia property owners who went to the
polls pulled down the '*yes" lever on the propo-
sal to i,5Sue bonds for the purchase of recrea.
tional space. This time, the majority ruled,
unfettered by an obsolete law which had thwart-
ed it twice before.

As most citizens know, it was not until this

year that a simple majority could approve the
sale of recreation bonds just as a simple maior-
ity elects a candidate in a municipality in
Michigan. Up to now, it took 60 per cent

To the average taxpayer, who'11 be paying
six dollars more a year, Monday's "yes" vote
was a wise investment. lt will mean that in
areas throughout the city, playgrounds and park-
Iand will soon crop up to till the empty spaces
between subdivisions, factories and shopping
center. It wiLI mean that the federal govern-
ment will step in with financial assistance to
help Livonia build swimming pools, skating rinks
and other recreational facilities.

But the victory is more than just opening
a door to recreational development in this city.
It is another chapter in the continuing evolution
of the principles of majority rule and "one man,
one vote," which began with the popular elec-

"Sort Guide" to the Perennial

Garden Flowers, by George W.
Kelly.

It consists of a plastic box of
cards slightly larger than play·
ing cards and a long pin.

One side of each card de-
scribes a plant, size, color
and habits.

The other is the same on all
cards, with sections for color,
height, form, soil type, whether
early or late blooming.

The cards bearing informa·
Uon about the kind of plant you
want will drop out of the pack.

There is no need to reassem·
ble the cards in any particular
position.

The holes will give you the
desired cards at any time.

In short, the Sort Guide will
help you pick the right flower
for the right place, plan you!
flower beds, learn more about
perennials, identily perenni,1
flowers and grow a better, more
colorful garden.

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Katsura IsFast Growing Uke Good Common Sense;
Shade Tree Avoid Mower Accidents

"If you're looking for a rapid
growing tree with good foliage
that gives filtered shade, con-
sider the Katsura Tree," says
Walter Haldeman of the Penn-
sylvfnia State University.

The foliage has a purplish
color as the heart-shaped leaves
unfold in early spring. In sum-
mer it is bright green and turns
pinkixh, yellow in autumn. Ma-
ture trees stand 50 to 60 feet
tall.

According to a Penn State
correspondence course on the
selection and care ot trees for
home landscaping. Katsura
grows best in rich molst soil
fully ,exposed to san. Grass
grows well beneath it because
the ro6ts go deep.
The plants take cold weather

and live outdoors over winter as
far north as southern Canada.
Diseases and insects attack
them little.

Many trees, in addition to
Katsura, are described in the
Penn Stale course. Anyone can
enroll simply by sending his
name and address with $1.50 to
Trees, Box 5000, University
Park, Pennsylvania 16802. A
course copy will cometo you
by mail.

Telling a man that he should
get an early start always
sounds so preachy, whether
you're advising him about sav-
ing money, going on a journey
or working on his lawn. But I
can't help it. Time is one of the
ingredients we all have to work
with.

It pays to get fertilizer down
earIy and well before Spring
becomes apparent on all sides
because grass begins to grow
down below before any growth
ia apparent on top.

The sooner nourishment is
made available, the sooner
new root growth and tillering
will ret started. Tmers are
the side shoots that cause
the grass plant to extend it-
self horizontally and so
thicken the tort keep out
weeds and fill up those bare
patches.
"But if I put on fertilizer

early, isn't there a good chance
that it will all get washed away
and wasted?" That might have
happened in the old days and
still could happen .with crude
chemicals.

But i with a modern fertilizer
such as Turf Builder the essen-
tial nutrients are released as
needed. You could. spread it
right on top of the snow and
you wottldn't waste it. Same
thing with seeding. The earlier
the better. In fact frozen ground
makes a fine seed bed.

If you're planning on using
a pre-emergence crabgrass con-
trol it should go on early, too.
However, some of these con-
trols are not compatible with
Seed.

If you want to do both jobs
at once. or within a couple of
weeks, be sare to get a crab-
grass control that will not harm
new seeding.
