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Ecumenical Evening with John Courtney Murrays® a Huge Success

Area residents turned out Sun-
day might for what was billed
as an “Ecumenical Evening
with John Courtney Murray.”
In fact, they filled the autdi-
torium at Southfield High
School.

And an ecumenical evening
it was. On the speakers plat-
form, in addition to Fr. Mur-
ray, sat: Rev. George Ram-
sey, pastor of the First
Presbyterian Church of Farm-
ington; Rev. Robert Eddy,
pastor of the Universalist-
Unitarian Church of Farming-
ton; Rabbi Milton Rosenbaum
of Temple Emmanuel in Oak
Park; Rev. Joseph Pelham,
pastor of Trinity Episcopal
.Church in Farmington; and
Fr. Joseph F. Ryder, pastor
of St. Alexander’s’ Roman
Catholic Church id ‘Farming-
ton.

In the audience sat a mixture
of clergy, Catholic religious,
and laymen—both Catholic and
Protestant.

They heard a description of
the recent Ecumenical Coun-
cil’'s Declaration ,on Religious

Liberty. “This is the first time
that the principle of religious
liberty beidg a human right has
been confirmed in a document
of the Catholic Church,” he
said. “The declaration is signi-
ficant because it incorporates a
principle of free society and
especially of American Soc-
jety.” |.

Fr. Murray, who served as a
consultant to the Vatican II
Ecumenical Council and bhelped
to draft the declaration, noted
that much of the document was
drawn from and similar to the
first amendment to the U. S.
Constitution.

“Theologically,” the Jesuit
added, “the declaration is the
first time that it has been
publicily announced that all
the Catholic Church wants in
a civil society is that which
she claims for others, free-
dom.

“The church does not ask for
an establishment of the church
in the state,” he said and noted
that this concept “is regulated
to its place in history and is not
a part of Catholic doctrine” in
the declaration.

May Fellowship Day is a
focal point in a three-year
major emphasis on the assault
on poverty. The accent this
second year is upon action in
the local community, preferably
with other community groups,
toward the elimination of
poverty.

He termed the declaration as
“pothing more than updating
the church and bringing its
doctrine up to step with what
has long been accepted by soci-
ety'"

Fr. Murray added that the
acceptance of the declaration
by the Council was absolutely
necessary because it was an
“essential element” in the work
of the Council, namely Renew-
al, Reform and Dialogue.

“If this declaration had not
passed,” he asserted, ‘“the
Council would not have been
faithful to its message to hnm
anity when it opened ‘that it

would be concerned with ‘the
great dignity of man and the
commun’ty of peoples through-
out the world.’

“This is more of a beginning
than an end,” he noted. FT.
Murray added that today there
are many threats to freedom
in the world and the document
opens the whole problem of
Christian freedom as such. He
said that he thought the time
would come when representa-
ttives of the Catholic Church
and the World Council |of
Churches would jointly draft
and issue a statement on the
Christian principle of religious
freedom.

In answer to a quesﬂon

about what stand the declara-

tion takes in- relation to- the

controversy of aid to religious
education Fr. Murray assert-
ed that “I don’t think what
the declaration says and what

the American constitution

holds is in any manmer ol
direct. conflict.

“The American  government
takes account of the religious
life of its people in a variety of
ways,” he noted and added
that “‘the problem comes with

the phrase separatiom of |

church and state and how to
show it favor.

“The declaration does not say
how the government should
favor to religion, just that gov-
ernment should do this.”’ Fr.
Murray pointed out that mno
stand was taken by the Council
on the question-of government
aid to religious education, be-
cause of the fact that this is
dealt with in a variety of dif-
ferent ways in different parts
of the world.

He noted that aid to religious
education is given in many
countries, while in many .other
countries of the world such as-
sistance is refused.

He might have bought the
furniture anyway—but at least
he should have ' known just
what be was paying to finance
it.

