Annexation might be the most feasible
route for cities, but it certainly can carve
up a Township and leave isolated spots left
to fend for themselves.

Farmington Township Supervisor Curt
Hall stated at a public meeting one night
that there was no question about the fact
that the most efficient manner for the
entire Farmington community to develop
would be through consolidation.
