With the deadline for filing nominating petitions
less than a month away-on Jan. 3-there has been little
interest shown in the four vacancies coming up in the
Plymouth City Commission.

Matter of fact there is the same "who wants the job"
attitude that marked the recent election in Plymouth
Township when the present administration and trustees
were elected with only one Democrat in opposition.

Ina,much as the City of Plymouth elections are
nonpartisan, the:·e isn't any such designation as Republi-
can or Democrat. But from the interest shown thus far, it
aopears as if there won't be any designation of candidates
either.

The four Commissioners slated to leave at the end of
the fiscal year in April unless they seek re-election are:
George Lawton, James Jabara. Arch Vallier and George
Hudson.

For Lawton, Vallier and Jabara. it is the completion
of four year terms. Hudson is ending two years on the
Commission.

Each is eligible for re-election for either a four or two-
)·Lar term. The City Charter provides that the lou· n·,ap of
the four elected receives a two-year term while the other
three are named for four years.

Of the four, Vallier and Jabara appear to be the only
ones certain to file. Vallier, as the City's elected Super-

risul· and member of the Wayne County Board of Super-
visors, has made quite a name for himself with that
Board in recent weeks for his demand for a review of the
prices charged at the Metropolitan Airport.

He alleged -and it was later proved-that the menu
at Metro were much higher than those at other municiphl
airports of similar or large size. As a result of Valliers
charges. the ait port concescionaire added new items to
the menu that were in line with price< charged eiscu·iicir.

Thus. it fs almost a certainty that Vallier trill run
imain. Arch has a strong feeling that his job is far from
complete in the City of Plymouth and that he may be able
to correct some of the faults in another four-year term.

Then. too, it is taken for granted that Vallier will
>eek another term as Supervisor for the City of Plymouth.
He has become a strong influence on the Wayne County
Board of Supervisors and appears to be in a position to
become chairman of some of the major committees if
named to another term.

"In the face of these almost

overwhelming pressures, it
seems almost certain that the
total num6er of fatalities will
creep slowly upward for ser
eral years at least, barring
any major economic or mili.

"By then we hope and be-
lieve that the positive pres-
sure, resulting from new
legislation will begin to take
effect. turning the accident
curve downwards."

In the meantime. the safe-
ty authority cautioned driv-
er, not to expect any over-
night lessening of traffic haz-
ards. "On the contrary," he
warned, "the next few years
will be an especially crucial
time for drivers when it will

be up to the individual to ac-
oept the responsibility for his
own well-being as never be-
fore."

ty. over and above all liens.

Real Properly-This term
is synonymous and used in-
terchangably with real estate
and includes not only the
land. but buildings, fences,
sidewalks and other improv-
ments on the land. Real pro
perty also includes all water
within the property bounda-
ries and all minerals, ores
and oils in natural deposit
beneath the surface of the
Iand.

Being knowledgeable of Clerk Rice's tactics. I think
the new Supervisor will need all of the support he can
muster to keep intrigue at a minimum.

Because of this I commend the Garden City Council
for taking action and declaring the post of Garden City
Judge vacant. Then they appointed Judge-elect Richard

take office until July 4 from Judge Russell L. Swarthout,
who refused to resign upon request from the Council.

Judge Swarthout has ben on leave of absence from
the bench since the summer of 1965 following his indict-
ment by a federal grand jury on income lax evasion charges
of a law client in which he was involved. The Federal Court
Jury brought in a conviction. 11 M true the case is being
reviewed-and possibly will be dismissed be€ause of
'electronic eavesdropping."

If this happens Judge Swarthout can go back to prae·
ticing law where clients may come to him of their own free
Will.

But the poor judgment he showed by his previous
involvements should remove him from office where
those who have no choice must appear before him.
A judge who judges others MUST BE above reproach
himself.

On the brighter side of the political scene Congressman-
elect Jack McDonald has chosen an able Administrative
Assistant who will be going to Washington with him. His
.inme ig A. J, Harris and he hails from Walled Lake, He
is articulate, organized and full of fresh enthusiasm.

Horace Engler is assisting Congressman MeDonald
:n organizing a Washington, D. C. party for his inaticurn-
tion. The entourage will leave at 7 a.m. Jan. 10 for $59.85
per person round trip.

The group will attend a reception at Jack McDonald's
1ffice after the inauguration and a cocktail party and
luncheon for Senator Robert Griffin. Motel accommodations
are being arranged by -Arranger Engler" for $10 a person
and the deposit is required by this week.

Congressman McDonald anticipates being on the
Public Works or Education and Labor Committee. Either
Would be interesting for his district and would allow him
to contribute meaningfully to solving the problems of this
area.

His predecessor Billie S. Farnum, in leaving the scene

r,rELL, it's Christmastime again, and the joyous
I occasion never comes around without me suffer-

Eng a few' pangs of nostalgia with a wish that I was back
in the Pennsylvania Dutch Country-even for just a visit.

Along life's journey one is exposed to many fascinat-
ing customs of the people in various sections of the land.
But few, if any. are more fascinating than the customs of
the Pennsylvania Dutch at Christmastime.

These fri endly folks. noted far and wide for their
cleanliness and their cooking ability. work all year for

, the pleasure of displaying their "Putz" at Christmastime.
For the uninitiated a -putz" is a platform on which the

Christmas tree is placed before it is decorated and it serves
as part of the Christmas display.

Thi "putz" runs thi gamut from snow scenes to
miniature cilies. with such things as electric railroad
systems complete with irains and stations. They even

hav• tunnels through which the train must pass to com-
plete its trip.

***

QTILL others are confined to an elaborate display of
4/ the Nativity. even to having the Wise Men slowly

walking over the hills following the star of Bethlehem.

These things are fascinating. but to the stranger, or
visitor, it is the manner in which they are shown. These
kindly "Dutch" people. taking pride in their work, invite
folks into their home to see the display and the invitation

is a simple sign on the porch, "Putz Open."

I had occasion. several years ago, to visit in the "old
home town" and while there at Christmastime saw one

of the most beautiful "putz" I ever had seen. This family
had gone out to the woods to select a tree. Instead of the

conventional evergreen, they chose the top of a sassafras
tree.

This has a sort of sticky bark. To this was wrapped the
electric wires of lights and then the entire tree was

sprinkled with imitation snow. Under the tree-on the

*putz"-he had crumpled pillows from his bed, covered
them with a white sheet and spread mirrors about. then
covered the entire section with the imitation snow.

What a winter scene:

The only thing to come close to equaling it was the
sight of the Moravian choir, high in the church tower, on

Christmas Eve, singing the favorite Christmas carols. If
anything were needed to put you in the wpirit of things
that would.
