merce of toys made from
hazardous substances.

The faces of the dolls are

made of nitrocellulose, a

highly flammable plastic also
used in the manufacture of

gunpowder. The dolls are

from seven to 16" in length.
Fire officials said confusion

about the origin of the dolls
resulted in a warning that
was too limited. They urged

anyone who suspects a doll
might be dangerous to either
destrop it or return it to the
store where it was purchased.

The dangerous dolls were
thought to have been only
those made in Poland and im-

ported through Great Britain
by A. D. Sutton.

American citizens won another battle

last week in the fight for human rights.
The latest victory came in the form of a
legal opinion from a panel of three Wayne
County Circuit Court judges who ruled in
a split 2-1 decision that the controversial
Detroit "Homeowners' Rights" Ordinance
is unconstitutional.

Although the ordinance itself affects only
Detroit directly, if the local law were up-
held legally. it woudn't take too much
imagination to see that followers of "Poin-

dexterism" would soon push for similar
ordinances in suburban communities.

The original ordinance. which was en-
dorsed by Detroit voters during an informa.
tion vacuum caused by a four-month long
newspaper strike. clearly violates the state
and federal constitutions and every precept
of moral behavior. -,

The now unconstitutional ordinance gave
property owners the privilega (not the
right) to discriminate in the buying and
selling of homes for whatever reasons they
want. In short, it keeps them from selling to
racial and religious minorities. in violation
of the state and federal constitutions and

allows them to get away with it.
But, no more.

If a person is denied the right to buy
and acquire property solely for racial or
religious reasons, it is wrong-morally and
legally. The laws and court rulings have
been on the side of people in the matters of
human and civil rights.

The proponents of the Detroit homeown-
ers' ordinances have argued in past years
that private property rights include the
privilege of disposing of his property as he
sees fit. But. what they don't realize isthat
properly rights is a two-way street. One di-
rection involves a person selling his land.
The other direction concerns a person mov-
ing in the front door, or acquiring land.
Governments can't lock (or unlock) the
back door, the selling process. without af-
fecting the front door section of the issue.

If a person is denied the right TO OWN

property on the basis of race or religion,

he is being deprived of his rights under
the 14th Amendment, and thats that.

No one is really certain

what the original Twelfth
Night cake was like; it was
made on the day some called
"Old Christmas." in the time

before recipes were popular-
ly recorded.

Baking powder was un-
known then, so it may have
been a yeast-cake. or some-
thing like a pound cake,
leavened with eggs. It prob-
ably contained some sort of
dried fruit.

Tradition says that a pea
and a bean wer• baked in

the cake. The cake was cut

wilh ceremony• and the
finders of the pea and th•

bean became the king and
queen of the revel.

Our favorite version of the

Twelfth Night cake is this
one, which resembles a pound
cake. Finely cut candied
fruits or citron could be used,
or raisins. but the loveliest
flavor is found in the use of
ginger.
