Such ministers are bar-
red from local public office
by the Plymouth charter and
the citizens of Plymouth are
barred from electing them.”

In another portion of his
opinion, Judge Baum ripped
the framers of section 4.4 of
the city charter,

“The destruction and
frustration of direct and
indirect s ¢ 1 f - government
must have been a goal
deliberately pursued by
the framers of section 4.4
of the city charter.” he |
wrote, “The purpese and |
effect of section 4.4 of the !
city charier is so offensive
to basic principles of
American representati ve

“Second, they are also ﬁre-
vented from electing repre-
sentatives, who, like them-,
selves,” are substantially un-
propertied. One would not
be surprised to find a belief
on the part of unpropertied
persons that they could be
most adequately represented
in government by persons as
poor and. unpropertied as
themselves.

“Poor people are not the
only ones to feel the bite of
the Plymouth Charter. All
residents of Plymouth, rich,
poor, or in between, are de-
prived of a free choice of
public representatives, All
voters of "Plymouth, regard-
less of wealth, are denied
the opportunity to have as a
representative on the City
.Government any person who
fails the property test of Sec-
tion 4.4 of the city charter.

“Indeed, a man might be
very wealthy and still be
barred from: elective office
in Plymouth. Let us take
for example a hypothetical
millionaire. He owns a win-

In his opinion, Judge Baum
wrote: “If a person through
religious belief carried out a
vow of poverty, he would be
ineligible to hold office in
Plymouth. Applied to such a
person, Section 4.4 of the
charter would probably: be
unconstitutional as a dimi-
nution of his political rights,
privileges and capacities on
the basis of his religious be-
lief.

Associate Prof. J. Wilhem,
of the U-M Graduate School
of Busmess Administration,
says that because magazines,
newspapers, direct mail ad-
vertising, and similar mater-
ials can be sent through the'
mail at lower rates than first-
class mail, many critics
charge that businesses send-
ing them are in effect receiv-
ing a government subsidy.

- A congressman recenily
announced that he intends
to introduce a bill to raise
the rates on mail other
than first class to elimin.
ate this “subsidy.”

Wilhelm, comments: "

“The appeal of the ‘mail
subsidy’ argument is very
strong for people who find
it annoying to receive Junk
mail. There are many people
in the economy who are op-
posed to advertising and they
find direct mail advertising
annoying. The idea of raising
the costs of direct mail is ap-
pealing to such groups.

“Actually, however, the ar-
gument that the junk mail is
being subsidized by low rates
is quite questionable, and a
strong argument can be put
forth that the first-class mail
is the one being subsidized
and not the junk mail. -

- The key point in the de-
bate over Post Office sub-
sidy, Wilhelm says. is
whether the Post Office
Department could signifi-
‘cantly reduce its costs and
personnel if it did not have
o carry any mail other
than first class. If it could
not eliminate post offices,
mailmen, frucks, or sori-
ing personnel, cosis would
remain about the same.

Unless these .jcosts could
be reduced, “then there
would be nothing gained by
eliminating_ or reducing the
junk mail and, indeed, the
‘Jlosses of the Post Office
would be even larger than
they are now,” the U-M econ-
omist declares.

“Actually If we look at the
broad. picture of the Post
Office it is difficult to see
how the department could
eliminate many post offices
or many postmen, or even
many postal trucks if it had
to carry first class mail only,”
he adds,

"“The postman still would

have to walk past every
house every day. The only

With very little updating
“Heartbreak House” could
relate quite easily to our
present conflict in Vietnam.

G. B. Shaw admits that
he was influenced by Anton
Chekhov when wrmng
“Heartbreak House.” He had
seen Chekhov's “Cherry Or-
chard” and “Three Sisters”
and recognized what the Rus-
sian playwright was saying
about a decadent society.

“He won’t have
a chance” was the comment. “That provi-
sion is'in charters in cities throughout the
state. He has to be wrong.”

Among his
experiences were numerous
rides in taxicabs in Istan-
bul, Turkey, The following
is taken from the notes he
managed to scrawl during
one of his rides.)

STANBUL — New ' York

cabbies and New York{

taxis are supposed to be the
most famous in the world.

London taxicabs, with
their high-sided, austere all-
black bodies and calm driv-
ers, are surely the most dig-
nified in the world.

Tokyo's taxi drivers, who
know only the location of
the accelerator pedal are the

most suicidal in the world. |

But Istanbul's taxi sys-
tem, considered as a sys-
lem, is the most unusual in
my experience.

Brother, forget about call-
ing your local taxi cab office
to ask for a radio cab to
.come to your door. Forget,
in fact, about calling the cab
office at all. I tried numer-
ous ones, aided by a skilled
Turkish speaker, and got no
answers from any of them:
most don’t even have phones.

No, indeed. You don’t call
cabs. You don’t even go out
to yeur nearest cab stand to
see if one is there.

In Istanbul, you stand on
the corner of a street, eye-
ing the squash of traffic go-
ing by — donkeys, ancient
busses, men with four-foot
high loads on their* backs,
an occasional® black limous-
ine belonging to.a (success-
ful) Turkish businessman,
and an incredible screaming,
belching, wheezing, rattling
hoard of cars.

Out of this. you may
just barely be able o pick
out the particularly whee-
sy and rattling form which
belongs to the Turkish
taxi, called a “dolmesh.”

It is Captain Turner’s opinion there should be’a meeting
of the minds—a conference at least, between the' court, the
law enforcement officers and the psychiatrist before any
action is taken to release a person with criminally insane
tendencies, ‘Sometimes the family interferes because of a
fear of social stigma.

Missionary

The Rev. Brian Seiler,
Missionary to New Guinea
for the Lutheran Church —
Missouri Synod, will be the
guest speaker on Palm Sun-
day at the Lutheran Church
of the Risen Christ, Ply-
mouth.

Missionary Seiler and Mrs.
Seiler, a registered nurse,
have entered the L.ake Ko-
piago area of New Guinea,
which was closed to white
‘men until the 1960’s. Pastor
Seiler established contact
with seven native villages,
and began teaching Chris-
tianity in each of them. Ap-
proximately two thousand
persons live in each village.

The missionary couple re-
turned to the United States
only recently and this will
be the first speaking engage-
ment for Rev. Seiler since
leaving New Guinea.

When we v}ere liﬁ‘ie girls,

” Qur father wasn’t Irish, we
knew, but our mother was,
and we were proud of it.
Presbyterian to the bone, we
were deligh to discover
-that one of the first chapters
of the Friendly Sons of St.
Patrick in colonial America
was founded in New York as
an ecumenical venture on the
part of Irishmen of the Rom-
an Catholic and Presbyterian
faiths.

Ever since 1845, St. Pat-
rick’s Day has been a nation-
wide observance, held to cei-
ebrate the anniversary of the
Saint's birth, I had always
thought.
