your tax dollars being built
into mortar and steel com-
plex for the benefit of free-
Joaders. This is a facility for
housing senior citizens in the
Plymouth Community with
rules, regulations and a pol-
icy set up by the Housing
Authority and approved by
federal agencies in Chicago.”

McLaren explained the
project is financed by a feder-
al grant with bonds that must
be amortized in 40 years
through revenue from the
operation of the facility.

“The grant from the feder-
al government:requires that
the housing facility must
have a2 minimum of a 20 per
cent gap between the rental
fees for private housing and
that of the public units,” Mc-
Laren explained.

“And because it is a fed-
eral grant, it must have
open occupancy which
means there can not be
_discrimination because of
race. color, creed or sex.”

McLaren told the audience
that it is almost impossible
for a project to wind up a
year's operation in the black
and that in such instances,
the government subsidizes
the deficit.

“In Warren,” he said, “We
have taken every precau-
tion for the safety 6f the eld-
erly. We have made the
rooms bigger to take care of
old-fashioned furniture, We
have abandoned bath tubs
for showers with a seat and
installed congtols on all show-
ers to eliminate scalding or
freezing.

“We have built in all pos-
sible types of safety devices
such as hand and guard rails,
no-slide tile flooring, elimin-
ated all items that could
cause injuries and installed
windows that are easy to
clean.

“We have emergency data
posted on the doors of each
unit so that persons finding
a tenant in a critical' condi-
tion can start by calling ‘the
doctor listed and then taking
all steps necessary for the
protection of the ailing.”

McLaren stated that the
Warren Authority learned
rather quickly that it could.
not force senior citizens to
move into the facilities.

“It's more of a case of try-
ing to entice them to use the
better facilities,” he smiled,
“And then we have to make
sure there are enough activi-
ties to keep all busy since
older persons have a tenden-
cy to withdraw and stay in
their rooms unless drawn
Out " L

McLaren indicated that the
Authority s2ts up the policy
for eligibility, net worth,
ceiling on income and the
rent scale. It also sets up

standard of cleanliness.

The rental scale in Warren
is from $22.50 for a one bed-
room to $58 for a two, based
on the net worth and annual
income.

In Warren, the tenant pays
the utilities and these in turn
are deducted from the month-

At Youth Pops Concert

The- Livonia Youth Sym-

| phony Society’s full house

Pops Concert Audience was
privileged to hear a perform-
er who is widely recognized
and acclaimed as an artist in
the playing of percussion in-
struments.

Robert Clark, percussion-
ist and xylophone soloist of
the Detroit Concert Band
and director of the Bentley
High School band needs no
further introduction.

Clark demonstrated his
knowledge of the history
of these instruments and
his skill as a performer.
One of the many percus-
sion instrumenits which he
discussed and demonsirai-
od was the tympani, the
only percussion instrument
which has a definite pitch
and therefore plays a har-
monic role in an ensemble.
Bach was the first com-

poser to use the tympani.
However, 3000 years B.C.
the Orientals used a drum
similar to the tympani. Dur-
ing the romantic'period the
tympani was given free
sweep as its use in the or-

chestra. It now reinforces the
bass part and adds a drama-
tic, electrifying part.

Clark related that the tym-
pani is one of the very, very
important instruments in the
orchestra and a difficult one
to play correctly. He conclud-
ed with the statement that
percussionists have the most
fun. His performance of the
melodie Chopin Valse and

verified this statement.
At the same program a

Madonna College is intro-

ducing a Reading Specialist/

Program into its ¢urriculum

this spring, announced Sister

M. Lauriana, -academ_ic dean.

The program, which makes
one a certified remedial read-
ing. teacher, will require the
taking of a minimum of 12
semester hours in the area of
reading instruction, six sem-
ester hours of which will be
in diagnosis of reading dis-
ability and methods of re-
mediation.

Six courses will be made
available, Electives will in-
clude. Psychology of Read-
ing — application of psycho-
logical ‘principles to the read-
ing - learning process; Media
and Children’s Literature —
creativity in teaching chil-
dren’s literature through the
use of television, drama, pro-
grammed learning and other
new approaches; Administer-
ing a Reading Program — or-
ganizing, implementing and
appraising total reading pro-
grams, both departmental
and remedial; and Speech
Correction — problems of
children inclufling articula-
tion defects, stuttering, de-
layed speech, cerebral palsy.
and voice disorders.

The two required courses
for certification are: Diagnos-
tic and Remedial Reading

and the Reading Practicum,
which will consist of super-
vised clinical and classroom
teaching.

The first course, Psychol-
ogy of Reading, will be offer-
ed from May 8 to June 9 from
7 to 8:30 p.m. Mondays, Wed-
nesdays and Fridays. Regis-
tration for the course will be
held on May 4 from 3 to §
p.m.

The two required courses
will be offered during the
regular summer session, June
19 to July 28: Diagnostic and
Remedial Reading on Mon-
days and Wednesdays from
8:20 to 10:30 a.m. and Read-
ing Practicum in the after-
noons with the time to be ar-
ranged.

According to the state of
Michigan, a fully qualified
remedial reading teacher
must - also have completed
three years of successful
teaching in either elementary
school or teaching of langu-
age arts curriculum in sec-
ondary school, have a Mich-
igan teaching certificate and
a baccalaureate degree.

A teacher may be tempor-
arily approved for one year
if he has an AB degree, a
Michigan provisional certifi-
cate, six semester hours in
reading instruction and have
completed one year of suc
cessful teaching.

You demonstrate respect
for others when you listen
until the speaker has. finish-
ed. So. when a child inter-
rupts, your simple comment,
“Wait until Sally finishes,”
clarifies an important rule
of conversation. And you in-
form him that he has the
right to speak, in his turn,
when you ask him, “Now,
Jack what did you want to
say?”

Consistency in these prac
tices teaches the child that
he can 'wait to express his
views, Mrs. Duvall points
out. Once having the atten-
tion he wants, and assured
of anu audience until he fin.
ishes, he is able to speak
without hurrying.

He is practicing the essen-
tial skill of communicating
his idea to others. In time
he becomes aware of clues
from his listeners indicating
whether they understand.

A child who talks too long,
preventing others from shar-
ing ideas, can learn by being
told, “You must finish now,
so Jack can tell us what he
thinks.”

In the seemingly slmple
act of talking, parents help
children learn respect for
each other and gain it for
themselves. Children also
learn limits on individual
rights, social skills, and the
skill to speak and to listen,
Mrs. Duvall adds.
