delinquency, the conference
numbered among its purtici-
pants Mayors Harvey Moelke
of Livonia and Thomas
Brown of Westland, and
court and police officials
from Plymouth, Farmington,
Livonia, Westland and Gar-
den City.

Milliken, who presented
an address in behalf of Gov.
George Romney, called on
all citizens to “recognize
that despite all the best ef-
forts of courts and law en-
forcement agencies, our so-
ciety can only be strong
when people want to obey
the laws, want to be good
citizens and want to be mor-
ally responsible.,” He went
on to advocate an extension
of “community service” pro-
grams crossing individual
agency lines to promote such
desires in youth.

Receiving most attention
from the conference was the
Oakland County Protective
Services Program. Establish-
ed through the joint sponsor-
ship of the Oakland County
Juvenile Court, local mun-
icipalities and local boards
of education, the protective
services agency in each par-
ticipating community pro-
vides an avenue for delin-
quent and pre-delinquent
counseling without the stig-
ma of court record,

Too often, noted Qakland
County Circuit Judge Arthur
Eugene Moore, 25 years a
probate judge before his re-
cent election to the circuit
bench, “the delinquent youth
is scarred by the appearance
on his record of juvenile
court action.”

Circuit Judge Moore, fath-
er of Probate Judge Moore,
the conference chairman,
urged communities that cur-
rently do not have protect-
ive service agencies to estab-
lish them at once,

Farmington Police Chief
Robert Deadman commented
afterward that his office em-
ploys the protective service
office in Farmington on num-
erous occasions, and also
cited the advantage of avoid-
ing an unnecessary court
record. The chief problem
with protective services, he
said, which are government-
ally financed but governed
themselves by community
organizations as well as of-
ficial institutions, is that
they haven't the official pow-
ers of the juvenile court.

Deadman added that as
many as 10 per cent of youths
contacted by the protective
sarvice body through refer-
ral from school and govern-
mental officials refuse the
family and individual coun-
seling offered. In these cases,
Deadman says, either the
court is contacted or the case

is dropped.

Esch Tells of Draft Policies

For the first time in many years, the once rou-
tine proposal for extending the Selective Service Act
found itself faced with serious questioning and a few
new additions. While it passed the House with only
nine dissenting votes, indications are that the admin-
istration of the draft will be in for some close Con-
gressional scrutiny during the next four years, per-

haps leading to major revisions in the future.

The House version, passed
two weeks ago, differs from
that passed in the Senate
where the present Selective
Service Act was, for the most
part, merely extended in.its
present form. Extensive hear-
ings and study by the House

Armed Services Committee
led to several desirable

student deferminis were
continued by the House
and the institution of a
draft lottery is prohibited
unless the President finds
it in the national inierest
and gains Congressional ap-
proval.

The major

inient of the
House bill was to gain some

equity and uniformity within
the bounds of the present
structure. At this writing the
matter is before a conference
committee to work out the
differences between the two
chambers and we are work-
ing to keep the House im-
provements in the bill.

While the House commitiee
spent a great deal of time
studying the draft, consider-
ation on the Floor was far
from adequate. Debate and

amendment were severly lim-
ited and, as a result, the type
of searching analysis needed
on such an important nation-
al concern never occured,

1 supported an unsuccess-

ful amendment which
would have extended the
draft for only two years in-
stead of four. In this way,
we had hoped to encourage
in-depth study of various
alternatives by preventing
a long period of extended
conscription.

One alternative that de-
serves more attention is the
concept of an all volunteer
force to replace mandatory

service. This idea has consid-
erable merit and I am ex-
ploring it with several other
Members who expect to come
up with a concrete and de-

 tailed analysis later in the

year.

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High Time For Action
To End Traffic Jams

Thanks to the workings of the
Waine County Road Commission,
the cities of Livonia and Plym-
outh are involved in the greatest
traffic snarls in history.

The Road Commission closed
Sheldon Road from the C&O
Railroad north to Five Mile Road
from Five to Six Mile Roads in
Livonia.

There was some advance notice
of the Sheldon Road closing for
widening the highway in that
particular area but there was
scant notice of the closing in Liv-
onia and the end result is that
both cities are faced with hor-
rendous traffic jams during most
of the day.

We feel both highway groups
should sit down with governmen-
tal officials involved and take
immediate steps to correct the
situation. }

When one takes 50 minutes to
drive from Plymouth to Livonia,
then there has to be something
wrong. Such a trip normally
takes 20 minutes, driving at a
comfortable speed.

When one turns into Merriman
or Hubbard Roads in Livonia
from Six Mile with the thought
of getting to Five Mile Road and
then becomes involved with
bumper to bumper traffic mov-
ing at a snail’s pace, then it’s high
time that Livonia officials step in
and take action.

