Major crimes reported in
Michigan for 1966 totaled
168,513, an increase of 34, 985
or almost 21 per cent com-
pared with 113,529 the year
before, according to the

on Crime.”

The gain produced a cnme[
rate for the vear of 2,013.2)
major offenses per 100, 000'
population, nearly 24 per.

The annual crime report 1s
compiled by the State Police
from information submitted
by Michigan law enforce-
ment agencies.

Crimes against the person

(homicide, rape, assault, rob-|

bery) in 1966 numbered 25,
273, up 26.5 per cent from
19,973 the year before.
Crimes against properiy
(burglary. auto theft, fel-
onious and simple larceny)
totaled 253.840. an increase
of 19.3 per cent from 212.-
741 in 1965.

The report again shows
that most of the major crimes |
are committed by persons 21 |
years of age and under. |

Of 49,614 apprehen:.ionb
for major crimes in Michigan |
last year, 24,760 or 49.9 per |
cent were persons under 17|
while another 12,603 or 25.4 |5
per cent -were in the 17-21
age bracket.

of data processing, but by
1980, more than 10 million
persons will be in this type
of employment.

Various industries in the
area have already made
known their urgent need for
graduates trained by com-
munity colleges to perform
this work.

Poupart stated the courses
will include instruction in the
variety of languages devel-
oped to program computers.

Training in four of the
widely used languages will
be emphasized, and secondly,
the problems dealing with
writing programs and the
searching out of problems

It’s harvest time for your leg-
islator, folks, so watch that crazy
old moon rising over the pasture
and be kind when the political
drummer comes calling with his
wares.

Really!

Suburban voters have sent a
good delegation to Lansing and
jts members deserve a listen. And
summer and early fall are the
only times they have two minutes
to rub together.

The Governor’s Special Com-

mission on Legislative Compen- -

sation—a panel of prominent
thinkers ranging from Gus
Scholle to the University of Mich-
igan’s J ame s Pollock — agreed
(if you can believe THAT) that:

“Members in the legislature, if
it is not a fulltime job, is a full-
time responsibility.”

So summer and early fall are
about the only times the legisla-
ture can really relate to the folks
back home. If your guy is a junk-
eter, forget it. We're lucky in that
respect here.

Legislators try through the win-

ter and spring to let their dis- -

tricts know what’s going on. The
system falls on its face.

It's calied newsletters.

Printers in the Legislative Ser-
vice Bureau have gotten up to
300,000 newsletters a month —
and legislators rarely see them.
One exception is the crusty Rep.
Frederic J. Marshall (R-Allen), a
former sheriff and parttime icon-
oclast, who pulls up his trusty
standard typewriter to his desk
on the floor of the House and
belts out his own ideas.

Others can call up a press agent
hired by the House (both Repub-
licans and Democrats) and order
a handout, with mustard, mayon-
naise or a bit of parsley.

And legislators gripe because
the local newspa
them verbatim and the folks back
home don’t frame them and burn
incense.

Often, a legislator will adapt a
general handout of the Speaker’s
Office or the Minority Leader’s
Cubicle claiming pie in the sky
is enroute through the courtesy
of the party. They start:

“Rep. Joe Bleau today spon-
sored a bill designed to estab-
lish an authority to build three-

car garages for everybody
since his party was responsible
for the economic health of the
state.”

The first three words are
changed so everbody gets the
same shake back home.

Legislators have complained
that the Observers do not carry
the text of these things.

. They’re right, we don’t.

“We think too much of our
readérs to peddle self-serving
banalities that —if at all— ap-
peared in the dailies last week.

So, get your legislator back
home and welcome him. Ask
about any bill that interests you.
You'll get an articulate and well-
considered response.

If not:

Write a letter to the press
agents you hire with your tax
money and cut out the middle-
man.

Our Kids Are Getting Older Much Sooner

Kids are maturing faster each
year, but our laws on voting, de-
linquency, privileges and duties
have remained frozen—so we've
argued over the past few weeks.

Now comes a report from a
pair of University of Michigan
psychologists suggesting that
perhaps we need. more flexible
labor laws allowing kids 10 to 16
to work a bit.

The traditional argument, un-
changed and unexamined since
Charles Dickens’ day is that child
labor means sweat shops, whips,
nickel -a-day wages, unsanitary
conditions.

Well, Dr. Mary Engel and Ger-
ald Marsden, the U-M research-
ers, first of all found in a Boston
study that 73 per cent of boys
under 14 had already done some
work for money outside the
home, not just delivering papers
or cutting law:is, but also shining
‘shoa, pasting labels, stacking

eiﬁﬂ%oyfwor ed*ll-v

legally, and so they were not
counted in the labor census.
And the psychologists thought
the work beneficial to the boys.
It wasn’t just money. In fact,
the highest percentage of work-
ing boys wasn’t in the lowest so-

. cial class.

