The Plymouth City Commis-
sign has taken a suggestion for
combination commercial-

apartment bundings in the cen-
tral business district under

consideration in preparing a
new zoning ordinance.

This came to light Monday
evening when Commissioner
George Hudson informed his
colleagues that the present cost
of land in this area was such

that it was economically un-
sound to limit the zoning to
stores alone.

The particular area under
discussion wais the property
on Penniman Avenue that re-
cently was raked by fire. This
includes the area where the
Penniman building stood, an-
other building'to the west, own-
ed by Perry Richwine, and the
other parcels up to the corner.

Whether the P&A Theatre
would be included depends on
the report of the engineers
on the safety of the build:ng,
now that one of the walls was
exposed to such mtense heat
during the fire.

While the Commission could
take no official action oct the

suggestion there were no neg-
ative voices raised when the
discussion got under way.

It was pointed out that the

zoning would limit the build-

Last Summer the Michigan
Legislature passed the first

Michigan' income tax act. Mich-

tgan thus joined the ranks of
36 other states which had pre-

viously adopted similar tax
laws. Under the act, a 2.6
per ceAt tax was imposed on
"taxable incomes" for indiv-

iduzls effective Oct. 1,1967.
Taxes on the income of cor-

porations and financial insti-
tutions became effective on Jan.

1 of this year.
The first return required to

be filed by the employer was

due on Nov. 15,1967 for taxes
' withheld from the employee's

wages in October of 1967. In-
dividuals should have filed with

their employers certificates by

which they claim their personal
or dependency exemptions

which are provided in Section
30 of the act.

1. * *

FOR MICHIGAN, this exemp-
tion is $1,200, rather than $600
as provided by the federal gov-
ernment. An additional exemp-

tion is allawed if the person is

65 years of age or is blind.

The first Michigan income
tax return of an individual will

be due by April 15, 1968 and
will cover the last three months

of 1967. On this return, the
taxpayer will compute his actual
tax liability.

Much ado about nothing.
That appears to be an apt way

of describing the recent turmoil
on the Schoolcraft College cam-
pus concerning the dismissaIs of
six probationary teachers who
apparently failed to meet the pro-
bation standards.

Perhaps it was the fact that an
accreditation team from the
North Central Association was
coming in for a final inspection
of the college prior to judgment
whether Schoolcraft should be ac-
cepted. Perhaps it was the fact
that the administration -was ab-
solutely right in its stand and had
followed the provisions of the
contract to the letter. Or perhaps
it was just a case of a group of
students receiving a gooE "brain-
washing" from members of the
Faculty Forum, the group which
represents the faculty in negotia-
lions.

Regardless of the reason,
everything was serene on cam-
pus when the accreditation
team appeared last Thursday
and Friday.
The matter of evaluating teach-

ers will always be a major prob-
lem, whether in Schoolcraft
College or at the high school
level, but the facts in this case
are completely jumbled.

*

THE MATTER FIRST came to
light a few days after the Jan. 17
meeting of the Board of Trustees
when College President Eric
Bradner announced that con-
tracts would not be offered to the
s i x probationary teachers. A
group of students asked The
Observer for a meeting to dis-
cuss the situation.

The students Andicated they
represented most of the major
organizations on the campus and
were an investigating committee
probing into the six dismissals.
Their chief concern was that the
firing could lower the quality of
education since it could result in
competent teachers not applying
for positions at the college.

The meeting was held in The
Observer offices in Plymouth
with board Chairman Harold
Fischer and Vice Chairman Mrs.
Jane Moehle sitting in as observ-
ers and nothing else.

During the course of the meet-
ing, Fischer told the group that
he would call an executive meet-
ing of the board if a petition was
presented by the students asking
for such a meeting to discuss the
matter.

The petition was presented,
but Fischer was unable to get
a quorum and thus delayed the
session until the regular meet-
ing of the Board-last Wednes-
day·
In the meantime, Dr. Bradner

was called'home from his annual
vacation to Phoenix, Ariz., and

THIS DOESN'T MEAN that
' campaigns in Observerland are

not energetic. They certainly are.
In Livonia, where the primary

electiori is next Monday, there
has been a series of public meet-
ings for candidates to express '
their various points of view. In
Westland last year, campaigning
was heavy and effective. Plym-
outh and Farmington both have
a reasohably effective series of
public meetings at schools and
through the League of Women
Voters, respectively, and Redford
Township politics are always a
top conversational topic.

