It's no disgrace to run when you are scared.

Last week the Administration

unveiled its proposal for a for-
eign travel tax program de-
signed to ease the nation's
balance of payments deficit.
My initial reaction to the pro-

visions is negative and passage
of the bill in its present form
is unlikely. However, the House
Ways and Means Committee is

likely to report a modified ver-
sion of the bill whlch may
receive Congressional ap-

proval,
The present proposal would

place a graduated tax on trav-

elers going abroad who spend
more than $7 per day. Taxation
on exnenditures between £7 and

$1:
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few, but the effect of the bill
will be quite the contrary. The
additional taxation will impose
few limits on those who travel

on unlimited funds. The ones

who will be hurt the most will

be the reUred couples, school
teachers, students and middle
income workers. Families who

have saved for years to visit
relatives in foreign countries
may find costs prohibitive. The
$7 exemption will cover little
more than hotel accom-

modations for most travelers

and even the Umited budget
traveler will be confronted by
a 5% tax on the already high

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND ORDINANCE NO. I, PART
(d) OF THE TOWNSHIP OF PLYMOUTH, BEING THE
TOWNSHIP ORDINANCE GOVERNING EATING AND DRINK-
ING ESTABLISHMENTS, WITH RESPECT TO FEES, SHALL
READ AS FOLLOWS:

PART I.

Section V, (d) License Fee. The fee for a license as
herein defined shall be Five ($5.00) Dollars per year for
each separate restaurant, provided however, that such fee
shall be Three ($3.00) Dollars if the application is made
during the last half of the license year, or from July 1st
to December 3lst, inclusive, and provided further that no
fee shall be charged for a license granted to a fraternal,
religious, educational, or social organization, provided
further that the license fee for an itinerant fobd vendor
shall be Twenty-five ($25.00) Dollars per year. Alllicenses
shall expire on December 31st, following their issuance,
unless revoked, and shall not be transferable or assignable.
All applications for license renewal shall be made at least
thirty (30) days before the license e,wires.

PART n. CONFLICTING PROVISIONS REPEALED. All
Ordinance or parts of Ordinance in conflict, herewith
are hereby repealed.

PART III. EFFECTIVE DATE. The provisions of this
Ordinance are hereby declared to be immediately neces-
sary for the preservation of the public peace, health and
safety and are hereby ordered to take effect and be in
force from this date, March 18, 1968.

PART IV. ADOPTION. This Ordinance 'was adopted by the
Township Board of Trustees of the Township of Plymouth
by Authority of Act 184 of the Public Acts of Michigan,
1943, at a regular meeting held on February 13, 1968, and
ordered to be given publication in the manner prescribed
by law.

come "another Vietnam," as-
serting that the island of Bor-

neo was becoming a center of
Communist guerilla activities

which would spread to the rest
of the country.

OLTMANS CONCLUDED his

remarks with a plea for under-
standing among the people of
the world.

"Men are men," he said,
"black, white, yellow or coffee
colored. If they would recog-

nize the dignity of each, we
wouldn't have to live in a world

with terror and shooting."

What's the University of Michigan Daily try-
ing to prove?

First the U-M student paper slams into the
fact that athletes on the Ann Arbor campus have
been receiving special concessions - like free
movie tickets and discounts on clothes - from
area rnerchants.

Then, the paper turns on Michigan State with
similar charges.

The net result is that both schools now are

' conducting investigations.
So is the Big Ten.

When it's all over, the conference may
slap Michigan and MSU on the hands.

But the real culprits actually are the "well-
meaning" merchants who have doled out the
"gifts" to the athletes at the two schools.

Somehow, these are the people who should
. get tagged with a penalty, although they will

escape.

THEY'RE A LOT like the so-called good folks
who every year try and pass out illegal awards
to high school athletes in Michigan.

Men who run sandlot baseball teams or

golf tournaments or ping pong meets just
don't seem to understand the State Associa-

tion code which prescribes that no prep ath-
lete may accept any award worth over $5..
and the award must be limited to a medal,
badge, letter, or something like that.

A $4 baseball mitt or sweater is OUT.
Yet, there are those who think they are smart.

They try to beat the law and figure that they can
get away with giving a jacket, a set of golf clubs
or as once was the case, a set of fishing equip-
ment.

THE STATE ASSOCIATION and Charles For-

sythe, the veteran director, don't hop around with
snooping noses. But when they hear of such vio-
lations, they act.

Who suffers?

The youngsters who took the gifts and their
high school teams. More than once a prep team
has been forced to forfeit a victory because a prep
accepted an illegal award... and more than one
boy has been barred from competing in high
school action because he took something he
shouldn't.

As long as there are sports, those in-
volved are bound to get special treatment.

It makes no difference what the level of com-

petition - grade school, high school, college or
professional... people like to do something extra
for athletes.

This has to be the real story of what has been
happening at Michigan and Michigan State and
likely at a hundred other colleges around the
country.
