For Street Improvement

The Plymouth City Commis-
sion is going to come face to
face with one of the most dll-

ficult problems it has encoun-

tered in years when it meets

In study session Monday.
It is the problem of setting

up a street improvement. pro-
gram for 1969 and the means

oi financing it-whether to fol-
low a special assess ment for-
mula or go 00 a pay-as-you-go

plan that would call for a tax

increase of at least two mills.

It has been some time since

any major work was done on
the streets. Now, some of them
are in poor shape, and the im-
provements must be made.

The three projects under im-
mediate study will include Lin-

den, Amelia and Evergreen,
along with the extension of
Farmer Street from Stark-

weather to Mill St. These

proposed improvements have
been on the list for some time

and the Commission now nnds

that some ·of the work is ur-

gent.

ACCORDING to the report

of City Manager Richard Blod-
gett, which was given to the
Commission for study, the
city's share of the cost of the
four projects will approximate

$139,068.87, .while $53,014.07
could be raised by the usual

special assessment route.-

"On the Farmer Street pro-
ject," the report stated, '•we
are estimating $28,000 for land
acquisition. Therefore, if the
Commission chooses toacquire
only the land this year and do
the construction next year, we
could knock off $27,000 from
the construction costs this

year."
For some time the Commis-

slon has been considering a
special assessment plan that
would call for the payment of
$14 per front foot of residen-

tial property and $17 per front
foot of commercial or indus-

trlal property.

Compounding the problems
of cost and quality of medical
care is a steadily growing
shortage of doctors and nurses.

THE WHITE HOUSE Com-

missions and Senate com-

mittees can be expected to give
particular attention to the pros-

pects for a leveling off in the
sharp rise in medical costs

during the next few years.

9 ith Robben Fleming
The U. of M.'s new president is a professional
argument-settler who faces
problems of controlling growth
By TIM RICHARD

Sunday Editor
Whenever the University of Michigan

has been in the national news in recent vears.
it has usually been because of some kind of
fight - student sit-ins, flamboyant editorials
in The Daily, disagreements with the state
over money and autonomy.

And so there was a certain logic - as
well as a certain wry humor - when the
Board of Regents last year appointed a pro-
fessional labor arbitrator, a man used to
bringing agreement out of conflict, as the
new president.

Robben W. Fleming, 52, will be inaugur-
ated Monday. He has already been in Ann
Arbor for some months, learning. the ropes
from the retiring Harlan H. Hatcher and
actually taking office on Jan. 1.

And he has already made one extremely
important decision - the hiring of Dr. Arthur
M. Ross as executive vice president effective
July 1.

Ross, also an arbitrator and currently
U.S. commissioner of ]abor statistics.
has a reputation as a sort of McNamara.
a computer-minded planner. Ross' jobs
will be the university's long-range plan-
ning (like Topsy, it has tended to '.just
grow") and its relations with the newly-
important State Board of Education.

A native of Paw Paw, Ill., President

Fleming earned his B.A. degree from Beloit
.JW*) College in 1938 and his law degree from
the University of Wisconsin in 1941. After a
year with the Securities and Exchange CoR-
mission, he spent four years in the Army. C

He was in industrial relations posts at the
universities of Wisconsin and Illinois from
1947 until 1964, when he returned to Wiscon-
sin as chancellor. That gave him admini-
strative experience.

There's a tradition that a university
president have some scholarly competence
in his field. Fleming points out that he has
written several books and articles, on labor
law and industrial relations. The United
Auto Workers union knows him as a member

of its Public Review Board.
He dresses with an academic lack of

style. He's neither boisterous nor shy. · He
knows enough not to talk too<much, but he's
not afrqid to speak on the record. - as we
found out when we talked with him for an

hour in his office one day.
Q. You have a background as* a labor

arbitrator;' your new vice, president, Dri
Arthur Ross, has been a labor arbitrator; and
the dean of the liberal arts school, Dr.
William Haber, has also been a· labor arbi-
trator. Why is this?

FLEMING: "I thinkhe reason you find
a number of people with backgrounas li k t
mine in university administrations is that we
are in a period in history with a great deal of
- well - group tensions. People with back-
grounds like mine are used to dealing .with
problems of that kind.

"I've never thought it, had much to do
with one's knowledge of labor-management
relations. ,I think you find the same kind of
background in people -who deal with interna-
tional disputes ... Arthur Goldberg. of
course, is one who has transferred his skills
from the labor area to the international area.

