tablished.

FROM NOW ON, the commis-
sion stated, it would use much
more discretion in judging
future requests and would con-
sider petitions on their indi-
vidual merits alone,

This attitude was adopted by
the commission after it had
received a report from its plan-
ning consultant W.C, Johnson
from the firm of Waring and
Johnson.

The Planning Consultantsre-
port said, “At the presenttime,
there exists 113.8 acres of land
now zoned for multiple dwell-
ings. Seven-hundred and forty-
five units exist or are in the
process of being constructed
and land now zoned for about
425 more,

‘“In the analysis of land in
the Comprehensive Develop-
ment Plan, (compiled by the
planning commission last year)
it was estimated that about 25
per cent of the ultimate number
of dwelling units would be mul-
tiple dwelling, requiring in the
township about 2,500 units.

Through the gloom of the atmosphere left by
last January's fire, one almost ‘could see again
the wicker chairs with the cushion seats that were
reserved for the elite of the area — the Schraders,
the Bennetts, the Pecks and the Houghs.

It was from this point of vantage — the so-
called box seats — that they viewed the latest
movies and an occasional vaudeville show. And
it was in this same auditorium that the business
and industrial tycoons of the area took surcease
from labor that gave them the energy needed to
build and develop the community that was to be-
come the pride of western Wayne County.

GHOSTS OF PENNIMANS ARE THERE

The ghosts of thé Pennimans also moved in for
what could have been the last link with the past.
It was Kate (Penniman) Allen who built the
theater in November, 1918. It was later given to
the city as the possible site of a cultural center.

We were having a merry time of it, for the
Stroller likes nothing more than a journey down
Memory Lane from time to time. |

There was a strange twist in the lane now,
for the Stroller wasn't here at the beginnings.
But from what the ghosts whispered, there must
have been an interesting history to the old place.

So, he sought one who should know the story
for he had heard him say that he started his work-
ing career there as a cloak room boy, then an
usher, and then a ticket taker. It was none other
than Ralph Lorenz, and Ralph leaned back in his
chair with a broad smile as he, too, started to
recall the old days.

“What a place that was in the beginning,” he
said, ‘‘and it was the center of one of the most
interesting political battles we ever had — much
more spirited than the fight we had a few years
ago to get permission to sell liquor by the glass.”

“What was that about?” the Stroller asked, as
he could recall nothing more vital than the fight
to sell liquor. .

“Would you believe it?’’ Ralph went on, “One
of the biggest fights we ever had in Plymouth was
over the right to open the theater to show movies
on Sunday.

““The superintendent of schools, and all of the
ministers in town lined up in opposition to opening
the theater for Sunday movies and we had quite
a time of it before the people gave permission.”

Here. Lorenz' smile broadened. s

“I still can see Harry Lush, then the manager
of the theater,” he recalled, “‘being host at Hobbe’s
Soda Fountain ‘across the street, buying the ice
cream delicacy for everyone as a means of
celebrating.” ’ '

After this victory was won, vaudeville acts
were brought in from time to time to provide a
varied program and, according to Lorenz, the old
theater was quite the place.

The Stroller invited Lorenz to walk over and
join in a visit with the ghosts, but he begged off
on the claim that nostalgia sometimes takes too
tight a grip. : R :

But he did continue telling of the old days.

“You know,”’ he went on, ‘“when the theater
was built, it was to be a real social center for the
community. It wasn't to be confined to movies
and ‘occasional vaudeville skits.

“They had four bowling alleys in the build-
ing,” he smiled, “‘and I even was a pinboy there.
So I virtually grew up with the theater.

“I still can envision the old street, too. We had
Hayward’'s across the street and a restaurant
where the post office stands. It was quite the
center.”’ :

Wrapped up in memory now, Lorenz con-
tinued, ‘‘One of the fondest memories I have of
the theater is the sight of the men decorating the
ceiling and walls. .

“Some folks have claimed that there were oil
paintings on the walls, but they were simply hand
applied decorations of rich looking material.

“But the memory I have is the one of the men
lying on their backs while working on the ceilings.

“And I still can see the ‘elite’ arriving for the
latest movies and Harry Lush scurrying around
as the manager.”

With that, he turned back to his work and left
the Stroller with a word picture of the social
center that now is doomed, but he had a great time
visiting with the ghosts in the same old audi-
torium, and then getting the story of the theater
first hand from one who was part of it.

The Salem Township Fire Ordinance requires
that a fire permit be obtained before burning
any grass or brush when ground is not snow-
covered. Permits can be obtained withott charge
by calling your fire chief, Charles Raymor, at
Fi 9-1741, or if you are unable to reach him, by
calling the fire department at Fi 9-1155.

A fire permit is not required to burn trash in
a container with a cover. However, if the fire is
allowed to escape from the container all cost to
the township for the suppression of said fire
shall be billed to the party responsible.

Wine is a product of na-
ture’s gifts and comes from
many countries, specific re-
gions and peoples. A label is
sort of a birth certificate or
passport. Without certain
standard facts on a label, one
could hardly tell if a wine is
worth a single penny.

