 The greatest 1ocal political
traffic jam of modern times 1s
just about to get under way, and,
gentle reader, if you have any
yen for watching the polls move
about you sure oughta catch the
action for the next couple of
months.

County Board of Supervisors.

Ever since the old stone age,
the Board has consisted of 140
men sitting around in the City-

been elected to some governmen-
tal post out in Observerland.

For example, Livonia Mayor
Harvey Moelke. And Livonia City
Council members Pete Ventura
and Ed Milligan. And Plymouth
Township Supervisor Jack Mec-
Ewen.

In effect, the Wayne County
Board has consisted of members
each representing various inter-
est groups — the City of Livonia,
or Detroit, or Plymouth Town-
ship—and not directly the voters.

He calls himself the
“‘campaign coordinator’ for the
senator’s presidential campaign,
but a member of the Kennedy
organization in Detroit disclaim-
ed any official role for Harris.

Harris has been taking a lot of
credit for attracting new busi-
ness and industry to the city.
