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Hunger hurts!

The Congress and the nation
have been shocked in recent

weeks to learn that hunger and
starvation are not a thing of
the past in the United State's.
It is incredible that in our

affluent society, millions of
children exist on grossly de-
flclent dlets. Many of these
children will never recover

from the mental retardation

caused by malnutrition and hun-

ger in their young years.
Through no fault of their own,
they are constgned to a Life
of poverty and ignorance be-
cause their bodies and brains

are stunted by a lack of food.
Deaths are frequent among in-
fants too weak from hunger to -
resist germs. Thousands of ba-
bies are born deformed each

year because their mothers had
neither enough or the right
things to eat.

Such conditions simply should
not exlst in our land of plenty.
The C ongress and the people
must take prompt action to
assure that they will exist no
longer. At a time when this
country is spending over $1

billion a year to farmers for
not producing food and almost
$2 billion on anti-poverty pro-
grams, it ts a cruel paradox
that legislative inattention and
administration bungling have
created a situation in which

hunger and starvation still re-
main.

THE EDUC ATION and Labor

Committee, of which I am a
member, has begun hearings
this week into this disgraceful
situation. We have asked with

deep concern how such condi-
tions Could be allowed to con-

tinue without government ac-
tion. There are numerous gov-
ernment programs--but they
don't work. They don't reach
the people who need help.

Most programs are now ad-
mlnistered under the Depart-
ment of Agriculture. Secretary
Freeman, in his testimony, ad-
mltted the failure of these pro-
grams to meet the problem.

Under present law, the Sec-
retary of Agriculture has the
authority to distribute surplus
commodlties such as flour,
rice, non-fat dry milk, corn-
meal and lard. Yet the depart-
meat is returning to the Trea-
sury more than $227 million
this year which could have been
spent to provide adequate food
supplies to the needy. More
than $645 million has been turn-
ed back since 1958--funds that
were desperately needed. The
authority and funds exist--the
Administration has simply been
unwilling to take the initiative
in fighting hunger in a meah-
ingful manner.

TWENTY YEARS AGO this weekend,
Kensington Park was opened to the public.

It had just one bathing site, and its bath-
house and toilets were constructed from
rough-hewn oaks removed during the lake-
bottom clearing. The roads were dirt, and
half the park was under preliminary con-
struction, but that didn't keep people away.

Today the roads are blacktopped and
open pretty much the year around. There is
an 18-hole, par 71 golf course at the park's
north end.

There is a second beach, and both have
modern bathhouse facilities with free show-
ers and dressing roonns (25 cents for a coin
locker). The beaches were due to be open for
this weekend.

Also scheduled to start operating
again this weekend is the Island Queen,
a replica of a Mississippi stern-wheeler
which takes visitors on 45-minute tours
from noon through 6 p.m. at charges of
50 cents for adults and 25 cents for kids.

Kent Lake is an excellent producer of blue-
gills, crappies and black bass. For a num-
ber of >cars, it had an any-fish, any-season
rule, but this year it began observing the
regular Flate rules on fishing seasons.

The park has a boat rental station and
boat launchings. But park officials have kept
boat traffic and safety under control by lim-
iting motors· to 74& horsepower and 10 miles
an hour. No water skiing is permitted.

Changes are made "so gradually that
few persons notice them from year to year
unless a major new facility - such as a
nature center. golf course or new boat rental
harbor - is developed.- says superintendent
Laidlaw.

The next major addition will be the
Mitten Bay marina, which will providei addi-

- tional spaces for slip rentals, primarily us/d
by sailboaters.

Yet while changes at Kensington Metro-
politan Park are gradual, the entire project
represents a profound change from the
swampy, undeveloped pond of less than a
quarter-century ago.

The dance that was after-

wards dldnt prove to be a
shocking success either. As

a matter of fact, the only real
conversation was that night in
the cabin.

The next day our work pro-
ject proved to be a little bet-
ten While working on odd jobs
throughout the camp, it could
be seen that the tightly-held
groups were starting to break
UP.

This gave new hope to the
coaference.
