If a certain group of black youngsters in
Detroit's inner tity is touched by violence
this summer, 13 white teenagers from this
area.are likely to cry.

Black and white have met on very spe-
cial, hai>py and productive terms the past
year-and-a-half. The local teenagers travel
one day a week from their suburban neigh-
borhoods to the ghetto on a tutoring project.

Originally, the older white youths gave
intensive academic help to younger children
who were having trouble in school and who
only incidentally happened to be black.

That was in December of 1966. The fol-
lowing summer, Detroit exploded. The school
to which 14 suburbanites had been going was
in a hard-hit area at Mt. Elliott and Garfield.

Two gutted hornes still stand across the
street from Williams School, which is a fort
like structure squeezed into a half block area
with a narrow lawn across the front and con-
crete courts in back.

During the summer crisis, many of the
same youthful tutors joined in riot relief
through their church - Village United Pres-
byterian in Redford Township.

*

THEIR CHURCH Christian activities

director, Donald M. (Hoppy) Hanson, started
the tutoring project the previous December.
A stint as emergency substitute teacher at
Williams School has shown him the need.

The teens took it from there.
Devoting an afternoon a week this

past year have been Diane Bryant, Car-
olyn Brown, and Sandy DeVic, all of
Bentley High School; Mary Gray, Chris
Morse, Julie Eddy, Steve Hanson and
Ginny Simmons, all of Bedford Union;
and Janet Emans, Fred Bonjour, Bonnie
Bonjour and Don Wilde of Bedford High.

One of the first year's cadre, Pat Wood,
a Thurston graduate, continued throughout
this year - traveling on his own from studies
at Wayne State University to meet the group
at Williams School.

He is just one of the teenagers, also, who
have given serious thought 'to a vocation of
service to disadvantaged youth.

*

THESE TEENS BECAME learners as
weU as teachers.

"They're just like us," said one of the
teenage girls, summed up -very candidly
what all the tutors expressed in halting words
and avid deeds.

Most of the youths had a difficult time
relating their experiences in terms of black
and white.

After eight months for most of them and
a year and a half for some, they seemed to
liave forgotten color in their earnestness to
be useful to "people" in need.

The need has been strikingly apparent to
them.

The teenagers found the most valuable
thing they could offer was individual atten-

One girl responded only one day when the
teenage girls decided to have a music ses-
sion. She played the piano, haltingly but
passably. At first she wouldn't admit she had
a piano at home. Later she revealed she had
taught herself how to play. It was her only
emotional outlet.

Others of the youngsters have yet to be
"reached."

**

'*THE MOST VALUABLE thing I've
learned," said one of the teenagers, "is that
thege kids Want to learn and want to better
themselves."

Bettering themselves includes attending
church in a building built for that purpose. It
means seeing more than a narrow strip of
grass. It means, to many, a first ride in a
private automobile.

When the tutors brought their charges to
Village United Presbyterian Church the first
time, for a Christmas party, the edifice fas-
cinated them.

The *econd time, for a spring party,
the broad stretches of grass on Glenhurst
Golf Course across the street amazed
them.

Riding in the Eddy and Hanson autos was
a new thrill. Usually boisterous, they entered
the cars in quiet anticipation and then rode
in awe through greater Detroit and into the
suburbs.

Soon the Williams School children will
get a first in their lives. They'll be taken to
Kensington Metropolitan Park for a walk in
the nature trails and playground and pic-
nicking.

***

WHAT ABOUT THE SO-CALLED "wel-
fare attitude" ?

"Well, when we brought them to the
church for the Christmas party, some had
money and offered to pay for their meal,"
the teenagers said.

Conversational difficulties, which Han-
son -found prevalent, stem from a lack of
knowledge that most people think is old hat.
For instance, he said, the children didn't
know rabbits and horses in pictures; they had
never had a story read to them; they had
seldom talked with adults.

As an outgrowth of the Village United
Presbyterian church project, other
agencies may attempt similar people-to-
people efforts.

"A lot of kids have been questioning our
youngsters," said Hanson.

A similar effort has been made by a
Redfgrd group known as "New Christian
Minstrels," who lend a hand in the youth
program of an inner city church.

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Worst Rain In Generation

Health Hazard Feared In Rouge Flood
-

By DOUG JOHNSON
What some have termed the worst rain in

a generation swept through Western Wayne
and Oakland counties Tuesday and Weines-
day.

At least four drownings were attributed
to rain-swollen waters, and government and
public utility officials issued health and
safety warnings.

The rain turned normally docile creeks
into raging torrents, closed major and side
roads for hours, flooded basements that
never before had seen a drop of water.

