THIS MEANT that a home-

owner, having bought a house
that his taxes would

pe roughly stable for a while,
found taxes increasing rapidly
with the market value of his
home. .

Take the case of a man who

. buys a house for, say, $30,000

His taxes would be around $800
per year. He plans on that, and
sets his family budget around
the $800 tax bill in March.

But then a couple of years
pass. Inflation continues. Build-
ing costs go up. And his house
is reassessed at $40,000. If mil-

lage levels remained con-
stant, this reassessment would
mean that the man’s tax bill
would jump to over $1,000.
- Some families may be able
to take a $200 jump in the
budget without warning, but I
don’t know of too many. Par-
ticularly right now, with times
tough and little economic light
on the horizon.

No wonder people are going
to board of review meetings in
a nasty frame of mind.
