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The term "junior high" will
be a thing of the past in the
Plymouth school system
when, in September 1972,
Central Junior High School
will become the fourth middle
school in the district.

A group of teachers and
administrators from West,
Pioneer, and East middle
schools and Central, has

prepared a "statement of
philosophy for a middle
school." This subcommittee

 headed by Margaret Baude,

Their sensitive and per-

After passing the house bya
86-10 vote, the bill was
referred to the Senate.

THE BILL requires all
snowmobile owners who

opefate their vehicles on any
land other than their own

private property to register
their vehicles and pay a fee.

A three-year registration
period was set beginning on
Jan. 1, 1971. Persons owning
or renting out snowmobiles
will pay $10 for the three years
and willgetametal plate tobe
put on the vehicle.

Persons registering in the
second year will pay *7, and
thme registering in the third
year will pay $5. A new three
year period will begin in 1975.

Snowmobile owners who

operate their vehicles only on
their own property are exempt
from the registration as well
as the age requirement in the
bill.

PERSONS under the age of
14 must have the "dirprt

supervision" of an adult -to
operate the snowmobile unless
it is on the person's private
property. The proposal does
not define direct supervision.

Council of Michigan in which
such a move was recom-
mended.

Commissioner James

DeSana, of W,andotte.
chairman of the re-

organization committee,
said: "It is clear that the

Board of Commissioners

wants its own legal counsel."
A majority of com-

missioners "are not satisfied

with the service we have

gotten from legal counsel that
is responsible to another
elected official," DeSana
added.

He pointed out that the

Michigan County Home Rule
Act provides for a corporation
counsel's office in home rule
counties.

'*The Prosecuing Attorney
has advocated home rule as
the vehicle for improving the
county structure," DeSana
observed. "The creation of an
office of corporation counsel
at this time is entirely com-
patible with adoption of
county home rule later."

Donald (R-Farmington)
branded over-population as
the "number one 00¥em in
the world" ina meeting with
the Farmington and
Bloomfield Hills 1-gue 01
Women Voters last week.

After getting off to a late
start, the congressman
skin,med the surface on a

wide-range of subjects during
a question and answer period
with about 30 women.

*'We talk about pollution,
poverty and war, but I think
over-population is the number
one problem in the world," he
said.

"Every single problem will
get worse because of over-
population."

HE ADDED that Col€ress
should make funds and in-
formation available on birth

control which should be
distributed world-wide.

McDonald, whose 19th
district includes Redford
Township, Livonia, and
F,rmington, was equally
emphatic when talking about
economic assistance to

foreign countries.
"I have never voted fer

ece-mic aid for countries,"
he uid. "I think all all 0•ld
be in the form of techakeal
anistance."

He gave the example of
American assistance to
Jordan where, through
technical assistance, people
have learned to grow their
entire wheat crop instead of
importing quantities of it.

McI)onald also spoke in
favor of withdrawing all'
American troops and

assistance from Vietnam as

well as a portion of the 500,000
troops in Europe.

He said that the United
Nations should admit Red ;

China, adding that it would ,
have the double effect of in-

creasing pressure on the

Soviet Union in the Strategic 1
Arms Limitation Talks 4
(SALT).

GETTING CLOSER to

home, McDonald said he
would like to see federal

revenue-sharing in the form of i
the federal government
picking up part of the tab of
welfare costs as well as

distributing money to local
governments to be used where
the 1*cal units see the needs.This would be a compromise ' 
between two proposed plans.
One calls for the government
assuming welfare costs and
President Nixon's plan which
calls for the federal govern-
ment sharing its funds with
state and local units.

"If the government
assumed all the costs of

welfare, I think two st·.les
(New York and California)

would get about 40 per cent 0,
the money," he said. "The
poorer states would get almost
nothing."

McDonald said there is

"growing sympathy" for
making the presidency just
one six-year term as well as
giving U.S. senators a

maximum of two six-year
terms and House members

approximately a maximum of
five three-year terms.

"I think there should be

some torm of mandatory
ret irement for years of ser-
vice," he said.

'I don't think it should be by
age," he responded to a
question on a bill that would
make retirement mandatory
at age 65.
