Q. Is it true that you can tell
if someone has been smoking
marijuana by the appearance
01 his eyes?

Mrs. B.L.. Westland

A. This has been claimed for

some time now. The two ef-

fects which were supposed to
be produced by marijuana
were dilated pupils and
reddened eyeballs. Studies
conducted by the Vetefans
Administration Hospital in
Palo Alto, California and by
the U.S. Public Health Service

m Lexington, Kentucky show
the following results:

1) There is no change in the

size of the pupil of the eye.
2) There is a definite red-

dening of the eyeball. (This
was true even when oral doses

of the active ingredient of
marijuana were swallowed,
indicating that the redness
was not due merely to the
smoke.)

3) Increased pulse rate
occurs uniformly.

4) There is a small, but
measureable, weakening of
the muscles. What this means

to you is that there is no
definitive way to determine
whether someone has been

smoking pot. Red eyeballs?
Smog. Fast pulse? rin
nervous - wouldn't you be?
And so forth.

Something does come out of
this report however: the idea
that marijuana makes you
"feel good" but doesn't affect
your body doesn't hold.

SINCE WE invite and

publish readers' comments,
we are going to exercise this
privilege, in this case about
marijuana and driving. Some
time ago we did a column
about marijuana and driving.
Every effort was made to be
impartial, but the very
cautious conclusion was that

driving a car under the in-
fluence of marijuana was

could drive a car now?"

Without exception the answer
was "No!" or "You must be

strychnine as being an
ingredient in some *' street
drugs." Is strychnine a
psychedelic drug? Can you get
high Nom it? What does it do
to you?

B.R., Livonia

A. Strychnine has been used

in the past as a stimulant.
Today it is best classed as a
poison. It is a good, but

inhumane, drug to destroy
pests such as rats.

The basic action of the drug
is to produce convulsions.
Every muscle in the body
tightens. Death is due to the
tightening of the muscles
around the chest -- which stops
breathing. The body may be
bent into an arc in which only
the head and the feet touch the
noor.

It is an effective means of

suicide - but not the best; the
victim is exquisitely aware of
every agony right up to the
time of death. It's available

around here (mixed with

LSD) as "strawberry balls"

or "speckled oz." It sounds
insane, but there are a lot of
"crazies" peddling drugs
around this town.

Q. Why shouldn't mari-
juana be legalized? It's no
Worse than alcohol?

Often they say that this revolt
is caused by special problems
unique to a given suburb: a sex
education program which makes
some parents soreattheboard of
education; excessively frilly and
fancy school programs, leading
voters to conclude the schools can

get by on less money; a series of
expensive negotiations with local
teachers' unions raising questions
in the minds of voters about just
how dedicated the teachers in
their schools really are.

ALL OF THESE explanations
for the taxpayer revolt may to
somedegree becorrect. Butallof
them miss the basic point: Our
state's system of taxation in
general and our way offnancing
education in particular are a
mess.

For years, Michigan has
supported sch-s by a locally-
paged taom the vile of poper-
ty, which meam a tai on
people's homes as lar as the
sub-bs are concemed. This t=
is unfair (because the val•e of
land keeps chan>g amd =eis-
mats never are ip to date),
unre,rese•tative of the facts
(became =imghad=amea= of
determimilg a person's wealth
became hopelegly -reallitic at
least 100 years age) a•d
imeqmitable (beeaise a tax o•
land dom nottrdy t=accod#4
toapen.'s ablity to pay).

Some people realized this
back in the early 1960's, when the
new state constitution was put
together. They wanted some kind
of income tax, which would tax
people's income rather than just
their land holdings.

So they wrote an income tax
provision into the new constitu-
tion, but one which was at a flat
rate rather than increasing in rate
as people's income went up(i.e. it
was a non-graduated income tax);

in fact, the constitution specifral-
ly forbade a graduated income
tax.

ANINCOMETAXisamuch
better tax thanaproperty tax, but
a flat rate income tax is much
poorer than a graduated income
tax.

This is so simply as a matter
of fairness: A guy making more
than someone else is better able
to pay and should be taxed at a
higher rate.

And it's this fact that is the

major stumbling block in getting
some kind of sense into this
state's tax structure.

GOV. MILLIKEN, quite
sensibly in my opinion, wants to
replace the property tax as the
main support for education with
an increase in the state income

tax. The present rate is 2.6 per
cent, and Milliken wants to drop
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the property tax and raise the nat-
rate income tax to 5.9 per cent.

