Sweet Basil:
sweetly fragrant herb that
needs to find a place in more
gardens.

In Italy, basil is a symbol of

love. I understand many an
Italian lover can be seen with

‘a sprig of basil (basilico,

they call it), tucked behind his
ear when he goes to see his
lady friend. In India, the basil
is regarded as sacred, and

‘Hindus have used it as a

symbeol of reverence for their
dead.
If you want something real

nice in your garden try_the
ornamentalbasilcalldbark

and is ideal for accents and
borders, as well as in flower
arrangements.

This . highly aromatic
cooking herb is easy to grow.
If you want your mouth to be
nice and fresh all day long,
chew on a piece of basil leaf.
It makes an excellent ‘‘mouth-
wash”. Another good tip is to
put some basil leaves in a
bottle of vinegar. It turns the
color to a beaytiful pinky-
purple.

Sow seed outdoors in the

" garden and you'll have plenty

of basil all summer long, since
it makes good growth, if in sun

and is well watered.

JOSEPH’S COAT: If you're
looking for a spectacular
touch in the garden, better try
a few plants of Joseph’s Coat,
or Amaranthus. Plants grow
three feet tall, but you can

keep them shorter and more
compact if you pinch the tips
back, as this causes the base
to branch out. Leaves turn a
rich maroon-red, with a bright
cerise-red color above.

I guarantee if you have
Joseph’s coat in your garden,
you're going to have a lot of
gardeners ask you what that
plant is! It likes full sun, and a
good supply of water. Plant is
trouble-free and easy to grow.

‘And while you're in the
mood for spectacular items,
there's still time to grow the
Kochia or ‘‘Burning Bush”,
also called Summer Cypress.

- 'This item grows three feet tall

and evergreen until frost hits
the feathery foliage. Then the
plant turns red, hence the
(name “Burning Bush’'.
A good feature about this

fast growing annual is that

you can sow the seed directly
in the ground and have a
temporary hedge by late
summer. Use it in the
background as it tends to
make a lot of growth.

BIRCH LEAF MINER: The
pest which causes the leaves
tol turn papery brown in
summer is the birch leaf
miner. Best control is to use a
systemic known as
Dimethoate or Cygon 2E,
applied around the base of the
tree at rate of 1 1/2 teaspoons
per gallon of water. If you
have a sprayer, you can also
use Lindane on the. foliage,
although we prefer to use
systemics.

Weeds: A Losing Battle

By W.W. EDGAR

County officials this week admitted they ‘are

fighting \a losing battle with the weeds in Newburgh,
Wilcox Phoenix Lakes. What's more, the outlook
for victorx in the immediate future doesn’t look
bright.

“‘SoYong as people continue to fertilize their
lawns,” said Ike Porter, of Plymouth, who is director
of parks and recreation for the Wayne County Road
Commission, ‘‘we’ll have trouble with the weeds.

‘““The lawn fertilizer washes down into the lakes
and feeds the weeds— and it is a never-ending battle.”

MEANWHILE John McCann (D-Livonia), area
representative on the Wayne County Board of
Commissioners who also is very much interested in
improving the lakes, voiced the opinion that there was
little hope until the local communities joined with the
county and the federal government in an ecology

“If the communities could work out a plan with
the county, we may be able to get federal funding”,

he said, “‘and that requires a great deal of cooperation
on all sides.”

Lack of money in the Road Commission coffers
for weed control and maintenance of the lakes is the
big stumbling block, according to Porter.

“The ultimate solution”’, he said, ‘“‘would be to
dredge the three lakes. That would cost a fortune and
I'd hazard a guess it would take‘a half-million dollars
to do the job.”

PORTER EXPLAINED that, so far as could be
learned at this time, there are no federal funds for
maintenance, and the money being spent on weed
control comes out of general funds.

Thus far, a heavy shot of 2-4 D has been applied

area to the weeds in the three lakes, and plans are being

made for another before the algae season comes along

*““The first dose seems to have had some eff
Porter stated, “and here and there, you see signs of
the weeds breaking up. If that continues there is some
hope that we can minimize the algae.”

Then he sighed—-

“If only we had the money, or could get it like the
Huron-Clinton Valley Authority does through the levy
of one-quarter mill tax, we’d be able to do the job.

“Without it, we’re fighting a losing fight”’.

Earlier this saummer, for
the sanitation workers
in Detroit refused to work any
overtime until the city promised
to restore jobs to some workers
laid off during the usual budget
crisis. Garbage piled up in
mounds emormous even for
Detroit and city officials worried
aloud over the health hazard
caused by the exploding rat
population. ;

For the city, the argument
was clear: There was no money
available to spend on re-hiring the
workers laid off, and overtime
was necessary to get the garbage
picked up. The union’s position
was equally simple: As long as the
city is going to pay overtime to
catch up with the garbage collec-
tion, they might as well use that
money to hire more people.

