More Flowers,

Longer Stems

When you read a description
of a plant in a catalog or
magazine or newspaper and
the words "base branching"
are used to describe it, what
do these words mean to you?

They're important because
the plant that branches from
the base, where it grows from
the soil, has longer flower
stems for more usable cut
flowers.

Instead of a s;ngle stem
growing upright, then bran-
ching above ground, there are
several too many stems all
growing right from ground
level. This usually means
more flowers as well as longer
stems.

All of this is of great interest
to people who grow cut flowers
for profit.

But it ought also to make
the gardener think twice if he
wishes to cut and use blossoms

fronn the garden in the house.
Practically always there

will be a statement in the

description of a variety of
plant to show it branches from
the ground.

If nothing is said, then you
can assume that the plant has
a single stem and branches
grow from this.

AMONG THE interesting points were:
"Never before has society expected'that a

mother would take full, unrelieved care of the
children ...this expectation is unique...and I
don't think it's a workable expectation. Even
in the 1930§, the middle class family had
servants,"-Mrs. Hauser.

"Today the average woman has her last
baby when she is 26. Even if she stays home
with her kids, what does she do after she's 40?
Parenting is only a fraction of her life"-Mrs.
Hauser.

"Whether mothers feel guilty or not, three
and four-year-olds are going to be in public
schools," --a member of the audience
concerned with child care in Anti Arbor.

"There seems to be a generational differ-
ence. We who were young mothers 20 years
ago felt terribly guilty about working, partly
because we enjoyed it. As a result, w* were
determined that no one was going to suffer
because of it.

"There is an increasing feeling among
young women that working is their right and
not a privilege. They don't fee apologetic and
they don't feel they have to knock themselves
out."-Mrs. Kahn.

"I've been much happier sinee I went back
to werk ...I'm not messing up anyone's sehed-
ule but my own...you have to make a lot of
accommodations because the family has
already made accommodations."--Mrs.
Elkins.

"If I were two people, I'd be much
happier;" a Working mother in the audience.

"We find repeatedly that when a woman
comes into our office complaining that she
can't do a thing gets a job, she can do every-
thing."-Mrs. Kahn.

"Children do take time and energy an¢ this
is a terribly personal decision."-a memlfer of
the audience.

"WE KNOW FROM statistics that you
don't have any more difficulties with children
when a mother works. The quality of parenting
is the important thing." -Mrs. Kahn.

"An active working parent is a good model
for children,"-Mrs. Houser.

"We discussed the working mother at our
agency. The discussion created a lot of
emotion,"-Mrs. Kahn.

Each of the panelists explained how she
handled some of the difficulties invol¥d. For
Mrs. Elkins and Mrs. Mattoon, pre-school
child care was the important consideration.

"Once the decision was made, I first made
sure my little boy was cared fo¢in the best
possible way," said Mrs. Elkins. "Then I set
about getting a job. Many people do it the
opposite way. I think my way is best." She
found a nurse who was anxious to get away
from the hospital atmosphere a few hours a
day.

In order to work her schedule around that
of the family, she does not stay late at the
office. Instead she comes home over the
dinner hour, and returns to the office after the
baby is in bed. She is presently working 60 to
70 hours a week, but can get along on five
hours sleep a night. Also she has no housework
to worry about, and her husband's hours are
flexible.

MRS. MATTOON found "you have to get
out and at the same time it's more difficult to

leave pre-school children." She likes having a
part-time job and believes that taking children
to other people's homes is the best answer, ":C

you can find the right home."
Calling herself "anti-institutional," she

said she did not think that day-long centers
were good for young children. Being in a group
constantly (children need to be alone some-
times too) and being with only one age group
are bad features of this type of care, she feels.

She suggested more flexible schedules for
husban(is and "extended families" of friends
or relatives might be better answers.

Mrs. Houser, whose family consists only
of herself and her sons, claims that many
parents underestimate their children.

"They underestimate what children can
understand and what they can do, and they
don't talk things over with their children."

