4-40 Plan For Police

A new work week, based on
four 10-hour days, with which
Plymouth police have been
experimenting for a month,
seems to be successful, ac-
cording . to Police Chief
Timothy Ford.

The ““4-40 week’ program
was instituted for a three-
month trial period starting
Jan. 1, with the agreement of
the department officials and
the Plymouth Police Officers
Association.

While Ford does not expect
to make a complete evaluation
of the program until the 90-day
test period is over, his initial
reaction to the ‘“‘4-40" work
weq( is favorable.

ACCORDING 'TO Ford, this

is the first time the *4-40

week'’ has been tried by a
department as small as
Plymouth, although cities
with 200-man forces have been
using the plan successfully.

“We're finding .that the 4-40
week is giving us the same

MICHIGAN HAS A peculiar system whieh calls
for nominating Supreme Court candidates at the
Republican and Democratic state conventions, then
asking that they run ostensibly non-partisan
campaigns to lessen the stigma of having party labels
attached to the court.

~ Frederick G. Buesser Jr., president of the State
Bar, has called this ‘‘a miserable way to select
justices’ and is a leader in the bar association’s effort
to bring about the adoption of an appointive process.

In fact, after months of discussion, a special

commission appointed last year by the Legislature to
review state laws applying to the judiciary has just
recently decided to propose a constitutional amend-
ment which would make the justices appointive.
Buesser has taken the position that lawyers
themselves (and there are nearly 12,000 in Michigan)
“‘are the best judges of who is qualified to sit on the
court,”” and he would like to see the creation of a
special nominating panel of attorneys and laymen.
The basic thought is to get the nominations out of
conventions, and with this purpose I agree.

THIS CANNOT come about, under any circumst-
ances, in time to alter the process for 1972, however,
and so both the Democrats and Republicans must
nominate the men who will be on the November

‘ballot as candidates to replace Justices Paul Adams

“and Eugene Black, who plan to retire from the

Supreme Court at the end of the year. This brings us
back to Gilmore.

The judge has built an enviable reputation as a
jurist during his 15 years on the Circuit bench, but
even though he is in a non-partisan position his work
in earlier years for the Democratic party identifies his
allegiance.

Trustee John Stymelski
issued a statement. after
Brown gave his view of the
condition of the school district
in a speech to a Livonia ser-
vice club.

BESIDES supporting school
finance reforms, Stymelski
also charged that Brown’s
remarks were in preparation
for a millage election.

“Could it be that he is at-
tempting to condition the good
citizens of Livonia School
District into the proper frame
of mind, so as to believe that
our school system is giving
our children an inferior
education, before hitting us
with news of an upcoming

millage election?” Stymelslu
said.

Stymelski also duagreed
with Brown’s statements

concerning loss of local

control of schools. Brown said
financing proposals may lead
to loss of local control.

*“I also take issue with Mr.
Brown’s remarks about
fearing federal or state
controls over local school
districts. Programs initiated
at the federal or state level
and then to the local school
districts might be an im-
provement over what we have
now, providing local board
control and the community
schools concept is kept first
and foremost in mind by
legislators and
ministrators.’’

STYMELSKI said Gov.. -

Milliken’s reform package is
the best chance of getting
equal quality education.
Stymelski said he disagrees
with one provision, however,
It calls for districts to levy up
to six mills for ‘“‘enrichment.”

Study the new flowers and
vegetables over, but don’t go
overboard on them all. Some
may not be as good as your old
favorites. Don’t hesitate to
experiment and try new ones.

Also, look for varieties
marked ‘“‘disease-resistant’’,
because hybridizers are doing
a great job in producing plants
with resistance. Disease-
resistant doesn’t mean the
plants won’t get any disease.

A Collegiate Boost

By KATHY MORAN

Nearly 40 women from the
Detroit House of Correction
have decided not to serve their
time - but to make their time
serve them.

They are pursuing college
educations while cut off from
society in the confines of the
jail, located in Plymouth
Township.

