CANTON TOWNSHIP 

Canton Township Super­
visor I%ilip Dingeldey said 
this wedr that he is “100 per 
cent in agreement” with the 
advice of former Midiigan 
State Police Director Fredrick 
Davids that Canton and 
Plymouth Township should do 
something immediately about 
establishing their own police 
departments.

In fact, Dingeldey said, he 
has already held exploratory 
talks with officials of both the 
State Police and Sheriff’s 
Road Patrol.

“I’m convinced that we 
could furnish our own police 
protection for half the cost 
that Wayne County is paying.” 
Dingeldey said.

He said il| was regrettable 
that the Capton board didn’t 
realize at last year’s budget

{banning sessions how serious 
the county was about 
scrapping the road patrol.

“We would have very 
deflnitely done something at 
that time,” he continued. “We 
couldn't believe it was going 
to happen.”

Instead, Canton went ahead 
and set up a full-time fire 
department.

Dingeldey said that the 
formation of a basic police

department would be one of 
two priority items for the 
board of trustees to consider 
when budget timp rolls around 
this year. j

Some parents complained 
about the free time the 
students have as a result of the 
new modular scheduling.

Angered over reported 
sexual activities going on in 
the sc îool, as well as incidents' 
of gambling and fighting, the 
parents demanded that strict 
disciiMine controls be placed 
on the students.

PHS Principal Bill Brown 
assured the parents that 
students are disciplined and 
their parents are notified 
whenever they are caught at 
such activities.

Both Brown and Acting 
Supt. John Hoben told parents 
that the rate of such incidents 
has droi^>ed drastically over 
the past year and they “are 
continuing to take positive 
measures to. correct these 
situations.”

Five sets of students cau0it 
gambling in the school have 
been suspended .this year. 
Brown said.

Under modular sdieduling, 
the sdiool day is divided into 
20 modules and dasses vary in 
length from two to more 
modules.

Brown said that the typical 
student has about 33 per cent 
of his time free for study or to 
participate in school ac­
tivities, an increase from onl^ 
e i^ t  per cent under the 
traditional scheduling:

In a school with 2,300 
students, a certain amount of 
trouUe is anticipated, Hoben 
said.

Any More

Q. I'm a pharmacist and 
was referred to yonr coinma 
for the answer to a rather 
paxxling situation that has 
arisen lately. Kids are coming 
into my pharmacy requesting 
Coca - Cola syrup in large 
quantities. They_ even try to 
consume it on the premises 
which I have put a stop to.

I’m aware that cola 
beverages fwntain a mildly 
sUmnlating dose of caffeine 
alkaloids - such as could be 
gotten from several caps of 
coffee. But is there some new 
“kick" that’s been discovered 
in this syrup? Is there 
anything to justify my 
refusing to sell it under these 
nnnsnal circumstances? This 
sort of bnsiness I don’t  need- 

B.B., Livonia

A. Let’s answer your last 
question first. You are under 
no obligation to sell this 
product to people who give 
evidence of using it (wbetbo* 
successfully or not) for kidcs. 
The general rule being that 
“no good will be done.’’

You are correct in your 
evaluation of this syrup being 
no stronger a stimulant than 
coffee. We suspect that your 
dientde is about three - 
quarters of a century bdiind 
the times: Coca - Cola 
(originally formulated by a 
pharmacist, by the way) at 
first did contain cocaine, an 
extremdy potent stimulant. It 
was also found -  and legally -  
in many tonics of the time. As 
the dangers of this drug 
became apparent, it was 
dropped from the list of 
ing i^en ts. Cola beverages 
today are safe for most 
peofde.

This is a convenient op­
portunity to mention the 
subject of “Coke and aqixrin.’’ 
People we have talked to from 
age 7 to 70 eventually get 
around to asking about this 
combination. T h m  has never 

: been any documented 
I evidence that Coke and 
aspirin do anything. Why this 
paiticular rumor persists to 
this day is a mystery to 
everyone conc^ed .

It might be helpful to 
mention to those who " are 
trying to “act big’’ by at­
tempting to abuse cola syrups 
that the major use oS this 
product is for treating nausea 

!of infants. Rather large 
amounts are administered" 
(preferably as directed by a 
physician) for vomiting in 
infants and diUdren. Pointing 
out that “cola syrup is for 
babies” may help to cool some 
of the “big shooters” who are 
bothering you for it now.

Q. Here is a conversatioa I 
overheard between two really 
young children: “ I’m gonna 
grow my own marijnana.’’ 
“Where can yon get U?“ 
“From birdseed.’’ ” Do yon 
know what the seeds look like - 
• so yoo can sort them ont?’* 
“Nope, yon just throw a lot of 
seeds out into the field. When 
they grow you can tell real 
easy."

The kid seemed qnitf 
knowledgeable and self - 
confident. I  found myself 
becoming quite apprehensive. 
Can this be done?

Mrs. R.B., Westland
A. Not any more. Birdseed 

used to contain a fair 
proportion of seeds from the 
cannal^ (marijuana) plant. 
They contain a coosideraUe 
amount of nutritional mis. 
Since the advent of marijuand 
abuse, these seeds have either 
been diminated m* sterilizedi 

. (Rape seeds, oddly enough! 
are still present.)

.'The next question that 
arises would be if the 
sterilized seeds could be 
consumed for effect. The 
answer is no: the active 
ingredient in marijuana is 
concentrated in the resin 
(gununy substance) secreted, 
not in the seeds.

The child will not be har­
med, but his parents should be 
advised -  in a low • keyed 
manner -  that their diild has 
expressed such a desire to 
e^Kriment.

Canton To Get 
Industrial Park

CANTON TOWNSHIP
With the verbal con­

frontation of a year ago bet­
ween^ the planning com­
mission and the township 
board all but forgotten. 
Canton Township is looking 
forward to the development of 
its first industrial park.

The industrial park site 
approval is encompassed in 
plans calling for the budding 
of apartments on a 60-acre site 
between Sheldon and Morton - 
Taylor Rds., south of 
Michigan Ave.

Final approval for the 
multifdes came at the Canton 
board’s Feb. 8 meeting, a little 
more than a year after the 
plan was first introduced by a 
group of Plymbuth area 
^velopers.

THE DEVELOPER. Beaver 
Construction, since joined 
with the Homewood Co., a 
building company, in the plan.

