The guidelines for this
development were expressed by Mrs. Pat Hann,
chairman of the Old Village steering committee,
when she said, ‘“The park should say ‘hello’ and
give a nice feeling to all of Plymouth.”

Hadous Seeks New Club Site

Although Sam Hadous has
been receiving his principal
fanfare from downtown
Detroit since his Lofy’s
nightclub in Plymouth was
destroyed by fire last Sep-
tember, the ambitious
restaurateur has not divorced
the local area for good.

In fact, Hadous not only is
seeking permission for
another Lofy - type restaurant
in Plymouth Township but
also has taken over the Hines
Park Restaurant (formerly
Howard Johnson’'s) on
Plymouth- Road and is
negotiating for a lease on the
bar of the adjacent Hines Park
Motel.

After the Lofy fire, Hadous
surprised the entertainment
world by taking a lease on the
vacant Michigan Theater in
downtown Detroit, an-
nouncing he would convert it
into a 3.122-seat super night
club.

Renamed the Michigan
Palace, the hollowed out
theater is scheduled to open
March 27 to the music of Duke
Ellington and his orchestra.
Headliners booked to follow
Ellington on the Palace stage
include Joe Williams, Mitzi
Gaynor, Myron Cohen, Nancy
Ames, Phyllis Diller and
David Jensen.

BUT NONE of this meant
Hadous had turned his back on
Plymouth, where he first
came to attention when he
bought the restaurant at Lilley
and Ann Arbor Road from
Bert Lofy in 1969 — turning it
into a glamorous, big-name
night club a year later.

The fire nullified Hadous’
lease on the property, owned
and Maxine
Willoughby, but the liquor
license for Lofy’s still is his
personal possession - and can
be put to use only in Plymouth
Township.

Negotiations between
Hadous and the Willoughbys
for construction of a new night
club structure at the same site
proved futile, so the en-
terprising Hadous found a
potential site on the other side
of Ann Arbor Road only to find
that the Township Planning .
Commission says no-go.

The property in question is
next to the Detroit Bank and
Trust Co. office on Ann Arbor
Road is zoned industrial (M-
1).

A report from a special
planning commission com-
mittee led to a decision by that
total body to the effect that ‘‘a
Lofy's type restaurant would
be inappropriate to an M-1
district.”

' Camera—Eye View Of Sewers

Sets Stage For Street Paving_

PLYMOUTH

A 35 MM camera is peering
through the sanitary sewers
under six city streets this
month, taking a new color pic-
ture every two feet as it rolls
along its underground route,
in a new approach to munici-
pal economy.

The purpose of this experi-
ment by the city’s Department
of Public Works is to try and
locate cracks and other sewer
imperfections before paving
crews come in to resurface the
streets.

‘““Any problems that we can
spot now with the camera will
give us a chance to replace the
sewer before “the street is
paved so that we don’t have to
rip up the cement at some fu-
ture date after the street has
been resurfaced,” said DPW
Director Kenneth Vogras.

*“Taking pictures costs us 30
cents a foot, but it is a lot
cheaper than having to tear
everything out after new pav-
ing has been laid, as some-

times has happened in the
past.

First sewers explored by the
camera were those under
Harding Street, as the project
got under way a few days ago.
Other strips to be probed will
be the sewers under Carol,
Caster, Karmada, Junction
and Simpson. All these streets
are to be paved in the spring.

THIS UNIQUE photo-
graphic service is provided
under contract by the Modern
Sewer Cleaning Co. of Grand
Rapids. Each sewer is cleaned
by the DPW before it is photo-
graphed, and the camera
gives a permanent record of
any cracks, bad joints, pro-
truding house leads and other
problems that need correc-
tion. ‘

The camera is enclosed in a
cylinder, and two men are re-
quired to operate it. One man,
standing above a manbhole,
operates the master switch,

activating the camera’s
shutter down in the sewer.

The camera travels the
length of the sewer via a nar-
row underground cable which
is attached, topside, to a tri-
pod pulley crank at each end
of the sewer.

On signal from the
‘‘cameraman,” a second
worker at the opposite end of
the sewer turns the crank so
that the camera moves two
feet after each picture is
taken.

The camera uses regular
Kodak 35 MM slide film, ex-
posed for each picture by an
electronic flash unit built into
the cylinder,

HOWEVER. instead of hav-
ing the pictures developed into
slides, Vogras will receive a
“loop” of film which may be
projected to give the viewer a
“seeing eye’’ trip for the en-
tire route of the sewer.

Vogras believes this system
will be more efficient than the

previous inspeection method,
which was based on a closed-
circuit television monitoring
system, but gave no per-
manent record. '

If he is satisfied with the
performance of the new rig,
the DPW director said he will
recommend its use prior to the

paving of other Plymouth
streets in the future.

Those scheduled for work in
the fall include portions of Pa-
cific, Farmer, Kellogg, Deer,
Union, Beech, Hartsough,
Delwey.

A BLUEBIRD HOUSE should have a five-
by-five-inch floor. with a depth of eight inches.

Sheldon in  Northville
Township, said the teachers
would receive all benefits they
accrued up to the current 1971-
72 contract.

No details were available on
what the settlement would
cost.

Teachers failed to report to
classes Monday and instead
went to the City - County
Building in Detroit to talk to
county commissioners, who
approve their budget.

In the teachers’ absence, the
children - many of them
emotionally disturbed or
wards of Probate Court
stayed in the home’s cottages
under the care of social
workers and other staff
members.

AS COUNTY employes, the
teachers bargain with the
County Board of Com-
missioners, many of whom
were unaware of the teachers’
outdated pay scale, according
to one teacher.

As of Monday when the
teachers walked off their jobs,
they were being paid on a

salary schedule from the 1969-

70 contract -- despite the fact
that 1970-71 and 1971-72 con-
tracts are signed.

The long delays in im-
plementing the new contract
have been due to a tangle of

events and political
maneuverings. according to
teachers.

The 1970-71 contract -was
signed last June 29, but
irregular meetings in the
summer months led to a delay
in final approval by the
commissioners.

BY THE TIME the com-
missioners finally signed it,
the president’'s wage - price
freeze had taken effect. Then
complications arose over
whether the retroactivity
should be paid to teachers and
up to what date.

Frustration over the con-
tinued delays caused teachers
to call in *‘sick’’ on Dec. 16 to
exert pressure for a set-
tlement.

The teachers returned to
work the following day and
waited for results.

Their effort paid off when
teachers were given checks
for retroactive pay for 1970-71.
However. they continued to be
paid on the 1969-70 contract
terms.

When it seemed as though
they would never get action,
