Roth Turns Down

Detroit-Only Plan
Federal Judge Stephen Roth appears

today to be paving the way for a
metronolitan-wide school integration plan
by his- rejection of all three Detroit-only
plans presented to him.

Roth's ruling, contained in a six-page
opinion, came as introduction of
metropolitan plans began in his U.S.
District courtroom in Detroit. "That the

court must look beyond the limits of the
Detroit School District is obvious," Roth
said.

Roth said the court has authority -
"nay, the duty" -to integrate schools on a
metropolitan basis on the strength of the
U.S. Supreme Court's 1954 ruling that
declared "separate but equal" facilities
unconstitutional.

The metropolitan plan was filed by the
State Dept. of Education. This plan includes
the metropolitan area ( Wayne, Oakland and
Macomb counties) as a tax base although
all school districts in them wouldn't

necessarily be integrated.

CITY AND TOWNSHIP firefighters
and Plymouth police combined efforts

- Saturday afternoon in a dramatic at-

tempt to rescue a 55-year-old man who

had suffered an apparent heart attack

while strapped to a 50-foot tower.

The spring afternoon drama began
when Vincent E. Burke of 15100 Plain-

view. Detroit, was working on the citi-

zen band radio tower in the back yard

of Virgil Joseph's home at 799 Sunset.

Burke was wearing two safety

straps as he worked trying to install a

new section to the tower. Suddenly he

fainted. but was held by the straps

Mrs Joseph called police and firemen.

When city firemen received the

rescue call at 2:43 pm.. they had heard

that a man was having a heart attack in
a backyard + not that he was on a 50

foot tower.

When they responded with the city

ambulance. they weren't prepared for a
tower rescue

Once they were on the scene. Lt.
Paul Sanders scaled the tower and

began mouth-to-mouth rescuitation
while other firemen called for a ladder

truck and asked the township fire de-
partment to assist them with their snor-
kel truck.

Sanders told The Mail and Ob-

server that Burke didn't appear to be

breathing. 'That tower was very unsta-
ble." he said. "and there was considera-

ble wind."

When the township snorkel arrived

and was put in position, Sgt. Fred

Knupp and Fritz Honke were able to get

Burke into the bucket. The man was

lowered and given oxygen and rescuita-

tion en route by ambulance to Wayne

County General Hospital where Burke

was pronounced dead on arrival.

With Michigan's presidential pri-
mary election and selection of new
precinct delegates set for May 16,
candidate lists in the Wayne County
portion of the 2nd Congressional Dis-
trict show there will be delegate con-
tests in only four of the 17 precincts -
all of them within the Democratic

Party.
These will be in the third and fifth

precincts of the City of Plymouth
and the third and fourth precincts of
Plymouth Township.

Not only have Republicans
avoided all contests within the 17

precincts of the two Plymouths and
Northville Township in Wayne II,
but they actually fell five short of

, naming enough candidates for all
available delegate posts.

A breakdown of Democratic can-

didates shows that 20 marked their

petiti6ns as -uncommitted" in ref-
erence to any of the candidates for
the party's presidential nomination.
Fourteen designated Sen. Edmund
Muskie, nine committed themselves

to Sen. George MeGovern and two
others pledged themselves to Sen.
Hubert Humphrey. There are 12
Democratic vacancies in the dis-

trict, but not a single candidate put
down the name of Alabama Gov.

George Wallace as a designee.
Those who are elected as precinct

delegates in the two parties must
meet within 10 days of the May 16
election to select representatives for
the state convention where, in turn,
national convention delegates will
be chosen.

Some of the holes in the May 16
slates probably will be filled by
write-in candidates, and other

 level - which in the case of Wayne
i 2nd is tantamount to a county con-

vention.

Shades of the past !
We're heading toward another election day -

the first one in years during which whiskey and
other spirits may be sold while the polls are open -
and The Stroller can't help wondering if it will be
anything like the days of yon when many a
political battle was won in the back rooms of the
old fashioned saloons.

Those were the days when the corner saloon was
a gathering place for the males - women
customers were frowned upon even in the back
rooms. Usually the bars were long and highly
polished, and no bartender was worth his salt
unless he wore a nicely twirled mustache and
could slide a glass of lager the length of the bar
and have it stop in front of the customer. They
were uncanny as marksmen.

The bars themselves were unusual in that they
had a tiled trough in the front, below the foot rail,
and* stream of water flowed all day as part of the
ecolsystem of the time. This running water,
covered the sins of tobacco chewers and the cigar
smokers who tossed their "butts" aside while
quaffing of the amber brew.

Always gathering places, they took on special
importance as election day neared. For it was in
the saloons - or the back rooms - that most of the

campaigning was done. And 10, the poor candidate
who failed to call.

EVEN DURING prohibition days, the "blind
pigs" and after - hour drinking places were the
focal points of the office seekers. Many a round of
drinks was purchased with the thought that each
was another vote.

And it was not uncommon for the "ward

heelers" to gather up the voters on election day
and stop for a drink en route to the polls. And they
never were allowed to forget who bought the
drink.

One of the most famous areas in the -dry" days
was the 22nd ward in Detroit, known among the
politicians as the "freight train."

This Idea Man

Earns $50,000
FARMINGTON

Do you ever have ideas that you're sure are
worth a bundle, if only there were someone to
make use of thenn?

A Farmington man recently had one such idea
that won him $10,000 under the General Motors
suggestion plan.

N. Donald Lee, a life-long Farmington resi-
dent, has earned nearly $50,000 for 50 awards
under the plan.

A STENCIL REPAIRMAN, Lee works in the
quality control department of the Fisher Body
Plant in Livonia.

