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Schools Ask Voter OK

Farmington Tax Loses
Farmington School District voters went

to the polls in record numbers Monday to
reject by 205 votes a 3.5 mill operating tax
increase. The vote was 6,185 against to 5,980
in favor. Similar proposals were defeated
last June and August. School officials at-
tributed the loss to "concerns in the com-
munity centering on bussing or the taxation
issues."

Pointing to a $1,950,000 deficit in meeting the
proposed $10,850,000 budget for 1972-73, the
Plymouth Community School District board
Tuesday voted to ask voters for approval of two
additional mills and a 5 mill renewal at the
annual school election on June 12.

The requests will be in the form of three
separate issues... the first calling for a five - year
renewal of 5 mills which expired last December;
the second asks for an additional mill for five
years; and the third is for an additional mill for
one year.

Acting Supt. John M. Hoben and Board
President Mrs. Esther Hulsing explained that the
one mill on the third issue will not be levied unless
needed.

"We need this for a contingency to handle
such items as the Ford Motor Co. suit protesting
the assessment of the property on Sheldon Road in
Plymouth Township," said Melvin Blunk,
assistant superintendent in charge of business,
'*Ford is attempting to recover $260,000 from the
1971 school taxes it paid and it could cost us as
much as $123,000.

"Then there's the Public Law 139 which
requires all school districts in Wayne County to

lose a quarter of a mill of the allocated millage to
support the Wayne County Community College.
We feel this is double taxation for the Plymouth
school district inasmuch as it supports
Schooleraft College. The board is seeking legal
recourse relative to the act. If we lose the quarter
mill, it will take $85,000 from our anticipated in-
come.

"Third, there is a strong possibility the board
will have to pay retroactive 1971-72 pay totaling
$95,000 to employes. All os this adds up to $303,000
and the second additional mill would take care of
it.

"HOWEVER, if it came to pass that all three
of the items were resolved without a loss of funds,
then the second new mill wouldn't be levied."

Although visibly disturbed by the failure of
the 3.5 millage issue in Farmington Monday night,
the overwhelming defeat of a new millage
proposal in Northville three weeks back and the
fact that a renewal request in the Wayne -
Westland School district passed by only six votes,
board members agreed that they had no other
recourse.

Starting with the existing budget of $9,775,000

and adding the cost of opening Plymouth - Canton
high school and Miller Elementary School
($295,000), using the Price Control Board's
recommended wage increase ceiling of 5.5 per
cent ($450,000) and the cost of providing for 660
new students ($330,000), the administration
arrived at a budget figure of $10,850,000.

The current anticipated revenues, which are
based on this year's state aid formula, the
projected increase of 660 pupils; and the millage
now available to be levied would produce
operating funds of approximately $8.9 million for
the 1972-73 school year. The difference between
the budget estimate and the known resources is
$1,950,000.

At the present time, the school district has a
totallevy of 22.05 mills due to the expiration of the
five mills last December. If the renewal is
authorized then the total levy will go up to 27.05
again or at the same level as when classes started
in September.

With the approval of the renewal, the school
district would have revenues of approximately
$10.5 million, provided the state contingency fund
is not established for the coming school year.

Somewhere in this favored land there's a life
size wood carving of the Lord's Supper, and
somewhere close by there's also a life size wood
carving of the crucifixion with Christ on the cross
between the two thieves.

They are the handiwork of an elderly gent
names Weiss, who once was proprietor of the Mt.

The younger Weiss was a 400 - pound
behemoth built along the same slender lines

as a C&0 box car and was the type of person who
required a great amount of sitting down to make
him tired.

First thing he did was to have the popular
carvings placed in a barn at the rear of the hotel
and he didn't care if anyone came to look at them.

ONE SUMMER, on a return to the home
precincts on vacation, The Stroller planned a treat
for a few friends. He was going to show them the
cat'vings about which he had spoken in such high
terms.

"They' re back in the barn," the younger
Weiss said, "and here's the key if you want to see
them."

What a shock it was to open the door and see
the carvings covered with dust and dirt. But that
was as of nothing compared to the shock the next
summer when The Stroller was told on another
visit -

elder generation just shook its collective head in
dismay that such a fate could befall the carvings.

