Many historical highlights

will come to the fore again this
week as the Plymouth com-
munity celebrates Heritage
Day on Tuesday as part of
Michigan Week.

Few areas have a richer

background, and it is still
possible to walk along the
same path trod by Chief
Tonquish and the Pot-
awatomi Indians on their trips
between Detroit and Ann
Arbor.

Long before the coming of
the white man, the Indians
traveled the road that now is

known as Ann Arbor Trail that
runs through the heart of
downtown Plymouth.

With the coming of the white
man, the first home was built
in 1825 on the site of the

Mayflower Hotel. If you look
close enough you can read the
bronze plague designating this
fact imbedded in the bricks on
the corner of Main Street.

The rich heritage will be
spot-lighted on two homes as
part of Heritage Day.

THEY ARE the home now
occupied by the John Moehle

family, 1279 Ann Arbor Trail,
and the home of the Charles

Garlett fanhily at 921 Church
Street.

"We have traced our home

back to March 14, 1825, when

the land was owned by a Mr.
Starkweather," Mrs. Moehle
stated, "through the records
of the Burton Abstract Co.,
and so far as can be deter-

mined it is the oldest home in

Plymouth that is still stan-
ding."

The Garlett residence is the

oldest Centennial Home in the

area - centennial designation
being given to a home thbt has

been occupied by .the same
family for the past century.

' ' Our home originally was a
harness shop," said Mrs.
Garlett (who was Ruth

Shattuck before her

marriage) "and it stood on
Penniman Ave. After a while,

my father moved jt up the
stet a bit to 968 Penniman.

"When. Dad built again on
Penniman, he had our house
moved to our present address
on Church."

Mrs. Garlett related that

her father once owned 600

acres on both sides of

Plymouth Rd. where the

Burroughs plant and River-
side Cemetery now stand.

"Dad sold the land to

Burroughs in 1919 for $1,000 an
acre and remarked at the time

that 'some poor fool may want
to build out there some

day," she recalled.

MRS. MOEHLE also un-

covered some interesting data
regarding her home.

"Our abstract states that
the lot takes in the area from
Maple to Ann Arbor Trail and
from MEKinley C then known
as Lincoln ) down to Joel.

"In 1828, Mr. Starkweather
mortgaged the land to a Tom
Lyon who later gave it back to
Starkweather for $300 who, in
turn, sold it to a Mr. Holbrook.

"On Aug. 5, 1829 Mr.
Holbrook gave another

mortgage for $4,000 to Mr.
Lyon and in 1831 Lyon sold it
back to Holbrook for $5,000."
