Another extensive paving
program has been mapped for

Southfield City Planner

Southfield is sometimes
referred to as ‘‘the city that
freeways built.”” For the most
part. major transportation arter-
les, an abundance of vacant land.
and the city’s prox1m|ty to
Detroit were the primary fac
in the burst of growth experi-
enced by Southfield during the
1960's. During that decade, the

_city’s population more than

doubled, jumping from 31.000 to
about 70,000 and making it the
No. 1 growth city in the state.

Southfield is diagonally
bisected from the southeast to
the northwest by Northwestern
highway (now U.S. 10). It is
crossed by two major north-south
roads. Telegraph and Southfield.
Interstate 696 enters the City
from the west, terminating at
Northwestern highway but will
eventually run east to 1-94.

This transportation system
makes Southfield a crossroads for
southeastern Michigan, providing
easy access to Detroit business.
several airports. and the entire
state.

SOUTHFIELD’S PROXIMI-
TY to Detroit gives it all the
advantages of a major city --
banks and financial institutions:
entertainment: roads: the news
media and other communications
networks: and utilities without
the disadvantages — large, some-
times inefficient government:
power politics: crime; potential
for civil disorders: ‘blighted
areas: traffic congestion: lack of
parking spaces.

Historically, Southfield was
mainly farmland and remained
that way until the late 1950's
when Northland Shopping
Center. still one of the world's
largest. was constructed. Thou-
sands of acres of relatively inex-
pensive land remained vacant
into the early 1960's at a compar-

¢ atively low tax rate.

For these reasons, many low
and high rise apartment and
office buildings have been
constructed and a number of
major corporauons are headquar-
tered in Southfield. Included
among them are Shopping
Centers, Inc. (Northland Center),
Federal Mogul, Bendix, Eaton
Corporation, Standard 0il,

' Reynolds-Metals, and IBM.

Metropolitan area during the
decade of the 1960’s was
constructed in the City of South-
field and it is projected that an
additional five million gross
square feet will be constructed
during the 1970’s, with a total
potential of approximately 21.7
million square fegt. The future
construction of I-696 eastward
along Eleven Mile in the city will
open another corridor of ideally
located land for office develop-
ment, similar to Northwestern
Highway.

A recent office study
prepared by Vilican-Leman &
Associates, Inc., Planning
Consultants for the Clty of South-
field, indicates that there are 6.8
million square feet of office space
in the city of which 1.1 million
square feet is corporate office

space.

ANYONE TRAVELING
through the city can see the trend
toward larger, higher and more
attractive buildings. There aje
several reasons for this trend.
High land costs and increased
construction costs require the
density of a project to be
increased for highest cost effi-
ciency. High rise buildings prov-

- ide increased tenant security and

provide the related facilities and
services that are desired by
tenants.

Larger buildings and larger
office projects provide for
adequate free parking — a major
concern of employers and
employes. Well landscaped
developments are more aestheti-
cally pleasing and have a compet-
itive edge among prospective
lessees looking for an -attractive
location.

In recognizing this trend
toward larger office buildings,
the city has recently created a
medium rise office district.
Previously there was a two-story
zone and an unlimited height
zone. Realizing there are many
areas which warrant more than

two-story development but where

a 10 or 12-story building would be
adverse to existing neighbor-
hoods, a six-story maximum
height district was created. This
district will help provide many of
the advantages of a high rise
district without an overpowering
structure in the area.
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On today’'s automobile there
is an often forgotten little lever

This
district permits a combination of
office and multiple family uses
with a limited amount of business
to service the primary users of
the project.- .

Theoretically, this enables a
person to live, work, and shop in
the same project and reduces his
dependence on external facilities
and his automobile. Revisions
and improvements to this ordi-
nance are presently being consid-
ered by the City Council.

Office development has many
advantages for a city like South-
field. Office buildings are a clean
and less ecologically destructive
use of land than say, manufactur-
ing; in addition, offices provide
employment opportunities for

, residents. Offices are basically an

8 A.M. to 5 P.M. use of land
which' reduces traffic congestion
after the peak hours and on
weekends.

They require only a few city

services part time and yet provide

a tax base which has allowed

Southfield to operate on a charter

limited 7 mill tax rate. As a
result, Son_;hfield homeowners

are taxed at a very low rate |

compared to other cities.
Simply belng in an advanta-

geous location is one thing but -

 using this advantage to its fullest
is another.

ment of Agriculture and the
Michigan Agricultural Ex-
periment Station.

