The explosion will be in
student population growth.
and the $21 million bill is the
anticipated cost for providing
schools.

Plymouth schools are on the
verge of the same population
explosion that hit Livonia
schools about 10 years ago.
Canton Township is expanding
as fast as building permits can
be issued.

Several new subdivisions
are in the making and apart-
ment complexes are thriving.

“GROWTH IN OUR district
has been rapid,” Deputy Supt.
Earl Hogan said. “But I don’t
think we recognize what an
explosive growth is going to
take place in the next five
years. And I mean Just that -
explosive.”

Dr. Hogan explained at the
Tuesday board meeting that

-Plymouth will need three
elementary schools, one high
school and completion of
Phase III of Plymouth -
Canton High School by 1975.

' A Halloween Warning

A warning to parents to
carefully examine every item
of food received by children
‘‘tricking or treating’’ on
Halloween night, is sounded
by Plymouth Police Chief
Timothy Ford.

“Whether candy is wrapped
or not, it should be thoroughly
inspected by parents before
letting their children’eat it,”
Ford said. “It makes no dif-
ference what type of food, all
are subject to contamination
by the warped mind.” .

Ford said last year there
were two incidents in
Plymouth where foreign
substances were put into
apples.

*1 WOULD advise parents
whose children receive apples
to cut the apples into quarters
and make applesauce.”

He said that even though
candy is wrapped, it should be
inspected.

‘It doesn’t take much to put
a needle, through a wrapped
candy bar,” he warned.

The chief said it would help
if parents would limit the area
and homes their children visit
Tuesday night.

“This way, should there be
‘an incident where a forgign
object is found in some candy
or apples, it would make it
eagier for us to locate the
home it came from.”

Ford urged that should a
parent find any contaminated
items, to leave it untouched
and notify police immediately.

“EVERY MAN in our
department will be on duty
Halloween night to protect the
children and neighborhoods,”
Ford added.

He also called attention to
the new section in the
Michigan Penal Code, signed
by Gov. Milliken last year,

"which cites the penalty for

putting harmful objects into
food.

The act provides:

‘“Any person who places
pins, needles, razor blades,
glass or other harmful objects
in any food with intent to harm
the consumer thereof or who
knowingly furnishes any. food
containing such harmful
objects to another person, is
guilty of a felony and shall be
imprisoned for not more than
10 years, or fined not more
than $10,000, or both.

‘“The presence of such
harmful objects in any food
shall be a -rebuttable
presumption that the objects
were intentionally placed in
the food.

“The act has immediate
effect and may be enforced as
of this date,”” (Oct. 29, 1971).

Boy Scouts To Mark

Two Anniversaries

EDITOR'S NOTE: This s an-
other in the series of articles
dealing with the orgamizations
who share in the Plymouth
Community Fund Drive. This one
deals with the Boy Scouts and
the record they have compiled
during the last half century.

Plymouth area Boy Scouts
are looking forward to Nov. 20
with great anticipation.

That date will mark the 50th
anniversary of the city’s first
Boy Scout troop -- P-1 - and
the first anniversary of the
newest Explorer Post, Post
1531.

‘They are planmng a joint
celebration to which the civic,
business and industrial
leaders have been invited,

" along with scouting executives
from the suburban areas.

The late Sidney Strong,
prominent in many Plymouth
civic affairs, founded the
pioneer troop as P-1 on Nov.
20, 1922 -- just 12 years after
Boy Scouting was mtroduced
in America.

ITS CURRENT members,
who are sponsored by the
Kiwanis Club and meet in Bird
School, seem to be living up to
the distinction of being *!fir-
st.”” Five members received
the prestigious Eagle award
at the last court of honor, and
seven more are expected to
earn this recognition at the
Nov. 20 event.

This is an exceptional
average for the 49 - member
troop, led by Scoutmaster
Ronald Craddock and
assistant Charles Hornbaum.
Only one boy in 9 makes
Eagle rank across the
country.

“It usually takes three to
five years for a boy to earn the
21 réquired merit badges,”
explains Roger Ketchman,
chaifman of Tonquish
District. *'In addition he must
plan and carry out a com-
munity service project, often
in cooperation_with the local
police department, church,
hospital or other agency.
Since this is a test of leader-
ship, the scout heads the
project and enlists other boys
and men to assist him."

Southf ield Schools
Adopt Varsity Ice
Hockey Programs

Ice hockey has come to the
Southfield School District.

With the approval of the
Southfield board of education
a varsity hockey program has
been adopted for Southfield
and Southfield - Lathrup High
Schools.

Cost for establishing the two
20 man squads will be more
than $12,000. The figure in-
cludes a $4,000 rental fee for
the use of the Southfield Parks
and Recreation ice rink.
