J. D. McLaren, newly in-
stalled Plymouth Township
supervisor, has forecast a
closer working relationship
between township
Republicans and Democrats
in the future and said he ex-
pects to appoint his defeated
Democratic opponent, Joseph
Krochmalny, to a position.

MeLaren, who took office
Monday after beating Kroch-
malny by 450 votes Nov. 7,
said the strong showing made
by the township's Democratic
candidates in the recent elec-
tion showed, for the first time
in recent memory, that the
township can no longer be
termed a -Republican strong-
hold."

The new supervisor. who
had the lowest vote total of

the Republican township
candidates. said he saw the
election as an "era of good
feeling" between the two
parties.

"If what I did is any in-
dication of what's to come,"
McLaren said, "if nothing
more, the area is going to be
divided evenly between
Democrats and Republicans.''

MeLaren praised Kroch-
malny's efforts in the cam-
paign and said, "One of these
days in sorne (one) of the
areas of township govern-
ment, there's going to be a
place for Joe Krochmalny.

One morning some years

For instance. later in life
when The Stroller was a part
of the government in the City
of Livonia, he was surprised to
learn that there was no such
thing as free enterprise in the
liquor business.

He learned, much to his
surprise, that Class "C" liquor
licenses are allotted by the
state on the basis of one
license for every 1500 persons.

The service is scheduled at
8:30 p.m. Friday, Dec. 1.
Rabbi Sherwin Wine will
speak on "The Black Sep-
tember, the Itroblem of the
Pal@stinian terrorists."

"The story of Hanukah is
the story of Jewish
Guerrillas," the rabbi said.
"Ironically, today the

guertillas have changed sides.
They have become the
enemies of the Jews -- the
fanatic exponents of Arab
Terrorism.

"Unable to wn their victory
on Israeli so,1, they have
turned to the *reat ·cities of
other countries to carry out
their battle against the Jews
and Zionist imperialism."

He said he would discuss the
guerrillas, their organization
and future, and whether there
is need for fear.

The Hanukah menorah was
executed by Martin Goldman
of Oak Park, a member of the
congregation, in honor of tte
50th birthday of David
Manheimer of Southfield,
cantorial soloist for Bir-
mingham Temple.

- The menorah is un-
conventional in concept. While
preserving the ancient can-
drestick's tradition of nine
lights, the artist has

redesigned the shape to give
the menorah strength,

elegance and simplicity.
An integral part of the

design is a large bronze
teardrop used to symbolize the
grief felt by all Jews at the
destruction of the great
Temple at Jerusalem.

The work was com -

missioned by the family of
David Manheimer as a tribute
to his dedication and in-
volvement with, the Temple
and the addition he makes to
its services.

Yet the Journal quotes the
Rev. Charles Hund of St.
Bartholemew's Catholic
Church in Chicago as making
the following admission:

"Frankly, I don't have the
time or the training to produce
a quality sermon each week. I
don't think I'm shortchanging
my congregation if I find
something suitable from an
outside source."

FATHER HUND might be
even more "practical" were
he to emulate a long deceased
( 1895) West Point chaplain
named Postlewaite who
doubled as a member of the
faculty.

Chaplain Postlewaite

prepared 12 sermons, which,
after he had preached them
once, he repeated in an un-
deviating 12-week cycle as
long as he was chaplain.

He did leave a lasting effect,
however -- from one of these
sermons which every cadet
heard 17 times before
graduating. Its text was:
"Felix trembled." (Acts of the
Apostles 24:25). And for
generations at the U.S.
Military Academy, a similarly
recurrent jellied dessert
served in the mess hall was
known to all cadets as "Felix
trembled."

Some clergy practice lifting
sermons without either per-
mission or acknowledgement.
This can be risky -- as in the
case of a young minister in
Maine who boldly lifted one of
the plassic sermons of Harry
Emerson Fosdick in its en-
tirety.

The last person to greet this
preacher at the door of his
church that Sunday was an
elderly man who expressed
interest in the sermon and
pleasantly inquired as to how
long it had taken the preacher
to prepare.

"Oh. it took me about three
hours," replied the youthful
parson. loftily.

"Young man, that sermon
took me 21 hours to prepare !"
shouted the summer visitor, in
what became immediately
apparent as a full pulpit voice,
frequently broadcast over
radio.

"Well, Dr. Fosdick," replied
the parson with all the aplomb
of a charming rogue, "You
keep writing 'em and I'll keep
preaching 'em !"

"They have developed what
might be called a superior
product while our American
companies are constantly
calling back thousands of cars
to correct some factory
mistake."

been welding works of at Schooleraft College this
fall.

When the art welding course was offered, people
had to be turned away because there just wasn't
enough room for all who wanted to join the class.

The first part of the course consisted of the basic
techniques of metal welding and was taught by Stuart
Galbraith.

The last four weeks of the class were taken over
by Ken Rose, part-time art teacher at Schoolcraft and
art department chairman at Stevenson High School in
Livonia. Rose taught the sculpture section in which
students built a piece of sculpture using industrial
welding techniques.

Students built sculptures using steel rods and
sheet metal. The subjects ranged from small animals
to a four-foot abstract wall sculpture.

Some of the students have purchased their own
welding outfits to work on at home, and one woman
has a small building she is turning into a studio.
