Because the loss runs into the millions of dollars

and what Fire Chief George Sehoenneman called
"unusual" circumstances. the state fire marshal has

been called to conduct a probe of the fire that leveled
the Packaging Corp. of America warehouse early
Saturday morning.

"Among other things we'd like to determine the
cause of the fire that is the worst in the city's history.
and also the reason for the delay in sounding the
alarm.

"We received the alarm at 3-23 a.m. Saturday:
the chief said. -but when I reached there. flames

already were shooting through three windows:
The fire. which burned over the entire weekend.

leveled the entire warehouse. causing an extimated
loss of $5 million but Jack MeFalda. gentral manager
of the factory, informed the city that the facility

Would be re-built as quickly as possible.

FORTUNATELY, the warehouse. which is

located on Sheldon Road between Five Mile and

North Territorial Road. was not in operation when
the fire started. but more than 100 persons will be
affected by the blaze.

Some emploves have been put to work to help
clear up the debris while others have been shifted to
the firm s Del Ray division.

Not only did the amount of damage make the fire
the Worst in the city's history. but the conditions
under which it blazed made it difficult to fight. In

fact. companies from Northville. Livonia. Plymouth
and Canton Townships were called to help get the
blaze under contol.

"It was dangerous every minute," Schoenneman
explained, "because of the 40-mile an hour wind that
carried thousands of pieces of burning paper through
the air. We had to protect the entire area and kept
watch over the entire cit).

,.

The f ire was made dif f icult to fight because of
the huge rolls of paper and other combustible materi-
als that were being used at this season of the year in
packaging materials for shipment.

The chief pointed out that he had no reason to
suspect arson. and he described three false alarms
received during the past six weeks as '-non-malicious
alarms.

-THERE WAS nothing wrong with the sprinkler
system." he said. -but when the pressure get< a bit
low. it sends off a signal. Thats what we were getting.
Were had three in the past six weeks and four in the
past year.

He also revealed that the plant *s water line broke
last Thursday afternoon and much of the area was dug
up during the repair work.

*'In cases like this," he said. **fire watchers are

placed on the job. This was done. but Re are
concerned about what appears to be a dela, in sound-
ing the alarm."

At one stage of the stubborn blaze a call was
placed to Detroit House of Correction for help. One
truckload arrived and went to work. But officials said

the second truck was sent back. due to the success in

fighting the blaze at the time and the pilfering that

was going on in the plant.

City Commission Rescinds
Non-Returnable Bottle Ban

The ban on the sale of non-

returnable bottles which, was

to go into effect on Jan. 1. 1973
was rescinded Monday night
by the City Commission after
a verbal battle that lasted

close to two hours.

When the final vote came,
the motion to take the ban

from the books was approved
5 to 2, with Commissioners
Beverly McAninch and

Norbert Battermann casting
the negative votes.

The ordinance banning the
sale was passed a year ago,

but its effective date was
delayed for a year. In the
meantime it virtually was
forgotten until the Mail and
Observer called attention to

the effective date several

weeks ago.
Hurriedly, the commission

went on record favoring
removal of the ban, but
decided the opposition should
be heard before a vote was
taken.

OPPONENTS OF the

proposal to rescind the action
engaged the merchants, who
favored the sale of the non-

returnables, with all sorts of
rhetoric and statistics to prove
their points.

Fire Costly
To Taxpayers

The fire that razed the Packaging Corp. of
America building and warehouse over the past
weekend- also has dealt a real financial blow to the 

taxpayers.
It was the first major fire since the city of

Plvmouth.contracted for Detroit water -- and there is

no telling just what that bill will be.
-I even hate to think of it," Fire Chief George

Sehoenneman stated Monday night. ''We had the
pumps going at capacity and I have no idea just how
much water was used. All I know is that it was plenty.
Ill be anxious to see the bill."

Above the cost of the water poured on the
flames, thecity wift loseapproximately $15.000 in
taxes in 1973.

Acting City Manager Kenneth. Way. who also is
the city assessor. pointed out that the community
school system willlose approximately $42.000 and that
the entire tax loss for the community will be in the
neighborhood of $57.000.

"If there is no building. there is very little left to
tax," he said.

This is the biggest blow to the taxpayers any
Plymouth fire ever has dealt and it will be quite a
while until the exact cost is known.

A plan to provide year -
around sheriff's patrol in
Wayne County parks has been
tentatively approved by the
County Board of Com-
missioners.

