Extra Farmer
Paving Share

When Farmer Street is
repaved this summer, the city
will bear an extra share of the
cost.

The city commission voted
Monday night to bear an extra
7.5 per cent of the repaving
cost which would normally be
borne by owners of property
on the street.

Normally the clty bears
about 25 per cent of the cost of
all paving projects but in this
case, its share will be 32.5 per
cent. The city's cost will be
about $106,000.

Commissioner William
Silvis introduced the first
motion to lower the property -
owners' share of the repaving
from the 37.5 per cent
recommended in a city
manager’s report to 33.75 per
cent for front lot footage and
from 18.75 per cent to 16.875
per cent for side lot footage.

That motion was passed by
a 6-1 vote with Commissioner
Norman Battermann casting
the lone dissenting vote

because ‘‘it might set a
precedent.” »

Silvis said he wanted the
city to bear more of the cost
because recent traffic surveys
showed Farmer gets about 25
per -cent meore traffic than
intersecting cross streets.
This indicates it is used as
more of a thoroughfare since
it is the only east - west street
running completely through
the city's north end.

Canton Will Redraft
Gas Station Ordinance

CANTON TOWNSHIP
It's back to the drawing
board to look for a new gas
station ordinance for Canton
Township -- one that the town-
ship’s legal counsel feels can

be defended in court.
“Architects’” will be Town-
ship Attorney William Semp-

" liner and Planning Consultant

Michael Manore. They have
been given until March to
come up with an ordinance
that will regulate the type of
work that can be conducted at
a gas station and have some
controls on their location.

The task was assigned to
them by the planning commis-
sion after Sempliner said that
a proposed inance drafted
recently Commissioner
Wes Kaiser (with help from
his colleague, Bart Berg) was,
in part, either invalid or un-
constitutional.

Both Kaiser and Berg — and
Commissioner Grant Camp-
bell -- have been working for
the past year to get samething
on the books to control gas sta-
tions. They finally came up
with a proposed ordinance
patterned after the one adopt-

ed recently by the City of De-
troit.

Sempliner, however, took
exception to three sections of
the proposed ordinance.

“Section C’ was one of
them. This part stipulated that
60 per cent of land owners 300
feet in all directions of the
property line must give their
.approval if the gas station is to
be built at a location other

than a major intersection (de-

fined as one where the roads
have 120-foot right-of-ways).

“IT IS OUR opinion that this
proposed section is invalid for
the reasons that the municipal
corporation has no power to
make a use of property condi-
tional upon the assent or per-
mission of private persons,
and also for the reason that
there is no prescribed stand-
ard by which the commission
may act,” Sempliner said.

Sempliner also said ‘‘Sec-
tion D,”” which read, “aban-
doned or closed stations may
be ordered to be demolished
by the township board after
being vacant for 120 days,”’ is
in violation of the due process
clause because it takes prop-

Townshlp Sets New
Permit, Inspection Fees

By MARTHA MAHAN
"PLYMOUTH

A higher fee schedule for
electrical permits and in-
spections has been adopted by
the Plymouth TownshlpB
Board.

The revision puts township
fees in line with those of
surrounding communities
and, hopefully, will enable the
building department to be self-
supporting, according to
James R. Briggs, chief in-

spector.

To underscore need for the
increase, Briggs reported
total income from electrical
fees was $6,040 in 1970, $6,220
in 1971 and $8,458 for the first
11 months of 1972.

THAT INCOME, he pointed
out, was insufficient to pay for
a full time electrical in-
spector, let alone for paper-
work and other overhead. The
township, as a result, was able
to hire only a part-time in-
spector and pay him on a
percentage basis.

Not only was part-time help
insufficient to meet increased
building, Briggs said, but
there is a likelihood the State
Licensing Division may refuse
to allow part-time help for
electrical inspections as it

already has for plumbing

“inspections.

If you want a real thrill,

‘grow hyacinths indoors.

First, remember they need
a cool period for root for-
mation. Best bet is to start the

bulbs in a hyacinth vase’

containing water.

Place it in your refrigerator
or any place where the tem-
perature can be kept around
40 degrees F or so. Freezing is
not necessary. Start the
hyacinth any time between
Dec. 1 and Jan. 15. Keep them
in the refrigerator or garage
for six or seven weeks so a
good set of roots will develop.

Check the vase from time to
time and when you see the
flower bud sticking about
three or four inches out of the
neck of the bulb, you’ll know
the roots are sufficiently
developed.

After that, bring the vases
into light and warmer tem-
perature of your home, living
room, bedroom, ete. During
the first week or 10 days when
~the plants are growing rapidly
.and turning green, do not keep
them in direct sunlight.

After a week, you can move
the vases into full sumlight,
and watch the flowers
develop. After flowering, set
the bulb outdoors where they
will bloom' again for you next
year. You can use the
hyacinth vase for flower
arrangements.

ONE OF THE BEST house
plants is the so - called
‘‘prayer plant,”” so called
because at night the leaves
fold up, as if in prayer. There
are two plants often called
prayer plants, and one is the
Calathea, with leaves rather

-broad and pointed at the tip.

They have a rhizome - like
"root system with Jeaves
arising from the crown. The
other prayer plant is Maranta,
a close relative of Calathea.
The Maranta has rows of
brownish to dark green
blothes in a row, hence the
common name of ‘‘rabbit -
track’ plant.

Culture for both: They like a
light, humusy soil (1,3 each
sand, peat and loam) warm
room temperature both day
and night (about 70 degrees.)
Keep soil uniformly
moistened, never soggy. Also
avoid a temperature drop
below 50 degrees since these

1 cinnamon stick

Cook
mixture in saucepan for about
two minutes, or until thick and
smooth. Stir constantly. Stir in
milk; heat to boiling, stirring
occasionally, but do not beil.
