Copies of that report, --
dated Feb. 14 -- were ap-
parently distributed to Canton
officials although Plymouth
Mayor James McKeon said
some Plymouth city officials
saw it for the first time Mon-
day.

After opening the meeting,
McKeon said, ‘‘We asked
Vilican-Leman to give us
their reaction to the Canton
Center Woods proposal. We
have not revnewed it among
ourselves at all.”

McKeon then asked
Eldridge to give his report.

Before he could begin,
George Lawton, Canton
Township Planning Com-
mission chairman, . asked if

he could speak quickly
because he had to attend
another meeting.

He said he wanted to com-

ment on Eldridge's report

and that he was ‘‘disappoin-
ted in the shallowness of this
!‘EPO!'L

“‘Presumptions made in
here were inappropriate and
without too much research or

insight into the planmng ‘

process in Canton Township,”
he said.

"It is true that you always
have other locations, but we
didn’t pick the location,™
Lawton said in response to
Eldridge's report which

Moratorium Ok’d; Deny Rezoning

In a precedent setting
move, Canton Township
Board of Trustees last night
declared a six-month
moratorium on multiple
bousing. Excluded, however,
are areas already zomed for

© multiples in previously ap-

~ proved planned unit develop-
ments.

Biggest project to be affec-

+ ted by the moratorium is the
! Moceri regional shopping cen-

: ter propesed for the corner of

Joy and Sheldon Rds.
In the six months -- and

possibly lenger -- that the

moratorium is in effect, a
land use study will be conduc-
ted by a 25-member study
committee. The committee,
composed of Canton residents
and the planning consultant,
will concentrate on housing
patterns and density factors.

The board’s action was a
victory for residents in the
township’s newer sub-
divisions who are fighting the
Moceri development and who
claim the township is over-
developed as far as multiple
housing is concerned.

Still anether . victory was

claimed by Canton residents
- this one by these living in
the northwest sector -- when
trustees also voted to deny a
rezoning request involving 110
acres at Ford and Beck Rds.

The board’s decision turns
back a planning commission
recommendation made a
week ago that the rezoning be
allowed.

By denying the rezoning,
the board keeps intact the en-
tire northwest sector which is
presently zoned for one-acre
lots and is also the area
where most of Canton’s large
farms are located.

As a result of recent amendments to the G.1.
Bill increasing education benefits, veterans can now
avail themselves of a *‘scholarship” worth about’
$2,000 annually to attend the college or training

program of their choice,

Veterans now enrolling in a full-time program
at Madonna College, a coeducational institution in
Livonia, will receive educational benefits of $220
monthly. Veterans with dependents receive higher

allowances.

All programs at Madonna College are fully
approved by the Veterans Administration. The
average cost of tuition for one year of full-time
study is $1.000, or $35 per semester hour. Therefore,
veterans in a full-time program would have more
than $1,000 remaining for living expenses. Madonna
offers veterans additional financial aid, including
loans and work-study programs.

Situated on 49 acres at 36600 Schoolcraft in
Livonia, Madonna College offers degree programs
for veterans in more than 20 majors. In addition to
one, two and four-year programs in liberal arts,
occupational and professional programs, continuing
education is also available.

Veterans can enroll in professional education
programs, which include criminal justice, radiologic
technology, medical technology. nursing, social
welfare, teacher education, fire protéction technolo-
gy, pre-law, pre-medicine and others. Nine two-year
programs in allied health fields are offered.

Eldridge said he did not
review the site plan in detail,
but his report said. A brief
inspection of the site plan

does raise many ques-
tions...”
At the meeting he amplified

this: “To be candid, I think
it's a very poor site plan, to
say the least,”” he said, par-
ticularly criticizing the
propesed 90 degree parking
as opposed to angle parking.

Eldridge also said he took
“'strong objections’ to
Lawton’s earlier comment
about the developer picking
the location. *'To say that you
have to sit back and wait for
2 developer to come to you. .
{ don’t agree with.”" He said
Canton should enforce strict
planning.

