'Twas the hour back from Tigertown and all
through the house, not a newspaper was shuffled-
just scattered about.

"It was just super! " said Montagano whose
Chargers finished 9-8 in their first year of varsity
competition and 12-5 last season. "The kids went
after everyone and came out like champs!"

"I took that district trophy home, set it on the 
table and just sat there with it all night-never fell
asleep, just tried to figure out what had happened.

"I just couldn't believe it! "

'*The kids were confident and looking for each
other and we took everyone on the boards. Phil
Damaska, Jim Foster and Don Braun just played
super!"

"I knew we had an inside shot at the district
and playing on our home court had to help."

"I used to have a negative
attitude toward the police. I
thought they did nothing but
harass people. But I have
found out in this program
that the police are human
beings, too, and that they
want to help us. I sure
changed my way of
thinking."

These words, spoken by
Paul Richmond, a student at

Franklin High in Livonia, in-
dicate the police - school
cooperation program in-
stituted eight months ago is
successful and paying
dividends.

The program, designed to
close the communication gap
between the students and law

enforcement agencies, is
referred to by Livonia Police
Sgt. Robert Van Dyke and
John Graves, faculty advisor
and student activities director

at Franklin, as a "marriage
between the police and
students" and is now one of

the most popular in the
school.

With good citizenship as the
primary goal, the federally
funded volunteer program is
bringing students and police
together in a cooperative ef-
fort and providing a better
undentanding of law enfor-
cement and worthwhile

relationships.
"We are placing the

students -- both boys and girls
- with the police officers,"
Graves said, "In this man-

ner, they get a better insight
into law enforcement."

Graves also revealed that

the Franklin program is the
only one of its kind in the

state. There are 37 programs
in Michigan, but Franklin is
unusual because it is the only
one where volunteer students

and police work together.
They ride together in the
police cars and thus get a bet-
ter insight to the policeman's
task.

"On the other hand," Sgt.
Van Dyke said, "The police
are finding the kids aren't as
bad as they thought. As a

result, the entire attitude
toward law enforcement has
changed."

-We find, too," Graves
said, "the attitude of the en-
tire school toward law enfor-

cement has changed. It is
found not only among the
volunteers in the program.
but the entire student body.
We now feel like a real com-

munity school."
The program is being con-

ducted on an entirely volun-
teer basis and is an after -

class project.
Each volunteer agrees to

work 100 hours in the

program for which he earns a
half - credit toward

graduation.
*'We find many volunteers

don't want to leave after ser-

ving the 100 hours." Graves
said. "Some are planning to
continue in police work. In
fact, we have some who have

applied for service as cadets
in the Livonia police depart-
ment.''

Popularity of the program
is shown in the fact eight
students have put in their 100
hours: 26 others are par-
ticipating, with another 20 on
the waiting list. Since the in-
ception of the program, ranks
of the volunteer officers have
increased four to 22.

The program is funded by
the Law Enforcement

Assistance Administration.

Through the efforts of State
Sen. Carl Pursell (R-

Plymouth), $26,000 has been
received as 75 per cent of the
cost. The City of Livonia has
appropriated $8,700, to bring
the available funds to $34.700

for a one - year period.

Now's an ideal time to
prune shrubs, fruit trees.
grapes, evergreens and
almost all other garden
plants, except roses.

For roses wait until all
danger of heavy frost is over.
During cold weather plant$
are dormant. and fresh. open
wounds are less subject to in·
sect and disease attacks.

Like everything else, there
are a few exceptions. Spring
flowering shrubs are best
pruned after they have
flokered. If loss of some of

thiS season's blooms is not
important. go ahead and
pr,ne them now.

A few items such as maple
and birch bleed Close sam af-
tee pruning in late winter.
M*ny gardeners think this is
like a bleeding finger. but ac-
tu*lly bleeding to plants does
not harm. It's a bit unsightly
Grapes often bleed after
pruning. and so do others. but
it's nothing to worry about.

There's an even bigger ques-
tion which no court has faced, a
question that mere lawyers can't
comprehend: What kind of fiscal
mess will we have if one branch

of government is funded automat-
ically while other branches have
to go through the review process?

Judge Sullivan will not allow
the county to develop orderly pay
scales for various classes of civil
service. He won t allow our
lawmakers to balance the needs

of the-circuit court against the ,
needs for the hospital, the jail,
the treasurer's office, the park
system, the air pollution control
system, the sheriff's department
. .and so on.

Judge Sullivan puts on his
blinders and says: ''Pay any court
bills we run up."

That's a dismal way to run a
government, but it seems to be
the judicial trend. Up in Lansing.
as I noted last week. Chief Justice

Thomas Kavanagh has had the
gall to ask publicly that the courts
get an automatic three per cent
cut of all revenues. with no legis-
lative questions asked.

County Commissioner Paul
Silver, not exactly one of my
favorite characters. was right for
once when he said: "The king
(Sullivan) has dissolved parlia-
ment.

Lack of specific infor-
rnation from Washington as
to President Nixon's plans for
trimming categorical grants
for the support of social-aid
programs has left area gover-
nmental and school officials
confused and groping for an-
swers.