More on Pension Fund
Editor:

Two years after I last ran for
Mayor (in 1964), and in re-
sponse to a letter in your
“Reader. Speaks” column,
signed by “W. D. — Livonia
resident” (who is unimown to
me), your paper again, under
“Ed. Note,” comments on the
pension fund investment which
took place in early 1862, You
state that the “fund was
illegal,” but you carefully omit

ing your readers all the
facts fully known to Mr, and
Mrs. Chandler at the time,

The City Attorney, in an
opinion dated April 19, 1956,
said that pension funds could
be invested in the same secur-
ities as may be purchased by
life insurance companies and
which, according to Michigan
statutes, may be either F.H.A.
or conventional mortgages. A
contrary view was Ilater ex-
pressed by an Assistant City
Attorney. On November 14,
1961, I asked for an opinion
from the Chief of the Civil Dijvi-

sion of the Wayne County Pros- -

ecutor’s Office, and on Decem-
ber 20, 1961, I received an
opinion, No. 1608, stating that
pension funds could be vested
in F.H.A, mortgages. I sent this
opinion to the Pension Board
on December 27, 1961.

Pension funds had been in-
vested by the State of Michigan
and the County of Wayne in
mortgages for a number of
years and there was never any
to be invested only in govern-
ment securities.;

On April 1, 1964, the Wayne
County Prosecuetor ruled:

“That no one person, includ-

It is mighty important for elected officials to have
courage of their convictions; principles and stand pat on
them; remain adamant in the face of pressure.

HOWEVER, there are times when compromise is
the keynote and prudent thing to do.

This time has come in the stalemate of I-96 going
through Livonia. The conflict is between Livonia’s
Mayor, Council and Schoolcraft College Board. The

death-grip to the end they are involved in must end.

The officials of the State Highway Department
have issued an ultimatum — either settle the matter or
they will leave the portion of the expressway between
Five and Seven Mile Roads sit and have the expressway
end at Five and resume between Seven and Haggerty

Road if the deadlock continues.

For those that came in late . . . The Mayor of Livonia
and the City Council have issued a resolution that the
expressway follow Haggerty Road and cut off a sizeable
portion of the front side of Schoolcraft College campus.

The Schoolcraft College Board is just as insistent
that the route follow an easterly pattern which it says
the State Highway Department set up as the original plan.

The Highway Department points out that the east-
erly route, which it apparently does recommend will
cost $6.5 million as compared with a cost of $12 million
along Haggerty Road.

Mayor Harvey Moelke says he told the Trustees of
the College at an early date he would not approve the
expressway going around the easterly boun of the
college because it would cut off a portion of the city,
making servicing difficult; would cut the city from one
of its best park sites; and would retard development or
eliminate what the city has on their Master Plan as one
of their best residential sections.

“There has never been any change in my thoughts,”
says the Mayor. “I told the College Board way back when
they were planning their campus that the City would
never agree to have some of its residents isolated from
the remainder of Livonia by a highway.”

But there’s a bit of a rub to his thinking — the
College Board doesn’t have a written communication
from Moelke in regard to his feelings and the Trustees
feel they are being “sold down the river.”

“We had some of the building under construction
before we were told of Mayor Moelke’s objections,” says
Chairman Harold Fischer, head of the College Board
and'a Plymouth resident. “We would never have planned
a campus along Haggerty Road ‘with the thought that
within five years a freeway would be placed there and
slice off a good portion of the land and also make the
front of the campus the back.”

The College Trustees point out that as long as five
years ago when they were making plans for the construc-
tion of buildings and setting up the campus, they first
checked with the Highway Department in Lansing and
were informed it would be better to build as close to
Haggerty Road as possible — the highway would go
around the east side of the college property.

Unfortunately the Trustees do not have a written
confirmation of that advice either. All verbal. The
Mayor to the College to the Highway Department
officials.

On the easterly route is a Livonia subdivision and
park area; on the Haggerty route is the College Adminis-
tration Building, 160 feet from the pro%)xs;ed highway
and a slice out of student and faculty parking lots. |

But the City Council and the College Board can
halt the project indefinitely — each has the right to
veto which it doesn’t consider suitable for its plans.

The College also feels that the Livonia Council and
Mayor are using the freeway route to force the Highwa’gj
Department to make some improvements on Plymout
Road. In their recent resolution the wording indicates
this to be true: “Further, such approval is contingent
upon the State Highway Department supplying neces-
sary funds for the widening and improvement of Plym-
outh Road in a manner satisfactory to the City of
Livonia.” v

The College could care less about that.

Citizens are invited to express their views. The
college isn’t owned by the trustees and the City of °
Livonia isn’t owned by the Mayor and Council and
the expressway isn’t owned by the State Highway
Commission. You pay the bill. What do you think?

How does one know when he
should renew the landscaping
around his home?