These are actual instances and
the jams are getting more and
more complicated daily.

In the City of Plymouth, if one
is trying to make a turn out of
one of the side streets onto Main
Street, Mill Street or Starkweath-
er, he had better be a daredevil
and take a big chance or become
accustomed to long waits. :

There just isn’t a chance of
getting out into the traffic flow
unless some Good Samaritan de-
cides to give you a break, slows
traffic down and allows you in.
But that’s only one car coming
out of the side street and perhaps
there are four or five backed up.

In Plymouth Township, it's
worth one’s life to try to make
a left turn from Phoenix Road
into Northville Road. Here
again, there is a definite need
for a traffic light to keep traf-
fic flowing. Otherwise the pre-
sent situation of trying to break
into the Northville Road traf-
fice is a real problem.

Closing Sheldon Road appears
to have more than doubled the
traffic on Northville Road which
moves into the City of Plymouth
generally following a pattern of
going down Starkweather and
then across Main Street.

This has successfully closed off
the side streets and caused tre-
mendous jams at the intersec-
tion of Starkweather and Main.
Oftentimes the lines stretch from
the C&0O station to Main Street.
This means that none can come
out of the sidestreets. And when
a train passes—the mess becomes
messier.

In the past it was possible to
avoid jams by going north on
Sheldon, east on Five Mile Road
and then follow Northville Road
to either Six Mile or Phoenix.
That's all eliminated by the Shel-
don Road closing.

In the City of Livonia, traific
did move at a normal pace
along Farmington Road with
jams only at peak traffic times.
At the present moment it ap-
pears as if there are peak traf-
fic times from early morning
to early evening and the tem-
per of drivers is just like the
weather—hot and humid.

Livonia is trying to resolve the
situation but Public Works Com-
missioner Robert Shaw told the
Observer that there have been no
complaints about traffic conges-
tion. All we can say is that Shaw
should look out his office window
and see what’s happening on Five
Mile Road—that isn’t exactly a
Memorial Day parade that has
the road clogged. Those are all
cars of motorists who are won-
dering just how the City agreed
to such a deal.

The County Road Commission
has set up the detours according
to Shaw and the Traffic Division
under the direction of Lt. Robert
Thorne is trying to work with
them.

We suggest that Shaw and
Lt. Thorne take a drive from
Farmington and Six to either
Hubbard or Merriman and get
involved in one of the traffic
jams—then even they will have
to admit that there is conges-
tion.

We suggest a traffic light at
Hubbard and Six could relieve
the trouble. We believe a traffic
light at Phoenix Road and North-
ville Road would aid there and
we suggest the “Table and Talk”
City Commission of Plymouth do
less talking and tabling and do
something about the situation
that has the city thoroughly tied
up most of the time.

This is the time to act, not after
harried drivers have put up with
such things as 50 minutes be-
tween Plymouth and Livonia for
weeks on end.

A freedom they
never had but k.now they’ve lost?

Who knows.

Plain simpie curiosity is a big
part of it.

Out here in the suburbs, where
people try to dress nicely and
keep their lawns cut and their
cars clean, the sight of an outlaw
motoreycle club is a real spec-
iacle.

So the curious and the thrill
seekers come. They watch.

And the motorcycle gangs, de-
lighted to be the center of at-
tention, start acting up.

Why?

“To make people really blow
their minds,” said one Hell's

Angel, quoted in a recent book
on the subject.

But why, then, is there so
much fear of the gangs? Why do
otherwise reasonable men hope
the cops will beat the living day-
lights out of them?

Surely it can’t be because they
are physically afraid of harm. If
the police are around, the
chances of .anyone getting hurt
are very slight.

THINK part of the explanation

lies in that the gangs are a
threat, not so much to people’s
physical safety, but rather to
their style of life.

The gangs are tough. They
fight a lot, and break the law.,
They probably take a certain
amount of dope, and they cer-
tainly drink a lot.

But more importantly, they
represent a group of people to
whom all the attractions of sub-
urban living—quiet, peace, fam-
ily, schools, houses with lawns—

"are totally out of it. To them,

suburban living just doesn’t
count.

So their system, so carefully
designed to get people to blow
their minds, stands as a living
monument to the irrelevance of
much of suburban living. And

it scares people, while half at-

tracting them.

The next time you'’re out rid-
ing in your car, and see a motor-
cycle come tearing around you,
ridden by a kid whose hair blows
in the wind and whose smile is
one of pure joy in freedom, think
it over.

Just what sort of life are we
making for ourselves, out here
in the grass and the calm and
the quiet?