They found that the absence
of a father in the home was a
definite factor related to kids’
working—even if the mother had
an adequate income.

Why? Marsden speculated that
a boy's work might replace what
he misses in a father and pro-
vide him with needed authorita-
tive contact with adult- men and
older boys.

(The Big Brother movement
uses the same kind of argument
in seeking recruits.)

The Marsden speculation
cught to get some considera-
tion from those concerned with
the areas called “slum.” ghet-
to,” “disadvantaged” or what-
ever pet euphemism you pre-
fer. In those areas, there are
an awful lot of boys without
fathers. Iromically, these are
the_kids who have the tough-
est iimes getting jobs once they
are eligible to work legally.

Says Dr. Engel: “We found
that at the age of 12 boys have
definite work habits. It seems evi-
dent from our study that rehabil-

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Kids aren’t getting worse.
That isnit why they're getting
into more trouble.

They need to be treated like
adults—or at least quasi-adults—
a whole lot sooner. They’re ma-
turing faster because of good
diets and more comfortable en-
vironment.

We've | spawned social dyna-
mite by helpmg kids mature fast-
er and then restraining them
more and more from adult ac-
tivities like working, voting and
taking the rap for their sins.

It is
and the story line is trite.

The play was successful,
however, because of the
stereotypes of the characters
along with some predictable
pokes at suburban New York
living and culture. In other
words, it was close enough
to home to the New York
audiences to be slightly amu-
sing. Quite frankly the fact
that it was a success on
Broadway is a source of
amazement. :

All the redeeming elements
of the play are missing in
the screen version. and the
director is forced to rely on
the “man falling up the
stairs” type of comedy for
the few laughs the produc-
tion deserves.

This proves nothing more |,

than the old adage that what
is a successful play in the
legitimate theatre doesn’t
always come over on the

screen.

It’s Sauerkraut Time With
Pangs of Nostalgia

tive January 1, 1968.

An increase in Social Se-
curily payments is essen-
tial for our older citizens |
on fixed incomes. They are
tragic victims of the infla-
tion spiral. That is why the
Congress must enact in-
creases this session—and I,
for one, intend 1o do what
I can 1o secure favorable
action now.

While this legislation has
| my support, it should be
noted that a tax increase
goes hand in hand with in-
cncased benefits—something
which is too often overlooked
when a program is expanded.

Under the measure, the
combined employer-employee
payroll tax now 8.8 percent,
would increase to 9.6 percent
by 1971. This would increase
by stages thereafter to 11.8/
percent-in 1987 and after. Of
course, there always exists
tha possibility that some fu-
ture Congress would again
raise the benefits—and the
taxes — thereby increasing
these percentages even more.

In addition, there are
some things the bill does
not do which -should also
be noted. I strongly be
lieve that social security
benefits should be tied to
the cost of living and this
bill fails in that regard. Al-
so. it should be noted that
the measure does nothing
to improve the administra-
tion of social security
which continues to foul up
the payment process with
Ted tape delays and bu-
reaucratic inefficiencies.

Despite these omissions, the
bipartisan bill will g0 a long
Way in improving the finan-
cial situation of our senior
citizens. I wholeheartedly en-
dorse it and am pushing for
early passage.

I suppcse it is true for at this time each year there
comes the pang of nostaglia and I yearn again for the tour
of the county feirs and the odor of boiled sauerkraut that
rent the air in tne “Dutch Country™ in the foothills of
eastern Penusylvania.

I suppose that, along with everything else, a great
change' hazs com. over these annual get-togethers-of the |
farmers ~howing their live stock and produce. But in the
old days they were quite the thing and tops for entertain- |
ment along the midway. -

In those days there were no large restaurants or con-
cessions, Lut long rows of tents in which the various char-
ity groups and churches served either “chicken and waf-
fles” or sauerkraut. And what a business they did.

Oft are the times, especially at this season of the year,
when I think back to my youth and the lessons I learned
as a wditer in one o. the sauerkraut tents. Not only did I
learn a lesson, but I also lost some of the innocence of

vouth.
AS A MERE lad [ was invited by one of our neighbors to
work as a waiter al a sauerkraut stand. It didn't re-
quire & great deal of talent and, as we needed the money
at home, I accerted.

was in this group.

“If the young were as
irresponsible as sometimes
claimed, one would expect
their percentage of total
delinquencies 3o be con-
siderably higher than their
percentage of fofal finanec-
ing. This is not the case.”