And, of course, there are all the
roadside signs, brochures, ads in
the newspapers, and so forth.

BUT AFTER ALL this energy
has been expended, there still is
no real way to pin candidates
down on exactly what they think
the problems of the community
are and what specifically they
intend W do about them.
' What might be useful would be
to follow the lead of tht President  1
and the Governor and have an
annual State of the City or State
of the Township speech.

Here's how it might operate.
All candidates for Mayor or

Township Supervisor would con-
tinue to wage their present sorts
of campaigns. Some would be
explicit about their view of the
problems facing the community
and their solutions; others would
remain vague.

After the election, the elected
Mayor or Township Supervisor
would make his first speech in
office a general review of his ,
conception of the problems fac-
ing the community together with
the policies his administration
intends to pursue to solve these
problems.

This would force the Mayor or
Supervisor himself to do some
thinking about just what he plans
to do while in office. It would re-

quire him to rank the issues in
terms of priorities, and it would
force him to think about realistic

ways to cope with the problems
the community faces.

Then when the Mayor's or
Supervisor's term comes to an
end, the public would have an '
excellent way of finding out just
how the incumbent defined the

issues and what he did about
them.

The State of the City (Town-
ship) Speech would become the
central political statement for
debate in the community, both
defining the plans of the admini-
stration and laying down the sub-
jects for discussion during the
next election.

It would function to sharpen de-
bate and to give it content, and it
would force politicians to be
responsible both to their prom-,
ises and to the voters.

Here's hoping someone has
enough guts and political respon-
sibility to try it.

A University of M tchigan
ctilld psychoanalyst who wanted
to know ·-more about the dif-

ferences in the way children
develop has dlscovered the ob-
stacles to be overcome before

blind babies can creep.

M RS. SELMA FRAIBERG,
associate professor of child
psycho-analysts at the U-M
Medical School, also has
learned much to help mothers
do a better job caring for and

educating their infants. She
described her research at the

134th annual meeting of the
American Association for the

Advancement of Science in New
York recently.

In the study, Prof. Fralberg
has closely followed the first
three years of life of several
babies who were otherwise

healthy but were born blind or
able only to perceive light.
The project, Started in 1960,
is supported by the National
Institute of Child Health and

Human Development.
The child who is born blind

exists in what Prof. Fralberg
calls "a perilous world." And
he must travel "a long and
difficult route " before he

learns to bridge the gulf be -
tween himself and the outer
world he cannot see.

...

SHE LEARNED in sessions
spent with the infants and their
mothers thai there is a marked
lag in the achievement af creep-
ing. In fact, many blind babies
do not creep at all. And for
an blind children, Independent
walking is delayed.

Why shoul dn 't the blind baby
propel himself forward? "For
a time," explained Prof. Fral-
berg, 'te could come up with
only half the answer."

'The sighted baby who has
learned to support himself on
hands and knees is also expert
in reaching and attalning an
object on sight. The reach for
the out-of-range object propels
him forward--the early creep-

ing pattern is a reach and a
collapse, a reach and a col-
lapse. This pattern gradually
smooths out and becomes the
motor pattern of creeping."

But for the blind baby, there
was no stimulus for reaching.
Why, the researcher wondered,
should not an attractive sound-

making object substitute for the
visual stimulus of reaching?

***

PROF. FRAIBERG was puz-
Ned to see that a totally blind
child does not spontaneously
bring the hands together at mid-
line, but keeps them at rest
about shoulder height 6 the
posture of a newborn. Compar-
ing blind and sighted babies at
five months, the investigator
found that "there is no behavior

in the blind infant that ls

equivalent to reaching and at-
taining an object on sight."

Using a movie projector, it
was seen that the blind baby's
hands remain motionless if a

sound object is experimentally
introduced within easy reach of
the baby's hands.

"I'here is not even a fleet-
ing activation of the fingers in
response to the sound. If we
jingle the bell on his cradle
gym a few seconds after he
himself has set the trapeze in
motion and heard the bell, we
will not elicit any behavior thal

shadows. Conflicts develop be-
tween the parents and one sees

the wall being constructed in

the musical garden as a Berlin
Wall or the DM Z line in North

Vietnam. ' 'I'he Fantasticks" is

certain to be a classic in the

years to come. No matter how

many times you see it you can

gleam more hidden truths and

comtemporary comparisons.