"You've got Ed Young, who's president

of the University of Maine; Jack McConnell,
who's president of the University of New
Hampshire; Clark Kerr. who was president of
the University of California: George Schultz,
who's dean oi the business school at the Uni-
versity of Chicago."

Q. Can you characterize the administra-
tion of Dr. Hatcher? Not in the sense that he
was president a certain number of years and
enrollments increased by X number of stu-.
dents, the budget by Y dollars and research
funds by Z. Can you characterize the direction
of the university the past 16 years?

FLEMING: "That's not an easy question
for me to answer. because I was not intimate-

ly familiar with the University of Michigan
during these years. I knew it as a colleague

' from one university watching the other uni-
versity, so I can give you some ideas.

"I would say the great accomplishment
'was the expansion that was necessary as a re-
sult of the greatly increased demand for high-
er education. and the retention of quality dur-
ing that expansion. I

"And I don't have any doubt that his-
' tory will record that Dr. Hatcher's great

decision was to acquire the North Cam-
pus. And I think there was the attention
he gave the arts. andin particular the
theater.

"To go berond those things requires a
little deeper knowledge than I have . . ."

Q. Th#s leads us to the key question:
Where will the university head in the future?
To start with. your total enrollment is...

FLEMING: "36.000, if you're counting
the Dearborn and Flint campuses,'too."

Q. And what percentage of that is under-
graduate?

FLEMING: "About 60 per cent."
Q. Well, is there any maximum size this

university can and should attain? Will it ex-
pand indefinitely? Is there any optimum point
at which you lose the efficiencies of size and
wind up with a number of isolated colleges -
as you indeed have now with the North Cam-
pus?

FLEMING: "These questions, of course,
are always relative.

"If you'd asked at the time I was going to
the University of Wisconsin Claw school, 1938-
41) , which at that time was 10,000, and it's
aow a little bigger than we are, if you'd asked
people how big that university could grow,
they would have said, 'Certainly not more
than 20,000.'

"Here we are over 30,000, and people are
asking, 'Can you handle 40,000?'

"The reason I say it's a relative ques-
tion: Suppose we reach 40,000. How big
you can grow is partly a function of how
people happen to think. If you just look at
cities, now, the way they've grown, the
people that once said you couldn't have
cities of a certain size - population
grows, and you don't stop the population.
"I think everybody believes there's some

point beyond which you can't accommodate
nnore people.

"Look at Ann Arbor, for instance.
"Surely there is a physical limit on how

many people you' can accommodate. That
raises the question: Will the University of
Michigan someday be like the University of
California in the sense that we have campuses
in Dearborn and Flint.

"Conceivably you could start to expand
at those campuses. Conceivably you could ac-
cept applications at the University of Michi-
gan as California does - 'you can state a pre-
f,renee of whether you want to go to Flint,
Dearborn or Ann Arbor, but we can't neces-
sarily honor that preference.'

"That breaks you down into the sub-ques-
tion of where and what kind of growth are you
talking about with respect to the various col-
leges - engineering, medical, law, liberal
arts and so forth."

Q. Does the Board of Regents or adminis-
tration have any figure in mind?

FLEMING: "Not really. I understand in
the past there has been some talk of 40,000,

"One reason I made the appointment of
Arthur Ross was that I think we have to p.ut
together a more comprehensive plan than we
have ever had. I'm assuming that will be a
major development in the next year or two."

Q. What would a comprehensive plan
cover?

FLEMING: "It covers everything.
"It covers your academic planning -

where you think you're going in the various
colleges, what you think the growth factor
will be, what you think the new disciplines
will be that grow out of changes in' knowledge.

"What consolidations you think there may
be, what programs you have that you think
will phase out, what new colleges if any there
will be...

· "What physical growth you'll have in
terms of buildings, where you'll have it, what
kinds of buildings you'Il have, will you be go-
ing increasingly high rise...

"How will you take care of the demand
for recreational facilities, will you build in-
creased residence halls, and if so will they be
dormitories, will they be apartments.

"How many graduate students will
you have versus how many undergradu-
ates, how many are going to be married

and what kind of quarters do they need...
*'How much money is the federal govern-

ment going to put into education as compared
to the state government and what's the signi-
ficance of that, how are you going to finance
these various things...

"What kinds of electronic techniques are
there going to be, will they save you money or
only cost you more money and increase the
quality of the product . . .?