WINE LABELING is, justi-
fiably, under the jurisdiction
of-the government in wine pro-
ducing countries,

bel must conform to the foreign
government’s provisos,

American law places the au-
thority of label approval in'the
hands of the Alcohol and To-
bacco Tax Division of the U.S,
Treasury - Department., Con-
sumers are protected by the
law, which demands that the
contents, country of origin and
importer are stated clearly on
wines imported into this coun-
try. They must also have the
corresponding terms found on
American wine labels,

Each American wine label
gives the type and/or name
of wine, the alcoholic content,
name and address of the mak-
er and bottler and total liquid
volume, Additional information
regarding vintage year, Special
Reserve Quality or terms in-
dicating dryness or sweetness
are not necessary to comply
with the ATTD but are per-
mitted to appear.

Wine drinkers should be cau-
tious of labels bearing terms
which are superfluous or vague,
especially those on imported
wines using foreign languages
to describe their contents,

GENERALLY, WINES
achieve their ‘“name’’ from the
place where grown, the variety
of grape principally used in
production, the name of the
vineyard (German and French)
where grown and, frequently,
from the ‘“‘generic’’ terms like
sherry, burgundy, vin rose, and
claret,

A ‘‘place name”’ used on a
label usually indicates 2z wine
made only at that place and
no where else in the world.

“However, I believe this is
a policy matter because,among
other things, it might involve
the personal dignity of the cit-
izens,’” Milligan said.

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TALUS At Mid-Point

Righf Now, ‘Everyone Loves
A Data-Gatherer,

But A Big Selling Job Remains

Don’t bother trying to memorize exactly
the following statistics. Just let them form a
general impression in your mind:

There were something like 4 million liv-
ing in southeastern Michigan in the last cen-
sus. By the 1980 census, the population will
have grown to around six million.

The six counties of southeastern Michi-
gan had about 4,000 square miles of land at
the time of the last census. In the 1980 census,
they’'ll still have 4,000 miles of land.

Got it? Fifty per cent more people,
the same amount of land.

Let's refine the impression. In one gen-
eration (1940-65), the region’s population rose
70 per cent. But people have spread out and
live on bigger lots, and so the amount of land
that can be called ‘‘urban’ has increased by
200 per cent. -

The plot thickens.

" * ®

AGAIN, DON'T TRY to memorize the
numbers, but form a mental impression about
. what’s been happening from 1953-65:

The population rose 17 per cent, and the
number of auto trips the average person took
increased 25 per cent. That figures out to 45
per cent more person-trips.

In that same period, the proportion of our
trips involving work decreased from 44 per
cent of the, total to 32 per cent, school trips
went up from 5 per cent to 7, and social-
recreational trips stayed about the same—26
to 27 per cent. But the number of shopping
and personal business trips shot up from 25
per cent of the total to 34 per cent.

Does that register? Our travel is in-
creasing faster than our population, and
the kind of traveling we’re doing is dif-
ferent.

One last statistic that you don’t have to
memorize, and then we'll quit for awhile:

This same area of southeastern Michigan
has 210 cities, villages and townships, and
most are doing something that can be called
“planning,”” some of it pretty good, some not
so good.

- * *

THESE FIGURES WERE tossed out by
the personnel and pamphlets of “TALUS,”
which stands for ‘‘Transportation and Land
Use Study.”

TALUS isn't making many headlines or
getting much broadcast time these days, be-
cause it's in the middle of its four-year job:
Developing a comprehensive, long-range plan
that can help southeastern Michigan — here-
after referred to as ‘‘the region’’ — determine
how it will develop industrially, commercial-
lv, residentally and recreationally through
about 19S0.

The people involved with TALUS think
such a plan is necessary for its own sake
because the region's past development has

been haphazard, and the results have been
heavy re-development costs and a loss of
economic vitality in some areas.

But it's necessary legally, too. Under a
federal aid highway act, the government
won’t approve any programs for urban areas

unless its projects are based on some kind -

of planning process.

A Regional Planning Commission was
organized in 1947, and in 1964 1t gave birth to
the Transportation and Land Use Study. The
regional planning earlier this year was taken
over by the newly-created Southeastern

Michigan Council of Governments (COG), -

and so TALUS is now under COG.
L ] L »

‘THE MAN AT THE HEAD of TALUS is
Irving J. Rubin, a silver-haired perpetual
motion machine who makes a million tele-
phone calls and speeches a week, or so it
seems. ;

By mid-1969, Rubin hopes TALUS will
have completed the first four steps of its work
— gathering data, analysis (which includes
growth projections), developing and testing
alternative plans, and then review and adop-
tion of the plans.

Rubin explains these steps often, but
patiently. He is seeking public support of
the ultimate regional plan. The detailed
implementation will be up to those 210
local governments.

(The number is actually greater than 210
by now, because Livingston County is now
part of TALUS, although it isn’t part of the
parent Council of Governments. Livingston
was added because of the importance of its
drainage patterns and recreational lands.)