Weary residents worked Tuesday night
and all day Wednesday in many areas of
ObserverIand cleaning basements, pumping
water tand rescuing waterlogged cars.

Hardest hit with flood waters was

Bedford Township. where rescue work-

ers evacuated 30 families bit by over-
flow from the Smith Drain and nearby
Middle Rouge River.

Homeowners here awoke in the middle

of the night to find water in their homes.
The worst damage was in the Puritan

Ave. area east of Beech Daly Rd. on Fenton,
Pilgrim and Knight streets near the golf
course.

***

THE FLOODS CAME AS a surprise to
most as the torrent built up over the day. By
dusk Tuesday, Hines Drive was a wide, free-
wheeling river from Northville to Ford Rd.,
where the parkway ends.

A few motorists' abandoned cars along
the twisting roadway that commuters use
daily.

Workers for the Wayne County Road

Commission, operating out of facilities at the '
Nankin Mills Nature Center on Ann Arbor
Trail, said it was the worst they'd seen the
parkway flooded.

- Floodwaters swept onto ball fields and
tennis courts, into rest rooms and picnic fa-
cilities. Nowhere along the drive could the
roadway be seen; much of the park was
under four, five or six feet of water.

Where cars normally rn.ove under Mer-
riman, Middle Belt and Inkster roads became
a full-fledged river. Good sized boats would
have found the water deep enough to navi-
gate.

County engineers explained that the
parkway was developed to handle poten-
tial floodwaters. No homes are located in
the immediate flood plain of the parkway.

Bridges over the parkway were crowded

with onlookers who watched picnic tables
and road signs float by.

Sections of the parkway between New-
burgh and Haggerty roads were kept open.

Flooding became worse further down-
stream as more water emptied into the
river.

Under normal conditions, the Middle
Rouge branch is from ten to 20 feet wide,
and no more than three to four feet deep. A
good rain sends it over its benks with little
difficulty, Road Commission workers say.

A spokesman for the Road Commission
said Hines Drive would .remain closed at
least until Friday morning. As of Thursday
noon, the water level had not subsided sub-
stantially, they reported. No estimate of
damages was available.

*

DAMAGE IS EXPECTED to be limited
to picnic tables and garbage cans washed
away. A more expensive proposition, how-
ever, will be to make the park usable again.

Health officials said that the danger of
water-borne disease did exist. According to
John Stock, director of the Division of En-
vironmental Health, Wayne County, the risk
in swimming in the swirling waters included
the chance of contacting tetanus, typhus, or
other such diseases.

"The mixture carries both storm
water and water from sanitary sewers.
The water can bear organisms and would
transmit diseases," Stock explained.

The flood also graphically points out the
capacity of municipal sewer lines for pollut-
ing streams, Stock said.

Sewers gathering both sanitary wastm
and storm water in one pipe have been out-
lawed in the county since 1955. However,
flood conditions and lines put in before the
1955 ruling make the flood waters contain
more than just rain water.

*

OFFICIAL ESTIMATES VARY on the
rainfall. Farmington area gauges recorded
5.03 inches, well above an average total for
June.

In Redford, one fireman said the level
in his backyard above-ground swimming pool
rose seven inches.

In Plymouth, the DPW's rain gauge reg-
istered 3.92 inches, the "worst in 25 years."

Whatever the total, the rain in the last
seven days will set records.

When transplant-
ing delphinium the soil should
be Uberally enriched withwell-
rotted mamie or with com-

post, or with a complete com-
merclal fertilizer such as a
12-16-12 formula.

An application of this same
formula should be made in

Shring to establish plants, and
after blooming an applicatigo of
a low nitrogen fertill••r
(4-16-20) should be applied.

Delphinium plants ready to
bloom can be purchased from
nurseries. They can 01- be
grown from cutangs or divi-
sions of old plants, and they can
also be grown from seed. The
seed should be fresh, or if not
to be planted as soon as it is
ripe it should be stored in a
closed container in the re-

frigerator. If sown during the
summer in the garden, small
plants will develop which should
have some winter protection.
They will be ready to bloom
the following June.

If the seeds are started in-

doors in January, blooming size
plants will be ready to trans-
plant into the garden by late
spring. These willbloom some-
what later than established

plants.

Although this is the season
hen delphinium are at their
glory, a second period of
bloom occurs in late summer.

To encourage a repeat per-
formance it is necessary to re-
move the flower stalk so seeds

do not form. C ut off the flower

stalk, but not the leaves.

TO CONTROL diseases and

pests a regular program is
needed. Dusting or spraying
with Bordeaux mixture willpre-
vent mildew. Malathion will

control mites, and dusting with
sulphur and rotenone will fores-
tal many delphinium troubles.