Some Republicans don't like
this idea, for reasons quite myste-
rious to me.'Other Democrats like

the idea of replacing the property
tax with an income levy, but they
won't buy the idea that it has to
be flat rate.

Last week, a covywademo-
crats held a press conference in
Lansing, saying they would
support Milliken'§ plan to shift
€111/8*m F---2-11 from proper-
ty tax to income tax it and only
if the governor also agreed to get
a constitutional amendment

passed which permits a graduat-
ed stateincome tax.

In effect, they were capitaliz-
ing on Milliken's lack of support
for the income tax within his own

party.

Milliken declined comment 0n
the proposal, saying that the
whole matter of taxes is now

under negotiation between
himself and legislative leaders
beind closed doors. But the

governor knows he needs the
Democrats' votes in the Legisla-
ture to get any part of his tax
program through, and he proba-
bly will go along with their
proposal.

Ordinarily that kind of logic
would deserve no reply except
that this newspaper's name is
mentioned. The fact is that, under
the present ownership, there are
rules limiting participation in
local politics by members of the
newsroom staff.

We won't tolerate what a

reporter for another newspaper
once did: Covered a congressional
campaign for his paper by day and
worked for one of the candidates
at night.

"Holipy" Hanson might be
personally honest if elected to his
school board, but as long as he's a
teacher, he's going to have a cloud
of suspicion over his head. Under
those conditions, he's not doing
his school districtany favor by
running forthe school board.

If he has political ambitions-
and I think such ambitions are
laudable-there are multitudinous
other outlets for his energy.

Children were locked into
classrooms.

Finally the child dropped out
and became society's problem.
Some said they couldn't under-
stand why these kids eopped out
and why they chose drugs as
their means of coping with the
world.

One day a good looking man
decided that he could do some-

thing for all these individuals.
Even if it had to be group induced
he would make it individualized

by making classes smaller. The
student would spend an hour less
a week in the classroom in order
to gain in other ways.

He began an innovative
modular scheduling program. He
watched the building he wanted
become a reality and was soon to
see two other buildings based on
the same program raised. Those
who skipped classes before,
skipped again but most eventualb
caught on and decided they
should stay in school and they did

MOST TEACHERS had
different ideas and each was
encouraged not just to explore
methods of teaching his subject
but class schedules that would fit
their own areas. There was time
and room to explore ideas in
depth because the library was
expanded with resource centers
ami students could explore specif-
ic interests of their own.

Often teachers had 30 copies
of one book and through the
cooperation of the library staff
and modular scheduling up to 150
students used books over a period
of one week. Where funds for new
materials were short we at least
could offer our students this
much. And Mr. Amermansaid:
"We can't stop now- we must
continue to grow." And so it was
good.

"They were rather bold," Mrs.
Soverinsky commented. "They must
have had• truck or station wagon to
carry away all Ce goods they took. But
the nei¢3* saw nothing."

James Stipanovich.

"I just grabbed Sandy and ran
when I realized what had happened,"
the friendly, dark-haired woman
explained. "I had to go five houses
dpwn before I found anyone at home to
call the police. Nobody saw anything."

Ironically, a six-foot high brick
wall whicM had gived Mrs. Stipanovich
a feeling of security turned out to be
the robbers' biggest assist. The wall
runs along the family's back lot line
separating it from a parking area
behind office buildings fronting on 10
Mile Road.

Police theorized the thieves
parked their vehicle outof view behind
the offices and climbed the wall to
enter the Stipanovich property from
the rear. A pile of sod lying against the
Stipanovich side of the wall gave the

burglars a ramp to carry the loot up
and over to their getaway vehicle.

ODDLY, TOO, the hoge golden
Labrador dog, Joshua, which usually
patrols the Stepanovich property, was
also away from the house. The family
had taken him along the day before to
her grandfather's where her Fint
Communion reception was being held.
They left him there while Mrs. Stipa-
novich and Sandy went to church and
Stipanovich-and his son, Steven, 9,
went to a movie.

Since the Stipanovieh misfortune,
folks along the street have come to a
decision.

"We've decided we're going to
stick together," said the brisk young
mother who expects her third child this
August. "We're all going to keep an eye
on each other's houses and call the
police whenever we see anything suspi-
cious. It's neighborly-and it's smart."