The real losers in that strike
were plain folks who found their
alleys and back yards piled with
foot upon foot of smelly garbage.

took place in New York City.
Members of the American
- Federation of State, County and
Municipal Employes staged a
two-day walkout which resulted
in 700 million gallons of raw
sewage spewing into the water-
ways, closure of garbage incinera-
tors, stoppage of school lunches
for needy children and — with the
cooperation of a Teamster local -
disruption of 24 bndgeé leadmg
into the city, causing traffic jams
which we don’t see here even at

the interchanges at rush hour.

The strike was called not over -

the inadequacy of a comtract
offer from New York City. Rather
it was explicitly designed to put
political pressure on the State
Legislature to ratify a generous
pension offer previously negotiat-
ed between the city and union.

The strike backfired, mainly
because of public outrage and
press comment. ‘It would have
been an obscenity to capitulate,”
said one New York state solon.
‘““So far as the public was
concerned, shooting at dawn
would have been_too mild a
punishment.”

This was a totally political
strike, undertaken not as part of
the collective bargaining process
but as a crass pressure play to
blackjack the State Legislature
into buying a pension plan. It was
entirely irresponsible.

Run Grave Public Risks

THE ONLY PEOPLE who
suffered were the public, and the
public had no organized pressure
group to represent their interests.

As a New York cab driver I

talked with during the strike said,
“‘Those SOBs gonna try to ge‘t
their slice now. Well, if they get
lit, it'll come out of my hide, and
our union can just turn around
and strlke overa wage increase
for us.’

In such.cases, it should be
clear that nobody — organized into
a union or unorganized - benefits.
Costs goup, and everyone pays
eventually.

But the New York experience
ought to be a sobering one to us in
Michigan. If a strike can be called
in New York for totally political
purposes, entirely unrelated to
contract bargaining, it could
happen in Michigan. What, for
example, would happen if Michi-
gan policemen organizations
decided to strike to force the
State Legislature into upping
state support to local police
departments?

There must be a better way to

protect the interests of public-
employes and the public bodies

that employ them without expos-
ing the public at large to the
threat of political strikes. Sooner
or later the Legislature and the
courts will have to confront this
problem, and it might as well be
sooner, before somebody really
gets hurt.

A cautious Livonia Board of
Education recently approved a
one-year trial period for political
clubs, reversing a policy of
prohxbltmg clubs that espouse an
ideological point of View. It was
too bad that the vote was only 4-3,
that the action has a time limit,
that it took the board a year to do
it, and that other school districts

aren’t as enlightened.

Consider that at 18 these
students will be able to vote, be
party convention delegates and
circulate nominating petitions for
candidates. Some sort of prepara-
tion beyond the sterile civics
textbook seems desirable.

We have Junior Achievement
to prepare youth for private

; we have to
prepare for the military; we
have school newspapers and in
Southfield a school radio station
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to prepare them for the communi-
cations game.-Why not political
clubs to prepare them for the real
nuts-and-boits of participatory
de ?
Besides, if you let the clubs
organize in the open and with
faculty sponsors, you can keep an
eye on them. This is far prefera-
ble to the system of secret and
illegal high school fraternities and
sororities controlling school poli-
tics. Just ask any former student
of Detroit’s Redford High School
about that.

ON THE CENTRAL news
desk, I read articles about public
officials from seven cities, five
townships, four villages, three
community colleges and 10 school
districts, and one of the most
progressive and responsive guys
has to be Westland’s Mayor Gene
McKinney, who is organizing a
Youth Advisory Council.

Congressmen, state legisla-
tors, and governors are usually
reluctant -- if not downright
scared - of passing a substantial
tax boost in an election year.

But Westland city, councilmen
last week departed from the
traditional route and approved a
27 per cent boost in the city tax
rate — or $2.48 per $1,000 of state
equalized valuation -- in a
summer which has a primary
election scheduled just a few
weeks after the city tax bills are
distributed to local taxpayers.

Many taxpayers and voters
may quibble about the tax
increase but there is little room
for argument on how to finance a
city budget which calls for
virtually no additional personnel
or 2 .
But we can find considerable
fault in the manner and reasoning
in which the budget was eventual-
ly adopted by the city council.

THE ONLY AREA the coun-
cilmen cut out of the budget was
the degree of pay raises for city .
administrators -- who draft
programs and carry them out for
council candidates to take credit
for in political campaigns.

The council, after studymg a
$6 million budget proposed by
Mayor Eugene McKinney since
early April, could find only a few
thousand bucks to cut and it

“I'‘LL LET the students who
take the course choose which
projects they want to try,” she
said.