Among the things Mrs. Houser discusses
with her children are safety procedures and
emergency rules.

Each b,y is responsible for his own behav-
ior. The older is not put in charge of the
younger.

"We work with a flexible schedule," she
said, <and we always have something to look
forward to, a movie, a concert or a trip. The
early evening hours are essentially family
time." Mrs. Houser has found that seeing her
work on her thesis has influenced her sons to
put more effort into their school projects. In
fact, sometimes she has to remind themat
they are not working for their doctorate, and
insist that they cease.

Even for Mrs. Kahn, the problems of being
working mother still exist. She still has to
arrange her vacations and holidays around her
daughters' plans.

IOK'd By County-  That Count ....
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Plans for nearly $2 million
worth of programs to combat
drug addiction were approved
by the Wayne County Board of
Commissioners at its latest

meeting.
Three programs-two aimed

at heroin addiction and one at

alcoholism-were given the go-
ahead by the county
legislative body Jan. 20.

The largest will consist of 10
methadone treatment clinics

for heroin addicts, to be

operated by the Detroit
Wayne County Community
Mental Health Services Board

at an annual cost of $1,602,000.

NO COUNTY funds are

involved. The heroin

rehabilitation programs will
be financed by federal om-
nibus crime control funds. A

$111,000 grant from the
Michigan Department of Pub-
ie Health will continue an
alcoholism treatment

program begun a year ago.

The grant for the methadone
maintenance program has
been approved already by the
Michigan Commission on Law
Enforcement and Criminal
Justice which distributes the

.omnibus crime funds.

Eight of the 10 clinics will be
located in Detroit in areas of

high drug activity. One wiU be
in Ecorse or River Rouge and
the 10 will be in Inkster. The

clinics will serve about 750

patients. primarily persons
referred by courts.

County legislators approved

an application for $177,109 in
omnibus crime' control funds
for SHAR House in Detroit.
SHAR stands for Self - Help
Addict Rehabilitation and is a
successful program operated
by former addicts.

THE BOARD OF Com-
missioners also adopted a
resolution opposing a proposal
by, the state health director,
Dr. E. Gordon Yudashkin, to
shift a planned 300 - bed
psychiatric facility from
Detroit's Herman Kiefer
Hospital to Wayne County
General Hospital.

The Legislature ap-

propriated $4.6 million to
expand the Detroit

Psychiatric Institute at Kiefer
to 300 beds to pr6vide short -
terrn treatment for mental

patients from east of Detroit's
Woodward Avenue. Patients

west of Woodward now go to
Northville State Hospital, 20
miles from the city, for such
care.

The resolution states that

"the location of the facility at
Herman Kiefer Hospital
assures that patient care can
be provided in a community
setting which is accessible to
both patients and visiting
relatives."

Wayne County General
Hospital, located in Westland,
is 16 miles from Detroit.

Dr. Yudashkin said he

proposed the shift to the
county hospital partly to offset
the possible elimination of 285
jobs there as a result of a state

plan to move some 900 state
mental patients out of that
hospital to various state
facilities.

However, the Board of
Commissioners has declared a

moratorium on any lay - offs
until March 1 until various

alternatives to avoid lay - offs

are developed.
RELUCTANTLY, the

majority of commissioners
also appropriated $637,727 for
back pay for the 27 judges of
Wayne County Circuit Court, a
retired circuit judge and the
estate of a deceased circuit

judge.
The Board of Com-

mi,sioners waged a five- year
legal battle against the
judges' claims, but finally lost
after the Michigan Supreme
Court denied the board's

appeal of circuit court and
appeal court rulings that the
judges were entitled to the
money.

The case began after the
Legislature adopted a law in
1966, limiting circuit judges'
salaries to $30,000. The State

was paying circuit judges
$20,000 so the county reduced
its portion of their salaries
from $14,000 to $10,000.

The Court of Appeals later
declared the state ceiling
unconstitutional. After

exhausting the appeals
process, the Board of Com-
missioners was advised by its
attorneys that it had no choice
but to appropriate the back
pay.