For most of them, it is a
second chance they never
expected to get.

The women are all high
school graduates who are
participating in a clerical
studies program offered
through Schoolcraft College in
the jail. .

When the one - year
program is complete, not only
will they be better equipped to
find a new place in society —
but Mrs. Pat Gugle from the
college will help them find
jobs.

**ALMOST 100 per cent of
the women never dreamt they

educauon at Schoolcraft, said.
“The fact that they are at-
tending college has boosted

their self - esteem con-
siderably.”
Anderson’s observation was

reflected in conversations
with some of the women who
take the night courses for
credit.

*‘I never thought I could go
to college,” one inmate said.
“I was always average. If you
can get accepted to a com-
munity college, it makes a
whole lot of difference when
you're out looking for a job.”

Ancther woman said that
“education is the best thing
that ever. happened to me. I
just wish 1 wouldn't have
waited so long.”

*1 decided when I came

here that I wasn’t going to let
my time do me; I was going to
do my time and get as much
out of this place as I could. It
has shown me that some
people really do care.

“This gives you a little
hope,” one added. “If The
Man (an employer) can see
you went to college while you
were here, maybe he’ll look a
little harder (at the woman’s
credentials).”

THE COLLEGE offers two

eight - week classes a term.
Each class meets two nights a
week for three hours.
Because the courses are
intensified, women take the

equivalent of a full load of

classes in addition to their full
time employment within the
jail.

Many of them work until

3:30 p.m. daily and begin
classes at 6:30 p.m. Twelve
classes will be offered during
the 12 - month program, which
is funded by federal and state
grants.

In addition to the traditional
clerical classes such as
typing, filing and business
procedures, the course in-

cludes classes in business
psychology and American
government.

Classes are taught in the
administration building, -
are high school classes
provided by Plymouth High
School.

AN OUTSIDER might
expect the student inmates to
be tough, hardened criminals.
But the women are friendly
and receptive and could in-
spire the average student
about the motivation to learn.

‘““They’ve lost once
society, and they know they
could lose again,” said Clay
Fechter, director of social
studies at Schoolcraft.

who came here who didn’t like

it,” Mrs. Dorothy Coston,
director of treatment at
DeHoco, said. ‘“Their (the
women’s) attitude seems to be
‘I missed one chance and I
don’t want to miss again.”

Livonia teacher .John
" Graves, who is teaching the
women psychology, remarked
on the high motivation
dlsplayed by his students and
said “it has been a learning

 experience for me.’

And the students are Just as
enthused about Graves as he
;s about them.

“**He helps you to understand

yourself,” one said.

‘““He levels with you,
another woman added. ‘“He
plants an idea in your mind.
You may not think about it
then, but it will come to your
mind later. He gives you
something to think about and
he makes you thmk for
yourself."

FECHTER SAID the women
are quick to grasp the reallty
- of the political pfoceéss - more
so than the average college
freshman.

.He said he delayed
discussion on the judiciary
system until the last possible
moment, and when he did
begin the lessons the women
asked, ‘‘What do you want to
know, Mr. Fechter?” .

When he said in class that
the public hasn't really
committed “itself to
rehabilitation, he was told,
“You are our rehabilitation:”

The women are ‘‘receptive,
delightful and serious ahout
it,”” Fechter said.

“At first they wanted to
make sure the class was a
college course and not
watered down for them. They
do college level work ” he
said.

“Ireally think it builds thelr
self - image,” Mrs. Coston
said. ““An important phase of

it is the coordinator. They find
that someone is interested in
working with them even after
they leave here.”

MRS. GUGLE fills the post

‘of coordinator and spends

several hours a week talking
with women who want to

discuss their futures.

She writes to employers to
set up interviews with women
who have been paroled, but

-her big problem at the

moment is. the tnght job
market

“If we can't find clerical
work, I look for anything we
can get,” she said.

Since the program started in.
the fall, four women have been
pa.roled. Two are planning to

‘In Salads

Hearts and flowers belong
on the refreshment table at
any sentimental occasion.