Initially, the plan was 
rejected by the planning 
commission because the 
apartments would be located 
in Canton’s industrial 
corridor. At the time. Plan­
ning Consultant Michael 
Manore said it was an in­
trusion that conflicted with the 
master plan. The commission 
confirmed the recom­
mendation and turned down. 
the project.

However, trustees felt the 
plan had merit, especially 
when the developer promised 
to turn the adjacent 69 acres 
into an industrial park. The 
township board, however, 
stipulated at the outset of talks 
that the two projects had to be 
done simultaneously.

STILL IN the formulative 
stages, the park “is coming 
along,’’ reported Supervisor 
Philip Dingeldey.

The property on which the 
apartment complex will be 
built was rezoned from in­
dustrial to R1 (residential) 
and was once owned by the 
pioneer farming Fischer 
family.

Beaver Develo|Hnent, also 
involved in the construction of 
the large Squire Apartments, 
in Canton, has a similar 
apartment project in 
Plymouth, located across 
from the Burrou^s plant.

“Peo|de like to live near 
their > j^ , ’’ Beaver officials 
stated repeatedly in their fight 
to get the Canton rezoning.

The new development will 
be known as Sheldon Com­
mons and calls for 300 units to 
be built this year, followed by 
200 in 1973.

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New Flood Plain<

Lines To Help Area
By TIM RICHARD

Local officials are in a 
. better position to enforce flood 

plain and anti • filling or­
dinances now that they’re 
armed with a new report by 
the U.S. Army Corps of 
Engineers.

The $71,000 report covers 28 
miles of the Upper Rouge, 
BCinnow Pond Di^in, Bell 
Branch and Tarabusi Creek in 
Farmington Township, the 
City of Livonia and Redford 
Township, along with a small 
comer of Detroit.

The flood i^ain report was 
unveiled last week in a public 
meeting in Livonia city hall by 
Maurice Ra(Ain, chief of flood 
plain management services 
for the Detroit office of the 
Army Engineers.

H i^ y  technical, the report 
offered no recommendations, 
leaving some Redford 

.^Township officials (in par­
ticular) a little frustrated.

LIVONIA OFFICIALS, 
however, were {leased at the 
support the Army Engineers’ 
report gave to city ordinances.

Said Mayor Edward Mc­
Namara: “This puts the City 
of Livonia in a good position to 
enfofee our ordinances. We’ve 
had an anti - filling ordinance 
some time.’’ to which Coun­

cilman Jerry Raymond ad­
ded: “You try to fill in n flood 
{riain in Livonia and ya get 
shot.”

City Engineer Ed Siemert 
said: “ Their flood plain 
boundaries are very close to 
what we had defined. But their 
study is much more 
sophisticated . They’ve 
calculated river flows with a 
computer.

“Our flood plain study was 
done in 1965, working with 
records of the 1947 flood. At 
flrst we didn’t define flood 
plains, and our ordinance 
wasn’t too enforceable,’' said 
Siemert, recalling a case the 
city had to compromise in 
court.

‘ A later city ordinance did 
define flood plains, and both 
Mayor McNamara and 
Siemert suggested the or­
dinance should be amended to 
include the newest flood plain 
definitions from the 
engineers.

COUNCILMAN Robert 
Bennett, however, was critical 
of what he called a failure to 
recognize that an urbanized 
area can now have “a 70 - year 
flood with a 50 - year rain.” He 
said major floods may con­
tinue to occur more frequently 
because of the rapid runoff of 
rainwater.

The meeting was attended 
by 52 persons -  most Livonia 
councilmen, some Redford 
T o w n s h i p  t r u s t e e s ,  
representatives of the Redford 
a n d  F a r m i n g t o n  
beautification commissions, a 
City of Farmington engineer, 
road commission staffers 
from Oakland and Wayne 
Counties, environmentalists 
from Detroit, private 
engineers and builders.

They were told of two state 
laws by James Bolton, of the 
bureau of water management 
of the State Water Resources 
Commission.

One is the subdivision 
control act, in which 
preliminary plats go to the 
WRC for review of their effect 
in flood plain limits.

The flood pldin control law 
requires a person to get a 
WRC permit before altering or 
filling any part of a flood 
plain. . . .

BOLTON SAID the WRC 
encourages communities to 
use Army Engineers flood 
plain information in their 
zoning, subdivision and 
building ordinances. He also 
said they could adopt even 
tougher standards than in the 
state law. (Both Livonia and

Southfield extend their con­
trols to three feet beyond the 
flood idain limit.)

idea
Speakers discouraged the 

of creating dams . to 
impound water as a method of 
flfwd control. Such ponds take 
up valuable land and aren’t 
popular with the public, they 
advised.

They also talked down the 
idea of a flood control ivoject 
on the Un>er Rouge ~ for 
example, d^pening, clearing, 
strai^tening or riprai^ing 
the diannel -  because these 
can upset the balance of 
nature and are opposed by 
environmentalists.

The meeting was chaired by 
Paul Reid, director of the 
planning division of the 
Southeast Michigan Council of 
Governments. Reid s|aid local 
units of government are 
responsible for applying flood 
plain information to'their local 
ordinances and enforcing 
them.

To the question of whether 
m u n ic ip a li |ie s  should  
“reserve” or buy up flood 
plain land; Reid said “there is 
no way to ‘reserve’ privately - 
owned land. It can only be 
regulated by law.”

They ’re In Training 
To Train Tihe Disabled

At midpoint in his career, a 

man stricken by a heart at­
tack can suddenly become 
disabled and unable to support 
this growing family.

If a woman with a young 
child has a stroke and loses 
the use of an arm, every 
movement around the home 
becomes a labor.

Fortunately! these cases are 
not as disastrous as they 
might be because of the skills 
of occupational therapist 
assistants.

The tool and die maker who 
flnds himself unable to do the 
detail work can salvage some 
of his skills and return to a 
job and support his family.

And the mother can learn 
how to set up her work area in 
the kitchen to use her time 
efficiently to complete her 
housewo^ and child care with 
one good arm.

A ONE - YEAR training 
program at Schoolcraft 
College iN*epares assistants to 
work with those persons who 
have b ^ n  disabled in some 
Ŷ ay or persons who have 
never had complete use of 
certain muscles.