Lee has worked for GM for nearly 27 years,
and is presently responsible for repairing and re-
vising stencils in the cutting room at the plant.
The Livonia plant produces interior trim sets for
most GM cars.

The suggestion resulted in a "considerable
savings" in material for GM. "With my sugges-
tion it takes less material to make vinyl top for
cars," explained Lee.

LEE SAID in the process used at the Livonia
plant, material is laid on a cutting table.

A stencil is placed over the material, and a
blue powder is poured over. When the stencil is re-
moved, traces of the powder remain. Along these
traces the material is then cut.

"I had a little time, so I rearranged the parts
and shortened the stencils," said Lee as he ex-
plained how he arrived at his suggestion. "I have
a few more suggestions pending in the area of sav-
ing material."

When the Clarks were

married, they honeymooned

in Ghana for 17 days but
returned to America when

Kwame Nkrumah, then -

dictator of Ghana. decided he

didn't want a white doctor

coming in.
"I treat Negroes and other

minority group persons with
respect, and my wife and I
hold religious meetings which
Asians, Africans, American

Negroes and other ethnic
group attend. My wife and I
are members of the Ba - hai

faith and believe in the one -

ness of humanity."
CLARK WAS considered by

some as a pioneer of medicine
for his early research in the,
use of sodium pentothal (truth
serum).

His supporters, including
his wife, felt the doctor was
ahead of his time and was

·being harrassed and

wrongfully imprisoned.
Wells. for one. submits that

sodium pentothal can be used
in relaxing the tensions 6.
patients suffering from such
nervous related problems as
obesity. alcoholism. migraine
headaches. ulters or high ·
blood pressure. Clark had
reportedly been treating Mrs.
Neil for high blrod pressure
and obesity.

But, in separate court trials,
Clark was found guilty of
causing the death of two
patients by applying an
overdose of pentothal. Higher
courts, including the U.S.
Sppreme Court, have to date
refused Co overturn either of
those convictions.

THE POLICE theory in the
entire Clark episode is that the
doctor caused the death of

Mrs. Neil, who was said to be
the only eye - witness to the
Bowerbank death.

Wells and Mrs. Clark both

report the doctor had been in
good spirits in prison, based
on the latest letters sent his
wife.

Wells adds he doubts very
much that suicide was a factor

because Clark was expecting
to receive about $€0.000 from
the estate of Mrs. Ellen
Wismer. mother of Mrs.
Bowerbank.

The school board's action

last week certainly indicates
an equal split in their opinion
"one high school vs. two high
schools." Because it is such an

important matter, I would
suggest they be willing to put
the question to the voters
before it comes up as part of
the reason for increased
taxes.

The single school system is
not new. It is, in fact, what we
have today and will have for
next year. It then becomes a
matter of degree "how big"
can a single school complex be
and operate beneficially for

The parade entry will be all
the floating possible for the
Tonquish Creek Yacht Club,
since none of its members

owns a yacht.
Somehow, there's a sense of

justice in the revival of
Tonquish Creek's claim to
fame. The meandering little
stream that rises out in

Plymouth Township, flows
through and under the city of
Plymouth, back through the
township and Westland until it
joins the Middle Rouge, once

played a major role in the
village of Plymouth.

The following quote is from
a history of the Plymouth Fire
Dept.:

**TO FIGHT early fires,
people banded together in
bucket brigades. Water was
often drawn from Tonquish
Creek, which ran along
Harvey Street north of Ann
Arbor Trail, and then jogged
south to run where Forest

Ave. is now. The creek is still

there but runs underground.
t'It is possible that the big

fire of 1893 spurred the
townspeople on to doing
something about a fire
department. Flames clawed
the sky all day long in that
fire, which destroyed the
business district on Main St.

between Ann Arbor Trail and
Penniman Ave.

"A call for help was sent to
the Detroit Fire Department.
They obliged by putting a fire
truck on a flat car and sending
it out by train. By the time the
assistance from Detroit got
here, the people of Plymouth
had dammed up Tonquish
Creek.

"The Detroit crew began
pumping water from the creek
to fight the blaze. Un-
fortunately, the creek began
to run dry, and sand got into
the expensive Detroit

equipment.
"The City of Detroit quickly

dropped its good Samaritan
role and sued Plymouth for
the cost of the damage."

Yacht club members have

tossed around plans for
widening the creek and
making it navigable as far
as the St. Lawrence Seaway.

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Ohno Seeks To Unite Opposing School Forces

PLYMOUTH

A modification of the plans
for the two high schools on the
Plymouth Centennial

Educational Park has been

proposed by Plymouth trustee
John Ohno in an effort to unite

two opposite views on the
board of education.

In a letter to the trustees,
administrators and the

4.·
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Dr Ohno suggested that the
school system continue with
the two - school concept but
build in a special procedure
for making exceptions to the
geographical boundaries.

Using a screening
procedure, certain students
would be able to attend the

school of their choice under

his proposal.
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DR. OHNO emphasized that
the two high schools are
complementary but not
exactly the same. The schools
were planned in that manner
to avoid duplication of ex-
pensive programs in both
schools.

Dr. Ohno's proposal will not
affect the operation of the high
school next year since the two
schools will be operated as
one.

Under plans for the

following year, students will
be split according to

geographic boundaries. If a
student wants to take courses

in a program that isn't offered
in his school, he can sign up
and walk over to take the

classes at the other school.

DR. OHNO'S plan would
expand that premise further
and allow certain students to

register in the school that
offers the program that
student is interested in.