Since then, there have been rivers of tears
spilled - even by the younger folks - because the
carvings became lost somewhere in the everyday
workaday world.

They'd give most anything to have the car-
vings returned.

THERE IS a known loss of $10 million in per-
sonal property taxes in Plymouth Township as a L
direct result of the retrenching program at the
Burroughs plant where employment is down from
5,800 to less than 1,900, according to figures from
company officials in the last six months.

The board also is faced with the prospect of i
retroactive salary adjustments for the bargaining
units of the school district's labor force.

This could cost as much as $190,000 and is not in-
cluded in any escrow account. Three of the five
units have petitioned the IRS for salary adjust-
ments.

Because of the uncertainties of the items: Ford
Motor suit for adjustment in assessments and re-
turn of $260,000 from the township and school
board; the payment of a quarter-mill to the
WCCC; and the retroactive pay, the school board
is asking for approval of Proposition III for one
mill for one year to protect the base budget.

It would be levied prior to Sept. 1, 1972 if re-
quired. Otherwise, the one mill, or any fractional
part thereof, would not be levied.

In addition, the administration is working
closely with the recommendations of the Citizens'
Finance Committee which asked for a reduction
of $319,000 in the budget.

THE COMMITTEE recommended the closing
of Central Junior, the former senior high, for at
least one year.

New Grass Research At M SU
protection against winter
injury, particularly on golf
greens. Beard notes that 0.3 to
0.4 cubic yards of top dressing
material per 1,000 square feet
were needed to give good
winter injury protection to
highly maintained turf areas
during MSU tests. This rate is
higher than those commonly
used on golf courses.

Dr. Al Turgeon, formerly of
MSU, now at the University of
Illinois, reports that the ex-
perimental herbicide, en-
dothal, can effectively control
one type of Poa annua -- a
bluegrass species that is
considered a weed.

In MSU studies, Turgeon
found that endothal kills
bunch - type Poa annua, but
only stunts the creeping - type
of this weed. Endothal is also

available for controlling
broadleaf weeds and some
aquatic weeds.

Dr. Paul Rieke reports that
soil testing for nitrates isn't
effective in determining
nitrogen needs of sod. The soil
tests vary too much to give
good results, so producers
must still partially rely on
their own observations and
past experience, he says.

Focusing on nnajor

problems in sod production
and turfgrass maintenance in
Michigan, research at
Michigan State University has
resulted in the following new
information on turfgrass
diseases, winter protection,
herbicides and fertilization.

Studies by Drs. Joseph
Vargas and Charles Laughlin
show a possible relationship
between Fusarium blight and
soil nematode. Fusarium, a
fungus disease, can cause
severe turfgrass damage -
especially in the popular
Merion Kentucky bluegrass.

Planting trees: If you're
setting out trees or shrubs,
remember that they should
always be pruned back at
planting time. Take out at
least 1/3 of the top limb
growth. This balances the top
with the root system which
has also been damaged in
digging.

It's important too, to snip off
a bit of each frayed root. If the
new tree is heavier limbed on
one side, take out enough
branches or cut it back so it is
the same all around. Cut out
any limb which makes a
narrow crotch. Remember the

i narrower the crotch angle is,
the weaker is the limb.
Crotches with wide angles are
the strongest.

Make the hole large enough
to accommodate the roots.
NEVER wind the roots in a
ball or twist them in a knot,

REDFORD CASHWAY

because this will strangle the
tree. Many a shade tree is
slowly strangling itself
because the roots were twisted
in a ball.

TAP THE MAPLES: Many
readers let their children tap
their maple trees on the
premises, and we were happy
to see that the kids were en-
couraged to do this. Tapping
backyard maples is a real
nature experience, and even
though it takes 35 to 50 gallons
of sap to make one gallon of
syrup, it's worth the effort in
fun alone.

The season is over with now,
and one of the mistakes some
tappers made was to leave the
sap in the bucket too long.
Never let the sap remain in a
bucket more than eight hours,
especially in warm weather.

A good point to keep in mind
next year. Those of you who
boiled the sap indoors found
that it was a messy job. Some
even found it loosened the
wallpaper or the plaster! Next
year, boil the sap out of doors,
because of the water given off.

and a -uniform supply of
moisture. Avoid a glazed or
plastic container as these
plants need plenty of air
around the roots. Syringe
foliage with soapy water once
a month to discourage red
spider mites, the only serious
pest.