The county's share has been
placed at $64,000, and the
Department of Agriculture
will provide $54,200 with the
remaining $9,600 coming from
the experiment station.

According 1o Kesselring the

soil scientists test the soil to a 3

depth of five feet. It is then
classified, based on its
structure, texiure, natural
drainage. color and lime
content.

“If the scientists find any
property of the soil that will
affect its use for agricultural,
urban. recreational or other
purposes.’’ Kesselring added,
“it is noted and recorded.
More than that the acre-by-
acre inventory is recorded on
aerial photographs."”

"The continuing penetration
oq the exploding population
into the suburbs is placing a
premium on land, and the
survey will serve as a guide to
builders and planners to avoid
misuse of the area.

“THE CAPABILITIES of
the soil are of intimate con-
cern to anyone planning to
build a highway, school,
pipeline, a housing develop-
ment or parks.,” Kesselring
pointed out.

According to the plan, when
the survey is completed the
soil maps will show areas that
have slight, moderate or
severe limitations for septic
tanks and filter fields and the
information can be of great
help to the County Road
Commission in locating soil
for fill purposes.

While developers and
planners will be aided greatly,
farmers, too, will be helped.
They can use the soil data in
planning the kind of
management that will protect
their soils and will provide
greater yields.

Captivating Lilies
Enthrall Gardeners

Danger! Beware of the
lilies!

No sign proclaiming the
dangers of lilies will be posted
at the show being held by the
North American Lily Society
on July 14, 15, and 16 at Or-
chard Ridge Campus of
Oakland Community College.
However, as show chairman,
Ruth Hough, can attest, there
should be such a sign. Lilies
are dangerous. They can
capture your fancy and steal
our heart away completely.
Until about eight years ago
Mrs. Hough had grown a
clump or two of regal and
madonna lilies in her South-
field garden, but they were
just a few of the many flowers
she grew and loved.

Then she went to a lily show
and was enthralled by the
beauties on display - huge
lilies and tiny ones; lilies with
upturned cup - like flowers,
lilies with huge, flaring
trumpets, with dangling bells,
with rolled back recurved
petals; lilies with flowers of
white, cream, yellow, gold,
orange, peach, pink, rose, red,
maroon, and every shade in
between. Some were pale and
delicate. Others were vivid
and intense. Some had stripes,
spots, or a blending of another
hue. In addition to their grace
and beauty they all had a
delightful, heady fragrance.

. Then and there Rugh Hough
became a lily fancier. The
first bulbs she planted were
“Enchantment” and ‘“Byam’s
Ruby.” Now she has 75 kinds
of lilies in her garden - and
hundreds of plants. When
asked how many, she laughed
at the question but eventually
estimated about 400 plants.

“Enchantment,” which has
flaming red-orange upturned
flowers, is regarded by Mrs.
Hough as the easiest lily to
grow. It is of a type known as

Mid-Century hybrid. Not only .

is it dependable in the garden,
the flowers are good for
bouguets. They last well when
cut and are easy to arrange
attractively.

“Ruby" is still Mrs. Hough’s
favorite lily. It was hybridized
in Canada and has been used
extensively in other crosses
because of its intense deep red
color.

She also is especially fond of
the Martagon lilies because
they bloom early and are
small and dainty and make
attractive corsages. They
appear to her like spritely
ballet dancers.

LILIES GROW from scaly
bulbs. Although some lilies
are difficult to grow, many are
of easy culture and succeed in

ordinary garden soil in a’

moderately sunny situation.
Regal lilies and madonna
lilies are the most popular of
all. Others that are easily
grown are the gold-band lily,

Green Thumb

Is there anything you can do
to hasten fruiting or bearing of
a fruit tree? Yes, and tying the
branches is one of them. Many
commercial growers tie down
the branches of young apple
trees to hasten fruiting and to
produce a much better-shaped
tree, easier to spray and pick.

Here's how they do it: Drive
a stake into the ground, put a
slipknot on a piece of rope and
tie it to the end of an upright
branch. Then pull the branch
down until it is more or less
horizontal and tie this to a
stake in the ground, Spreading
the branches downward will

‘induce earlier fruiting, and

cause more abundant flower
production.

In amateur gardens in
England and on the European
continent, the tying down of
branches of apple trees is
practiced quite extensively. It
is used to shape the tree into
small space as well as to cause
early bearing.