The proposal would assign
18 deputies to patrol the parks
all year on a full time basis.
The would exclude from other

duties except in emergencies.
Currently, the 18 men

assigned to park patrol for six
months of the year, from May
30 to Nov. 30. At other times
the parks are patroled by 12
men who also have other
regular duties.

THE PLAN, approved by
the commissioners' Ways and
Means Committee Dec. 14,
was devised to accommodate
increased winter activity, said
Sheriff William Lucas.

"Activity in the parks is now
just as great in the winter as it
is in the summer," he said.
"The parks are being used
more by family groups as well
as unlawful groups who
commit crimes. sell and buy
narcotics."

In addition to alcohol and
narcotics abuse, vandalism
has become a major problem
in the parks, said Lucas. He
mentioned ruined park ben.
ches and the destruction of
trees as examples.

The parks offer such winter
fecreation as skiing, sledding,
tobogganing, ice skating and
use of 100 acres of ice covered
lakes.

Lucas pointed out that these
activities - have generated
enforcement problems of
another kind, including traffic
control and accident

prevention. More than seven
million persons use the parks
each year, and over 12 million
vehicles travel along Hines
Drive alone, he said.

Lucas said patrols will

concentrate their efforts in
Elizabeth Park in Trenton,
and along the 26 - mile length
of Hines Drive, which runs
through Dearborn Heights,
Livonia, Garden City, Inkster,
Westland and Plymouth.

Carroll turnedln a fine performance in the
Southfield net, but Churchill won in the end, 6-4.
There is a good chance that Carroll will no longer be
No. 3 at Southfield.

"I guess there is a certain amount of Ned Hark-
ness in me." said Carinci. "But Ill never sacrifice
respect for victory." z

Once something of a status

symbol, the power-driven
snow thrower is becoming
almost as popular as its
summer cousin--the power
lawn mower.

And, like the power lawn
mower. the snow thrower also
can be mis-used--with un-

fortunate results.

"The snow thrower is a

valuable time-, labor-, and
heart-saver for the middle-
aged homeowner," Qerald E.
Montgomery, executive

director of the Greater Detroit
Safety, says. "Unfortunately,
the snow thrower can present
hazards for the uninformed
and eareless user."

Most injuries occur when
the operator attempts to clear

a clogged chute without first
1 turning off the motor.

Because stones or other

objects hidden by the snow
can be picked up and thrown
by the whirling blades, the
council advises operators of
snow throwers to make sure
no one is in line with the
discharge chute and to pay
particular attention when
clearing driveways and walks

covered with crushed stones.
Montgomery urges snow

thrower operators to observe
the followig safety rules:
• Read all operating in-

structions carefully;
• Know how to stop the

engine or how to throw the unit
out of gear quickly;
• Keep children and pets

away. while operating the
machine;

• Never leave running
equipment unattended;

e Never refill the fuel tank
while the engine is running
and avoid fuel spills;
• Never remove foreign

objects or snow from the
equipment while the engine is
running;

I Never put a hand or foot
near any moving part, and
never place your hand inside

the discharge chute or even
near its outside edge with the
engine running;
• Never make any

mechanical adjustment, or do
any other kind of work, on the
equipment while it is running;

I Never run the engine
indoors;

. Don't operate the machine
on sloping ground where you
risk a slip or fall.

Sorry, but bees wouldn't
affect the bulbs. True, they
would affect the seed but we
don't ever use the seed.
Gardeners save bulbs each
year, not seed.

Christmas Care

For Poinsettias

Whether you are buying a poinsettia as a gift or
to brighten your own home this holiday season. you
will have a healthier. prettier plant if you follow these
tips from Michigan State Universitv horticulturists:

Choose a poinsettia with dark green foliage.
Fallen or vellow leaves indicate poor fertilization or a
root disease.

The bracts -- the red. pink or white parts usually
thought of as the poinsettia flower -- should be of
good size and color. Thf red or green button-like parts
at the center of the bracts are the actual flowers.

Before taking a poinsettia outside. be sure it is
wrapped well. Exposing it to low temperatures for
even a short period of time can cause leaves and
bracts to turn brown and fall off.

At home. place vour poinsettia near a sunny
window or in some other well lighted place. Do not
let anv part of the plant touch the cold window panes.
and keep the plant out of drafts from radiators. air
registers. or open doors and windows.