The Vilican-Leman plan-
ner’s report also said the site
was “‘not suited for a com-
mercial center’’ because of a
“‘poor relationship' to
existing and proposed roads,
the proximity to Westland
and other proposed projects.
the relationship to nearby
Plymouth Township homes
and Main Street traffic, and
its location on the boundary
line of Canton and Plymouth
townships.

Eldridge said the center
would be better located
within Canton Township
where it could serve ‘‘as the
nucleus for a town center for
the community of Canton.™

The planner also criticized
a market analysis study
prepared on the Moceri
Project as “‘overstating"
retail potential and retail
dollars available in the
market area.

*In conclusion,” Eldridge's
report said, “‘We feel that the
site is best suited for a plan-
ned neighborhood develop-
ment without any land set
aside for commercial use.

“And, finally, a commer-
cial complex of this mag-
nitude would serve Canton
Township better in a location
nearer its geographic cen-
ter,” Eldridge's report con-
cluded.

Following Eldridge's
report, Michael Manore, the
chief community planner for
Wade, Trim & Associates
which serves as the planning
consultant for Canton Town-
ship, criticized the report and
the length of time it took the
city to reply to his early
August letter offering the city
an opportunity to comment on

the Moceri Project.
“It was our understanding
that the City of Plymouth was

to review the (Moceri)
proposal as to its effect on
and its relationship to the
city,”” Manore said in a letter
(responding to Eldridge’s
report) which was released
Mmday night at the meeting.

“For the past six months
the city has had an oppor-
tunity to express itself,’
Manore's letter said.

“The comments in the
report regarding the
economic feasibility the
location of the regional shop-
ping center in Canton Town-
ship and the street pattern
serving the site appear to us
to exhibit very little
knowledge of Canton Town-
ship and its policies.

“We see little value in con-
sidering the report further
since all the -points in the
report have been thoroughly
discussed by township of-
ficials and no new infor-
mation is presented.

“The township officials still

remain uninformed as (o the
impact the regional shopping
center may have on the City
of Plymouth,”” Manere’s let-
ter concluded.

- At the meeting, Manore

told Plymouth officials ‘‘we
anticipated that you would be
-interested in what effect this
would have on your down-
town business area."’

McKeon responded that the
city’s response was to a one -
paragraph form letter and a
layout design of the project.

“Granted in retrospect we
should have had some
dialogue, but we had no sup-
portive information at all,”
McKeon said.

“There’s always been a
good relationship between
Plymouth and Canton Town-
ship,”’ the Plymouth mayor
said. “I'm not about to sit
here and let two planners
bhave an influence on our
relationship.”

In response to Manore's
question on the impact the
Moceri Project would have on
Plymouth, Earl Merriman, a
member of the city planning

~commission said, ‘‘Downtown

Plymouth will definitely be
hurt.

“Retailers will abandon
downtown Plymouth,'’ he
said, adding that he thought it
better if the center could be
located farther away from
Plymouth.

McKeon .questioned
whether the project was *‘af-
ter the Plymouth market.™" If
it was, “‘then we're very con-
cerned and we\] tell you we
don't like the location."

Manore an. Eldridge got
into a quick argument star-
ting when Manore said,
*‘Where this will be in Canton
Township is Canton Town-
ship’s prerogative.”

“We're just reacting to
your invitation to comment.”
Eldridge repiied.

How do you hear voices
from Muskegon and

Louisville, Ky. while standing
in a Plymouth garage?

By ham radio, of course,
courtesy of K8IKT, otherwise
known as Bob Gotshall of
Plymouth. An advertising
salesman for Nation's
Business magazine in Detroit,
Gotshall carries on such
conversations nearly every
morning from his radio
“shack,” the garage of his
home at 1116 Harding.

The other two voices
belonged to the secretary-
treasurer and president-elect
respectively of “‘Midcars,"”
an organization of mid-
western ham radio operators
whose monthly magazine,
“Radio Watch." Gotshall has
just taken over as editor.