Throughout Observerland.
those who map public budgets
simply do not know whether
they have lost any funds.

Their plight apparently is
national in scope, typified by
this recent Wall Street Jour-
nal interpretation of the reac-
tion at the local level:

' Fiscal officials have little

idea of what to expect in the
way of federal financial help.
Most say they have received
no clear directives from
federal agencies and are for-
ced to rely on ambiguous
newspaper accounts for leads
on what is and isn't being cut
back."

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Our Women Have

Their Day At OCC
"We are socialized and educated as children to

be passive servants rather than active leaders."
With this statement, Mary White, a counselor

at Oakland Community College's Orchard Ridge
campus, explained the purposes of the college's first
celebration of International Women's Day.

International Women's Day commemorates a
strike by women garment workers in New York City
in 1857, and has been observed March 8 internation-
ally ever since.

"Our purpose is to raise issues for dialdgue
between men and women so that together wei an
work for change within a system which dehum,niz-
es us all by maintaining sexism and racism," *aid
Mrs. White.

The day's programs covered concerns from
poetry reading to civil rights, from Tai Chai to fcod
cooperatives, from abortion to natural childbirth,
from women factory workers to the socializati*n of
women, and from women under socialism to a

workshop on Lesbianism.

Mrs. White said, "Women today are oppressed
by the society and kept as second class citizens in
two ways-economically and pyschologically."

Women of all classes in society know psychol-
ogical oppression. As adults. we often lack the
necessary skills and jobs to interact equally in the
arenas of power where policy decis. ons are made by
men.

"We succeed by staying within a role definition
which accommodates to a system of male privilege.

"Women need first to understand their own

oppression, and then they need education," she
said.

Representatives of groups that planned the
progtam included Eleanor Wertheimer, who
became involved in church activities, adult educa-
tion, human relations and open housing after her
10th was botn; OCC sociology instructor Sadie
Davis, and students Leslie Wheeler and Joan Grin-
del.

-As long as youve got
women around who keep
saying 'that's the way it's
always been' and keep acting
out the stereotypes and keep
toeing the line moving as
she's told to move, we'll keep
the present pattern intact"
she said.

Making changes involves
risks, she agreed. She
suggested there are "risks to
home, husband, family, ego,
income and maybe ( for the
middle - class woman) a soft,
comfortable way of life that
is only once in a while nagged
by an is - that - all - there - is
feeling."

Another hang-up, as Mrs.

Ewen sees it. is woman's

capacity (or incapacity) to
have vision.

"The I-wish syndrome just
keeps on and on because
we're still taught to accept
things the way they are," she
said. "Our society requires
that we ask no questions:

Mrs. Ewen advises women

to "dream together." She ad-
vocates a strength in
numbers philosophy because
it is much easier on the ego to
be referred to "as a member

of a radical group than to be
alone and called a deviate."

She suggests affiliation
with the Michigan Chapter of
NOW, based in Detroit, or a

new group of women activists
called Coffee Break.

Still Goes On

"There are still lots of bat-

ties ahead in the abortion

question.'' says Barbara
Robb. Detroit attorney. who
has been much concerned

with the issue.

Millions h#ve been spent
fighting the legalization of
abortions. she told her

audience for the OCC 1nter-

national Women's Day. and
the fight will go od in spite of
two recent Supreme Court
decisions which Toled that

abortion legislation was con-
trary to provisions of the 14th
amendment.

Some of these questions
will be concerned with the

rights of the father, the rights
of girls under 18 and the
rights of poor women.

Mrs. Robb was one of the

six women lawyers who first
raised the qmestion of the con-
stitutionality of Michigan's
125-year-old abortion laws in
a class action suit which had

1.071 plaintiffs.
They won their case in the

Federal District Court last

fall. and will argue it before
the Michigan Supreme Court
the first week in April. This is
one of the battles.

The U.S. Supreme Court
decisions dealt with cases in

- Texas and Georgia. and ruled
that state criminal abortion

laws without regard to ' the
stage of pregnancy and other
interests irwolved violate the

due process clause of the 14th
amendment." The Fourteenth
deals with the individual's

right to privacy.
Undoubtedly. said Mrs.

Robb. someone will raise the
question of men's rights. The
U.S. Supreme Court decision
deals only with the woman's
rights and the state's respon-
sibilities or -interest.''

It makes no reference to
the rights of the biological
father. Presently. a man can
get a vasectomy without his
wife's consent. but hospitals
require a woman who wants
to be sterilized to have her
husband's consent, pointed 
out Mrs. Robb.

Will teenage girls be able to
have abortions without telling

their parents. or will doctors
and clinics be laying them-
selves open to lawsuits if they
perform abortions on anyone
under 18 without parental
consent? Will abortion clinics

require birth certi ficates ?
Will legal abortions ( those

performed by a licensed
physician) be available to_
poor women? Presently they
cost about $200.

'-Abortions were never a

problem for women with
money: said Mrs. Robb.