They’ll find that the world may be a great deal differ.
ent than they expected and they’ll have to make adjust-
ments to meet conditions as the glamour of their hopes
wears.off,

This will be particulariy true of the budding young

civilized

For years, no doubt, they have been told of the so-called
“power of the press.” They have been left dreamy-eyed with
stories of the glamour and excitement of the “newspaper
game.” They have been told of the prestige that, supposedly,
comes with the card marked. “working press.” They have
been fed stories of the excitement that comes with meeting
people and being able to attend the glamour parties, social
events, and front row seats at major attractions.

What a shock is in store for them!

THE first will come when they suddenly realize that the

world consists of only two kinds of people—those who
bend every effort to get their names in the paper and
those who bend every effort to keep their names out of
print.

This always is surprising—and oftimes the biggest sur-
prises come in the highest places.

The next great lesson they will have to learn is the
difference between news and propaganda. And, sometimes,
it is difficult to determine. They also will have to learn to
shy away from traps set for them in an effort to profit by
the printed word.

They'll learn, too, and perhaps the hard way like most
of us have, that you can't accept any statements “off the
record.” Too often, after agreeing to such a deal they'll
find that the second member of the press to whom the
story was told wasn't asked to keep it “off the record.” As
a result they’ll be.beaten on good stories and invoke the dis-
pleasure of the cold, hard-boiled city editors who are inter-
ested in news and not friendships.

To be sure, there’s plenty of fun in the newspaper
“game,” but most of it comes in outwitting persons who
don’'t want to reveal facts of important stories and getting
folks to talk when they've vowed they “won't talk to any-
one.” Sometimes this can be most difficult, but it makes
success 21l the more enjoyable.

But these budding journalists will find that they must
be forever on guard—for even officials in public places will
attempt to block their path.

* * *
N MANY cases these are the top officials in the various
police departments.

LAS VEGAS—What a place to be in and worry
about the many high school athletes back home—
those who haven’t been graduated and have a year
of prep eligibility ahead.

But as our journeys this past week have taken
us to Chicago, to the Golden Gate of San Francisco
and now to the home of the slot machines, you re-
member that request which state director Charles
Forsythe made of you a couple weeks ago.

It's hardly a new plea that comes from For-
sythe's office in Lansing. He makes it every year
at this time.

His plea goes to newspapers. radio. television.

to athletic director. to coaches, to athletes and all |

those who sponsor sports evenis during the sum-
mer months for boys of school age.

“The kids must be forewarned not {o jeopardize
their school eligibility,” says Forsythe. “They must
remember that the same amateur practices rules,
which govern them during the school year, prevail
during the summer.

“In short, we limit what a boy may receive to
small medals or trophies with a value of $3, not in-
cluding the engraving.

“Receiving of fancy jackets, of golf clubs, of
tennis racquets, of bats and balls or gloves is out.
So is any kind of financial remuneration.”

* * *

Forsythe is quick to note that there is nothing
in the rules that says a boy can’t caddie, or work as
a swimming life guard or in the recreation depart-
ment as a supervisor.

But if he plays in a game or tournament and
gels paid . . . well, the repercussions are rough.

It's happened before . . . and Forsythe hopes it
never happens again . . . that not anly has a boy
been suspended for violating the amateur regu-
lations but his team has been forced to forfeit vic-
tories and even championships.

1t our council to have to pass out such stiff
fines,” adds Forsythe. “But rules are rules.”

Forsythe also has offered one tip to high school
athletes:

“If somebody wants to offer you something for
playing, check with your coach or athletic director
first. Don’t accept the gift until you are sure it's okay,
under the state rules.”

This corner has a tip for every sponsor of a
sports attraction that involves preps: Call Charlie
Forsythe in Lansing before you arrange any awards.

Remember that you will have to live with the
thought that comes when a whole schoel suffers
because you thought you were so smart you could
outwit the State Association.

More than one third of all
the motorboats in Michigan
registered through the first
part of 1967 by the Michigan
Department of State +have
aluminum hulls.

A total registration of

about 320,000 boats was tab-

ulated, according to Secreta-
ry of State James M. Hare.
Of these, nearly 127,000 were

constructed of aluminum;
| | nearly 88,000 of wood; more
| | than 62,500 of plastic; near-

ly 23,000 of steel; and some
19,000 of other materials.
By far the most popular
motorboats are aluminum
hull outboards 16 feet or
less in length. There are
more than 118,000 regis-
tered in Michigan. Wood
hull boais under 16 feet
are the second most popu-
lar with pearly 55.000 reg-
istered. In the larger boat
categories, wood becomes
the most popular building
material, registering 6.000
boats from 26 10 65 feet.