The first time you see ' 'rhe
Fantasticks" you enjoy it for
its merry, bright musical

score, clever choreography and
pithy dialogue. There is a
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spareness about the dialogue
that adds appeal. No actor gets
an opportunity to carry on for
over 30 seconds in any of his
speeches. C onsequently, the
storyline of "The Fantasticks"
keeps the production whipping
along with great rapidity.

The University of Michigan
Professional Program can

beam with pride at this open-
ing production of their 1968
Show of the Month series. If
the other New York traveling
productions coming in future

months have as high caliber,
it will be a season long to
remember. Or as they sing so
beautifully in "The Fantas-
ticks". . . .'fry to remem-
ber't . . .and you will re-
member the colorful explosion

of wit, music, and dancing so
competently presented.

started the week off in Ann

Arbor on a most happy note,
the dramatic happenings near-

by in the Lydia Mendelssohn
Theater on Feb. 7 were of a

more somber nature.

times that of snow tires," Cor-
rington reported.

Packed and polished by sliding
and spinning at approaches to
intersections, especiallyon
side streets that are last to be
salted. He said the best anti-
skid protection here is to look
ahead and slow down before
you get to the intersection.

<, The basic rule is to slow
down and leave more space
between yourself and the car
ahead. Start stopping sooner on
snow and ice. That means think-
inK ahead as well as looking
ahead so you can anticipate
slowing movements," said
Corrington.

The official reminded drivers
that you can't make a panic
stop on ice.

"Tests prove that pumping
the brakes glves the Flickest
stop," the chief said.' 4'Tlii*
intermittent pumping action
keeps the wheels rolling and
helps maintain steering control.

c, An important thing to re-
member," added Corrington,
„ is to avoid abrupt changes in
direction. Sudden turns andlane
changing can cause you to spin
out Anticipate your movements
and make them smoothly and
gradually.

"IF YOU START to skid

immediately turn the steering
wheel in the dinction the rear
end is sliding. Don't oversteer,
The instant you feel the car is
coming out of it, straighten the
wheels "

The chief reminded drivers

that ice is twice as slippery
at 30 degrees as it is at zero,
so wet ice in sunny areas is
more dgngerous. Due to dif-
ferences in temperature ice
lasts longer on bridges and in
shady spots.

A winter semester enroll -

ment of 3,779 students - a
college record for the 16-week

January through April term -

has been reported by School-
craft College Registrar Norman
E. Dunn.

The winter term figure com-

pared with 3,078 for the same
term a year ago, Dunn said.
The 1967 fall term enrollment

at Schoolcraft was 3,906, com-

pared with 3,188 for the same
period in the previous year.

A BREAKDOWN of the fig-

ures showed 2,871 freshmen,
of which 1,612 are in academic

transfer programs, and 1,259
in technical-vocational pro-

grams; and 908 sophomores,
of which 653 are in transfer

programs and 255 in technical-
vocational programs.

A total of 1,864 students at-
tend day classes, 1,569 are
enrolled in evening classes,
and 346 take both day andeven-
ing classes.

Of the enrollment, 2,531 stu-
dents live in the college dis-
trict. Of these, 1,149 are full-
time students and 1,382 are
parttime (enrolled in fewer
than 12 hours of course work).
Of the 1,248 non-resident stu-

dents enrolled, 649 are full-
time and 599 are parttime.

Male students outnumber wo-

men students nearly two to one.

The figures show 2,440 men
and 1,339 women.

The 3,779 students are en-
rolled in a total of 35,173 cred-
it hours of work--an average of
9.3 hours per student. The fig-
ures compare with 38,093 credit
hours for the fall term enroll-

ment of 3,906--an average of 9.7
hours per stude.it.

AN ANALYSIS of the pro-

were liberal arts, 765 students;
business administration, 360;

"THE GIRL NEXT DOOR" pattern of
marriage is pretty much a thing of the past
in Observerland.

Only one-fourth (44 of the young persons)
was marrying someone from the same town.