Q. Perhaps we should ask you that ques-
tion one year from now rather than today.

FLEMING: "Well, one year from now, I
will be in abetter position to answer it, I
think."

Q. We're interested in the question you
raised about academic disciplines - what
new ones there might be, which way will the
university go, what will they phase out? And
where will the University of Michigan NOT
go? Will it be all things to all people, or will
there be some areas of specialization?

FLEMING: "It's true that we're very,
very broad, but there are also areas of speci-
alization.

"For instance, most of the big univer-
sities today have decided that in the interna-
tional sphere, they'll concentrate on certain

Those without such
permission will be subject to
the existing rules, which re-
quire them to be in their Uni-
versity residence by 12 mid-
night Sunday through Thursday
nights, 1 o'clock on Friday
nights, and 1:30 on Saturday
nights.

According to the University
Housing Office, 1,734 freshmen
women live in University Hous-
ing. By Feb. 20, signed per-
mission forms had been re-

ceived from 1,341 parents; 116
parents denied permission, and
no response had been received
from 277 parents.

The resolution adopted by
the Regents in January also
permitted each University

housing unit to determine, by
democratic procedure, its own
rules concerning visiting hours
for members of the opposite
sex. These rules were to be

filed with the University Hous-
ing Office, and would go into
effect as soon as thls record-

ing procedure was completed.

Any house not filing a new set
of rules would continue under

existing regulations.

So far, 22 men's residence
hall houses, 18 women's rest-
dence hall houses, 21 soror-
ities, and eight fraternities have
filed new policies.

Among the men's houses, 20
of the 22 provide for 24-hour

visitation at some time during
the week. Five of the 18 wo-

men's residences and six frat-

ernities do likewise. N one of the

sororities have adopted such a
policy.

According to the Housing Of-
fice report, "All of the policies
submitted include some method
of enforcement and protecUon

for the rights of the minority.
Some of them are very elab-
orate and well conceived."

Right
now, there is a national move-
ment among junior colleges to
get the 2S deferment for tech-
nical students."

Webber added, however, that
right now neither the college
nor the technical students were
being hurt by the occupational
deferments.

He said that the recent an-
nouncement by Selective Ser-
vice that occupational defer-
ments would be reviewed would
not affect students in this cat-
egory.

Its Points
Sometimes we put up with

inconventences for so long that
we forget something far better
is available. For example, ask
yourself these questions about
your home heating system:

Is there a feeling of draft

in one or more rooms?

Are there cold spots in some

rooms, so that family members
avoid sitting in a particular
chair, for example?

Do you have to overheat some
rooms to make other reasonably
comfortable? Are there rooms

that remain cold no matter how

far up you push the ther-
mometer?

Are You afraid to let toddlers
play on the floor because it's
too cold? Do older folks in

the family complain about cold
feet?

Do your rooms seem to get
dusty awfully fast? Is your

system noisy? Do your fuel

bills seem high compared to
your neighbor's?

SOME OR ALL of these

problems may be characteristic

of an old heating system. Some-
tlmes an overhauling with

certain parts cleaned or re-
placed is all that's necessary.
In other cases, the solution is
a new system.

Hydronie heat, which uses
hot water as the heating

medium, has traditionally been
synonymous with quality. Water
from compact boiler is piped
to radiation in the various

roorns.

Most often today,this is well-
hugging baseboard that takes
up little space. The heat is

even, clean, quiet and draft-
free.

Other advantages of hy-
dronic heat are the ease with

which it can be zoned, so that

you send only as much heat
to various areas as is needed

there, the ease with which tt
can be extended toadded rooms,
a basement, attic or garage,
and the fact that the boiler can

be fired by oil, gas or elect-
ricity, depending upon which
is most economical in your
area.

Governmental

blunders that can botch up an

otherwise good paint job, and
almost every do-it-yourself

painter manages to commit at
least one of them at some time

or other. By knowing what they

are, and how to avoid them,
you'll find it easier to give
painting problems the brush-
off:

1. Dripping and · spattering
' may not ruin a good paint job,
but it does leave you with a
mess to clean up later. Pro-
tect your furnishings with tar-

paulins or painting "drop

cloths". To prevent drips, don't
dip your brush or roller too
deeply.

2. Bleeding makes for unat-

tractive results. This staining
of the paint--over knots or
sappy places in wood by resins
and gums drawn to the surface

by heat--can be prevented by
removing all the paint in the
area, then seating in the gums
wjth a coat of pureshellac, spe-
cial knot sealer or varnish.