Right now, says Rubin, “there’s no great
opposition to TALUS. Everybody loves a data-
gatherer.”” But when TALUS's recommenda-
tions come forth in the middle of next year,
he expects every recommendation will get at
least some disagreement. After all, each idea
will represent (a) costs and (b) benefits.

“‘We have no authority to implement the
plan. Our influence will depend on our ability
to articulate the plan,” says Rubin.

His sidekick, P.R. man Will Hardy,
agrees. Hardy, a smart old former re-
porter for the Detroit Times, dopes it out
this way:

“They've probably been able to do more
without authority than with. They've had to
sell, be diplomatic.”

“We don't tell local areas how to do their
planning,” Rubin goes on. “We’ll develop a
generalized regional plan with a number of
alternatives for them.

“They can still say, ‘The hell with you.’
They can go ahead with complétely incon-
sistent plans. We have no way of requiring
them to follow the regional plan.

“The most important thing we have is
information — accurate, up-to-date. We're

meeting with county planning commissions . .

“We want to help local public officials.
We can build pegs upon which they can hang
their hats when they have to make a deci-
sion. We can help them find it politically
feasible to do what they know should be
done.”

One possible source of conflict is the
hypothetical example of a hilly rural town-
ship that wants to develop industrially, so
that it can have tax base, whereas TALUS
might indicate it would be a perfect recrea-

tiyn area.
» * *

RUBIN KNOWS as much about people
and local governments as he does about the
abstractions of planning.

He started in Democratic politics in Flint
and went to Lansing when John C. Mackie
was elected state highway commissioner. As
Mackie’s executive assistant for Detroit,
Rubin was freeway route coordinator for the
region from 1957-64. His job was to try to get
agreements on route locations.

The Highway Department loaned him to
TALUS during its formative stages in 1964,
and in mid-1965 the executive committee
made Rubin director of the study.

His staff numbers 75, and it has a budget
for the entire study of $4.4 million, or roughly
a dollar for every man, woman and child in
the region. Part of the budget goes for con-
sultants and computer service.

The federal government picks yp 71 per
cent of the cost through two programs, plan-
ning and highways. The State Highway De-
partment contributes 12 per cent. The final
17 per cent comes from local sources — the
City of Detroit_and the counties of Wayne,
Oakland, Macomb, St. Clair, Livingston,
Washtenaw and Monroe.

TALUS's quarters are downtown Detroit
at 1248 Washington Blvd., up the stairs and
turn right.

* * *

RUBIN HAS TWO principal assistants.

One is Jack Gould, a former civil en-.
gineer in the Army Corps of Engineers; he
has experience in the San Francisco Bay
area rapid transit program. At TALUS, he's
in charge of transportation studies — high-
ways, traffic, travel surveys, airports, har-
bors, railroads, parking.

The other is S. Thyagarajan, whom every-
body calls “Thyag’ (pronounced “Tee-og’’).
Educated in Bombay and at Ohio State Uni-
versity, Thyag came here from the Baltimore
Regional Planning Commission, and he's in
charge of planning studies.

“We don't tell a man where to live,”
Thyag says of his work as a planner, “but we
can tinker with the kind of things that influ-
ence his choice and the environment.

“There are highways that lead and high-
ways that follow development. Right now,
we're building highways as the demand
arises.”’

The TALUS planners are assuming that
there will be no major technological break-
through in the field of transportation — that
cars, trucks, buses, ships, railroads and air-
planes will continue to be the vehicles of the
future. They can see no possibility of a totally
new technological device — such as a tubed

electric car — becoming economically fea-

sible. ““It's a shame,” says Thyag, ‘‘but there
doesn’t seem to be any choice.”

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But even if technology stays the same,

he sees ‘“‘fantastic institutional problems’’
in transportation and the possibility of
advances through bus company consoli-
" dation, for example. TALUS, in a pre-
liminary study, mentioned the possibility
of a rapid transit system operating on its
own grade separation and right-of-way,
entirely separated from the rush-hour
traffic jams of the expressways.

Experts with computers — such as Alex
Kennedy, a systems analyst — are working
on problems like this: Suppose there were 400
miles of new freeway; what will be the de-
velopment pattern that will result? The
answer will be a statistical sketch of the
spatial relationships of all the facilities
people use.

* - L]

WELL, NOW. SUPPOSE ‘the planners
come up with six different computer models
of what could happen to an area. How on
earth do you go about picking the best one?
What are the criteria for choosing among
them?

““The criteria,”” answers Thyag, ‘“haven’t
been defined yet,”’ but he listed some of the
possible ways of determining them:

~ “Are the poor closer to jobs? Are the
jobs located well for the benefit of the peo-
ple? Where are the professional jobs? Where
are the professional people? What does the
‘plan do for the ghetto? What does it do for
shopping? What does it do for recreation?”

One of the staff men said that TALUS's
recommendations won't begin to be felt be-
fore 1975, because a lot of major decisions
have already been made until that date.

But the longer-range future, from 1975-
90, is a more open question.

100,000 in Michigan,