Two of the nicest choices for
the salad at a reception are
still the classic chicken or
crab salad -- delicately
seasoned and blended with
real mayonnaise. For such
great occasions as weddings,
anniversaries, showers, birth-
days and St. Valentine’s Day
itself, serve either of these
salads in individual tomato
aspic hearts.

Or, if the party occasion is

“ more casual, here are twc

variations on the chicken
salad theme to be served
simply in lettuce cups. One
salad includes crisp apples,
the other, carrot strips and
crunchy almonds.

RECEPTION SALAD

3 envelopes unflavored
gelatin

1 c. cold water

4 c. tomato juice

1t. salt

4 peppercorns

1 bay leaf

2 stalks celery, chopped

Y4 ¢. lemon juice

1 t. onion juice

1 recipe crab or chicken
salad

Iceberg lettuce or salad
greens

Sprinkle gelatin on cold

water to soften. Mix tomato -
" juice, salt, peppercorns, bay
" leaf and celery in saucepan.

Bring to boil and simmer 10

. minutes. Strain. Add softened

gelatin to hot liquid and stir
until completely dissolved.

* Mix in lemon juice and onion

juice. Pour into 12 ('z2 cup)
heart shaped molds. Chill until

firm. Unmold onto serving

plate. Spoon crab or chicken
salad on top of each. Garnish
with salad greens. Makes 12

- servings

Note: If heart shaped molds
are npt available, pour
mixture into two (9-inch)

square pans. Chill, then cut

with heart shaped cutter.

CRAB SALAD

For enough crab salad to top
12 aspic hearts, clean and
flake 2 pound cooked crab
meat or two (5% to 72 -
ounce) cans crab meat. Mix
with one cup finely chopped
gelery, twe tablespoons
minced parsley and ': cup
real mayonnaise. Chill until

~ serving time.

CHICKEN SALAD
For Chicken Salad, toss
together two cups diced
cooked chicken, 3 cup diced

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Growth is both the promise

and the threat of the suburbs. Its

promise is affluence, an expand-
ing tax base, a wealthy communi-
ty with the full range of munici-
pal services. Its threat is pollu-
tion, destruction of the land,
unplanned and irresponsible
development creating chaos.

How we deal with suburban
growth in the years to come is
perhaps the most important
problem facing us in the suburbs,
and for that reason two news
stories caught my eye over the
weekend. 4

One concerned the distin-
guished achievement award
given to the City of Farmington
Beautification Committee for
work done in the 1971 National
Clean Up Contest. The other was
a note in the Plymouth Mail &
Observer that Canton and
Plymouth Townships will
contribute enough population
growth to the school district that
the number of kids in it will
double in five years!

Somehow, the juxtaposition
of these two characteristic subur-
ban stories caught my eye. In
one, a city is dealing with the
consequences of .suburban
growth; .in the other, exploding
population is forcing careful
planning from township govern-
ments and school districts.

CONSIDER HOW the projects
undertaken by the Farmington
Beautification Committee have
related directly to some of the
undesirable results of suburban
growth:

¢ Industrial and residential
growth had left the Rouge River
an eyesore, filled with tons of
assorted rubbish. Taking advan-
tage of financial help from the
National Bank of Detroit, the
Farmington group mobilized
hundreds of people to work
countless hours simply cleaning
up the mess.

* Developers make it a prac-
tice, allegedly for reasons of
economics, to cut down most of
the trees in a development area.
The Farmington group organized
the third annual tree planting
program last year. Since 1969, the
city and local residents have
planted over 700 trees in public
rights-of-way, on school and
private property, and in local
parks.
* History is hard enough to
preserve jn rapidly growing

This is only a partial list, but
even a small-sampling indicates
impressive performance. The
entire Farmington Beautification

Committee, led by Mrs. Carol .
Kurth, merits a big pat on the

back, both from local residents
whose community has been so
much improved by their efforts
and from other suburban

communities who might be chal-

lenged to follow their example.