At first glance, the training 
rooms lode like arts and crafts 
rooms.

One room features a wall 
lined with saws, hammers, 
diisels and various tools while 
the other room contains 
several looms.

Mrs. Masline Horton, the 
only full - time therapy in­
structor at Schoolcraft, 
teaches' her 18 students 
weaving, woodworking, 
knitting, ceramics, block 
printing, silk screening, and 
leather work.

Each skill can be utilized in 
some way to make a han­
dicapped person use different 
muscles.

A person who doesn’t have 
full use of one arm can 
«cercise the arm by pushing a 
saw or sanding a piece of 
wood.

THE STUDENTS, half of 
^ o m  are married women 
returning to work after raising 
families, learn which type of 
activity relates to what type of 
problem. They have the op­
portunity to actually practice 
what they learn in the clinic 
required experience.

Under d i r ^  supervision by 
reg is te red  occupational 
therapists, each Schoolcraft 
student woiks at five different 
locations with various 
patients.

Mrs. Horton said students 
develop skills and learn to 
write up their observations 
through practical experience.

“Mo^t of these gals have 
never been in a hospital set­
ting before, and most have 
some fears. They begin to feel 
comfortable around the 
handicapped through this 
experience,” she said.

“We almost get more , than 
they (the patients) do out of

It is structured so that 
students work one afternoon a 
week during the flrst two> 
semesters, then spend two{ 
intensive six - week sessions at| 
different hosiHtals during the 
spring and summer sessions.

IN THE CLASSROOMS!

which are now located at 
Northville State Hospital for 
lack of room at Schoolcraft, 
the women learn how to use 
tools “safely and correctly” 
and learn techniques to use 
with perceptually han­
dicapped patients, visually 
handicapped as well as ef­
ficient homemaking skills.

They learn to test for and 
assess the skills that a han­
dicapped person has and 
prepare him for entry into 
vocational rdiabilitation.

Currently the entire class is 
planning a party for 50 
retarded children at Plymouth 
State Honne.

Problons that the average 
person wouldn’t consider have 
to be planned for by the 
students.

They want to serve refresh­
ments, but have to be ready to 
cope with the child who can’t 
swallow properly or the one 
who can’t hold a cup. Candy 
haS tobe the type that melts in 
the child’s mouth. Popcorn is 
a “no no” because a child 
could choke on it.

Games/ decorations and 
prizes all have to be geared for 
the retarded children. When it 
is over, the womai will know 
how to plan such activities for 
their own patients.

And as one frustrated 
student said while laboring 
over, her weaving. “By the 
time we are done, we wiU have 
learned fairly well how to 
handle the patient’s 
frustrations.”

OF 25 STUDENTS who 
started the fH'ogram, 18 are 
still in, and a waiting list 
more than 100 students is 
grqwing for the 1972 program 
starting in August.

Because of the limited 
number of places whence 
students can get their prac­
tical experience, the course 
must be limited to 25 and must 
be taken in sequence.

When graduates receive 
certificates of completion, 
they will have the distinction 
of being in one of the few 
occupations that is still ac­
tively seeking personnel.

A beginner can make bet­
ween $5,900 and $9,300 in the 
first year.

“I’m quite (deased with our 
graduates,” Mrs. Horton said. 
“They have made quite an 
impression on the market to 
the point where employers 
call to get more of our 
graduates.”

Party Tax Solution To Problems ?

One reason our politicians are
* perpetually in trouble is that
; they’re geared toward solving
* problems. Solving problems is
* difficult if not impossible whfen 

you go at it by the traditional 
method -  i.e., identifying the 
problem, analyzing, d^doping 
alternative solutions, testing 
thcmi and so on.

The way to solve a problem is 
to look at it as an opportunity and 
use one problem to demolish 
another. Take the twin problems 
of (a) whether Michigan should 
have a presidential primaiy, for 
which there seems to be some 
popular demand, and (b) hpw our 
political parties (esp^ially the 
Democratic, now |9  million in the 
red) can finance their campaigns.

The wheelings and dealings of 
politicians are too dreary to be 
reviewed here. Besides, accord­
ing to one colleague of mine who 
specializes in solving the prob­
lems bf the world, they're all 
wrong. Only partly in jest, he 
offers this suggestion:

THROWING TRADITIONAL
approaches to the hot winds, the 
perfect way out is to hold a presi­
dential primary but charge each 
voter a |5  fee, the funds to go into 
the national committee treasury 
of the party in whose primary he 
votes.

The advantages are multitudi­
nous:

•  Joe Blow on the street gets 
to cast a direct vote for the 
candidate of his choice. With an 
investment to protect, Joe will 
take his politics more seriously 
instead of succumbing to televi­
sion images.

•  The state can rake off 
enough to cover the cost of the 
election, at a great savings to the 
general treasury.

•  The political parties not only 
get out of debt but can build up a 
big enough kitty to run their ’72 
campaigns.

•  The problem of “ cross­
overs” is virtually eliminated. No 
Republican would have spent $5 
to vote for Gene McCarthy over

Lyndon Johnson in the 1968 New 
Hampshire prim ary; no Demo­
crats will vote for John Ashbrook 
over Richard Nixon if it means 
building the GOP fund.

THE IMMEDIATE objeiCtion 
from Demoerati^in puticaitf, is: 
What about tlie poor people who 
can’t  afford to vote? The 
objection is toUDy phony.

Right now, most Observer- 
land districts in the Democratic 
Party have an “open delegation” 
rule for the state convention: 
Anyone can become a state 
convention delegate (and these 
chaps pick the national delegates 
who nominate the presidential 
candidate) either by being an 
elected precinct delegate or by 
buying a $5 membership in the 
Democratic Party. Political 
power is for sale.

Precinct delegate elections 
aren’t costly, but the serious 
delegate has to invest some time 
circulating his petition and, if 
there’s competition, ringing a few

Orchard Ridge Paper 
Causes Its Own Woes

College journalists carefully 
study the first amendment, 
guaranteeing freedom of the 
press, and cite it whenever the 
college trustees and administra­
tion attempt to crack down on a 
wild student paper.

Unfortunately for young 
journalists, courts are reluctant 
to protect the campus paper’s 
rights for fear of meddling in 
internal coUege administration. 
Moreover, since the college 
typically owns the newspaper’s 
office and would have to pay off 
any libel suits, it’s easy to argue 
that the students don’t own the 
paper anyway. But enough of this 
l e ^  fol-de-rol.