For example, he said," in
special cases, I feel that two
students from the same family
do not have to attend the same

high school, if the ad-
ministration and parents

recognized the necessity to
change our traditional

geographic regulation and
permit the studbnt to take
advantage of special interest
curriculum available in a

particular school."
The proposal would entail

setting up a high school
screening committee to
review cases of students who

wish to attend the opposite
school than where their

geographic boundary would
send them.

Students would have to

demonstrate a reason for

asking for the change and the
middle school administration

would have to give the
recommendation.

The recommendations

would be limited, based on
capacities in the high school
and specific programs, ac-
cording to Dr. Ohno's

suggestion.
Students who fail the

screening process would at-
tend the school in their

geographic area, he said.
Dr. Ohno said he did not

support the one - school plan
because it would treat

students similar to college

students though many of them
are not ready for that
responsibility.

THE ONE - SCHOOL plan
was proposed by trustee John
Hanskat. It would divide the

sohools into departments
instead of separate schools
and students would travel

back and forth between

buildings taking their classes.
"I still support the two -

school concept because it was
planned that way," Dr. Ohno
said. "But we can make

modifications in it. I would

like to keep equal op-
portunities for the students."

In his letter to the Plymouth
Mail regarding the March 13
board meeting, Dr. Ohno
stated: "As the paper

reported, three enthusiastic
board members favored the

college - type single - school
concept, and the more con-
servative three members

insisted the traditional strict

geographic splitting of future
high school populations into
two schools.

"Being the only member in
the middle of the two opposing
arguments, I abstained and

did not have a chance to

clarify the two reasons for.my
abstention.

"I place my emphasis on the
discipline problems and the
responsibilities of each high
school principal and his
assistants because high school
students are not ready to be
treated similar to college
students. Some students are

not even ready for modular
scheduling.

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Phys Ed Or Classrooms ? SC Decision

After delaying action on
three projects, the Schoolcraft
Board of Trustees has decided
to examine the college's
building priorities and funds
at a special study session
April 19.

The decision came after the
board was faced with a

request for continuing plans
on a $250,000 outdoor physical
education project.

Just the week before, the

board refused to approve
spending $165,000 for three
temporary buildings because
some trustees objected to the

large expenditure for a
relatively small increase in
classroom space. The

buildings would have created
six available classrooms for

the rapidly expanding student
population.

At that time, the board
delayed action until the ad-
ministration could report on
less expensive ways of ob-
tail'ting the space.

>;OME TRUSTEES ex-

pressed surprise when faced
with the physical education
request last week and said
they would prefer the money
be allocated for permanent
buildings.

'Last week we lamented the
need for classrooms," Mrs.
Rosina Raymond said. "I
know all these things are
needed, but what are the
priorities?"

Since a millage request was
defeated by voters on Sept. 13,
the college has to curtail

building plans because of lack
of funds.

The administration and

board are both trying to ap-
propriate wisely the

remaining building and site
funds to get the maximum
results from the expenditures.

''Every one cent we spend
today may be worth two
tomorrow," Bennett had said

previously when discussing
matching funds.

The outdoor physical
education facilities were

trimmed down from an initial

$1.19 million plan that was
submitted to the old board in

January 1970. It would provide
12 lennis courts, softball

areas, golf areas and soccer
areas.

President C. Nelson Grote
said all the areas were for
inslructional and not athletic
areas.

Retroactive pay totaling
$84,000 has been paid to
Schoolcraft College faculty

members and office personnel
after authorization of

payments was given by the
Internal Revenue Service.

Approval of the payments
did not require further ad-
lustments in the college's $6.1
million budget as was
previously warned.

After being forced to cut
back spending by $200.000
earlier this year, the college
administration stated that
further cuts would be
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contract expired, according to
Jane Lurain, president of the
secretaries union.

The IRS granted retro pay
for the secretaries without

qualification.

HOWEVER. WHEN it

approved the faculty

payment, IRS originally
specified that the retro pay not
exceed seven per cent and that
the college give a certified
notification to the IRS that it

After this decision was

announced to the faculty, the
Faculty Forum (teachers
union) requested clarification
from the IRS on whether the

seven per cent included in-
crements.

Response from the IRS was

The Board of Trustees voted
8-0 with little discussion to
hike tuition from $10 per credit
for in - district students to $11,
from $20 to $22 per credit for
non - residents, and from $30
to $33 per credit for out·of-
state students.

THE HIKE IS expected to
net the college $170,500 in
additional revenue next year,
according to President C.
Nelson Grote.

Explaining that the tuition
boost is * *one of the few

variables available to us,"
and that in - district tuition
hadn't been increased since

1968, Dr. Grote advocated the
increase.

Asked by a student why
other alternatives were not

taken before passing the
burden on to the students. Dr.

Grote said. "We are talking
about hundreds of thousands

of dollars of adjusting that
must be done."

"The magnitude of the
problem is tremendous. At the
moment, the needs as

reflected by the budget
requests are between $500,000
and $600,000," Dr. Grote said
emphasizing that other

alternatives are being in-
vestigated to balance rising
Costs.

A BUDGET review sub-

mitted to the board in

February by the faculty gave
several suggestions on cutting
expenses. The main recom-
mendation was to eliminate

six administrative positions
worth $200,000.

It appears unlikely that
recommendation will be acted

on this year because the board
voted to renew the contracts of

the administrators involved

after an "executive" (closed -

door) session during the

meeting.

A study session the previous
week gave faculty and ad-
ministrators alike the op-
portunity to air opinions on the
middle - management
positions that would be
eliminated under the fafulty
recommendation.