THE ARGUMENT is simple:
Nhy should we, the voters in
;uburban school districts, vote

I happen to think it's a poor
argument on two counts: 1)
Why should we penalize our
children's schooling now in
response to the fear that there
may be bussing some time in
the future? 2) If local voters
won't support their own school
system, the only alternative is
for the state to support them; if
the state puts up the money for
local school systems, the idea of
local control is gone forever.

However, the emotional
power of the bussing issue is so
strong that these counter
arguments often fall on deaf
ears.

It's like an old City Editor
once said about his staff of
reporters: "We want to cover
this city like a bad smell."

THERE ARE TWO oddities
about the development of the
bussing issue so far.

First has been the position of
suburban liberals, i.e., those
people who could have been
expected to be sympathetic to
the key problem bussing is
supposed to solve - segregated

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ONE WOULD HAVE to say

hat the Farmington issue had
)nly a slight chance of passing,

during the past three weeks to
get support.

When more than 10,000 go to
the polls and the issue loses by
only 205 votes, then it appears
as if the work of those in favor
had excellent results. But
unfortunately not good enough
to overcome the built-in "no"
group.

The big thing is that the
Farmington election may be
the trend for all such polls in
Observerland. It means that
there is a voter revolt against
increased taxes and even
against the renewal of millage.

For instance, the Wayne -
Westland School district had a
recent vote on millage renewal,
and it barely received support,
passing by a margin of six
votes. That result is being
contested, and a recount will be
made. It could be that the
renewal will lose in the
recount; after all, six votes
aren't many and could be
rubbed out in a recheck of the
absentee ballots alone.

IT WILL BE recalled that the
Farmington board asked the
electors for approval of a 3.5
additional mills a year ago and
the proposal was turned down.

However, during the cam-
paign, the board emphasized
that failure of the millage
would result in cutbacks in-
cluding the extra - curricular
activities... sports, band and
the like.

This was repeated time and
again by board members
during the campaign to get
favorable votes. Folks were
well aware of the cutbacks that
would be made. Trustees didn't
make the program reductions a
threat, but simply told voters
that there would be no money
and such things cost quite a bit

There was an old Walt Disney
movie with a song about a
"Laughing Place," and it
advised, "Take a frown, turn it
upside down..."

THERE'S A leverage effect
at work -- the money used to
retire debt and pay off win-
cipal. Debt service generally
runs around $700,000 a year,
according to Business
Manager Fred Petersen, and
that amount stays fairly
stable while total revenue
rises.

The result is that the college
can use a greater proportion
of its property tax revenue
each year for operations -
that is, the salaries of
teachers, counselors,
custodians, lighting, heating
and the rest.

- 14.75 per cent more than last
year.

THE ENTIRE revenue
budget is highly tentative, of
course. The Legislature in
Lansing still hasn't passed an
appropriation for community
colleges, but Gov. Milliken's
proposal, as embodied in a
Senate bill, should give
Schoolcraft a 19 per cent in-
crease for a new level of $2.78
million.

Add in the other sources,
most notably student fees, and
total revenue is projected at
$6.77 million, up some 13 per
cent fronn the current year.

Even though it means more
money, the concept of th€
community college funding
still annoys one Schoolcrafl
trustee, Leroy Bennett.

"The four-year colleges gel
a straight appropriation, a flal
dollar amount. Thev get thal

amount no matter what
enrollment is. They can't get
less. and there'§ even a
chance they can get more
through a supplemental ap-
propriation.

"But the community
college's appropriation is
based on the nunnber of full
year equated students. If the
number of students or hours
drops, we can get less."

Bennett thinks community
colleges should get stable
dollar funding from the state.

MEANWHILE, Schoolcraft
faces an uncertain picture on
the expenditure side of the
coin.

The college must bargain
with three of its five employes
unions this year - the faculty
about 160 persons; food ser-
vice, 12; and operating
maintenance, 35.