Here’s the theory behind
bending the branches: It acts
just as knife ringing does,
restricting movement of
carbohydrates from the outer
portion of the limb toward the
roots. The resulting ac-

cumulation of carbohydrates
in the limb and slowing down
of growth behind the bend is
favorable to flower bud for-
mation. ;

NOTE: Although bending of
branches may cause earlier
bearing, it also may stunt the
growth of a tree, a good thing
for home gardenef's since
most of them want dwarf trees
anyway. ‘

It’s too late to effectively
bend your branches now.
Better wait until after growth
starts next spring (or do it any
time during the dormant
season). '

The important thing is that
it should be done before the
end of May so that a chance is
given for the carbohydrates to
accumulate prior to the time
of fruit-bud formation at the
end of June.

I mention the bending
process now because many
wait until summer to do the
job and find it has no effect on
hastening fruiting or slowing
down the growth of the tree.

ROOT -YOUR OWN
SHRUBS? No reason why you
cannot slip or start your own
favorite shrubs such as roses,
blueberries, oleander,
weigela, dogwood, forsythia,
privet, viburnum, deutzia,
willow, holly, barberry, lilac,
azalea, to name a few. '

moist sand in a cold frame.
Take cuttings four to six in-
ches long and insert
them about twe inches deep.

Make a cut with a sharp knife,
close to a node or joint. Strip
off leaves on lower half of
cutting before inserting it.
You can use a%rooting hor-
mone available in garden
stores. :
Just dip the base into the
powder and then stick the
cutting into the sand. Water
well after insertion and cover
with a plastic sheet to
maintain humidity. Keep
cuttings out of direct sun or
they will cook before they’ll
root. :

“Is it true that if you rub the
juice of plantain (lawn weed)
on a hee sting it will relieve
the pain?” .

Answer: Yes, many bee
men rub the leaf of narrow or
broad-leaved plantain on bee
stings and it helps.

HURON CITY was the
summer home for almost 40
years of William Lyon Phelps,
professor of English literature
at Yale University from 1903-
37 and one of the giants of
American letters.

SOME 30 AUTHORS live or
have lived in the Grand
Rapids area.

The Grand Rapids house
where White was born in 1873
was torn down years ago, but
a later family home at 427 E.
Fulton is still standing.
White's father was a lumber

pioneer.

Other Grand Rapids writers
include Constance Mayfield
Rourke, American biographer
who used America’s past as
her themes. Reared in Grand
Rapids, she lived there until
her death in 1941. She wrote
numerous . articles on
American folklore, literature
and art for magazines.

Niles was the birthplace of
Ringgold Wilmer Lardmer,
who as Ring Lardner became
one of America's greatest
humorists.

In 1969, the average family
income in Wayne County was
$11,350 according to figures
released by the Bureau of the
Census, U.S. Dept. of Com-
merce.

This figure compares to the
$11,030 average in the State of
Michigan. Per capita income
for Wayne County amounted
to $3,500 in 1969.

The census figures show
that of the 2.6 million county
residents, seven per cent were
foreign born, and 17 per cent
were native born with one or
both of the parents foreign
born.

Of those residents over the
age 16, 77 per cent of the men
were in the labor force and 41
per cent of the women.
Thirteen per cent of the
workers held government jobs
while 44 per cent held white
collar jobs.

Thirty-six per cent of the
married women with a
husband at home held jobs and
26 per cent of these women
had children under six.

Chicago Tribune between
1913-19. His stories are racy
and witty and considered an
excellent source for the study
of the slang of the time. “You
Know Me, Al” was one of
them.

The Lardner family home at
519 Bond is now divided into
apartments. Lardner died in
1933, in East Hampton, N.Y.

Two miles east of Hudson is
the farm home of Will
Carleton, once poet laureate of
the state, who wrote “‘Over the
Hill to the Poorhouse.”

It won him national fame. In
1919 the State Legislature
decreed that memorial ser-
vices be held on the poet’s
birthday, a custom that was
soon forgotten. He died in New
York in 1912.

AT GREENFIELD Village,
in Dearborn is a two-story
home, the Ann Arbor House.
Until moved to its present
location by the late Heary
Ford, it stood at 1223 Pontiac
Street and was occupied by

Robert Frost during 1925-26

when he was one of the
University of Michigan staff
as a ‘“‘resident poet.”

The dean of American poets,

Frost won four Pulitzer prizes
before his death in 1963.
Edgar Albert - Guest,
Michigan's beloved poet and
better known as Eddie Guest,
came to Detroit in 1891 when
he was 10 years old and in 1914
began working for the Detroit
Free Press, where he wen
national acclaim. All of his
poetry related to simple,
everyday subjects, most of it
about home and family.