Poinsettias prefer a temperature range of 60 to
70 degrees. Higher temperatures will shorten the life
of the bracts. Cooler temperatures at night I 55 to 60
degrees) will help keep the plant in bloom the
maximum length of time.

The soil should be checked dailv and the plant
watered onlv when the soil is dry to tne touch. Water
until the soil is soaked to the bottom of the pot. but
do not water more than necessary. Overwatering will
cause the lower leaves to yellow and drop. Underwa-
tering will cause the plant to wilt and the lower leaves
to drop off.

ing.' They are offered by Frank
P. Opolka. head of the state Dept.
of Natural Resources' snowmo-

bile safety section.

"1. I WILL be a good sports-
man. I recognize that people
judge all snowmobile owners by
my actions. I will use my influ-
enee with other snowmobile

ownerstopromotesportsman -
like conduct.

-2. I willot litter trails or
camping areas. I will not pollute
streams or lakes.

'3. I will not damage living
trees, shrubs, or other natural
features.

.. 4. I will respect other people's
property and rights.

'5. I will lend a helping hand
when I see someone in distress.

6. I will make myself and my
vehicle available to assist search

and rescue parties.

"7. I will not interfere with or

harass hikers, skiers, snowshoers,

I will respect their
rights to enjoy our recreation
facilities.

8. I will know and obey all
federal, state and local rules

regulating the operation of

THERE WERE gifts for 477
patients and ex-patients when
Mrs. George H. Johnson and
Mrs. Marcus Arthur, volun-
teers from Plymouth, came in
Monday to help wrap and sort
presents with Mrs. Jean
Bacheldor, coordinator of
volunteer services.

They came from individuals
and organizations who
received the names of specific
patients and information on
his age, size and particular
needs and desires.

But that's only part of the
Christmas story at Northville
State Hospital.

Besides the individual gifts,
many groups of employes in
area businesses and sorority
and church groups have sent

checks for use by the hospital
for its patients' benefit.

Schuldt said he keeps track
of these gifts and sends to all
the organizations an ac-
counting of purchases over the
past year from such funds,

Some organizations also
check with hospital leaders to
find out needs of wards or

other groups of patpents and
make gifts of this type.

Donated in the last year
through this means have been
a tape recorder, athletic needs
for the young adult unit,
camping equipment and pots
and pans for women patients
who wanted to do some

cooking.

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How Little Crow, Local '
Folks Helped Indians , .

f ,

Thousands of cans of food,
hundreds of toys and boxes of
clothing and household goods
are making Indians in four
northern Michigan areas
happier this Christmas.

For Observerland churches,
scout groups, clubs and
businesses, there were warm
thanks expressed in tears of
joy,

For Hank Chruscial, who
organizes the work in the
name of the Western Wayne
County Conservation Assn.,
there was a special form of
thanks. He has been given the
honorary Indian name of "Te-
Oya-Ta-Duta," which is the
Sioux term for "Little Crow."

A crow, you see, sees a lot
and tries to help out, ac-
cording to Indian lore.
Chruscial, 19345 Brentwood,
Livonia, is dark-skinned and
square-jawed, and is

sometimes mistaken for an
Indian. Actually, he is Polish
by ancestry.

Little Crow will receive his
name in formal rites con-
ducted next July by Muskegon
area Indians: He visited them
the first weekend in

December.

AFTER COLLECTING and
( when necessary) repairing
the gifts, in his home and

garage, Little Crow and his
faithful squaw sent a second
delivery to the Sault Ste.
Marie area. Observerland
contributed 1,105 new toys, 300
food items, 32 cases of candy,
clothing and Christmas trees
went on that Dec. 9 trip.

Last weekend was a big one.
In a donated Avis 20-foot-van,
Chruseial, volunteer dads
and Indian Guides from the
Livonia Family Y loaded,
departed at midnight and
drove through a nighttime
blizzard to Holy Childhood
Indian Mission School at
Harbor Springs.

Some local roads there were
inppassable, so they left gifts
for the Cross Village set-
Uement, too. The gifts will be
distributed through Holy
Cross Parish. They drove
back Saturday night.

On Sunday he journeyed to
the settlement of Custer and a
Christmas party for Indian
children. Nearly 700 children
received toys, candy and
entertainment, and in the
Muskegon area two families
totalling 18 members received
the makings of a Christmas
feast.