“*Midcars” is a group of
nearly 800 amateur radio
enthusiasts who wuse a
specified frequency (7258
MHz) to exchange in-
formation on weather and
traffic conditions, offer
assistance to authorities in
emergency situations, and
primarily to contact each
other for what hams call *'rag-
chewing,”

Gotshall says he often
arranges to ‘meet’’ other ham
operators on the ‘‘Midcars”
frequency, which is constantly
busy and easy to locate, then
move up or down the dial for
uninterupted  transmission.

“RADIO WATCH" has been
published in various rough
forms since the organization
first began some three years
ago, but Gotshall hopes his
own efforts and familiarity
with printing techniques will
improve the quality and ap-
pearance of the 5'2 by 8-inch
magazine. His first edition
published this month carries
the publications first paid
advertising --a one page plug
for a ham operators’ con-
vention.

That April meeting, an
annual affair in Dayton called
the “Hamvention,” will give
Gotshall an opportunity to
meet for the first time dozens
of people with whom he has

carried on long conversations

during the eight months he has
been calling ‘‘Midcars.” The
group holds its annual
meeting in Dayton in con-
junction with the convention of
ham operators from all over

the country.
Gotshall says ap-
proximately 250,000

Americans are radio hob-
byists, and an equal number of
hams are spread out all over
the world. His equipment,
which operates at the legal
maximum power for
amateurs, is capable of
reaching anywhere in the
world, at least at night when
cool atmospheric conditions

allow radio beams to
“bounce’” to greater distan-
ces.

HAM RADIO operators are
not the same as operators of
“‘citizen band” radio.

CB broadcasters are limited
to a very small number of
frequencies in the huge
broadcasting spectrum and
are not required to meet any
qualifications to do so.

*Hams," on the other hand,
are licensed by the Fedral
Communications Commission
after passing examinations
both in radio codes and theory.
Licenses must be renewed
every five years and can be
revoked by the FCC, which
carefully monitors the
frequency assigned for
amateur use.

Gotshall has been at his
radio hobby for more than 15
years, gradually building on to
his equipment to put together
the sophisticated-looking
operation he has today.

A ham can put himself in
operation with an investment
of $100, Gotshall says, or can
spend as much as $4,000 on
elaborate transmitters,
receivers and aerials. He
caught the radio bug from an
uncle, but has so far failed to
pass it on-- at least to his own
three kids.

Conservation

You've heard about the fuel
crisis.

Now hear about ways you.
the homeowner. can help.

Bob Maddex. agricultural
engineering specialist at
Michigan State University.
points out how you can con
serve heat, reduce energy use
and make your home more
comfortable for winter living.

Unless- it is well insulated.
any home spills a lot of heat
into the great outdoors. If you
are planning to build a home.
spend the extra $200 to $400
for adequate insulation. It
will pay for itself in two or
three cold winters.

In addition to insulation in
walls and ceilings. use storm
windows, weather stripping
and blinds or drapes to cut
hept loss around wi and

Storm windows are a sub-
stantial investment. Maddex
observes. but an economical
temporary substitute is
readily available in the form
of cardboard stripping and
sheet plastic. Folded over the
stripping and tacked to a win-
dow frame. the plastic
creates an insulating dead air
space.

Blinds or heavy drapes

measure such as shutting a
door or window on a rolled up
newspaper can cut heat loss
by one-half.

A fireplace is a good war-
mer - upper on these chilly
nights, but don't forget to
close the damper when
there's no fire in the grate.
The same chimney that lets

smoke billow away is also an

escape route for warm air
you have paid your hard -
earned pennies to heat.

If your home feels cold in
spite of 1 thermostat that in-
Sists it's 72. try moving the
furniture so that chairs and
sofas you most often use are
not near windows or outside
walls.

You might also use a
humidifier, a teakettle on the
stove or a container of water
near a room’s heat source to
add a bit of moisture to the
dry winter air. A home that’s
too dry feels colder than one
with the same temperature
and the proper humidity
level.

Distinction can be added to
a modest dining alcove to
create a special, comfortable
mood often lacking in less
formal areas.