-But as long as we don't
have abortions which cost

nothing. people will still be
doing illegal abortions," she
said.

Will medical insurance

companies pay for abortions?
They've said they won*t,
-but." said Mrs. Robb. they
pay for deliveries: why not
for abortions?

Another battle. warned

Mrs. Robb. will be concerned

with protecting a woman's
right to have children. which
is "just as important as her
right not to."

-Certain poor women will
undoubtedly be coerced to be
sterilized/' she said. A

listener commented that this

is being done now by some
social workers in the State of

Washington. which has
legalized abortions.

The Supreme Court
decision said that the matter

of abortion should be left to a
woman and her doctor in the

first trimester. that the state

has no interest in this period.
However. in the second

trimester. the state may set
up guidelines to protect the
woman*s health. but still may
not make abortion by a
physician a crime.

In the third trimester, said
Mrs. Robb, -The state may
regulate and proscribe abor-
tion except where necessary
for the life and health of the

woman." These regulations
will have to be worked out.

Although any licensed
physician may perform an
abortion, Mrs. Robb said
clinics, where the doctors are
more accustomed to perfor-

Remember the days filled
with fear of failure, cramming
for exams, and listening to a
professor repeat a fact four
times so the class could all
copy it?

The teaching methods that
caused those problems have
been wiped out in an ex-
perimental section of calculus
I at the University of
Michigan-Dearborn. Now in
its second semester. the trial
mathematics course frees
students of lectures and in-
structors.

The UM-Dearborn program
is a self-paced. mastery-
oriented. student-tutored

instructional system called
the -Keller Plan."

Dr. , Richard Dahlke of
Livonia. an assistant

professor of mathematics.
began the program at UM-D
According to this method.
subject matter is divided into
units of work. each with
carefully defined objectives.
For each unit there is a stud>
guide and four test forms
When a student feels.he has
fulfilled the objectives and
mastered the material. he
takes one of the tests. w'hich he

course.

The Keller Plan is more

nork for the student than a

traditionally taught course for
three reasons."

''Proponents of this plan,"
says Dahlke, -are not just
interested in the short-range
knowledge objectives for the
student. but are also in.

terested in fostering in-
dependent learning which is a
more ]asting objective.'

'Its not a matter of trying
to guess what might be
covered on the exam,'' he
notes.

DAHLKE says the tests
cover all objectives in the unit.
and the tutor is right there to
spot-question a student on any
suspected weak points. This is
not to 'trap' a student. rather
it is to help him ruith fun-
damentals which may be
giving him trouble in other
areas

This procedure was first
devised eight years ago by
Fred S Keller, former
psychology department
chairman at Columbia

University. in cooperation
with J.G. Sherman. From its

beginnings in one psychology
course at Arizona State

University, it has spread to
major universities in the
nal i *,n.

"Colleges have been quite
late in instituting new meth-
ods of teaching." Dahlke
observed, pointing out that
educational innovation is
more prevalent in elementary
schools and decreases as one
approaches higher education.

Like any program. the
Keller Plan has both ad-

rantages and disadvantages.
On the *plus' side, students

seem most relieved by the
pressure that is taken off the
exams. The trauma is gone
because they can take as long
as they like to finish and they
can fail it without bad con-

sequences. The student is
more confident of his

preparedness, too, because
the course outline SO

specifically states what he
must know to pass the tests.

The less ambitious student.

however, may pace himself
too slowly, and find that he
cannot pass all the units by the
end of the semester. Dahlke

says that incompletes are
rarely. if ever, given.

TO WARD off procrastina
tion. the Keller Plan built in art

incentive program. The stu-
dent is given a sche'jule at the
start of the course which plots
the pace he must set to finish
bv the end of the semester. To

encourage students to keep
close to the schedule. a serie.5

of lectures, open only to those
u ho have kept up their work.
are planned at intervals
through the term. The guest
speaker is usually a profes-
siona] in a field related to the

course, and could speak on an
occupation or recent innova·
lion in the field.

The lecture phase has yet to
be implemented in the UM-D
program. Dahlke hopes to
solve this situation by next
fall.

The instructor has man)
roles in the plan, including the
training and overseeing of
tutors, preparing the

material, and handling
situations which the tutor%
cannot. One of the drawbacks

of the Keller-taught course is
the immense amount of time i4
takes to initially prepare for
the program. The units are
accompanied by a textbook at
UM-D and if the book ia
changed, all materials mus
be reworked.

Dahlke says, "It would be so
much easier if it weren't such

a radical change for the
student." lt is Dahlke's

opinion that once a student has
successfully completed a
Keller·taught course. the
problems he will encounter
with the Keller Plan in other
courses are minimal. The

challenge is to get through the
first course.

Dahlke and Dr. Ronald
Morash. an assistant

professor of mathematics now
working in the program,
remain optimistic. They in-
tend to offer a larger section of
calculus I in the fall, and to

expand the program to include
calculus II.

-I'm such a firm believer in

this program." Dahlke says.
"I know this kin*of approach
would have done me more

good."
Would he really have signed

up for such a course in his
college days? '*Probably not.