County registrations range
from 155 registered in sparse-
ly populated Keweenaw
County to more than 51,000
in populous Wavne County.
Oakland has the second larg-
est total, 26,500, Genesee
County has 17,500, ahead of
Kent with 17,400. Other
counties with more than 10,-
000 motorboals registered
are Macomb 16,190 and Ing-
ham, 10,022,

Hare took the opportunity
t{o appeal to motorboat own-
ers who have not registered
their craft to do so gt once
before the boating/ season
gets into full swing over the
July Fourth holiday.

This is the second vear of

the current registration, said
Hare. Motorboats may be
registered for $2 at any
branch office of the Secreta-
ry of State.

Hare estimales that there
are still about 150,000 boats
in Michigan which have not
been registered by their
Owners.

Cottage Cheese
High Protein,

Low Calories

Dieters, what food is low
in calories yet high in food
value?

It's cottage cheese — low
enough in calories that you
can use it on your weight-re-
duction diet, suggests Mrs.
June L. Sears, MSU Exten-
sion home economist for
Wayne, Oakland and Macomb
counties, An average serving
of one-half cup of creamed
cottage cheese gives you 120
calories.

‘But it also adds nearly as
much protein as a medium
serving of fish, poultry, or
lean meat (3 oz. cooked), or
three eggs, or three slices of
cheddar cheese (3 oz.).

When you compare equal
weights of cheddar cheese
and cottage cheese, you will
find three times as many
calories are in cheddar cheese
as in cottage cheese. A half
cup cottage cheese also sup-
plies as much calcium as one-
third cup milk.

The next time you eat a
plate of beans look them over
to see if they are the same
style you were consuming 10
years ago. You expect wom-
en’s clothes and automobiles
to go ‘“out of style” but it
someone told you beans did,
vou would think they were
off balance.

But Michigan State Univer-
sity crop scientists say more
than 90 per cent of Michi-
gan's more than a half-mil-
lion acres of white pea beans
to be planted in June will go
into varieties not known to
farmers 10 years ago.

Michelite—the bean that
made Michigan famous—is
no longer available in citr-
tified seed. Neither is Sagi-
naw, and even newer vari
ety of the vine iype pea
bean. Dr. Milton Erdmann,
MSU crops extension spe-
cialist, says the trend is
altogether toward the bush
variety bean.

Sanilac, Gratiot, and Sea-
wav—three MSU research
produced varieties—are all
bush beans and will account
for most of the acreage.

To End Air
Pollution

If you live on a farm, the
dust in your home probably
came directiv from the fields
or from a dirt road nearbyv.
But if your home is in an in-
dustrial city, or even neat
one, a good part of that dust
probablv came out of the air.

It fell just like rain, be-
cause industrial plants, pow-
er plants, and home furnaces
and trash burners send tons
of solid material into the air:
every day. This smoke, soot,
and chemical eventuaily falls
to the ground in a wide area.

A good example is down-
town Muskegon where actual
samples show that 188 tons
of this debris falls on every'
square mile each month,

The indusirial areas of
our state have had this
sir pollution problem for
many vears. and now some
of our smaller communi-
ties are experiencing air
pollution for the first time.

The extra housework caus-
ed by this grime iz irritating, '
but a larger problem is the
potential health hazard. Our
statistics show that respira-
tory and heart disease rafes
for city dwellers, are above
those for peopie who live in
the non-industvial areas of
our state,

Studies conducled by com-
petent scientists indicaie that
air pollution is a2 contributing
factor to a person being af-
fected bv these diseases.

Take lung cancer, Some
people say, “Thal’s no prob-
lem for me, I don't smoke
but a mnationwide test coo-
ducted by the Fedecral Pub-
lic Health Service showed
that benzopyrene (one of the
cancer producing agenis 1n
cigaret smoke) is also pies
ent in your car exhausi, and
in some industrial gasves as
well.

That same survey went |
on to say ihat the aver- |
age person living in down- |
town Detroit, will inhale
an amount of benzopyrene |
every day., equal 1o that |
from a number of cigar- |
ettes. While there is no
definite proof. we do sus- |
pect that air pollution is |
linked to the cause of lung |
cancer, along with smok-
ing. ;

In older folks with respira-
tory diseases, such as asthma
or chronic bronchilis, v.-on-l
tinued exposure to polluted
air can make breathing very |
diffucult, and cvan even cause
death. Polluted air most fre- |
quentiv causes recognizable
problems in the velry youug. .
old, and the sick. !

Meanwhile the rest of us'
are getting a daily dose of)|

rause usx to develop some |
type of health problem we
might have otherwise avoid-
ed.