More than half the girls weren't even
marrying boys from other Observerland
towns. Data on the number of boys marry-
ing "outsiders" tends to be unreliable - a
lad's fiancee is less likely to announce the
engagement in the boy's home town paper.

And the number of apparent home town
marriages tends to be beefed-up by the sheer
population size of Livonia (est. 103,000), with
many high schools.

Ours is a mobile society. Increasingly,
it's a college-educated society. It's only logi-
cal that romance follow the same pattern.

***

A HIGHLY INBRED area is Redford

Township.
Five of the eight boys and five of the 16

girls were planning to marry other Redford-
ites. Thus, of 19 separate engagements, five
were entirely intra-Redford.

Even more inbred is Livonia, where 10 of
24 girls and 10 of 12 boys were planning to
marry fellow Livonians. Thus. 10 of the 26
separate engagements were intra-city.

Only two of the 15 Farmington brides-to-
be and two of the eight prospective bride-
grooms are planning to marry persons from
the same town. That's two "local" engage-
ments from a total of 21.

Ironically, adults and politicians in
the hills of Farmington often take a
sniffish attitude toward the plains ef
Livonia, but Farmington girls apparently
disagree. More Farmington girls plan to
marry Livonia boys than Farmington
boys.

In Plymouth, three of the 13 girls and
three of the eight boys planned to marry
other Plymouthites. That's three local en-
gagements from a total of 18.

The Garden City and Westland figures
are inconclusive because of the small sta-
tistical base. Two of the five Garden City
girls and two of the five boys were planning
to marry "in town." None of the three girls
and four boys from Westland was marrying
locally.

A few engagements that don't appear
entirely local actually are. A Livonia girl and
Farmington boy both turned out to have
attended Clarenceville High School. A Liv-
onia girl and a Westland boy both attended
Bentley High School. In engagement an-
nouncements, parents use their post office
addresses rather than school district -ad-

Bentley High School followed with five.
Western Michigan University, which

is drawing increasing numbers of stu-
dents from Wayne and Oakland counties,
accounted for four.

OTHER ITEMS you candeduct
include: dues to a union or pro-
fessional society, the cost of

Under certain conditions, you
can also deduct the cost of
courses and instruction need-
ed to help you maintain or im-
prove skills required in your
Job or profession.

You must, however, be al-
ready employed or self-

ernployed before the expenses
are incurred and meet the min-
imum standards of skill and

proficiency required by your
job or profession.

NON-BUSINESS bad debts are

deductible as short-term cap-
ital losses and should be re-
ported in Schedule D and off-
set against short-term capital
gains. These in turn are sub-
Ject to the limitations on de-
ductions for capital losses.

In the event that your bad
debt is the only item reported
on Schedule D, you can deduct
it from your income to a limit
of $1,000. If it is more than
$ 1,000, you can carry the ex-
cess over as a short-term loss

on your return next year and
the year following, if necessary,
until it has been deducted in
full.

A bad debt must be claimed
in the year it becomes worth-
less and must not only be un-
collectible at the time, but also
appear to be uncollectible in
the future. Gifts cannot be
claimed as bad debts; neither
can loans to children, since
they are presumed to be gifts.

YOU CANNOT deduct state

auto license fees (for license
plates) when based on weight,
horsepower or model year of
your can, as in Michigan.

Alcoholic beverage, cigaret
and tobacco taxes are not de-
ductible. Neither are federal

excise taxes on theater admis-

sions, furs,jewelry, cosmetics,
railroad or airline fares, tele-
phone service and long-distance
calls.

Casualty losses and losses
due to thefts can be deducted.

Property damage caused by a
hurricane, tornado, flood, flre,
etc. is known as a casualty
loss. Damage to your auto
is also a casualty loss unless
caused by a willful act com-
mitted by you or through your
own negligence.

You can deduct personal

casualty losses and losses due
to theft in excess of $100 which
are not covered by insurance.
Only the owner of the damaged
or stolen property can claim the
deducUon. You must also be

able to prove that you actually
suffered the loss (reported it
to the police, for example, in
the case of a stolen purse)
and be able to establish the

amount of the loss (fair market
value of stolen item, cost of
repairs, etc.)

Casualty and theft losses to
business property which are not
covered by insurance are de-
ductible without tegard to the
$100 limitation.