Apply primer then continuewith
the normal painting procedure.

3. Stickiness is caused by ex-
cess oil or the wrong type of
Oil in the paint. Sticky paint
can someUmes be hardened by

wiping it with turpentine. But

if this method fails, you're
stuck - -the only thing left to
do is to remove the defective

paint and start over.

4. Early chalking--or loss of
gloss--in small areas is anoth-
er painting blunder that
shouldn't be glossed over. It's

caused by the absorption of oil
from the top coat of paint by
the wood beneath. It is apt to
occur sooner if the wood or

masonry surface has been given
an insufficient plint coating.
The problem can be remedied
by applying an additional coat
of paint. Wheg doing this, don't
thin the paint--often a cause of
chalkIng in the first place.

5. Blistering frequently re-
sults when there's moisture in

When drawn to the outer sur-

face, it breaks the paint bond,
stretching andswelling the film.
Using a latex paint which is
blister-resistant is one good
way not to be a painter who's
all wet.

6. Peeling may occur without
blistering, but often results
from the samecauses. A greasy
or oily surface, a previously
painted surface that's in poor
condition, or a weight has loos-
ened the prime coat are also

major causes of peeling.

7. Mildew occurs under damp
conditions, whether indoors or
out, and develops on your new
paint job in the form of a rusty
or sooty deposit. The resistance
of ready-mixed paints to mildew
can be improved by adding a
fungicide, available at paint or
hardware stores in a special
form for mixing wlth paint.

8. Laps and brush marks
won't make you bristle if you
use the correct painting tech-

niques. To avoid laps, it's wise
to paint an entire wall or cell-

ing before stopping. On a por-
ous surface, "brush in" paint
with short strokes then smooth

it out with longer ones. On a

flat surface, use light, long
strokes, gradually lifting the
brush at the end of each stroke.

JUST FOR OPENERS

Two weeks ago I received a
call from one of Farmington's
senior citizens. This charm-
ing lady, whose name wasnt
offered, asked me to recom-
mend a champagne for a mod-
est price and one that would
please a group of ladies.

Her questions answered, I
asked a couple myself regard-
ing her experience with open-
ing champagne bottles. Her un-
del'standable lack ofexperience
in this department and enthu-
stasm for the correct method
prompted me to save this

colmlm...just for openers.
C hampagne is a naturally

carbonated wine which achieves

its bubbly state through a sec-
ond ' fermentation. Saving the
champagne process for another
time,let it suffice to say that
C O.2 becomes entrapped in the
wine and builds a tremendous

pressure on the internal walls
of the bottles and bottom faces

of the cortes used to seal the

bottles, up to 96 pounds per
square inch or about eight at-
mospheres.

***

YOU CAN READILY see why
champagne corks need little
prodding for their rapid re-
moval. Consequently these

corks are wired down by means
of a wire ' 'hood" placed over
the inserted cork and fastened

securely by twisting the ends
together beneath the "bulge"
on the bottleneck.

Champagne leaves thewinery
in a gayly packaged state, often
wrapped in tissue and always
attractively labeled and decor-
ated with bright and colorful
foils on the top and neck.Care-

ful opening will preserve much
of the original appearance so
your guests will readily dis-

cover the brand you chose. You

will not need to present your
wine wrapped entirely in anap-
kin as was the custom during
prohibition when one never latew

what was being served.
Sparkling wines are all open-

ed in the same manner and I

suggest you respect the poten-
tial danger offered by careless

guidance of exploding corks. I
have seen eye glasses broken,
noses upturned, andchandeliers
shattered ...all by champagne
corks improperly removed.

STEP ONE: Chill the wine

with ice and water in a deep
container or bucket for fifteen

minutes. This makes the wine

ready to serve when opened and
also reducesthe amolmt of CO-2

that will want to escape, as
CO-2 dissolves in cold wine.

As the temperature increases
the greater the explosive quality
becomes as in warm beer or

soda.

STEP TWO: Using a sharp
knife cut the foll beneath the

"bulge" and remove the up-
per portion leaving the lower
foll as adornment on the bot-

tle. The cork and wire hood

will be exposed with a little
wire 'tab" tucked away at one
side. The cork may be Was-
tic or real and in either ease

you may have to wipe away

some mold or sticky accumu-
lation with a napkin. Dry the

entire bottle.
STEP THREE: Place your

18*- palm over the cork and
grasp the tab in your right
hand and loosen by unwinding
the wire. Should the cork be-

gin to ease out before the wire
hood is ready for removal,
grasp the cork firmly, then tilt
the bottle at a 45 degree angle
to your left pointing the cork
at an undamageable surface.