GROWTH IN the suburbs
used to be pretty much catch as
catch can, despite all the efforts
of zoning and planning authori-
ties. A basic part of the problem
was that local government units
simply had no effective way of
projecting what kind of growth

they were going to face in years ‘

to come.

Statistics are better now, and
both the U.S. Census and the
Southeastern Michigan Council of
Governments  are furnishing
much needed planning informa-
tion. But communities have to
use the data available to make
sensible plans.

Right now, this is going on
full blast in Plymouth and in
Canton Township, just to the
south.

Canton Supervisor Philip
Dingeldey, who is leading the

township board into a far-reach-

ing and sensible developmept
policy for the mushrooming
township, reports that in 1971
plans for 291 single homes and
662 multiple dwelling units

"were approved. But Canton

Township is not just looking at
the past; predicted for this year
are 565 new single family homes
and 860 multiple units.

A similar trend appears in

Plymouth Township, where

Supervisor Maurice Breen reports
a building boom that last year
chalked up a total value of $8.7
million against $4.7 million in
1970. ' .
Both township units are in the
middle of a genuine building
boom. Both are struggling to
keep it planned and rational.
Both deserve applause for trying
to work to keep suburban growth
a promise and not a threat.

Rouge Flood

Mile east of Farmington
Road.

Reid said the information
will be aimed at city coun-
cilmen and planners. who
need to understand flood plain
zoning and building restric-
tions: drainage and sanitary
sewer engineers who design
pipelines: health authorities,
and park officials, who could
make multiple uses of flood
plain land.

Under study will be the
Upper Rouge, the Minnow
Pond Drain, the Bell Branch
and Tarabusi. Creek. They
flow through Farmington,
Livonia and Redford Town-
ship into the southwest corner
of Detroit.

THE ARMY engineers have
just completed a report on
those streams. It will be

presented by Maurice Rankin,
chief of flood plain
management ‘services.

State responsibility will be
discussed by James Bolton of
the WRC's bureau of water
management.

A pamphlet prepared by the
three agencies says that
“policies now in effect are
consistent with a meaningful
flood plain management
program. Protection of
existing and future
development is promoted by
current land-use plans.”

It adds: “All communities
within the study area have
adopted some type of flood
plain regulation. zoning and or
ordinances with means of
enforcement."’

A lover of antiques, she
includes among her hearts a
wall sconce, a cake server and
a toilet paper holder, all with
hearts. cut out.

State Ombudsman
Urged By Faust

LANSING

A troubleshooter to cut red
tape in the State Department
of Education and keep an eye
open for possible department
abuses are two features in a
Senate bill introduced by Sen:
William Faust, (D-Westland).
The legislation would create
‘the office of state education

- ombudsman within the Dept.

of Education to listen to
citizen grievances, investigate
complaints and simply see
that the  bureaucratic
machinery runs smoothly,
effectively and in the right
direction. -

‘“AN OMBUDSMAN
knowledgeable in the field of
education and its inner
workings would provide a
vital service to the people
through proper guidance and
assistance in problem solving
and getting answers to
"questions,” Faust said.

The proposed measure
states that the newly created
office would - be under the
leadership of a director ap-
pointed by the governor for a

term of four years and with
funds to employ clerical and
technological assistance.

His duties would be to:

® INVESTIGATE any

administrative act concerning

_ public education which may
be contrary to law; or which
may be unreasonable, unfair,
inefficient, wasteful or per-

formed in a rude or insolent .

manner; or based on
inadequate preparation and
investigation.

® Investigate all complaints
of waste of public funds for
lack of needed innovation.

@ Continue evaluation of

research and agency action in
all areas affecting public
education in the state.

e Establish a training
program for educational
ombudsmen to function
locally in the secondary

schools and state institutions-

of higher learning.
Faust pointed out that the

office would also function in .

the areas of race relations,
minority problems and
campus unrest.