WHAT BRINGS the college 
papal’s vulnerability to mind is 
the problems faced by the Recor­
der, student publication at the 
Orchard Ridge Campus of 
Oakland Community College. 
Some trustees would as soon 
eliminate it, but the majority has 
voted to put the Recorder on 
probation, whatever that means.

The Recorder has attractive 
makeup and some good typogra­
phy, but OB balance it’s a bad 
piqier, and its badness qipears to 
be the deliberate policy of Editor 
John David Smith and his staff.

Oh, it has been worse, to be 
sure -  like the time a couple of

years ago when it published a 16- 
page edition that included 14 
pages of essays about an anti-war 
march in Washington, one page of 
sports and one page of campus 
news that was nothing but admin­
istration handouts. These days, at 
least, the Recorder staff Imows 
there’s a campus.

A MAN ARRIVING from 
Mars, knowing nothing about the 
Orchard Ridge campus in the 
hills of Farmington Township, 
would still never guess that it was 
in a suburb of Oakland County 
and that the enrollment is 90 or 
95 per cent white by reading the 
Recorder.

In the news columns of the 24- 
page Feb. 7 issue, for example, 
there’s not a picture of a white 
OCC student except on the sports 
\page.

There are, however, pictures 
of Andrew Pulley, the black 
Socialist Woiker vice presidential 
candidate; two pictures each of 
Black Panthers John Jerome 
Huggins and Alprentice “ Bun­
chy” Carter; and several pictures 
of the Wayne County Jail -  in a 
publication that doesn’t serve 
Wayne County.

Not a single story could be 
called straight news. The article 
headlined, “Dr. Hill at Credibility 
Gap’’ begins: “ Central office

b i b ,  m ileage, ^ e n  tfane o ff  from  
work.

Thus, it would be fairer to the 
poor to charge them $5 to vote in

a presidential primary than to 
have them incur the costs of 
attending a state convention. Let 
us hear no more croebdile tears 
for the poor from those who 
oppose a primary. {

AND IF THERE ^re politi­
cians who are truly doncerned 
about a poor person’s inability to 
scrape up the $5 fee, lejt them put 
the poor to work for jthe party, 
addressing envelopes, {tacking up 
posters, sweeping anjl painting 
the party headquarters, and then

pay them in a certificate that 
could be redeemed for a party 
ballot in the primary.

His plan, to be adopted, may 
require changing the '24th 
amendment to the Constitiition 
which prohibits a poll tax.

I don’t know whether the 
whole idea is legally feasiUe, but 
it merits some consideration 
among armchair philosophers.

The matter of police protec­
tion for the two townships has 
reached major proportions in 
recent weeks since the Wayne 
County Board of Commissioners 
has made known its intention of 
discontinuing the isheriff’s depart­
ment road patrol. The patrol has 
been the principal policing unit in 
the townships.

Davids is well aware of the 
future of the road patrol since the

Although there have been no 
major uprisings in high school 
basketball games throughout 
Observerland thus far this season 
school officials are flirting with 
danger by permitting standing 
room crowds in the inadequate 
gymnasiums.

Admittedly, it would be diffi­
cult to deny any student the right 
to see his or her team in action 
but the fact remains that over­
crowded conditions, at times, 
interfere with play.

This is true when spectators 
are permitted to line up against 
the back walls -  almost under 
the basket -  while the player is 
in the act of trying a free fiurow.

And s^ain when he comes whirl­
ing down the court to attempt a 
close-in shot.

In some cases the first row of 
the bleachers is so close to the 
playing area that the spectators’ 
feet are on the line. This tends io 
bother the player who comes 
dribbling down the sidelines -- 
especially if his team is playing 
“catch-up” ball.

Emotions run high in these 
high school games and students 
yell and scream in a display of 
loyalty. It wouldn’t take much to 
cause an emotional explosion and 
bring about an uprising such as 
caused many of the schools to 
ban night games.

So, it might be well for the 
school officials to take a good 
look and apply more s{tringent 
preventative methods, j

It may be well to eliminate 
the first row of seats to give the 
players more freedom on the 
court. And it would be well 
worth while to eliminate stand­
ing along the back wall -  virtual­
ly under the basket.

Sure, it would cut' into gate 
receipts. But the crowds should 
be limited to the seating capacity 
-  with no standees.

Anything more than that is 
always a gamble.

ago,” Davids said. “There isn’t 
any way that court suits will halt 
the move. They may delay a final 
action for a while, but the end of 
the road patrol is inevitable.”

Although the townships have 
been slow in making plans for 
police protection, Davids urges 
that steps be taken immediately 
to form police departments on a 
small scale and enlarge as land 
development makes it necessary.

He implied that both Canton 
and Plymouth townships have 
been dragging their feet and 
already are about a year and a 
half behind in their planning.

Pertiaps it would be wise for 
the two township boards to sit 
down with experioiced persons 
such as Dayids and get the full 
advantage of their thinking.

A RECOMMENDATION
coming from Davids should be 
enough to make the two boards 
sit up and take notice. Each has 
been warned that the road patrol 
services will be eliminated. Each 
has been told that it can’t depend 
on the State Police for full police 
protection, but each apparently 
thinks it is better to cover their 
heads in sand and hope the 
problem vanishes.

We know for a fact that the 
State Police gave the area a bit 
more than normal service during 
the regime of Davids. We never 
were told, but we have a strong 
feeling that he sort of mentioned 
to the Bedford and Ypsilanti 
posts that it wouldn’t do any 
harm to have cars in the area 
most of the time.

Col. Davids still resides in the 
communities. He has maintained 
his interest in activities, but he 
isn’t in a position to get special 
State Police treatment any more. 
That’s why his suggestions are 
now so important.

Sinclair Follows A Tough Act

It was a big build up for a 
big letdown.

After the rock band “Mixed 
Generation” worked a group 
of students to the point where 
some were dancing on the 
tables, political activist John 
Sinclair took over the stage at 
the Ordiard Ridge campus of 
Oakland Community College 
for a big comedown.

Sinclair, who was recently 
rdeased from jail where he 
was serving a 10 - year sen­
tence for possession of

marijuana, was brought to the 
Farmington campus by the 
student newspaper. Recorder. 
A standing - room - only crowd 
assembled to hear him and the 
band.