During the study session, it
was evident that ad-

ministrators were in favor of

retaining the positions while

faculty who were present were
generally opposed.

BUT WHEN the board
discussed administrative

contracts, it went into a so -
called "executive" session.
Afterwards the board canne

into public session to renew
contracts for the six ad-
ministrators involved as well
as the entire level of middle -

management.
In addition to raising tuition,

the college has the alternative
of aslting for · a millage in-
crease. But a September 1971
millage request of one mill
was rejected 2 to 1 by voters.

The college currently levies
1.77 mills ($1.77 per $1,000
state equalized valuation) for
operatingand .55 mills for
debt retirement.

The only other alternative
for getting more revenue for
the coming school year is an
increase in appropriations

from the State Legislature.

LANSING

A University of Michigan
authority on constitutional law
has joined the battle for state
legislation that would allow
girls to compete in in-
terscholastic noncontact

sports with boys.

In testimony before the
Michigan House Education
Committee, Prof. Yale

Kamisar argued that the
current Michigan High School
Athletic Association rule

prohibiting females from
competing in such in-
terscholastic sports as tennis,
golf, track and swimming
constitutes a denial of equal
protection under the state and
federal constitutions.

(The committee later voted

to report out to the floor a
Senate bill allowing females to
compete in noncontact

sports.)

The U-M law professor
suggested that "the. principle

of non-discrimination requires
that high school girls be
considered on the basis of

their individual capacities and
not on the basis of any
stereotypes about girls
generally.

Responding to the argument
that female participation in
varsity sports would force an
"unpleasant association"
upon male athletes, Kamisar
pointed out that the males
have a "reciprocal freedom"
not to compete if the par-
ticipation of females
displeases them. But this
freedonn, he said, rnust be
subordinate to the right of
fernales to connpete.

KAMISAR likened the

problem of sexual equality to
the racial sphere, where a
black's right to serve on a jury
or live in a particular neigh-
borhood takes precedence
over a white man's freedom to

because it relegates a whole
class to an inferior status

without regard to individual
capacities."

A number of female tennis

players and their coaches also
testified at the hearings,
saying that if females were
allowed to compete they could
earn spots on their high school
teams.

Kamisar also contends that,

under his interpretation of the
principle of non-
discrimination, participation
of females in noncontact

sports would also apply to
intercollegiate competition.

If a woman is proficient
enough to make a college
track or tennis team< for

example, she should not be
prohibited from competing,
the U-M law provessor says.

equinox. It is the time when
spring officially begins.

Also, in ancient pagan
times, an Alglo - Saxon god-
dess of light and spring was
named Eastre. Her festival

was celebrated in April and
that month was known as
Easter - month. We have

taken the name of the goddess
of spring and the name of her
month and endowed it with an
even greater meaning.

Easter, thus, is joyously
celebrated for the hope it
holds for man's spiritual
rebirth as well as for the

promise of nature's renewal.
We seek eagerly for signs of

this renewal - robins returning
from their southern sojourn,
the first hint of green in the

lawns. the brightening gold of
willow trees. and the gay
blossoms of crocus and other

tiny early spring bulbs.
We bring potted flowers into

our homes, because spring is
'hot advanced enough to bring
many flowers to our gardens.
These flowers forced into

bloom are cherished for their

beauty and for their sym-
bolism.

EASTER LILIES are

especially appropriate
symbols since their white
petals correspond to the use of
white in the churches to

represent joy and light and
purity.

Although the Madonna lily
( Lilium candidum ), a well -
known garden flower, is
sometimes forced for Easter,
most Easter lilies are Croft

lilies or Bermuda lilies or

other varieties of the oriental

lily known botanically as
Lilium longiflorum.

This name refers to the long
flower bud and large size of
the flower. Almost everyone is

familiar with these large

white trumpet flowers.

There can be anywhere
from a single blossom atop the

tall leafy stem to a cluster of
nearly two dozen blossoms.
These flowers are beautifully
fragrant, too.

ALTHOUGH Easter lily
bulbs are seldom sold for

garden use, they can be
planted in the garden. Keep
watering the plants even after
the petals have fallen. When
the foliage turns yellow put
the pots in the basement or
garage and stop watering.
When the weather is warm,

plant them in a sunny spot in
the garden.

To da this, pull the bulbs
from the pot. Don't bother to
remove the soil that clings.
Just plant the bulbs, soil and
all, and then cut back the tops
to ground level. Soon another
stalk will grow, and you may
get another crop of lily flowers
m late summer.

In future years the bulbs
will sprout in spring and the
flowers will appear in mid -
summer. These plants are a
little tender and may not last
many years in the garden, but
if they are in a spot that suits
them they may thrive for
yearsto conne.

Buying a new mower? Many
are wondering which mower
does a better job -- the old reel
type or the rotary mower. If
you're a rough - and - ready
gardener and are thinking
about buying a new mower,
my advice is to make it a
rotary type.

The reel type is gaining in
popularity, but it's mainly for
the man who wants a perfect
lawn. The rotary type mows
weeds and all and to me it's

one of the greatest boons to
home gardening.

How about alternate

mowing with a reel mower
and a rotary mower? This
might make good sense since
the rotary mower "sucks up"
the clippings, while the reel
type clips more cleanly with
its scissors action.

Better stick to the rotary
mower because it cuts well
and leaves the lawn with that

well-kept look. In August when
the plantain sends up a flower
stalk you'll be glad to have a
rotary mower, because the
reel only knocks it down.