Whether any will seek more
than the 5.5 per cent in the
Federal Pay Board guideline
remains to be seen.

both methadone and heroin
remain in body tissues varies
with the dose, but almost all is
metabolized or excreted
within 36 hours for heroin and
within 72 hours for

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Metric System: Costly But Inevitable

That the United States join
the majority of countries in
their use of the metric system
seems to be an inevitable -

and costly - endeavor, ac-
cording to several leaders of
area chambers of commerce.

U.S. Rep. Marvin Esch (R-
Ann Arbor) has introduced a
bill that the U.S. convert from

the present duodecimal

system, derived from the
Romans measuring things in
tb, to the metric system,
which measures them in 106.

'To conduct orderly trade, a
society must create and
maintain a proper system of
weights and measures," says
the Encyclopedia Britannica.

the Livonia Chamber of
Commerce, thinks that since
"the rest of the world is on it,
it is inevitable that we will
change."

There were other views.
"At the present time I don't

think there is an advantage. It
would take a lot of money to
change, and we could use that
loot for schools. Most people
are not anxious to go along
with change and 1 don't know
how helpful it would be. It
would be convenient as far as
trade," says Paul Rosin,
president of Westland
Chamber of Commerce.

' 'The world would be on the
same system, and this is the
advantage. It is costly to both

the United States and Europe
now, but when we change, it
would help out both sides,"
says Ed Lane, executive
director of the commerce
chamber in Farmington.

JOHN THOMAS, president
of the Plymouth Chamber of
Commerce believes that the
metric system is "more
precise and has mathematical
advantages."

Mrs. Jo Neumann, Garden
City's executive secretary of
the commerce chamber,
thinks that it "would give a
little more uniformity to our
business dealings."

The metric system began in
France in 1789, but it was not

until 1837 that a law was
passed forbidding the use of
any units other than the
metric in that country.

It was devised by French
scientists who hoped to
establish a suitable system for
all times and aU peoples. They
based the system on per-
manent natural standards.

The advantages were so
great that it spread to many
countries. Now the metric
system is used in all con-
tinental European countries,
Latin America and several
Asiatic countries and in nearly
all scientific work because of
its simplicity.

THE DUODECIMAL

system is our present method
of measurement derived from
the Romans who divided
weights and measures into 12
for the greatest convenience.

The ounce originated from
the Roman unica or one-12th,
and there is a commercial
preference for the dozen since
12 articles can be packaged in
a variety of ways.

The foot was one of the
earliest linear units and at
first was the length of any
human foot. later becoming
the length of a king's or
headman's foot. The inch was
originally a thumb's breadth
and, according to the Roman
duodecimal system, defined
as one-12th.

The Romans defined the
mile as 1,000 paces or double
steps, a pace being equal to
five Roman feet. By tradition,
England's Henry I is supposed
to have decreed that the yard
should be the distance from
thetipof hisnosetothe endof
his thumb.

THE METRIC system of
measurement, under

proposition now,) is a method
of measurement based upon
the meter and gram. It is a
decimal system of weights
and measures represented by
standards preserved at the
International Bureau of
Weights and Measures in
France.

The primary standard of
length is a bar of platinum
alloyed with 10 per cent
iridium. The basic unit of
linear measure is the meter,
comparable to the yard but
larger. It is the distance
between two lines engraved
across the surface near the
ends of that bar when the bar

is at a temperature of melting
ice.

The basic unit of mass is the
gram. The standard for the
gram is a simple cylinder
made of the same substance
as the bar. Larger and smaller

Schoolcraft College should
be able to move into a $1.1
million addition to the Applied
Sciences Building in fall of
1973, under terms of bids
accepted by the board of
trustees last week.

The 25,000 square foot ad-
dition will expand by two-
thirds the space for vocational
and technical offerings in the
building on the northeast
corner of the campus.

The board voted 6-1 to
award four construction
contracts totaling $843,000,
some 07,000 less than an-
ticipated by architects Rolls -
Hammill - Becker.

Trustee Erwin Brown cast
the dissknting vote after a 75
minute debate over two
alternates in the main con-
tract - partitions and snow
melting equipment. Vice
Chairman Rosina Raymond
was absent

THE DEBATE WAS
touched off when L.O. Lauer
Co.'s representative revealed

that his firm's bid was lower
in nearly every option than the
successful bid, but that his
firm made a $19,000 error in
presenting its bid.

The board majority in effect
told him. "touch luck."