The photos on these pages
tell how the children enjoyed
their 1,663 food items, 18

hams, 519 soap items, tooth
brushes, 'toothpaste,
shoelaces, tissues, 20 large
cartons of n,w toys, 99 un-
wrapped toys, 145 cartons of
used clothing, 48 cartons of
new clothing and eight cartons
of new and used shoes,
sneakers and boots.

HELPING LOAD the truck
were Mike Quinn and Ken
Murray of Livonia, Dave
Hellmer and Bernie

Brousseau of Westland.
Churches which donated

food, clothing, toys and money
were: Salem United Church of
Christ, Farmington; Church
of the Holy Spirit, Westland;
Sacred Heart Byzantine
Church, Livonia.

Companies included San-
ders (candy, through the
efforts of Bruno Genrich of
Westland); Montgomery
Ward of Wonderland ( Ray
Herbert, manager); and a
major retailer which asked to
remain anonymous. The latter
two donated toys.

Ford Motor Girls Club and
the Redford Boys Club gave
food, clothing and or money.

Groups from the Livonia
Family Y included the Indian
Guides (canned hams), Indian
Maidens (food, clothing, soap
powder) and Indian Y-ettes

(homemade red stockings
filled with dental care goods,
toys and small gifts).

Fordson High School

students in Dearborn, through
the efforts of Sheree Coluc-
celli, added clothing, food,
soap, dental goods and tissues.
Some 366 of the same kinds of
items were collected by
Webster Elementary School
pupils in Livonia.

MR. and MRS. Foster Smith
of Livonia gave a case of soap.
Mrs. Smith is Mrs. Chrucial's
"sewing buddy" when it's
time to mend clothes.

From Southfield's
MacArthur School came six
station wagonloads of
clothing, collected by Cub
Pack 884, Girl Scout Troop 667
and Brownie Troop 473.

Although only four local
legislators voted for an in-
crease in their pensions, the
hike was passed by both the
House and Senate last week.

The legislators approved a
measure allowing a lawmaker
with 16 years service to retire
at age 55 and receive 50 per
cent of his last year's salary.
That would entitle him to
$7,650. Formerly the

retirement age was 60.
No local legislator has 16

years service, but five are age
55 or older.

against it and Sens. William

THE CL'BRENT pension
system allows legislators to
collect retirement benefits at
age 55, but they must sacrifice
a penalty of two per cent for
each year they are short of 60.

At age 60 they can collect 26
per cent of their salaries once
they have served eight years.

Both Bennett, who is 60, and
Tierney have eight years
service. Baker. at 66. has 12
years service and was elected
to a seventh term in

November.

Other legislators and their
terms of service are Forbes,
56, two year$; Brown.

The Dept. of Natural
Resources announced that its
fight to protect Michigan
waters from over - use . will
place high priority upon'
seeking legislation for blanket
authority to license and set
rental quotas for boat liveries
and marinas on inland lakes,
as well as for canoes on inland
streams.

Norman F. Smith, chairman
of the DNR's river - use
committee, reported that a
state - wide licensing program
would provide control over the
biggest share of canoeing
activity. Liveries account for
about 90 per cent of the canoe
use on popular, troubled
stretches of the Au Sable, Pere
Mqrquette, Manistee, and
Pine rivers.

Livery licensing should
cover inland lakes as well as
streams, Smith said.

"THE SAME problems of
over -crowding exist on many
lakes and will become more
acute in the future. Licensing
would, in effect, be a rental fee
for the commercial use of
public waters."

Smith told the Natural
Resources Commission that
the DNR is drafting the livery
licensing bill it plans to push
for'during next year's session

---DNR
of the State Legislature.

At the same time, certain
rivers will be studied and
carefully watched for possible
signs of over - use, conflicts of
use, and environmental

damage which triggered the
laying down of proposed river
- use rules for problem
stretches of the Au Sable, Pere
Marquette, Manistee, and
Pine rivers.

Actual establishment of
those controls still remains
clouded by pending court
action.

SMITH, speaking for the
DNR's river - use committee,
said it appears that no new
waters should be,immediately
targeted for such regulations
before studies are undertaken
on several rivers to determine
if and where reasonable use
limits might be necessary.

He noted that the committee
generally believes there are
no other rivers at present
"which have reached such a
critical stage that establish-
ment of rules could not
wait..."

DNR developed canoe
camps in the Parmalee Bridge
and Mio Pond areas of the Au
Sable, and he observed that
other facilities will be added
elsewhere on the stream in
1973.