*

TAXPAYERS WHO USE their
personal cars for business and
are not reimbursed by their
employers for travel expenses
can deduct 10 cents a mile up
to a hmit of 15,000 miles and
seven cents a mile after that.

Moving expenses can also
be deducted under certain cir -
cumstances when not re-

imbursed by the employer. The
deduction can include reason-
able charges for shipment of
household furniture and effects,
meals and lodging for thefamily
while in transit, etc.

However, the distance be-
tween the taxpayer's new Job
and his former residence must
be at least 20 miles greater
than the distance from the tax-
payer's former job to his for-
mer residence.

So Lf the distance between

the taxpayer's old residence
and place of work)was 12 mlles,
the new job mt be at least
32 miles from his old rest-
dence. In addition, the tax-
payer must meet another re-
qulrement to be eligible for the
deduction: he must stay at
the new location and work at
a full-ti me job for at least
39 weeks during the 12 months
immediately after the move.

Even though efforts are con -
stantly being made to simplify
the tax laws, there is stiU
a formidable list of rules gov-
erning allowable deductions.

A University of Michigan
psychiatri:st says the medical
schools are not doing well in
sex education of medical stu-

dents, and he questions the
low priority given to maturity
in the student selection pro-
cess.

"rhere is an amazing lack
of knowledge about sexual mat-
ters in even graduating phy-
siclans," says Dr. Stuart M.
Finch, professor of psychiatry
at the U-M Medical School.

THIS SITUATION is being
slowly improved, Dr . Finch
says, but the vast majority of
medical students still are

denied the adequate sex educa-
tion for which they are eager.

"However, during the last
few years there has been anal-
most remarkable increase in

sexual education in miny med-
ical scho6ls throughout the
country and we are only begin-
ning to get some 1deas about
how much this new approach
will change the attitudes of
students.

"Recently at a specialty
board examination I heard for
the first time candidates being
quizzed on their knowledge of
such things as abortion laws,
contraception, and sex educa-
tion. Only a few years ago
such questions would have been
thoroughly taboo.

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; Autos Look For 9- Million Unit Year In 1968
Despite the lowest level of first

quarter sales in several years and
a 'serious work stoppage in recent
months, 1967 has turned out to be
the third best year on record for

the U.S. automobile industry.
Virtually all business indicators

point to a marked improvement for
the' industry in 1968, with the strong
probability that automobile sales will
exceed 9 million units.

...

'-THE LAST FEW months of 1967

were similar in some ways to the

lat few months of 1964. Then as

now the industry was being affected
by an extended interruption of pro-
duetion related to negotiations on new

three-year contracts with the union.

Then as now the public had res-
ponded with unusual enthusiasm to

the industry's new models. And then
as now virtually every indicator of
business activity and economic growth

was pointing to an excellent year ahead
for the industry once it could return
to normal patterns of production and
marketing.

At the end of 1964, just before the
automobile industry headed into its

greatest year to date, personal in-
come had reached the record annual

rate of $502 billion. Now at the end

of 1967 personal income is running
at the annual rate of $631 billion.

Even with a correction for the 7

percent of inflation that has been ex-
perienced since 1964, this ts still an

impressive gain.

At the end of 1964, people were

saving money at the record annual
rate of $25.6 billion. Now at the

end of 1967 the rate of personal sav-
ings has reached the level of $38.5
billion. This is a gain of more than
50 percent in the rate of personal
savings in the past three years.

At the end of 1964, there were
approximately 123 million people in
the U.S. who were over 18 and po-
tential buyers of automobiles. At
the end of 1967 this sector of the 

population numbers slightly over 129
million. This is a net increase of 6

million potential customers in the past
three years.

***

THESE FACTS point to a'good year
ahead for th6 automobile business.
But they are by no means the only
promising indicators of a strong auto-
mobile market in 1968.

Also encouraging is a surprisingly
high level of confldence on the part
of consumers in the strength of the
economy and clear evidence that they
plan to buy cars and other durables
in great volume in the months ahead.

Supporting all these indicators of
effective demand for cars are other

positive factors, such as the rising
scrappage rate for automobiles--now

well over six million a year; the con-
tinued reliance upon the automobile
for personal transportation as the rap-

idly growing population of our cities
moves out into the suburban areas;
and the remarkably strong current

Car sales during the eight selling

demand for used cars.