STEP FOUR: Now, holding
the cork firmly and at the same
angle, twist the bottle with your
right !23, which is placed as
near the bottom of the bottle

as possible while maintaining
a full grip. The cork should
ease away from the lip of the
bottle and if it does not...con-

tinue twisting with the right
hand. Twisting of the Cork gives

poor leverage and will fre-
quently break a real cork.

As the cork heads for free-

dom you will feel the pressure

in both hands like the poles of
two magnets repelling each
other. For a loud and color-

ful "pop" you must not in-
hibit the movement of the cork

and neither must you let go of
it. SO...if you give a litue ex-
tra pull on the cork as it moves

the resultant "pop" will really
be something. This does not

hurt the wine.

STEP FIVE: Once the cork

is out, and damage to property
assessed, continue holding the
bottle at an angle for a few
more seconds to allow the pres-

sure within to equalize itself
with the atmosphere outside.

When you hold a bottle upright
during the above stages the

released cork is followed by
rushing gas and wine giving
what is affectionately called a

"champagne bath".
STEP SIX: Wipe the lip with

a clean napkin and be sure the

outside of the bottle is dry,
no condensaUon, s o that
you won't drop the bottle as

you pour. Do not wrap the bot-
tle in a napkin. Pour sparkling

wines in two motions, the first
will fill the glass two-thirds
full and frothy bubbles will rise
to the edge and the second al-
lows you to fill the glass the
rest of the way. Never use wet
glasses.

Still wines, the kind without
bubbles, are frequently sealed
with real corks and oeer some

challenge to the most profes-
sianal. We neednt discuss

screw cap "closures" or slml-

lar methods of contemporary
man as the hands are the only
tools necessary.

Corks made of bark are soft,
brittle, supple, friable, crumb-
ly, dry, hard, good and bad...
to name but a few. C orks have
been cussed and discussed for

decades, They are either easy
to "get but" or "son-of-a-
guns", hence, the numerous
inventions which plague the
market place with the dubious

label of "cork pullers".

Careful observation, on my
part, has shown that no two
"Wine experts" seem to be in
complete agreement onthe per-
fect cork puller.

General concessions by the

majority point to several re-
quirements for such an in-
strurztent and these are:

The worm should have a hol-

low center large enough for a

paper match to be inserted

within, the length of the worm
should be two or 21/4 inches

in length to penetrate fully the
longest corks, the outside dia-
meter of the worm must be just

under 3/8 inches (according

to a Study by Almaden vine-
yards as reported in the Wall
Street Journal), the outer edge
of the worm should be round,
not sharp, so thal the cork will
not be cut as the worm pene-

trates and lastly, the point
should be a continuation of the

worm's spiral.
Various levers, wings, han-

dies and contraptions are at-

tached to this perfect worm so
that tt resembles a cork pul-
ler. The T-shaped puller, found
in party stores, conforms to
the above standards but I per-
sonally find it inconvenient and
awkward to place a bottle of
wine between the knees so that

the T.puller can be used prop-
erly, as no other leverage
mechanism exists on same.

***

THE LEAST AMOUNT of

disturbance, shaking or tipping,
is desirable when opening wine

and although more care ls re-

quired with its use, I prefer
the arnateur use the "wing-

type" pullers which rarely have
the hollow worm spiral. These

pullers are chrome Naked,
available everywhere and will
outlast the user. The spiral
is called w "auger" on these

models as the center is solid,
like a drill or wood auger, and
consequently the user may
actually pull the center right
out of the cork imless he is

careful. Minimal physical ef-

fort Is required and women can
develop a professional style
after opening one bottle to get
the feel of lt.

Here are some fast tips on
using a cork puller.

STEP ONE: Cut and re-

move the lead foll '«capsule",
covering the cork, just below
the bulge. Wipe away the mold,
dlrt and moisture accumulated

on the cork and top.
STEP TWO: Begin insertion

of the worm or auger by plac-
ing the tip on or about the
center of the cork and twist

the instrument into the cork

using sufficient pressure to al-

low penetration without punch-

ing the cork into the bottle.
When the spiral is completely
through the cork or when no
more spiral shows...stop.