“THE BROTHERS of Mixed 
Generation got the energy so 
intense in here that it’s a 
comedown to have me talk,” 
the diairman of the Rainbow 
Peoples Party (former White 
Panthers) said.

He was right.
It’s hard for any speaker to 

measure up to such a h i^  note

that the band left on. But 
Sinclair didn’t add much 
excitement.

He urged students to work 
together for whatever changes 
need attentkxi -  but declined 
to make suggestions on where 
to start.

“Look around you, see what 
has to be done, see who’s there 
to do it, and get together and 
do it,” he said.

“ Everybody sits around 
talking ... Ain’t no sense in 
talking now -  it’s time to get 
moving.” he told the students.

When pressed for

"t.'. Jr V

suggestions, Sinclair told 
them he was busy doing things 
that needed to be done in Ann 
Arbor and that it was up to the 
students to find out what has 
to be done in their own area -  
and to do it.

“People live wherever they 
live and they’ve gotta deal 
with the problems where they 
live,” he said.

SINCLAIR DID tell them 
they need communication 
centers to let people know 
what’s happening and to avoid 
duplication and wasted ef­
forts.

He cited the Recorder as the 
communication center on the 
campus and urged students to 
put their support behind the 
paper.

Currently the weekly tabloid 
is under a probation imposed 
by the OCC Board of Trustees 
for use of four - letter words.

Sinclair cited the {X'obation 
as refM’ession from the ad­
ministration.

“Whenever someone tries to 
do anything, the ad­
ministration is down on them. 
It used to be they’d do that to 
people who were smoking

(marijuana), but if you look 
around, you’ll see that didn’t 
work,” he said.

Former Recorder editor 
John Morris told the students, 
“Obscenity isn’t the thing« 
they want to shut down a 
political energy center.”

STUDENTS WHO expected 
Sinclair to relate some of his 
experiences during 2V̂  years 
in prison went away disap­
pointed.

“Being in a penitentiary i s  
like being in a high school 
where you can never go 
home,” Sinclair said in' his 
only reference to that portion 
of Ms life.

He commented on how 
things had changed during the 
time he was cut off from 
society,, saying people seem to 
have “ tightened up” and 
concerned themselves with 
just survival.

Now his direction is to get 
people activated again. He is 
busy doing things in Ann 
Arbor like teaching a class in 
community control of prisons, 
organizing a food cooperative 
and urging people to work 
together for changes.

when the time comes to decide 
on floor coverings.

Today it’s fairly common 
procedure to install wall-to- 
wall carpeting directly over 
concrete, plywood or plank 
subflooring. While the 
elimination of a permanent 
fmished floor under the carpet 
can save initially on labor and 
material costs, there is con­
siderable debate as to the 
advisability of this practice, 
particularly as it affects the 
future resale value of the 
property.

Installation of permanent 
flooring isn 't so much a 
m atter of your preference as 
first owner of the home; it’s 
the opinion of others that’s 
important should you ever 
want to sell the property 
again.

Many homebuyers consider 
used carpeting an asset if it’s 
in good condition. It saves 
them the extra expense of 
buying and installing floor 
coverings at the same time 
they purchase a home.

N evertheless, an astu te  
buyer will also be interested in 
what’s underneath the carpet, 
for good and obvious reasons.

He may eventually want to 
use area rugs and thus needs 
to be assured there’s a per­
manent floor available.

. In the kitdien, many women 
prefer the easy u(^eep of 
vinyl floor coverings. A 
carpeted kitchen with nothing 
m ore than plywood un­
derneath will probably make 
the home much more difficult 
to sell. ^

If you wantTO take the rsk of 
building without permanent 
floors, fine. But keep in mind 
that if you have to add floors 
later, t ^ y  will probably cost a 
great deal more than if in­
stalled as original equipment 
when the house was built.

There’s also the possibility 
that a subsequent buyer won’t 
be able to obtain as high a 
mortgage as he needs because 
of a lower appraisal resulting 
from the absence of per­
manent finished flooring.

All things considered, it’s 
probably a good idea to spend 
a little more initially and 
install resilient or hardwood 
flooring when the house is 
built. Then, throughout the life 
of the property, the use of 
carpeting becomes one of 
choice -  not necessity.

Four months or a little less 
from the time you plant seeds 
of sm all-flow ered dahlias 
indoors, the plants will bloom.

That’s the reason you start 
them early, like in la te ^ a rc h  
or early April.

Plant in pots or flats in 
sterile soil or one of the many 
startin g  m edium s on the 
market, covering seeds V4 
inch deep and pressing them 
to the m a te ria l used for 
gowing.

Be sure  to keep seeds 
moderately moist and, as they 
germinate, which they’ll do in 
eight or 10 days, turn the 
container daily to keep them 
growing straight. A sunny 
window is a must.

When plantlets are a few 
inches high they should be 
moved to the garden, if there 
is no longer danger of frost, or 
to individual pots of clay or 
peat if still kept indoors.

SELECT a location outdoors 
in full sun and space dahlia 
(dants 18 inches apart. They’ll 
form little bushes all by 
them selves with no “ pin­
ching” from you.

If your soil is not rich, add 
organic m atter, mixing it well 
into the soil, and fertilize 
before you plant the dahlias. 
They respond to such treat­
ment.

There are several strains t>f 
dwarf dahlias. The Coltness 
hybrids have single flowers in 
many colors. Border Jewels 
form plants 12 to 14 inches 
high, l ^ i n  to bloom early and 
bear four inch-wide flowers 
that may be double or semi-

As in most things, there’s 
more to a piece of furniture 
than what meets the eye.

Although you can easily 
determine the style and good 
design qualities of a chest, 
table or buffet on sight, a 
quick look will hardly tell you 
anything about how well a 
piece of furniture is made. Or 
how durable it is. And these 
factors a re  im portan t 
because, after all, furniture is 
a large investment and not 
something you buy everyday.