Starting morning glories?
Some gardeners have trouble
getting the morning glory seed
to germinate. The seed coat is

hard and bony, but you'll be
surprised to see how quickly
the seed germinates if you
start them in the Jiffy pellets.

Keep them moist and
WARM ... 80 degrees until
germination starts. With the
80 degrees temperature you
get seed starting within two
days.

Some gardeners start hard -
coated seeds such as morning
glory, wood roses, etc. by
filing a notch in the seed coat,
until you see the white meat.

, This allows moisture to enter
and hastens germination.

NOTE: Since the morning

glories can be started within a
couple of days from seed, wait
until May to start your plants.
Many start them outdoors,
directly in the ground.

Pepper seeds are one of the
most stubborn to start in-

doors. They need plenty of
heat - 80 degrees and
moisture at all times. Salvia

also falls into this group --
plenty of heat, or they'll rot
before they root.

In 'God

By EMORY DANIELS
"The Godfather" probably

will be film of the year, but if
Oscars are given for talent,
the "best actor" honor should

be given Al Pacino.
Pacino, cast as Michael

Corleone, son of the God-
father, was given a difficult
role and performed
brilliantly. Michael, the in-
nocent, Ivy-league member of
the family, transferred from a
role of non-involvement to

replacement for Don Vito
Corleone, played by Marlon
Brando.

"The Godfather" gave
Michael the independence to
stay out of the family's
busmess and that option was
taken. Michael dates a nice

American girl, daughter of a
minister, and behaves like the
son of a minister until the

decline of the family's fortune
leads Michael toward taking
an active role in "the

business."

ONCE IN THE family
business, Michael hardens
and eventually takes full
command when the Godfather

dies from a heart attack. This

transformation in character

makes the role of Michael

much more difficult than that

of Don Corleone, whose image
is constant.

This is not to underrate

Brando's excellent portrayal
of the Godfather. But the

Godfather never grows in
character and remained the

strong, firm ruler of the
family.

Brando fans will be amazed

because he is unrecognizable
thanks to the art of a pretty
good make-up man. and
because the voice, movements

and mannerisms are com-

pletely atypical of the Brande
movie attenders know.

Although this masquerade is
creative and innovative, it

requires a less difficult acting
performance than what is
demanded of Pacino.

Wise choices in the casting
were made in the persons of
Robert Duvall as Tom Hagen,
Richard Castellano as

Clemenza, Diane Keaton and

Kay, Abe Vigoda as Tessio, Al
Martino as Johnny Fontaine
and Lenny Montana as Lucia
Brasi.

James Cann, however, was
not the Sonny Corleone
characterized in the book. He
should have come out more

Coppola, 31, did an excellent
job in structuring the film and
keeping the plot honestly close
to that of the best-seller by
Mario Puzo. Coppola's ex-
pertise is best confirmed by
the fact that the film is shown
for three hours without in-

termission and without the

audience becoming restless.
The plot is the story of the

decline of an Italian syndicate
in the '40s, because the
Godfather refuses to become

involved in tbe drug business.
The subsequent gang warfare
ruins the old syndicate
structure, and Michael

emerges as the new type
syndicate leader.

Brando describes the film as

a collorary to corporate life
and the struggles among

business magnates to protect
territory and control un-
derlings. This is not an apt
description, mainly because
corporations limit abuses to
killing spirits of individuals
and usually avoid murdering
persons.

Instead, the film is a story of
extreme family loyalty and
how the syndicate operated in
the good old days.

"Do the laws secure our

land?" was the question posed
at a symposium recently at
Oakland University.

Politics and land? Money
and power? The stuff of great
discussions, all right. It was
one portion of a series spon-
sored by "The Citizens
Council for Land Use,
Research and Education."

The Furpose: "Exploring
possible alternatives in order
to secure Oakland County's
land 'hrough rational

development," according to
the promotional brochure.

Secure our land? From

what? For whom? The 20

aSsembled experts on land use
were in constant conflict on

these basic questions, but
rarely addressed themselves
ta these issues directly.

FOR EXAMPLE William H.

Whyte, author of "The
Organization Man" and

amateur land-use expert,
made the remark, "The New

jersey authorities missed a

great opportunity when a
hurricane on the Jersey shore
swept shanty towns into the
ocean: they could have picked
up the land cheap, but they

didn't have the money

available."
In contrast, Paul Masser-

man, from the Oakland

County UAW-CAP, posed the
question "Why does the
Michigan Dept. of Natural
Resources stock lakes with
public funds and then refuse to
provide public access to
thenn ?"

It would have made a great
confrontation between the
elitist, New England country
squire Whyte, and the
populist, land-use-to-the-

people Masserman, but un-
fortunately they spoke two
hours apart and never faced
each other directly.

THE SYMPOSIUM at-

tempted to explore the land-
use laws, including zoning,
open housing, home rule, state
control and emminent

domain, and how these laws
related to land use.

The topics in the all-day
seminar included:

IThe Heavy Hand Of

History.
I Home Rule.
• Should The State Retrieve

Its Power?

• Ways to Save The Land
(legal and otherwise).

o Review of site plans

through a regional planning
agency.

• Property tax benefits for
'open space'.
• Cluster housing and site-

oriented architecture.

WHYTE WAS unconvinced

it was possible to end "urban
sprawl" and felt it was only
possible to control it and make
the result as pretty as
possible.

Agreement came from a
discussion group on the roads,
including Robert Boatman,
planning director of Michigan
highways; Charles F. Leman,
of Villican-Leman Assoc.;
Christopher Wzacny, ar-
chitect, and Margaret Evans,
planning commissioner from
West Bloomfield Township.