Used-car prices are even strooger
than they were at this time last year
and good used-car prices are of course
a critically important factor in new-
car sales, since they give the pro-
spective new-car buyer a strog in-
centlve to trade.

***

IT SEEMS CLEAR that the demand
for used cars will continue to increase.

This growing demand will be generated
in the main by the nearly four mimon
young people who will be reaching
driver-licensing age every year from
now on, since young people are ex-
cellent customers for used cars.

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Dip Gives State Economy Breather, Gains Seen
After five consecutive years of

steady improvement, the Michigan
economy lost some of its momentum

in the early part of 1967. Although the

year ended with a modest employment

gain, 1967 did not match the per-

tbrmance of 1966. In many respects,
the State took a "breather" from its

earUer bl'.stering pace.
Michigan's non-farm employment

averaged 3,167,000 during 1967. This
was 29,000 better than 1966 but the in-
crease was small compared with a gain
of 116,000 between 1965 and 1966 and

165,000 between 1964 and 1965. Never-
theless, 1967 average employment was
the highest in the eleven years for which

comparable data are available.
The small over-the-year inc rease

in statewide employment did not keep
pace with the growth in the labor force.
As a result, unemployment climbed
to 155,000 or 4.5 per cent of the labor
force in 1967, about 38,000 above the
1966 average of 116,900 and exceeded
the 1965 average by 29,800.

On a monthly basis, unemployment

The manufacturing group reflected

the slowdown in the labor economy.
Factory employment decreased by
33,900 during_the.Year. This contrasts
with an increase of 43,500 in 1966.

The trend was very similar in the
Detroit area with private non-
manufacturing going up 27,100, govern-
ment 7,100 and manufacturing declining
18,800 below the 1966 figure.

The most important factor affecting
employment during the year was a de-
cline in the market for new automobiles
during the first half of 1967. The auto
assembly plants and closely related
industries were affected most by the

lower volume of automobile sales.

On the average, employment in auto
assembly plants was 22,300 below the
1966 level. Primary metal products

was down 6,500, fabricated metals,
2,000 and textile mill products and
apparel, 900.

***

LABOR FORCE increases during the
year were substantial but not as large
as during 1966. Michigan' s labor force
expanded by 76,400 in 1967 compared
with 103,800 in 1966.

Although the natural growth in the
labor force was about the same in both

years a decline in the volume of job
opportunities attracted fewer im-

migrants during 1967.

Shortages of skilled metal workers,
clerical workers and professional
workers have continued throughout the
year despite a reduction in the over-an.

demand. The demand was particularly,
strong for programmers, medic¥
technicians, nurses, machinists;,
machine repairmen, auto mechanics;
secretaries and stenographers.

On the other hand there was a gdo¢'
supply of unskilled labor, some types.
of sales clerks, kitchen helpersv
laundry laborers, production machine
operators, welders and a few types

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Negro College Interns Join U-M Program
ANN ARBOR--An admints-

trative intern program for stu-
dents from Negro colleges is
underway at The University of
Michigan.

"It is the first such program
in the country, so far as I
am aware," says Clyde W.
Briggs, manager of training
and counseling in the U-M Per-

sonnel Office.

The first seven interns be-

gan their six-month combina-

tion work-study program in
January. Briggs plans to bring
another group to Ann Arbor
for the second half of the year.

He expects to have 20 Negro

college students tri the pro-
gram this year.

Briggs, who joined the U-M
staff in August 1967 to help

implement the University's
programs for minorityemploy-
ment, circulated applications
for the intern program among
predominately Negro institu-
tions.

In December he visited the
schools to screen the appli-
cants. He interviewed 54 stu-

dents and selected 17 candi-

dates. Ten will arrive here

later.
***

FOUR OF THE SEVEN now

interning are business admin-
istration juntors from St. Aug-
ustine's C ollege in Raleigh,
N.C.; two are seniors from
Shaw University, also in Ral-
eigh, and one is a junior in
education from Bennett C ollege
in Greensboro, N .C .

They will work halftime in
the U-M's Housing, Business,
Purchasing, Graduate School,
Information Service, and Reg-
istrar's offices and be

enrolled in course work half

time. Academic credit will be
transferred to their home in-

stitutions.