STEP THREE: Using the

"wing-type", pull the wings
down (they automatically raised
themselves as the spiral pene-
trated the cork) with a slow,
even pressure being careful to

observe the very center of the
cork. The cork should break

away from the bottle, making
a little "crack" sound, how-
ever, if the center of the cork
begins to pull out before the
cork breaks away from the
bottle then you must turn the

spiral in further..,then proceed.
STEP FOUR: Once the cork

is out, wipe the lip and inside
of the bottle neck wlth a clean

napkin and serve the wine.
Should you pull the center out

of the cork or break the cork

in half (caused by not insert-
ing the spiral through the cork
entirely) then use a T-shape
puller with a hollow spiral and

carefully and at an angle, if
need be, penetrate the remain-
ing cork that is intact and draw
the cork out slowly.

I am currently experiment-
ing with a new version of a

very old cellar cork puller
utilizing two thin strips of

spring steel attached to a han-
dle which enables one to re-

move a cork without punctur-
ing it in any way. You'll be
the first to learn of the re-

sults.

areas of the world: they will not try to cover
all parts of the world.

"Here, we have a center on the prob-
lems of the Middle East. But at Wiscon-
sin, they'd decided they would pretty well
eliminate that.

-You get quite different emphases in dif-
ferent universities on. let's say. the' life
sciences...

"The interesting thing at Michigan -· I
suppose, the interesting thing at all colleges
today in the biological sciences area - is that
many of the old disciplines are now crossing
over so much that traditional departments -
biology, biochemistry, genetics. zoology -
there's so much crossing over of lines that
traditional departments don't look much like
they did.

'It's true among the psychologists, for in-
stance. They tend these days to be split in
various directions, and you may very well be
breaking and forming new constellations in
the future."

Q. What's the status of the Residential
College that the university was working on?
The last bit of information was that it was

quartered in East Quadrangle...
FLEMING: "The original plan was to

construct a residential college over on tho
North Campus.

"Neither the legjslative funds nor the pri-
vate funds which we had hopedto attract
proved to be available.

"Therefore, we started it in East Quad.
That has proven to be quite satisfactory. As a
matter of fact, the students rather like the
idea of being close to the main campus.

"We're making some more conversions of
space this next year, and we'll go into the
second year in East Quad.

"And the internal difficulty is this.
It's clearly more expensive on a per stu-
dent basis than the balance of the liberal

arts college. And that raises the question
of how much of your resources can you
fairly allocate lo a relatively small group
of students compared to. the others?

"Because, if it's going to be considerably
more costly - and it is, there's no doubt about
it - then is it fair to other students to allocate
a disproportionate share to the Residential
College?"

"It's rather interesting, you know,
that we thought that would be a rather at-
tractive concept to donors during the 55 M
campaign (the 1966-68 sesquicentennial
campaign of the plumni to raise $55 mil-
lion in capital fuids).

"And it did not attract significant gifts.
"That throws us back on the Legislature,

and the Legislature is very money-consci-
OUS."

Q. The University of Michigan has a na-
tional - even international - reputation as
one of the stellar institutions of higher learn-
ing. Yet a number of other schools across the
country, with the help of federal money, are
seeking a place in the limelight.

Can the University of Michigan hold
its same exalted rank in the future with
suffer competition?

FLEMING: -Well, I have no doubt it's
going to remain one of the very great univer-
sities in the world.

"It is going to be difficult to protect that
rank.

"It's going to be difficult for a lot of rea-
sons - competition for the state tax dollar is
getting rougher all the time; there's an ever
increasing demand for higher education;
some will be siphoned off by the other four-
year colleges and the community colleges;

"Our great competence. increasingly, is
in the upper levels. Also, our admissions stan-
dards are such that it's not every Michigan
ycungster that can come to the University of
Michigan, on academic grounds. So the corn-
petition's going to be much rougher.

-On the other hand, I have a feeling that
the people of Michigan realize that this is a
very distinguished university, and they want
it to remain that way.

"Now, it cannot remain that way un-
less they're prepared to support it.

"I think that in the showdown, they ieally
are.
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"I think it's clear also in the years ahead
1

there's going to be increased money put into
the universities. There is a great national
stake in maintaining the universities. You
cannot build every university in the country
with the prestige of and capacity of the Har-
vards, the Berkeleys, the Michigans, the Wis-
consins and places like that.