Before you purchase w o ^  
furniture it is always wise to 
do some preliminary detective 
work. AU you really have to 
know to get the most for your 
money is some specific and 
not very complicated details 
to look for. Here’s what to do 
when you consider buying a 
piece of furniture:

•  Find out what type of 
wood the piece is made of. 
Solid hardwood or hardwood 
veneer pieces will be strong 
and stui^y as w dl as durable. 
G en era lly  most medium 
quality jw  high quality fur­
niture IS made of different 
species of hardwood. Look for 
tags which specify the type of 
wood used in construction, or 
ask your furniture salesman 
to supply you with this in­
form ation. B e especially  
careful of pieces which 
im itate  wood, since some 
manufacturers use printed or 
painted grain patterns on 
hardboard, metail, or plastic.

•  You can check the stur­
diness of the frame of a 
cabinet or table by placing 
your hand on the top surface 
and ‘rocking’ the piece back 
and forth. If the frame isn’t, 
strong enough to withstand i 
weight from your hand, 
piece will move. This Ic 
low-quality construction is 
important alert to furnitt 
buyers.

•  Look on the inside | 
drawers and cabinets, 
areas needn’t be finishf 
the same fine degree as 
visible parts, but they shduld 
be sanded smooth ond 
finished.

•  Examine all moving 
in a chest to be sure that 
operate smoothly. Dra\ 
should be mad^ to fit 
fectly, without januning.

Do not be upset if the first, 
early flowers of Gold Galore 
that bloom in your garden 
a i ^ a r  close to or. under the 
foliage ~ the later ones will be 
w dl above the leaves, larger 
than the first blooms, and 
borne on short, sturdy stems.

Fireplace wood: Can you 
use elmwood to burn in the 
fireplace? Will it harbor the 
elm beetle?

Elmwood, from cut down 
elm trees is rated good for 
fireplace burning. There is a 
possibility of storing the 
beetles along with the wood. 
Store the wood in a garage, 
and if you’re worried about 
carpenter ants or the elib 
beetle, spray the pile with 
Sevin. ^

And while we’re on the 
subject of fireplace wood. I'll 
mention the heating  and 
burning properties of some 
common species. First, let's 
say they'll all burn and you 
should use any dead wood 
available.

Some of the “best” for 
fireplace a re : white oak, 
apple, black birch, hickory 
and black locust. R ated 
“good” are: white ash, beech, 
black cherry, red oak, elm, 
m aple and black walnut. 
“ F a ir” ;. white birch, 
sycam ores, yellow poplar, 
yellow and red pine.

Some rated poor: Aspen, 
basswood, willow, white pine 
and spruce. They’ll all burn

and they’ll all give off heat.

THE WAY VINES twine: 
Several readers have asked if 
climbing vines actually twine 
in th^ same direction. My 
answer is no. All twining vines 
do npt twine in the same 
direction. Some twine from 
left to T i^ t, others twine from 
right {to left, a good point to 
remember if you ever want to 
unwind a young vine from a 
support.

As pn example, bittersweet 
(Celastrus) climbs by twining 
from Ipft to right, whereas the 
honeysuckle clim bs by 
twining from right to left.

I’m told that vines in the 
southelm hem isi^ere twine in 
the dilrection of the earth’s 
rotation, but I can’t believe

tendrils. B ittersw eet and 
wisteria climb by twining 
around a support.

GLOSSY LEAVES on 
foliages: Some people like 

Hfaat glossy effect on the leaves 
of their philodendrons and 
other hard - leaved foliage 
(dants. You can use plant 
^ n e  materials (bought in 
stores) but be careful about 
using too much as it causes 
brown spots.

Give your plants a rinse 
once every thrM  or. four weeks 
and th ey ’ll be nice and 
healthy. Don’t use olive oil, 
cooking oil or petroleum jd ly  
on leaves for glossy effect. 
These catch dust and can clog 
pores.

they’d! act any different from 
vines in the northern  
hemisphere. Can any plant 
physiologist clear me up on 
this, please?

R ou^ly  speaking, vines are 
grouped into three classes, 
depenqing on how they climb. 
For exam ple, Boston ivy 
climbs by sm all rootlike 
anchots. or discs. Clematus 
and grapes clinib by winding

Glycerine dabbed on a  soft 
cloth can be applied over 
leaves. Some use a half and 
half mixture of milk and 
water. Remove yellowed, or 
spotted leaves and bimi.

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GOPoliticians 
Go Social A Night

One of the mysteries of 

Republicanism is the annual 
Lincoln Day banquet, which 
the Oakland County GOP hrid 
for the 83rd time last week.

It’s hardly a money-maker. 
Chairman Sheldon Smith and 
die committee charged only 
$7.50 a plate, which doesn’t do 
mudi more than cover the 
cost of a delicious Raleigh 
House diiuier of mushroom 
barley soup, roast Maryland 
turkey roll with Cumberland 
sauce and baked Alaska.

They m l ^  have made a 
little money off the $7.50 VIP 
cocktail party (the ticket gets 
you in the door; you buy your 
drinks).

Possibly, a little money was 
made from advertisements in 
the program. An assortment 
of business firms and no less 
than a dozen banks bought 
ads.

BASICALLY. IT’S a social  ̂
gathering, however. SMne 780  ̂
p laces w ere se t. the a t ­
mosphere was social, and the 
oratory of Labor Secretary 
Jam es Hodgson was low-key.

Hodgson said  his boss. , 
President Richard M. Nixon, 
p re fe rs  ’’su b stan ce” to 
’’style” (the latter being a 
favMite word of the Ken- 
nedyites).

Nixon’s approach, said

Hodgson, “doesn’t make him 
a TV idol. But that’s not the 
way (being a TV idol) yon run 
a nation. Brains and guts and 
human understanding-that’s 
the way you run a nation.”

In Republican ears, the 
words were so patently true 
that no one saw a n ^  to 
applaud, and Hodgson went on 
about how Nixon appreciates 
“professionalism. . . whether 
it’s by athletes, entertainers, 
astronau ts , b rick layers  or 
businessmen.”

Hodgson (the “g” is silent) 
said Nixon had shifted federal 
spending from 44 per cent for 
defense and 32 for “human 
resources” in 1969 to a 
projected fiscal 1973 break­
down of 32 per cent for defense 
and 46 for human resources.

OAKLAND REPUBLICANS 
have developed a nice method 
of handling a lot speakers 
and eliminating a lot of in­
troductions.