The discussion briefly
mentioned the relationship
between sprawl and the ex-

pressway. -the way most
people want to live." ac-
cording to Leman.

Rapid transit was supported
in principle by all par-
ticipants.

"We are all in favor of rapid
transit. It would get all those
other cars off the expressway
and leave it for ourselves,"
Mrs. Evans commented.

THE LAW since the 13th

century has pretty much
guaranteed the right of the
property owner in western
society, according to John
Mogk, from the Wayne State
law school.

Mogk discussed the topic
"The courts say land has
social value" and outlined the
limits placed on property
owners powers in the United
States.

Restrictive deed covenants.

the "equal protection" clause
of the U.S. Constitution.

Deed restrictions against
the sale to religious or racial
minorities were first attacked

shortly after the abolition of
slavery, but remained intact
until 1945, when they were
struck down by the Supreme
Court in the case of Shelly vs.
Kramer.

A lot of us living in the
suburbs frequently take ad-
vantage of the Detroit Zoo, or
the Institute of Arts, or the
Historical Museum. All these

institutions are supported by
the City of Detroit, and all of
them are in trouble because of

sharp Detroit budget cutbacks.
Ought the suburbs to help them
out?

Good questions, these. And at
least two residents of the

suburbs and one local city
council feel the answer should

be "yes."

LAST WEEK, C.M. King, a
Farmington resident, sent a
letter to the city council
inquiring whether the city
ought to consider donating
$6,000 to Detroit to help finance
the institutions enjoyed and
often used by Farmington
residents.

King suggested that $2,000
each should be sent to the art

and historical museums, the

zoo, and the library system.

change.

The Institute of Arts recently
started asking visitors for
voluntary donations at the front
door, and so far the only
question raised is whether
Detroit residents paying
Detroit taxes should be asked to

contribute.

our inner thoughts -- we do
place less of an emphasis on
outer appearance. If you feel as
I do that clothes don't

necessarily reflect a person's
character, then what a person
wears is not of major im-
portance.

Our casual dress is also a

reflection of the greater leisure
time Americans today have -
as much a reflection of our
affluent society as the four day
work week and the trend

towards casual sportswear in
fashionable society.

the way we dress is economical.
It is less expensive to wear
jeans than skirt and sweater
outfits and many of us, while
going through school, don't

Examining the state of, our
troubled nation, however, I
cannot equate prosperity with
greatness and I search now for
a humaneness in life to com-

plemant our technological
advancements.

Don't expect me to be
future-oriented as you have
been. My world has been the
world of Cold War and nuclear

strike capabilities, and in such
a world I do not think in terms

of grandchildren.
So rather I concentrate on

"where it's at" - now - and on

making the most of myself
(whatever that may be) and of
my relationships with people.

Whether you can un-
derstand what I'm saying or
not, don't blame college for this
attitude. University life did
give me the opportunity to
expand in many different
directions; I was the one who
chose my paths.

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Bad Jail Violates Inmates ' Rights

Richard's editorial on the

millage proposal to build a
I new Wayne County Jail:

His implication that the
court made a political decision
(in part, 'It's quite another
thing when a court tells us to
levy taxes and spend millions
of dollars on some buildings")
is a distortion of the truth.

The ruling of the Wayne
County Circuit Court was that
the conditions in the Wayne

1 County Jail were so horrible
that they constituted "cruel

 and unusual punishment" in
violation of the inmates'

eighth amendment rights
The judges charged that the

jail was unsanitary, that
plumbing. heating and wiring
systems were totally
inadequate, that vermin were
rampant; that medical at-
tention given to inmates was
unsatisfactory. that no

psychiatric attention is given
1 to mentally ill or potentially

suk:idal inmates, and that

inmates were kept in a
position of "forced idleness,"
with no exercise, in an "in-

tolerable. dehumanizing
overcrowding fraught with
potential for epidemics and

b riots."

Their findings dealt with
violations of the constitutional

rights of the inmates. ( And
inmates' in the Wayne

County Jail are those

prisoners who have not yet

come to trial. those presumed

innocent until proven guilty.)
So, it was not the judges that

ordered a new jail. The Wayne
County.. Board of Com-
missioners made that

decision.

His article goes on to
criticize plans of Michigan's
Human Rights Party to in-
stigate a similar suit against
the state prison system, by
saying : -I'm hoping the
radicals, if they really want to
be worthy of their name, will
drop their plan for an anti -
prison suit and devote that
money instead to earn-

paigning for the jail system."

In the midst of the furor

and Legislature should be to
create education systems that
make bussing unnecessary."

'To clutter the Constitution

with an amendment on a

passing issue would demean
the Constitution," their

statement declares.

Coalition is urging all who
"share this concern" to write

to officials in Washington and
Lansing to make their fedlings
known.

Represented in this area by
Mrs. Kenneth Doyle of Livonia
and Mrs. Walter Krapff of
Farmington. the coalition is
circulating petitions against
constitutional amendment and

will follow the lead of State

Detroit) in a ''coffee

marathon ' to get women
together for letter - writing

ROSEMARY DOYLE and

The panel, made up of
women with varied racial and

religious backgrounds, sends

teams to women's clubs to talk

about their differences and,
more important, their

likenesses.

Both have looked closely at

major issue.

'We should be directing all
our energy into good
education for all instead of

concentrating so much on that
little yellow bus," Mrs. Krapff
said.

She added that she can't get
out of her mind one statement

in Judge Stephen Roth's
opinion that says "a citizen's
constitutional rights can
hardly be infringed simply
because a majority of the
people choose that it be."