F irs t. 19tb D istric t 
(Congressman Jack McDonald 
(R -Farm ington) got four 
m inutes to ta lk  and one 
m inute to introduce 18th 
District Congressman William 
Broomfield (R-Royal Oak), 
who got the same and brought 
on Sen. Robert Griffin, who 
got the same and introduced 
Hodgson. Thus, three mid­
dlemen were eliminated.

M c D o n a ld  a c c u s e d  
Democrats of “unmitigated 
g a ll”  in critic iz ing  the 
Republican administration on 
the Vietnam war issue after 
die administration had penned 
a nuclear non-proliferation 
trea ty  and renounced' 
diemical warfare.

Broomfield said Nixon had 
brought back m ore than 
400,000 t n x ^  from Vietnam 
and predicted his “ trip to 
mainland China and Moscow 
will be steps to bring about 
peace.”

It was an interesting choice 
of words on Broomfield’s part. 
Until last year. Republicans 
nearly always referred to that 
nation as ’’Communist 
China.” This year. Broomfield' 
referred to it as “ mainland 
China.” a term  once used only 
by Gene M cCarthy and 
William Fulbright. and no one 
batted an eyelash.

B arry  G ran t, a form er 
Southfield school board 
member, awarded prizes for 
a high school essay contest on 
drugs and youth crime to 
David Chase, a F erndale  
senior, $100 bond; Sharon 
Stoner, Royal Oak Dondero, 
$50; and C^ry McBride, Hazel 
Park. $25.

There were no pickets or 
protesters, either indoors or 
out, and the assem blage 
appeared to have a good time.

Impounding 
Of Funds 
A Hacked

WASHINGTON 
U.S. Rep. William D. Ford 

(D-Taylor) has co-sponsored 
legilsation designed to prevent 
the p residen t from  “ im ­
pounding” funds allocated by 
Congress.

Ford charged that President 
Nixon has deliberately  
delayed the spending of up to 
$11 billion which was ap- 
proixlated by Congress over 
the past two years for projects 
such as water line and sewer 
construction, urban renewal, 
low cost housing and m a ^  
transit.

“I suppose that we can 
expect to see this money 
released over the next nine 
months to help bolster the 
economy in time for the next 
November’s election,” Ford 
predicted. “That may be a 
flne political game, but it is an 
appalling exam ple of 
disregard for the nation’s 
millions of unemployed.”

The proposed legislation 
would bar the president from 
withholding appropria ted  
funds from one year to the 
next. It would, require the 
president to notify Congress 
w h en ev e r a p p ro p r ia te d  
money is im pounded and 
Congress would have 60 days 
to ai^roye the action.

Young Will 
Testify In 
Washington

Rep. Richard Young (D- 
Dearbom Heights) will ap­
pear before the^ Judiciary 
Ckimmittee of the U.S. House 
of Representatives on March 1 
to testify on facts relating to 
the bussing of school children 
across school district lines.

Young, who opposes such a 
m ethod of achieving in­
te g ra te d  schools, said  he 
would also visit Richmond, 
Va. and discuss with Virginia 
House member T. Dix Sutton, 
a resolution introduced in the 
Virginia Legislature.

It would call for a con- 
stitjutional convention for the 
purpose of amending the U.S. 
Constitution to inrohibit the 
assignment of children to 
schools based on their race, 
religion or national creed.

Young said he doubts that 
there is a  chance of the U.S. 
Congress passing such an 
am endm ent to the Con­
stitution but thinks that the 
o ^ r tu n i ty  is greater for 
three-fourths of the State 
L egisla tures to take such 
action.

something in it for their 
district,” T ierney said. “It 
sickened' me. I was plenty 
disgusted with all of the deals 
m ade to help get guys 
reelected. Some of them were 
even calling their amend­
m ents ‘ree lec tipn ’ am end­
ments.”

Tierney also dislikes the 
high ra te  on gasoline, 
amounting to one - third to one 
• half the cost per gallon, he 
said. He argued that if the gas 
tax is to be hiked, the tax on 
diesel fuel should also be 
boosted.

“Gasoline is not a luxury

item; it’s essential for both the 
rich, poor and medium income 
families,” Tierney said. “Yet 
it is t a x ^  a t over one - third 
the cost per gallon in my 
community. If this were a 
luxury, I could see it.”

Thoiil^ the bill would not 
have specifled a mass transit 
corridor, Tierney expressed 
opposition to the two main 
{dans under consideration.

The Woodward corridor 
would be too expoisive, and he 
doubted if either the Wood­
ward or downriver systems 
would get enough use to make 
it worth the expense.

“HOW MANY people who 
say they want m ass transit 
would actually get down there 
and use it?” he asked.

One altomative would be to 
utilize the railroad lines not 
frequently used leading into 
Detroit for a transit system, 
including the one going 
through P lym outh and 
Livonia. Tierney suggested.

Pushers for the mass transit 
package won’t  get Tierney to 
change his mind as long as all 
the amendments remain in­
tact, he said, so they will have 
to go to o th tf lawmakers for 
the six more vtrtes they need.

their programs for the ad­
mission and care of acute 
alcoholics. The conference is 
one of a  series beiiig hdd 
throughout the country.

Seixas, m edical d irec to r. 
National Council on 
Alcoholism. New York City.

Reports Mrs. Tuttle, “At our 
office we get calls every day 
from sick alodiolics needing 
treatment but we have few 
places to refer them. Within 
the city of Detroit only one 
general hospital offers a 
trea tm en t program  for 
alcoholism, although there are 
probably 75,000 alcoholics 
residing in the city.

“ In all of S ou theast' 
Midiigan there a re  only seven 
general hospitals which 
provide identifiable services 
for alcoholics. A total of 35 
beds is being used for persons 
with diagnosis of acute 
alcoholism -  with a potential 
sick list of 200,000 alcoholic 
patients.”

OTHERS FROM Southeast 
M ichigan nam ed to the 
com m ission a re  P robate  
Judge George N. Bashara Jr., 
and Dominick Taddonio, of 
Livonia, d irec to r of the 
c o m p r e h e n s iv e  h e a l th  
education curriculum project 
and lec tu rer a t E as te rn  
Midiigan University.