That's what has been

keep denying some rights to
some and changing the
Constitution to fit, we don't

have democracy."

1 DON'T THINK anybody
is saying bussing is a
solution." Rosemary Doyle
said.

agressive black leaders now
are opposing bussing
"because for years blacks
have seen bussing used
against them, to keep
segregation going."

Both women said they were
disappointed in the position
taken recently by President
Richard Nixon.

'He seemed to have no

concrete suggestions for
improving education, other
than apparently endorsing the
'separate but equal' doc-
trine." Mrs. Krapff said. "And
that's a step back, to the
1800."

THE PROBLEMS of

upgrading education for all

are not insurmountable,
Rosemary Doyle believes.

"If this country can send a
man to the moon," she said,
"Surely we can solve the
problem of education. But we
must stop concentrating so
much on our own rights and
think about what is good for
all."

The Constitution Coalition is

seeking to work with other
groups supporting the effort to
inform lawmakers that there

are many who oppose con-
stitutional amendment.

Negro Women. B=iness and
Professional Women'• Club,

NAACP, League of Women
Voters. Urban Coalition.

Interfaith Centers for Racial

The Coalition also is cir-

culating petitions opposing
"any constitutional amend-
ment to prohibit bussing for
the reason that it would

demean and diminish the

Constitution and publicly
declare a retreat from con-

stitutional principles.

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"But I feel I've been left

with a heritage of
discrimination, and my

generation is suffering
because of it. Sometime we

must face the fact of

discrimination. We can't leave

it for the next generation to
bail us out."

If we don't work it out now,

these kids we're so worried

about will have the same

problems. only worse."

Mrs. Doyle said people tend
to forget that "laws have been
broken" and rights guaran-
teed have been ignored.

'When an individual breaks

Your Easter egg treats will

have both eye - appeal and
taste -- appeal if you cook the
eggs properly.

Eggs should be hard -
cooked, not hard-boiled. The
texture of eggs cooked in the
shell is affected by heat. When
eggs are cooked at simmering
temperatures, below the
boiling point of water, the
white will be firm but tender

and the yolk smooth. Cooked
at the boiling point of water,
the white becomes somewhat

tough and the yolk, mealy.

NUTRITION SPECIALISTS

recommend this method for

hard -cooking eggs:
Put eggs in a pan and cover

completely with cold water.
Heat to simmering tem-
perature and cook 20 to 25

minutes. Do not let the water

boil. Plunge the cooked eggs
at once into cold running
water and leave until cold.

The green discoloration that
sometimes appehrs between
the white and yolk of a hard -
cooked egg results from a
chemical reaction bhween
sulfur in the white and iron in

the yolk. This discoloration is
harmless, but unattr*tive. To
help prevent the problem,
cook eggs at low tem-
peratures, avoid overeooking
and cool eggs promptly.

IF HARD - COOKED eggs
are difficult to peel, they may
be too fresh. Eggs that will not
peel easily after being hard -
cooked are generally freshly
laid. If stored for several days
and then cooked, eggs will
usually peel easily.

GOLD CREST OR MEDALLION

Wayne County voters will
ballot on a county home rule
proposition in the regular
primary election in August.

The County Board of
Commissioners voted

unanimously to place the
county home rule question
before the voters Aug. 8.

Voters will be asked

whether they want to establish
a charter commission to draft

a proposed county charter for
later submission to the voters.

At the same time, can-

didates will run in a partisan
primary election for the
charter commission.

IF THE VOTERS establish

the charter commission, its
members would be elected in
thi November election.

The charter commission

would draw up a proposed

county charter within the
limits set by the state County
home Rule Act. The voters
would then decide whether to
adopt the charter.

The major feature of a
charter county government
would be the election of a

county executive. the county
equivalent of a mayor. A
county manager. another
office which does not exist at

present, could also be

establhed in the charter.
Critics of the present

"general laws" form of county
government have singled out
the lack of a county executive
as the major flaw in the
present county structure.

The charter commission
could also propose the

elimination of a number of

county boards and com-
missions.

IN 1968, voters turned down

a county home rule

proposition by a vote of 362,299
to 316,459.

Home rule supporters
blamed the defeat on an

inadequate educational

campaign and on extremists
who charged that county borne
rule would be a form of

"metropolitan government"
enablilig the county to take
over cities and townships.

Any changes made under
home rule would affect the

county structure only and
would have no effect on cities

and townships or on the
relationships between the
county and local communities.

Various civic groups in
Wayne County and other areas
of Michigan have been
pressing for county home rule
for approximately 40 years.

$39.9 million operating budget
approved for the 1972-73 fiscal
year.

The room and other services

rates will be increased ef-

fective Saturday, April 1.
IN RECOMMENDING the

room rate boost and budget
adoption, Board Treasurer
Roger J. Remer said that the
proposed budget "actually
slows down the accelerating
cost trend which has been

common throughout the
hospital field in recent years."

The total net increase in

various room and service

rates is 2.8 per cent. Remer
said.

Remer also noted that with

the new rate increases, PCHA

hospitals (including Annapolis
Hospital in Wayne) still have
some of the lowest rates

among comparably sized
hospitals in the Detroit region.

THE $39.9 million budget is
about 10 per cent higher than
the current year's budget. The
new budget, which takes ef-
feet July 1, 1972, includes
expenditures of $37.6 million,
or $2.1 million higher than the
current year.

The gross budget -- in-
cluding money earmarked for

future construction projects --
is set at $44.9 million of

revenue and spending of $41.2
million.