Mrs. 'Tuttle,^who since 1968 
has directed tnb NCA’s United 
Foundation supported  
agency for aiding o lcc^ lics  to 
recover, said;

’’T here’s 1300 million 
scheduled for release from 
federal funds for alcoholism 
preven tion ' and trea tm en t 
programs in the next three 
years. Before any Michigan 
community or agency can 
qualify there must be an 
acceptable state - wide plan, 
so that’s a top priority, too.”

The Southeast Michigan 
Council of G overnm ents 
(SEMCOG) and the Com­
prehensive Health Planning 
Council of Southeastern  
Michigan (CHPC-SEM) are 
likdy to be called upon to help 
in the future campaign, she 
said.

A plan for Southeast 
Midiigan as one part of the 
state-wide program must be 

’ fashioned, she said.
Other roles for the two 

agencies, she said , m ight 
include the drug  abuse 
program evaluation and the 
effort to clarify the extent of 
alcohol and d r ^  abuse in the 
region.

WI’TH MORE THAN 200 
programs with varied goals 
and purposes, programs for 
helping persons addicted to 
other drugs now functioning in 
Southeast Michigan, there’s a 
need to bolster successful ones 
and screen out others, she 
said.

“Either SEMCOG or CHPC 
could be em pow ered to 
evaluate the programs that 
have evolved in recen t 
m onths,”  she said . “ The 
problem is region-wide, and 
an agency not d irectly  
engaged in a program of its 
own would be the best means 
of m aking such an 
evaluation.”

These agencies also could be 
commissioned to clarify the 
severity  of the addiction 
problems, she said.

“We don’t know for sure 
how many a lo ^ U c s  or other 
addicts there are in Southeast 
Midiigan or in the state or any 
part of it.

“An estimate just received 
from the Michigan Depart­
ment of Health is that there 
are over 400,000 alcoholics in 
Michigan!

Assuming that is correct 
and one - half of them, 200,000, 
are in Southeast Michigan, 
then one of every 12 persons 
over . 25 in the seven SEM 
counties suffers from 
alboholism.

“However you figure it, any 
is too many.” >

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Schoolcraft Asks
Wednesday. February 16, 1972

^ t e  Sen. Cart Pursell (R- 
Ftymouth) and Rep. Jam es 
Tierney (D-Garden City) met 
w ith Schoolcraft College 
tnwtees and administrators 
Monday and heard the budget 
woes of the college.

The two state  leg islates 
(six were invited) listened as 
a  dismal flnancial picture was 
painted  by college ad­
m in istra tes. The meeting had 
been arranged to alert local

legislators to college conoems 
regarding legislation affecting
it.

Chief concerns of die college 
are a state aid formula that 
could punish Schoolcraft’s 
growth, a  lad( of capital 
improvement funds and a 
state tuition formula.

ONE CONCERN is a  clause 
in the appropria tions bill 
w h i^  could conceivaUy cost 
Schoolcraft $205,000 for 
enrolling one student above 
the 4,000 student level.

The proUem is that the 
appropria tions bill would 
a p ^ y  a different formula to 
S^oolcraft once it has an 
enriAment of more than 4,000 
fiscal y ^  equated studaits.

The coOege correntiy has 
had 3,400 fall time equated 
itodents hcCweea the fall and 
winter semesters and expects 
more than 3,700 by the end of 
the fiscal year.

Its projections for the 1972- 
73 fis<^ year estimate that the

college will total 4,096 in full 
time equated studaits.

But technically, under the 
current approfniations law, 
the c o l l ie  just has to go one 
student beyond 4,000 and it 
wiU be hit with a new (and 
expensive) appropria tions 
formula.

“ IF WE UM IT enrollment, 
whose will it be?” Business 
Manager Fred Peterson asked 
alien ex|daining the dilemma.

**We think it is a punitive 
measure,” /  President C.

In Lan$ing
Nelson Grote said. “ If we do 
our job and generate over 
4,000, we will lose money on 
every one of the students.”

Pursell agreed that it is a 
punitive measure and said the 
clause must have l ^ n  .in­
cluded on the theory that unit 
costs go down once a 
m axim um  capacity  is 
reached.

T ierney com plained th a t 
com m unity colleges a re  
getting  a d isproportionate 
shaore of the money allocated

The Hre department, which 
issued its annual activities 
report this w e ^ , reported th9t 
fires were up 9.3 per cent over 
the {X'evious year while rescue 
runs went up about 10 per 
cent.

OTH^R figures in the thick 
annual report show tha t 
W estland has the lowest 
percentage of false alarms 
among other western Wayne 
County cities, with the ex­
ception of Wayne.

Westland’s false alarm rate 
of 6.17 per cent of all fire calls 
is under Livonia, Bedford 
Township, Dearborn H e is ts , 
Inkster, and Garden City.

Charits in the annual report 
show tjhat rescue runs were 
usually at noon, 3 p.m. and 8 
p.m.

Fires were usually reported 
at 4 p.m.

The W estland firem en 
responded to 874 fires last 
year and 1,602 rescue caUs.

There was a 50 per cent 
increase-from 214 to 327.

Most other classes of fires 
either dropped a U t or in­
creased subtly . '

The 1971 Hre losses totalled 
nearly $530,000, compared to 
nearly $788,000 in 1970.

One flgure the fure depart­
ment was idad to reduce from 
1970 was the  num ber of 
fatalities caused by fires.

There was only one death in 
a fire, compared to five the 
previous year.

OF THE 874 fires, the only 
major increase was in the 
area oLbrush - or grass flres.

OTHER THAN statistics, 
the report tells about two new 
fire stations completed and 
occupied during the past year, 
information on training of 
firemen, repair and main­
tenance of equiixnent; tips on 
home Hre safety, hikory of 
water sprinkler systems for 
building fire  safe ty , and 
photos of the fire depart­
m ent’s m any com m unity 
activities program.

“I’D give it to you for five 
dollars,’̂  the salesman said, 
and uncovered the prize. I just 
couldn’t  believe it. I couldb’t 
believe there was a  shoe that 
large. I  lost no time in buying 
it for a keqisake. And now no 
amount of money would get it 
away from me,” said Hauk.

THE TWO BROTHERS 
were brought back to Livonia 
Saturday by Livonia police, 
who worked along with 
Anaheim, Calif., police for 
th ree  days to com plete 
transfer proceedings.

Police said  Voss told 
Charles Guthrie he didn’t have 
the money, and C harles 
Guthrie then stepped back and 
shot four or five times at Voss.