The budget adoption, Remer
told the board members,
"again insures that the
hospital authority's complex

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How To Make An Easter Bunny Cake
Anyone who enjoys children

will enjoy making this gay
Easter bunny. It is made by
cutting up a loaf cake, then
fitting.the parts into a bunny
shape held together with
frosting and small picks.
Coconut, of course, makes the

fur and jelly beans the eyes
and nose.

EASTER BUNNY CAKE

Prepare one-half package
cake mix according to
package directions or one-half
your favorite layer cake
recipe, or use the recipe below
for Old-Fashioned Loaf Cake.
Pour batter into a well

greased and floured loaf pan

(9 x 5x3 inches) and bake in

350 degrees F. (moderate)
oven for 25 to 30 minutes;

remove from pan and finish
cooling on cake rack.

To cut, follow cut lines
shown in picture. Trim ears to
same size. Trim edges of cake
so bunny will stand straight.
Stand upright. Slide top piece
of cake forward, as

illustrated, to form head and

body. Fasten two parts of body
and ears securely with wooden
picks or small skewers.

Frost with no cook frosting
rounding out shape of bunny
and using a generous amount
to form tail. Sprinkle with
shredded coconut. Use jelly
beans which have been cut in

halves for eyes and ears and
make rakish whiskers with

licorice strips.

The usual theory about a
male bird's coloring is that it's

'rap male redwings and use a
harmless black dye to discolor
their red epaulets.

The lady redwings still liked
them. but other male red-

wings were no longer
frightened off the territory.
Of the black - epauleted

males. more than half lost

their territories to intruding
males. In contrast. less than

I I) per cent of the controls

( male birds whose wings
Meren't dyed) lost their
territories." Smith writes.

Moreover, of the half of the
black - winged birds who
retained their territories,
most were on less desirable

fracts of marsh, hence 1gs
liable to be challenged.

IN EARLIER experiments,

Smith used a black enamel to

discolor the red epaulets with
one particularly interesting
result to a bird he calls 215:

"Within two days he had lost
his territory to the two neigh-
boring males. Both had ex-
tended their boundaries and

divided 215's territory about
equally between them.

These neighboring males
held this additional area for

about one week. After that. 215

was back near his territory
displaying -- white epaulets!
He had preened all the black
enamel off his feathers.

Within two days of his return.
he had retaken his territory

So it seems that white

shoulder patches were as
effective as red in showing
neighboring males that you're
tough, important and the boss
of your territory.

The territory is defended
only in the mating and rearing
season. and the young birds
are fed aquatic insects from
the marsh. After that,
lerritorial lines sort of

dissolve.

FUNNY THING about the

male bird's colorings. With
the redwing, the red epaulet is
a sign to intimidate other male
birds, and it's sported by a
bird who is polygamous.

Bright male colors,

polygamy. Conservative or
unisex colors, monogamy. I
wonder if that tells us

anything about our own
"mod" clothing patterns and
ser practices.

Pursell Bill

To Hike Local

Road Funds

LANSING

Incorporated cities and
villages would get sharp in-
creases in motor vehicle fund

allotments under a bill in-

troduced by State Sen. Carl D.
Pursell (R - Plymouth) and
passed by the Senate this
week.

The bill, introduced by
Pursell after conferring with
many local officials in the 14th
Senatorial District, proposes
to raise the share of highway
funds for incorporated cities
and villages from the present
10 per cent to 25 per cent a

year.
The fundh could be used on

the major street system of the
local governmental entities.

"It is my feeling and the
feeling of most local officials I
talked with that highway
funds are most wisely spent by
local units of government,
whose officials know best the

streets and highway. needs of
local people," said Pursell.

"At a time when we are

under threat of losing some of
our highway funds for mass
transit systems, I think it is
imperative that we protect
local units of government to
see that they receive sufficient
highway funds with which to
properly maintain their major
street systenns.

"The Senate gave strong
backing to this bill, and I feel
certain that it will also get
sufficient support for passage
by the House of Represen-
tatives."

According to Auto Club

investigations, 20.000 persons
were arrested in 1971 for

drunk driving, but more than
50.000 drinking drivers were
involved in more than 100.000

reported personal injury and
fatal accidhts

Of those arrested for drunk

driving at the .15 level, only
half were found guilty as
charged, Dann said. Another
25 per cent are found guilty of
reduced charges such as
impaired, reckless or careless
driving. The remaining 25 per
cent were either acquitted or
some other action was taken.

IF A DRIVER has his

license revoked by the
Secretary of State, he can

appeal the decision through
the State Circuit Court license

appeal system. Secretary of
State figures indicate that 70
to 80 per cent of the bad

drivers who appeal to the
courts have their licenses

restored, Donn said.

" Most judges say they
restore a license because of

the hardship its loss means to
the driver and his family,"

Anti-Poverty
Funds Voted

By County
The Wayne County Board of

Commissioners has approved
a $19,300 cash contribution to
help finance the resumption of
federally-supported anti-

poverty programs in eight
suburban communities.

County legislators also ap-
proved an application for a
$150,000 federal grant to pay
the bulk of the cost for the first
six months.

Total project cost is
$189,519. The $39,519 non-
federal share will consist of

$16,372 in services, $3,847 in
cash from the eight subufbs
and the $19,300 county share.

The program is being set up
by Communities United for
Action, Inc. (CUFA), a non-
profit corporation organized
by the seven mayors and one
township supervisor of the
eight localities -- Ecorse,
Hamtramck, Highland Park,
Inkster, River Rouge, Romu-
lus, Taylor and Sumpter
Township.
